CONSUMER PRICE INDEX - MAY 2023

The Consumer Price Index for All Urban Consumers (CPI-U) rose 0.1 percent in May on a seasonally
adjusted basis, after increasing 0.4 percent in April, the U.S. Bureau of Labor Statistics reported today.
Over the last 12 months, the all items index increased 4.0 percent before seasonal adjustment.

The index for shelter was the largest contributor $o the monthly all items increase, followed by an
increase in the index for used cars and trucks. The food index increased 0.2 percent in May after being
unchanged in the previous 2 months. The index for food at home rose 0.1 percent over the month while
the index for food away from home rose 0.5 percent. The energy index, in contrast, declined 3.6 percent
in May as the major energy component indexes fell.

The index for all items Iess food and energy rose 0.4 percent in May, as it did in April and March.
Indexes which increased in May include shelter, used cars and trucks, motor vehicle insurance, apparel,
and personal care. The index for houschold furnishings and operations and the index for airline fares
were among those that decreased over the month.

The all items index increased 4.0 percent for the 12 months ending May; this was the smallest 12-month
increase gince the period ending March 2021. The all items less food and enesgy index rose 5.3 percent
over the last 12 months, The energy index decreased 1.7 percent for the 12 months ending May, and
the food index increased 6.7 percent over the last year.

Unless agreed to by the Participating Entities in advance,
Equipment or Products must be delivered as operational to the Participating Entity’s site.

This Contract offers an indefinite quantity of sales, and while substantial volume is anticipated,
sales and sales volume are not guaranteed.

B. WARRANTY. Supplier warrants that all Equipment, Products, and Services furnished are free
from liens and encumbrances, and are free from defects in design, materials, and workmanship.
In addition, Supplier warrants the Equipment, Products, and Services are suitable for and will
perform in accordance with the ordinary use for which they are intended. Supplier’s dealers
and distributors must agree to assist the Participating Entity in reaching a resolution in any
dispute over warranty terms with the manufacturer, Any manufacturer’s warranty that extends
beyond the expiration of the Supplier's warranty will be passed on to the Participating Entity.

C. DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS, AND/OR RESELLERS. Upon Contract execution and throughout
the Contract term, Supplier must provide to Sourcewell a current means to validate or
authenticate Supplier’s authorized dealers, distributors, or resellers relative to the Equipment,
Products, and Services offered under this Contract, which will be incorporated into this
Contract by reference. It is the Supplier’s responsibility to ensure Sourceweil receives the most
current information.

3. PRICING

All Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract will be priced at or below the price
stated in Supplier’s Proposal.

When providing pricing quotes to Participating Entities, all pricing quoted must reflect a
Participating Entity’s total cost of acquisition. This means that the quoted cost is for delivered
Equipment, Products, and Services that are operational for their intended purpose, and
includes all costs to the Participating Entity’s requested delivery location.

Regardless of the payment method chosen by the Participating Entity, the total cost associated
with any purchase option of the Equipment, Products, or Services must always be disclosed in
the pricing quote to the applicable Participating Entity at the time of purchase.

A. SHIPPING AND SHIPPING COSTS. All delivered Equipment and Products must be properly

packaged. Damaged Equipment and Products may be rejected. If the dam age is not readily
apparent at the time of delivery, Supplier must permit the Equipment and Products to be
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returned within a reasonable time at no cost to Sourcewell or its Participating Entities.
Participating Entities reserve the right to inspect the Equipment and Products at a reasonabie
time after delivery where circumstances or conditions prevent effective inspection of the
Equipment and Products at the time of delivery. In the event of the delivery of nonconforming
Equipment and Products, the Participating Entity will notify the Supplier as soon as possible and
the Supplier will replace nonconforming Equipment and Products with conforming Equipment
and Products that are acceptable to the Participating Entity.

Supplier must arrange for and pay for the return shipment on Equipment and Products that arrive
in a defective or inoperable condition.

Sourcewell may declare the Supplier in breach of this Contract if the Supplier intentianally
delivers substandard or inferior Equipment or Products.

B. SALES TAX. Each Participating Entity is responsible for supplying the Supplier with valid tax-
exemption certification{s}. When ordering, a Participating Entity must indicate if it is a tax-
exempt entity.

C.. HOT LIST PRICING. At any time during this Contract, Supplier may offer a specific selection
of Equipment, Products, or Services at discounts greater than those listed in the Contract,
When Supplier determines it will offer Hot List Pricing, it must be submitted electronically to
Sourcewell in a line-item format. Equipment, Products, or Services may be added or removed
from the Hot List at any time through a Sourcewell Price and Product Change Form as defined
in Article 4 below.

Hot List program and pricing may also be used to discount and liquidate close-out and
discontinued Equipment and Products as long as those close-out and discontinued items are
clearly identified as such. Current ordering process and administrative fees apply. Hot List
Pricing must be published and made available to all Participating Entities.

4. PRODUCT AND PRICING CHANGE REQUESTS

Supplier may request Equipment, Product, or Service changes, additions, or deletions at any
time. All requests must be made in writing by submitting a signed Sourcewell Price and Product
Change Request Form to the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Deveiopment Administrator. This
approved form is available from the assigned Sourcewell 5u pplier Development Administrator.
At a minimum, the request must:

¢ [dentify the applicable Sourcewell contract number;

* Clearly specify the requested change;
* Provide sufficient detail to justify the requested change;
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* Individually list all Equipment, Products, or Services affected by the requested change,
along with the requested change (e.g., addition, deletion, price change); and

* Include a complete restatement of pricing documentation in Microsoft Excel with the
effective date of the modified pricing, or product addition or deletion. The new pricing
restatement must include all Equipment, Products, and Services offered, even for those
items where pricing remains unchanged.

A fully executed Sourcewell Price and Product Change Request Form will become an
amendment to this Contract and will be incorporated by reference.

5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS

A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and
nonprofit entities across the United States and Canada; such as federal, state/province,
municipal, K-12 and higher education, tribal government, and other public entities.

The benefits of this Contract should be available to all Participating Entities that can legally
access the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s
authority to access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal,
or joint powers laws. Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service
Member of Sourcewell during such time of access. Supplier understands that a Participating
Entity’s use of this Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating
Entities reserve the right to obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source.

Supplier is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use
eligibility requirements and documentation and will encourage potential participating entities
to join Sourcewell. Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities to its
roster during the term of this Contract.

B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Supplier's employees may be required to perform work at government-
owned facilities, including schools. Supplier’s employees and agents must conduct themselves
in a professional manner while on the premises, and in accordance with Participating Entity
policies and procedures, and all applicable laws.

6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING

A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Supplier that it intends to access this
Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and
Supplier. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Supplier or its authorized
subsidiary, distributor, dealer, or reseller. If a Participating Entity issues a purchase order, it
may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly note the applicable Sourcewell
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contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this Contract must be issued prior to
expiration or canceliation of this Contract; however, Supplier performance, Participating Entity
payment obligations, and any applicable warranty periods or other Supplier or Participating
Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.

Supplier’s acceptable forms of payment are included in its attached Proposal. Participating
Entities will be solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any
unpaid invoice of any Participating Entity.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Supplier, such as job or industry-specific
requirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration status requirements),
or specific local policy requirements. Some Participating Entities may require the use of a
Participating Addendum; the terms of which will be negotiated directly between the
Participating Entity and the Supplier. Any negotiated additional terms and conditions must
never be less favorable to the Participating Entity than what is contained in this Contract.

C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. In the event that the Participating Entity requires
service or specialized performance requirements not addressed in this Contract (such as e-
commerce specifications, specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and
requirements), the Participating Entity and the Supplier may enter into a separate, standalone
agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell, including its agents and em ployees, will not
be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.

D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order, in whole or
in part, immediately upon notice to Supplier in the event of any of the following events:

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body
at levels sufficient to pay for the equipment, products, or services to be purchased; or

2. Federal, state, or provincial laws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the
Participating Entity’s requirements.

E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a
Participating Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.

7. CUSTOMER SERVICE
A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Supplier will assign an Account Representative to

Sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for:
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¢ Maintenance and management of this Contract;
* Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
* Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.

B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Supplier must perform a minimum of one business review with
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities,
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, sales data reports, supply issues, customer
issues, and any other necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Supplier must provide a
contract sales activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator
assigned to this Contract. Reports are due no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar
quarter. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that
quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Supplier must submit a report indicating no sales were
made).

The Report must contain the following fields:

¢ Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and

* Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Supplier.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell,
the Supplier will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on 2l Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not
added to, the pricing. Supplier may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted
price to offset the Administrative Fee.

The Supplier will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated
in the Proposal multiplied by the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased
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by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should
note the Supplier’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.

Supplier agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on al! items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Supplier is delinquent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Supplier in
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the canceliation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Supplier’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Supplier’s Proposal. If
Supplier’s Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Supplier must
promptly notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Agreement are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations under
this Contract without the prior written consent of the other party and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any prohibited
assignment will be invalid.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been duly executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. Failure by either party to take action or assert any right under this Contract will
not be deemed a waiver of such right in the event of the continuation or repetition of the

circumstances giving rise to such right. Any such waiver must be in writing and signed by the
parties.
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E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract represents the complete agreement between the
parties. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used
to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the terms set out in
Articles 1-22 of this Contract, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F.  RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS

Supplier must indemnify, defend, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities,
including their agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including
atterneys’ fees incurred by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities, arising out of any act or
omission in the performance of this Contract by the Supplier or its agents or employees; this
indemnification includes injury or death to person(s) or property alleged to have been caused
by some defect in the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract to the extent the
Equipment, Product, or Service has been used according to its specifications. Sourcewell’s
responsibility will be governed by the State of Minnesota’s Tort Liability Act [Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 466) and other applicable law.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Supplier and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, stored, used,
maintained, or disseminated by the Supplier under this Contract.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A, INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Supplier a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use the trademark(s) provided to Supplier by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Supplier.
b. Supplier grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Supplier’s trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Supplier’s relationship with Sourcewell.

2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right

of each party to grant sublicenses to their respective subsidiaries, distributors, dealers,
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resellers, marketing representatives, and agents {collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in
advertising and promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship
to Participating Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions
of this Article. Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their
respective sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
a. Neither party may alter the other party’s trademarks from the form provided
and must comply with removal requests as to specific uses of its trademarks or
logos.
b. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party’s trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent with
such party’s use of the trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party, the
breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach or
the license will be terminated.
4. As applicable, Supplier agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Sourcewell and its
Participating Entities against any and all suits, claims, judgments, and costs instituted or
recovered against Sourcewell or Participating Entities by any person on account of the use
of any Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities supplied by Supplier
in violation of applicable patent or copyright laws.
5. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of suppliers which may be used until the next printing). Supplier must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Supplier individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be
approved by Sourcewell. Send all approval requests to the Sourcewell Supplier Development

Administrator assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Supplier must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services,
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14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

The substantive and procedural laws of the State of Minnesota will govern this Contract. Venue
for all legal proceedings arising out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate
state court in Todd County, Minnesota or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

15. FORCE MAIEURE

Neither party to this Contract wili be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal,
unenforceable, or void then both parties will be relieved from all obligations arising from that
provision. If the remainder of this Contract is capable of being performed, it will not be affected
by such determination or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Supplier will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes
the issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. if parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Supplier may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Supplier will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Supplier must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Supplier fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, the Supplier will bear any additional costs incurred by Sourcewell and/or its
Participating Entities as a result of such failure to proceed,

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Cantract.
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The party claiming default must provide written notice of the default, with 30 calendar days to
cure the default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated
or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting
party may:

« Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
e Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the

Contract.
18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Supplier must maintain insurance policy(ies) in effect
at all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance company(ies) licensed or
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better,
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:
Minimum limits:
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident
$500,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease
$500,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease

2. Commercial General Liability Insurance. Supplier will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less
broad than the insurance Services Office (“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form
€G0001 (2001 or newer edition), or equivalent. At a minimum, coverage must include
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage,
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect,
contractual liability, blanket contractual liability, and personal injury and advertising
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during
the term of this Contract.

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 each occurrence Bodily Injury and Property Damage

$1,000,000 Personal and Advertising Injury

$2,000,000 aggregate for Products-Completed operations

$2,000,000 general aggregate

3. Commercial Automobile Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,

Supplier will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles
in limits of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms
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no less broad than ISO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 {2010 edition or newer),
or equivalent.

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 each accident, combined single limit

4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Supplier will maintain
umbrella coverage over Employer’s Liability, Commercial General Liability, and
Commercial Automobile.

Minimum Limits:

$2,000,000

5. Network Security and Privacy Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Supplier will maintain coverage for network security and privacy liability. The coverage
may be endorsed on another form of liability coverage or written on a standalone
policy. The insurance must cover claims which may arise from failure of Supplier’s
security resulting in, but not limited to, computer attacks, unauthorized access,
disclosure of not public data — including but not fimited to, confidential or private
information, transmission of a computer virus, or denial of service.

Minimum limits:

$2,000,000 per occurrence

$2,000,000 annual aggregate

Failure of Supplier to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for defauit.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Supplier must
furnish to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy{ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the
Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must
be signed by a person authorized by the insurer{s) to bind coverage on their behalf.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Supplier to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Supplier of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY
INSURANCE CLAUSE. Supplier agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Supplier’s commercial
general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
“work” performed by or on behalf of Supplier, and products and completed operations of
Supplier. The policy provision(s) or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is
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primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Supplier waives and must require {by endorsement or
otherwise) all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional
insureds for losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other
insurance applicable to the Supplier or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all
deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance
maintained by the Supplier or its subcontractors. Where permitted by faw, Supplier must
require similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

E. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this
Cantract can be met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with
umbrella/excess liability policy(ies), or self-insured retention.

19. COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this
Contract must comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in
the states and provinces in which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Supplier must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal,
state/provincial, and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the
business that the Supplier conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Supplier certifies and warrants that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in
writing certain information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during
this Contract Supplier declares bankruptcy, Supplier must immediately notify Sourcewell in
writing.

On November 3, 2020, Florida voters approved Amendment 2, which amends Florida’s
constitution to gradually increase the state’s minimum wage to $15.00 an hour by the year 2026.
As of January 1, 2021, the minimum wage increased $.09 of $8.65 per hour as scheduled. On
September 30, 2021, the minimum wage will rise to $10.00 per hour ($1.35 per hour increase).
Every September 30 following, the minimum wage will increase $1.00 per hour through 2026,
according to the following schedule:

$11.00 on September 30, 2022
$12.00 on September 30, 2023
$13.00 on September 30, 2024
$14.00 on September 30, 2025
$15.00 on September 30, 2026

Beginning 2027, the minimum wage will be adjusted annually for inflation, as it has been
since 2004.

It remains possible that there will be legal challenges to the “implementation” of this
amendment, and that could involve incstimable time in the courts. However, barring that
occurrence, all foreign missions are required to fully implement the new minimum wage law as it
relates to foreign mission staff and their domestic workers.

The Giving Closet Project, Inc
Scope of Service — Kids Hope Alliance
July 2023

The Essential Angels Program is a referral-based care package distribution system that provides clothing, hygiene items,
and more to students in grades Pre-K through 12 who are experiencing homelessness and/or persistent or situational
poverty. Teachers, social workers, case managers, counselors, family liaisons and other service agencies identify students
in need and refer them to the program through our online portal.

GCP staff assembles and discreetly distributes customized care packages with a week's worth of clothing, shoes, hygiene
products, and school supplies. This allows for discreet delivery of services, eliminates transportation barriers to service,
functions as part of a coalition of nonprofit partners working to clothe our most vulnerable youth, reduce chronic
absenteeism, and bolster students' dignity and self-esteem in alignment with the county’s Youth Master Plan. Recurring
services are always available. GCP also installs on-site, stocked closets at schools with significant numbers of students in
need, allowing for immediate delivery of services.

Poverty within our schools is a silent epidemic that haunts the halls of our schools in need of address. With 15% of Duval
persons living in poverty,' many students lack the basic essentials that directly contribute to their overall well-being,
mental health, and achievement in school.

The Essential Angels Program leverages existing pathways to connect students with services throughout the school year.
Because not all students in need are linked to social service providers, school faculty and school district departments play
a vital role in the Essential Angels referral system. They observe, identify, and refer students who may otherwise fall
through the cracks allowing GCP to serve the broadest need as possible. Care packages are delivered within one week of
receiving referral.

Every care package filled at our district hub receives the following:

{Valued at $150 per student)

* 3 - 5 outfits (shirt/shorts/pants)

* 3 -5 pairs of new socks

* 3 pairs of new underwear

¢ 1-2 pairs of shoes (1 pair of sneakers, and 1 other type of shoe: dress shoe, sandals, etc.)

* One Month of hygiene supplies including deodorant, shampoo/conditioner, soap, feminine products.

Staff and volunteers at the MLK, Jr. hub also field emergency appointments with families experiencing situational poverty
due to circumstances such as house fires or refugee/immigrant status. The MLK hub and distribution center's inventory is
supported through a number of ways: citizen, corporate, and church clothing drives; smal! and large-scale corporate in-
kind donations; individual donations of new and gently used clothing/shoes/hygiene items; crowdsourcing GCP's
Amazon wish list; and grant funding to ensure high-need items remain in stock when donations result in an uneven

supply.

In addition, our clients will be able to utilize our other satellite locations for the 2023-2024 school year.

Full on-site closets are maintained by our Operations Coordinator, Site Closet Champion and volunteers with the support
of GCP and its distribution hub. GCP staff will be training all staff at each of the sites, along with our clients on how to
register and utilize our new referral portal that will launch in August. These satellite locations are estimated to serve
approximately 400 to 1600 students this school year.

Our next build out will begin at the Emmett Reed Community Center in September of 2023. Giving Closet Project is
dedicated to streamlining its Essential Angels Program, working toward installing more site closets throughout Duval
County schools to serve more students, participate in community-based give away events, and develop and maintain
strategic community partnerships.

The Essential Angels Program is central to GCP's mission, but in addition to this and the installation of site closets, GCP
participates in large-scale back-to-school and holiday giveaways for Thanksgiving and Christmas. In early August each
year, GCP distributes thousands of dollars’ worth of school uniforms to Title 1 students. On August S, 2023, the GCP - in
partnership with the Kids Hope Alliance - is expected to provide school uniforms to 400 students.

August/September we are expected to serve an estimated 650 students. October/November we will continue fulling
online referrals, assisting walk-ins at our hubs, assisting clients with appointments at all of our satellite locations, and
processing all of our new inventory that will be coming in over the next few months (S0 pallets of Coach merchandise,
new school uniforms, and Mary Kay skin care kits. in November/December, we will be adopting families in need for our
Thanksgiving and Christmas Giveaways. We are expected to serve a total of 140 families and over 200 students during

these months.
GCP anticipates serving 2800 unique students annually. The needs for the services are significantly increasing.

Participant engagement and retention is a strong indicator of success. It is expected that children and youth will maintain
an average daily attendance rate of 80% or higher during the school year as we are removing the barriers causing
students to stay home from school.

Why Our Services Are Needed:
Below are scenorios from 20 of the students/fomilies we have provided services to.

Up until a few days ago, this student was living in her family's car with her whole family. Mom was recently baker acted
and the chitdren were placed with a family member. Student is in need of hygiene products and some basic clothing.

G is a little Haitian boy with duct tape on his shoes - he is wearing his dads’ shoes flapping on him. Kids picking on him.
He does his homework and is a good boy. His writing has improved under coaching- hard worker.

Experienced electrical fire in their apartment. She is a teen mom (2-year-old daughter), there's a younger brother (Sth
grade), mother, father, and two other male relatives living in the apartment as well. They are all in need of clothing,
hygiene items, and shoes. Please call for alf information.

Students father passed away and mother is not in the picture. Student and his sister are self-supporting.

The student was removed from his biological mother due to a DCF call. Student is currently in a group home and was
brought to the group home with limited clothes. Student was recently registered for school and is in need of school
clothes and leisure clothes and shoes. Student would benefit from toiletries if available. Student entered foster care with
his older brother.

Student is special needs. She is in the IND/ASD Unit. She comes to school daily with very dirty and stinking clothes. The
clothes have not been laundered in a very iong time. They have new and old stains all over them. Sometimes the clothes
are wet and a lot of times they smell of urine. She comes to school without sacks on and she will have jeans with no
underwear underneath which hurts her and makes her walk slower and weird because she is in pain.





The student crossed the border without his father (father was detained). The student is staying with a distant relative
who has four children of her own and a limited income. When the student crossed the border, he was forced to feave

everything behind.

The students have been displaced recently. The student’s mother recently passed away also. They are currently with the
father and need a little assistance. The student is a really good, well-mannered student that enjoys coming to school

daily.

My student is being raised by a single mom who works out in the fields and earns minimal pay. Mom is raising 4 kids on a
very low income and resides with family/friends to try to make ends meet. She would be very appreciative of any help.

Family lives under poverty level. Recently older brother was killed, and family is having trouble paying bills or buying
clothes for the child.

Student recently experienced severe trauma. Due to trauma, the student does not want to wear tight fitting clothing and
is not happy with herself. Mother is struggling to move from where they currently live and does not have money to buy
clothes for student.

Student gets in trouble for being out of dress code. He needs school uniforms.

Student’s family is recovering from experiencing homelessness and working to become stable. Student needs uniform
pants and casual clothes.

This is a DCF case and mom recently got evicted. They are living in the car and were put out in the middle of the night
without any of her belongings but the pajama they had on.

Student just arrived from El Salvador. Student is living with extended family, but the family is unable to provide needed
clothing. The clothes provided for student are either too big or too small.

The student was referred because he and his brother wear the same clothes to school. The kids live with their father and
have no contact with the mother. Its three boys and the youngest brother is in elementary school and will also need
clothing and shoes.

The student’s mother is in need of clothing items for the child. Mather informed the case manager that due to being
unemployed she is unable to purchase clothes for the children and they are in need of clothes,

The student recently transitioned to the US. The student and his family traveled from Haiti to Chile to the US. They came
here with nothing, looking for a better life, and safety for their family. The mom is currently 3 months pregnant and will
need further assistance soon. The family needs food, laundry, and clothing assistance. The father is looking for
employment to prevent them from being homeless. They are using the last of their savings from all their travels and
unsure if they will be able to continue to pay their rent. The father is searching daily for day labor to prevent
homelessness.

Student along with single mather and newborn sister were evicted from mobile home they resided in. The family has had
te double up with mother’s sister in order to avoid homelessness. Mother is currently working per diem at a local plant
nursery and has not been able to buy school uniforms. Previous school did not require uniforms so he has about two

ouftfits that will fit into dress code.

The student’s mother is in need of clothing items for the chiid. Mother informed the case manager that due to being
unemployed she is unable to purchase clothes for the children and they are in need of clothes.

Making a Difference:





Here are a few testimonies from our students/families we have provided services to.

In a thank you letter to GCP, one student wrote, “As soon as a week went by, 1 was feeling so much better. My frown was
flipped upside down. Ms. Smith helped me with so much. She was like the best person in the world. She really cared
about me. | love the Giving Closet Project. It can help almost anyone just like me.”

One teacher relayed, “d wanted to let you know that the brothers came up to me the other day and said, ‘Ms. H, look at
my shoes!’ Then he popped the collar of his shirt and nodded his head at me. He felt SO good about himselft”

A school principal said, “The students, staff, and parents would like to thank you for the generous donation of clothes.
We especially appreciate you responding so quickly to our request for help. This donation takes a huge burden off the
parents. We are very fortunate to have a supportive organization in the community such as yours that recognizes the
importance of helping students.”

The Giving Closet Project's specific role as part of a coalition of community partners is supported by studies on chronic
absenteeism, its causes, and immediate and long-term implications. “The Importance of Being in School: A Report on
Absenteeism in the Nation's Public Schools,” conducted by the Johns Hopkins School of Education, exposed three
categories of students, one category of which is students who will not go to school because they are actively avoiding
certain situations. Students who will not go to school relayed, "they also stay away to avoid real and perceived
embarrassment. [They] avoid school for lack of clean or appropriate clothes.” Findings also indicate that low-income
students are more likely to suffer from chronic absenteeism than their non-low-income peers. The effects of chronic
absenteeism are weakened social/academic outcomes, decreased literacy, increased drop-out rates, an increased
likelihood of persistent poverty, diminished health, and increased involvement with the criminal justice system
throughout their lifetime.

GCP knows that educators are the people that see the needs of their students right in their own school communities,
which is why GCP created a model that gives educators access to clothing and hygiene items throughout the school year.
GCP strives to actively engage with schools, students, and families to make sure they have the resources they need on a
consistent basis. A fittle goes a long way, and every student deserves to walk around school with high-self-esteem and
dignity. School personnel and social service agencies are the bridge between families and the services we provide. GCP
will continue to be a bridge by bringing in our community and business stakeholders to raise awareness of our mission
and get the community more hands-on in wanting to make a difference in the lives of our at-hope youth. We plan to
continue our build outs throughout the city.

In response to the growing number of referrals for customized care packages through the Essential Angels program, GCP
will be launching its new and enhanced online referral portal. The forward facing and backend functionality and
efficiency of the online referral portal will increase the accuracy and efficiency of pulling and analyzing data, trends, and
gaps, etc. The portal is essential not only for receiving and filling out detailed referrals but also for tracking information
needed to inform decision making, manage inventory, and apply for grant funding. Every referral collects the following
information: Name of referring professional, school/social service organization, contact information for referring
professional, their relationship to referred student, student initials (to maintain confidentiality), zip code of referred
student, grade level, gender, ethnicity, housing status, comment section for short narrative re: student situation and
needs, preferred clothing style, clothing items needed and sizes, type of hygiene kits needed (body, dental, feminine
products}, and type of school supplies needed. Sustaining funding is needed for the maintenance and hosting costs
associated with the website and portal as this is our main source for tracking the needs throughout the community.

In addition, GCP is committed to training clients (new and old), and providing resource documents for teachers,
counselors, etc.

Data Management and Audit Compliance:
¢ All program staff will be required to complete FERPA 101 training to ensure
proper management of student data and adherence to privacy standards.





» Participant records will be stored in an internal system for the required five-year
period as mandated by KHA for audit purposes.

* We will promptly notify KHA in case of any credential compromise or data breach
and work closely with KHA to limit and mitigate the breach to the extent possible.

GCP will gather evidence to measure both short and long-term goals

-increase immediate student access to clean, new, season-appropriate clothing, shoes, hygiene products, and school
supplies through new and sustained site closets

-increase student access to services county-wide through the Essential Angels Program district hub and six satellite
locations

-restore students’ dignity thereby bolstering the confidence needed to fully participate in the classroom and ancillary
activities throughout the school day

-break the cycle of chronic absenteeism by remaving an immediate barrier for attendance

Short-term outcomes/goals include:

Goals will be measured through the collection of quantitative and qualitative data. GCP, through its online referral
system, tracks the number of students served at each closet. The referral system also documents demographic
information for each student including age, grade, gender, race, housing status, and zip code. This enables GCP to
determine the number of students served within any given timeframe as well as specifics regarding the make-up of the
populations served. GCP will also be able to track the addition of new referring agencies. Quantitative and qualitative
data will be collected through surveys completed by students and/or their parents. The surveys will solicit feedback
regarding the level of satisfaction with GCP services and their impact on the students’ wellbeing and school attendance.
This data will be used, in part, to continually improve closet operations to produce the desired outcomes. It will also be
used to measure community impact.

Long-term outcomes/goals include:

-successful delivery of GCP services to foster trust and strengthen the overall relationship between the student/family
and their school and/or referring professional, increasing the odds they will receive comprehensive assistance
-reduce chronic absenteeism at each site closet school thereby combatting its long-term effects such as illiteracy,
increased drop-out rates, diminished health, persistent poverty, and increased interaction with the criminal justice
system

-allow for GCP’s nonprofit partners and referring social service agencies to focus on dismantling or overcoming other
structural and systemic barriers to success as GCP addresses clothing and hygiene basic needs

Long-term outcomes will be measured, in part, by surveys completed by the referring professional or agency within the
bounds of the student’s confidentiality rights. Surveys will solicit feedback regarding the professional’s level of
satisfaction with GCP services, how likely they are to refer GCP to other community partners, and the value of GCP as a
community partner in meeting the needs of the whole child. Long-term community outcomes will also be measured, in
part, by trends in chronic absentee data from year to year.

All information is collected and stored in a confidential and secure manner. Interpreted data, whether based on
guantitative or qualitative measures, will never reveal identifying information.

GCP’s data collection systems are designed to collect and compile data at the time services are rendered. Chronic
absentee data collected and interpreted by the school system is not available as readily. Thus, it will be monitored as it
becomes available.

The GCP continues to diversify its funding stream, consisting of government grants, private donations, corporate
partnerships, sponsorships, with hopes of becoming a line item in the city’s budget in the future. Creating a broad
spectrum of revenue sources fosters fiscal resilience, reducing the GCP’s reliance on any single funding source. While the





KHA funding would provide a significant boost, the program’s financial stability does not solely depend on it. As the
Children’s Forum is our fiscal agent, the GCP’s budgeting and financial management is more streamlined and ensures
that every doliar is utilized effectively. Our frugality in operations, coupled with our diversified funding approach,
guarantees the longevity of our programs and sustainability of the organization. To conclude, the GCP is not only capable
of fulfilling the terms of the contract with KHA but is also committed to maintaining the fiscal sustainability of all its
operations, ensuring that we continue to serve our community effectively for our at-hope youth, schoo! communities

and social service agencies we provide services for.

The plans and
specifications included in this DCP are provided for the purpose of allowing the Design Build
Firm to prepare the fee proposal for the relocation and permits for the T FS 76.

The provisions of the DCP represent the technical, material, and quality requirements for the
aforementioned project. The Design Build Firm is bound by these requirements during the
completion of the design/permitting and construction of the temporary Fire Station No. 78.
The site plan developed by the city is included in Exhibit 2 and shown in Figure 2. Also, all
the other plans provided to JB Coxwell on February 7, 2023, and the grading plan emailed
to GAl and JB Coxwell on March 13, 2023, are included in this exhibit.

The DB Firm will construct all improvements included in the GMP and dedicate them to the
City and public utility companies before completion of construction of the Temporary Fire

Interior lighting in bays including operating switches.
- Power for each of the 4 bay door operators
- Wall receptacles
- Ceiling receptacles for apparatus shore power (2)
- Electrical sub panel placement.

NOTE: The DCP includes minimum requirements. All the items must be included in
the GMP. Notes added by the DB Firm (i.e., excluding meters, utility company
fees... or tree mitigation) will not be accepted by the City.

ASL has performed a Phase | ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM Standard E
1527-13 of Fire Station #76, located on Cedar Point Road, Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida; hereafter
referred to as the site. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are described in Section 9 of this
report. The Executive Summary serves as a summary of this report and presents the significant findings and
conclusions of this assessment. The Executive Summary should not be considered a stand-alone document
and must be evaluated in conjunction with the discussions, supporting documentation, and limitations
within this ESA report.

ASL conducted the site reconnaissance on May 25, 2022. The site consisted of approximately 5.3 acres of
primarily wooded land.

Comments: According to the database report, the facility is classified as an unauthorized

disposal/processing complaint. According to an FDEP Inspection Report, dated August
2021, reviewed on OCULUS, the FDEP received a complaint that vegetative waste was
being dumped onto the St. Johns River Water Management District property (northern
adjoining property) by a tenant located on the western adjoining property. The tenant
indicated that they had received permission to do so. The FDEP inspector noted that
the vegetative waste was being dumped over a fence onto private property and not onto
the St. Johns River Water Management District property. A review of the photos in the
inspection report suggests that the “private property” may be the northwestern corner
of the site. The FDEP closed the complaint since the private propetty owner did not
issue the complaint.

Based on the information available for review, this facility is not suspected of
negatively impacting the site at this time.

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9.0 PRODUCT INFORMATION

9.1 Purpose

The purpose of this Phase [ ESA is to identify, to the extent feasible pursuant to ASTM Standard E 1527-
13, recognized environmental conditions in connection with the site. Per the ASTM standard, the term
recognized environmental conditions is defined as, “the presence or likely presence of any hazardous
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: (1) due to release to the environment; (2) under
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material threat of
a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not recognized environmental conditions.”

Although performance of this investigation in a manner that is generally consistent with the ASTM Standard
E 1527-13 is of benefit, it should be recognized that the Standard of “All Appropriate Inquiry” or “good
commercial or customary practice™ can only be made on a case-by-case basis and is subject to judicial
interpretation.

9.2 Scope of Work

This Phase I ESA was conducted in general accordance with ASTM Standard E 1527-13, “Standard
Practice for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process.” The
assessment consisted of four components: records review, site reconnaissance, interviews, and report
preparation.

The scope of work does not include an evaluation of asbestos-containing building materials, lead-based
paint, lead in drinking water, regulatory compliance, soil or groundwater sampling and analysis, cultural
and historical resources, industrial hygiene, health and safety, ecological resources, indoor air quality,
radon, site geotechnics (soils, foundations, site retention, etc.), wetlands, endangered species, or
construction materials testing. ASL can provide these additional services, if requested.

9.2.1 Records Review

Historical Research: Sources such as historical aerial photographs, city directories, and fire insurance maps
were reviewed, if reasonably ascertainable, to evaluate the historical usage of the site and surrounding
properties. Additionally, a chain-of-title and an environmental lien search were reviewed if provided by the
Users.

Physical Setting Sources: Various maps, reports, and technical publications were reviewed, and
observations of site conditions were made to evaluate the hydrogeological/geological conditions associated
with the site and surrounding properties. This data can provide pertinent information about the site,
including soil classification, surface water flow directions, and possibly, an indication of the local directions
of surficial aquifer groundwater flow.

Environmental Public Records Review: Reasonably ascertainable local, state, tribal, and federal
environmental records and the regulatory database search were reviewed to help assess the likelihood of
problems from migrating hazardous substance or petroleum products. Public records identifying these
facilities can provide indications of the potential for recognized environmental conditions to be present at
the site.

ASL obtained, reviewed, and evaluated reasonably ascertainable information from the Client, Users, site
owner; local, state, tribal, or federal entities; and the environmental regulatory database search. The
conclusions and recommendations of this report are based, in part, on this information. The data reviewed

9.2.2 Site Reconnaissance

On-site Reconnaissance: Visual and physical inspections conducted as part of this investigation included
walking the interior of the site and the site perimeter, where accessible. Additionally, observations of access
to and egress from the site were noted, as well as the presence and condition of any on-site buildings,
utilities, or other improvements. This visual and physical inspection of the property focused primarily on
its surface features.

Off-site Reconnaissance: Off-site reconnaissance conducted as part of this investigation included visual
and physical inspections of the adjoining properties from the site boundary and from publicly accessible
areas. Additionally, a vehicular reconnaissance of the surrounding properties was conducted. During these
inspections, an emphasis was placed on observing the operations or conditions exhibiting the potential for
recognized environmental conditions. If any sources were identified, the inspector would document the
name and location of the facility.

9.2.3 Interviews

ASL conducted interviews with available individuals familiar with the site, as well as local, state, tribal, or
federal agency representatives, regarding issues which could have an adverse effect on the environmental
status of the subject site.

ASL depends on the Client, tenant, and other site personnel to provide data pertinent to determining the
environmental status of the site, which may or may not exist within public records. The conclusions and
recommendations of this report are based, in part, on this information. The data obtained during this
investigation appeared to be accurate; however, the provided services do not include the verification of the
accuracy or authenticity of information provided by others.

9.2.4 Report Preparation

This report was prepared based upon the information provided by the Client and the User, the observations
made during the site reconnaissance, and the information obtained from a review of readily available
records. Given the inherent limitations of environmental assessment work, ASL will not guarantee that any
site is free of hazardous or potentially hazardous materials or that latent or undiscovered conditions will not
become evident in the future. This report was prepared within the professional conduct of the industry and
in accordance with the proposal and the standard terms and conditions presented in the contract. No other
warranties, representations, or certifications are made.

A Phase I ESA with
recognized environmental conditions associated with volatizing chemicals of concem (such as, but not
limited to, VOCs, SVOC, and TPH and the associated subsets of these analyte lists like BTEX/VOAs,
PAHs, and TRPH/TPH [GRO)/TPH [DROJ/TPH [ORO]) being or possibly being present in the site’s
subsurface has the potential for vapor intrusion to occur in the current and/or future site structure(s}.

94.1 Data Gaps

Data gaps are the lack or inability to obtain information required by ASTM Standard E 1527-13 despite
good faith efforts to gather such information, such as, but not limited to, the inability to conduct a site visit,
inability to conduct interviews, and the inability to establish historical uses of the site or surrounding
properties. Not all data gaps are significant, and a data gap will only be discussed in this section if: 1) a data
gap occurs during investigation; and 2) the data gap impairs ASL’s ability to meet the objectives of ASTM
Standard E 1527-13.

Historical Data Source Failures: Aerial photographs were not available for review prior to 1943, City
directories for the City of Jacksonville did not provide coverage of the investigation area prior to 1955,
Sanborn Fire Insurance Maps were not available for the site. An environmental lien search was not provided
by the User(s). The historical records readily available for review did not allow the property’s history to be
traced back to 1940 or to the property’s first developed use (whichever is earlier), which constitutes
historical data failure per ASTM Standard E 1527-13 § 8.3.2.3.

| appreciate the opportunity to provide you with this proposal for engineering services retated to
a new COJ Fire Station 39 and surrounding driveway and parking improvements east and north
of the WJCT facility, which is understood to be owned by the City of Jacksonville. The project
area noted is represented on the concept plan prepared by Prosser Engineering. This overall
improvement area is the basis of this proposal for both data collection and conceptual design.
Included in the data collection program is survey (Durden Surveying and mapping - JSEB) of the
upland portions of the development area which will include a portion of the westerly edge of the
existing stormwater pond, GPR (Underground utility locating — ETM Survey) of the project area,
geotechnical / soils exploration (Universal Engineering Sciences) of the project area as related to
the proposed improvements, and environmental investigation (Universal Engineering Sciences)
of the soils of the project area. The data collection services are limited to the scopes noted within
each of those company's fee proposals (attached).

Itis understood the project consists of a new stand-alone 2-bay, 2- story fire station. This proposal
includes obtaining the above noted and collected data to determine the influence on the desired
improvements. Based on GBA's initial investigation, it appears the site is within a FEMA. Coastal
Flood AE 5 zone, and the COJ GIS data shows the site roughiy at elevation 4. Thus, the minimum
FFE would be roughly elevation 7.0, thus the site will be filed on average 2-3' to meet this
requirement. Without having received any historical data on previous experienced flood data at
this location, our fee proposal is based on the FEMA elevation data, while understanding it is
COJ's desire to have all parts of the fire station component built as high as practically possible.
Additionally, this fee proposal does not include compensatory volume for fill placed between the
existing grade and flood elevation 5.0. It is also based on the understanding that the existing
stormwater pond shown to be impacted with a driveway, can be filled without volume
compensation and all improvements wili be able to utilize COJ stormwater credits applicable to
St. Johns River Water Management District permitting. Additionally, itis understood that a phased
element associated with a temporary trailer for fire boat operational use while the final fire station
and associated improvements are designed, permitted, and constructed is a part of this 30%
program.

Universal Engineering Sciences, LLC (UES) is pleased to submit our proposal to conduct the
geotechnical engineering services for the subject project. Our understanding of this project,
together with our proposed scope of services and cost, are presented in the following paragraphs.

PROJECT INFORMATION

Project information was provided to us in recent correspondence with you. We were provided
with a copy of a Concept Plan prepared by Goodson Bergen & Associates dated March 25, 2022.
This plan shows the boundary limits of the property and the layout of the proposed construction.

We understand that the project consists of a new two-story fire station building with an attached
covered drive through area, a lift station, and associated pavement arcas. Additionally, the scope
includes reconstruction of the existing asphalt pavement areas and partial in-filling of the
existing storm water pond to the north of the site. Detailed structural loads have not been
provided, therefore we assume maximum column and wall loads will not exceed 100 kips and 4
kif, respectively. We understand that fill on the site could be on the order of 2 to 5 feet.

PROPOSED GEOTECHNICAL EXPLORATION

The objective of this geotechnical exploration is to provide sufficient site and subsurface
information to evaluate the subsurface conditions at the site for the propoesed construction.

Field Exploration — Based on our understanding of the project information, as requested, we
propose to perform three (3) Standard Penctration Test (SPT) borings in the proposed building
area to depths of 25 feet below the existing ground surface and one SPT boring in the lift station
area 1o a depth of 20 feet. We will perform a total of fifteen (15) auger borings (four (4) within

the new construction area and eleven (11) within the adjacent existing pavement areas ) to depths
of 6 feet. We will also perform two (2) muck probe soundings within the existing pond.

Due to the nature of the equipment required to perform the test borings, some property
disturbance should be expected. Our proposal does include limited site clean-up including
backfilling the boreholes with soil-cuttings for safety considerations. No other restoration
services (i.e. pressure washing, landscaping, repairing wheel ruts, etc.) are included in this
proposal. We understand that the rights of entry and access to the property will be provided to us
prior to and at commencement of field activities.

This proposal assumes the client has obtained permission including any necessary permiis from
the property owner and’or regulatory agency and authorizes UES to perform limited site clearing
10 access the test boring locations. We anticipate that the site will be accessible by our truck-
mounted drill rig.

Our fee estimate does not include an allowance for horizontal and vertical survey control for the
test boring locations.

We will conduct all drilling and sampling in general accordance with applicable ASTM and
AASHTO standards.

Universal Engineering Sciences (UES) is pleased to submit our proposal to conduct a Soil and
Groundwater Assessment at the above referenced site (the "subject property”). The scope of services
presented under this proposal was developed based upon conversations with the Client on July 11,
2023. Based on the conversation, the Client is concerned with potential soil and/or groundwater
contamination in the area of proposed construction of a fire station and parking area. In addition, it was
agreed to that groundwater samples would also be collected to aid in the future preparation of an FDEP
Dewatering Permit associated with future construction activities (the costs associated with the
preparation of the permit will be proposed under a separate cover).

PREVIOUS SITE ASSESSMENT ACTIVITIES

UES was provided multiple assessment documents by the Client in an email dated July 11, 2023. The
attachments included a Natural Attenuation Monitoring report, a Site Assessment and Source Removal
report, and an associated Site Rehabilitation Completion Order {SRCO). In addition, the email included a
brief narrative from Mr. Eric Fuller with the City of Jacksonville’s Solid Waste Division. The email
included the following:

¢ The site was port of several Alexander Brest Trust Properties and was referred to as Brest Trust
Site 1 and/or Moran Towing.

L3P appreciates this opportunity to submit this proposal for architectural services 10 develop a
30% design for new Marine Fire Station #39 based on our understanding of the RFQ for the
Design-Build Services Marine Fire Stations #s 39 and 68 issued by the City of Jacksonville and the
Pre-Con Kick Off Meeting held on June 27, 2023.

SCOPE OF WORK

The design of the new fire station shall be a two-story building with two apparatus bays located on
the first floor, living quarters on the second floor, and all critical infrastructure installed at 10 ft or
above. The following requirements will be implemented into the new design:

*  Minimum first floor finish floor elevation of 6.0.

Two {2) drive-thru apparatus bays. (JFRD will allow for back-in bays if site cannot
accommodate the required driveway for drive-thru bays.}

Maximum crew size of eight (8} persons - Chief plus seven {7) crew members.
Bunker Gear room with 21 lockers.

Remain operational during a hurricane.

Emergency Generator with 500-gallon fuel tank.

Interior shall include all functional and support elements required by the current CQJ JFRD
prototype fire station design.

Comply with all applicable building and life safety codes.

Comply with ali applicable requirements of the Flonda Accessibility Code.
Achieve a Florida Green Commercial Building Standard Bronze certification.

Per the Florida Building Code Wind Speed Map, the fire station shall be designed for a basic wind

speed of 143 mph for a Risk Category IV structure. The code required design wind speeds for the

project will be 143 mph for the Ultimate Design Wind Speed and 111 mph for the Nominal Design
Wind Speed. This equates to just above a Category 3 hurricane.

Marine Fire Station #39 shall be designed to be a low-maintenance, durable, fire-resistant, and
hurricane resistant structure. To achieve this, the proposed building construction type will be
concrete tilt-up panel exterior walls with a low -slope fully adhered thermoplastic polyolefin
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membrane roof system on polyisocyanurate rigid insulation board on steel decking on sloped steel
bar joists. The second-floor construction shall be concrete fill on metal decking on steel bar joists
or beams supported by concrete bearing walls and steel columns as required.

The design of Marine Fire Station #39 will be similar to Marine Fire Station #40; however, the
exterior design must be complementary to and sensitive of the high-profile location of the project
site along the downtown waterfront.
