3. Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records 
disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized by law for the duration of 
the contract term and following completion of the contract if the contractor does not 
transfer the records to the public agency. 


4. Upon completion of the contract, transfer, at no cost, to the public agency all public records 
in possession of the contractor or meet all requirements for retaining public records and 
transfer, at no cost, to the public agency all public records in possession of the contractor 
or keep and maintain public records required by the public agency to perform the service. 


5. If the contractor transfers all public records to the public agency upon completion of the 
contract, the contractor shall upon termination of the contract destroy any duplicate public 
records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure 
requirements. 


6. If the contractor keeps and maintains public records upon completion of the contract, the 
contractor shall meet all applicable requi rements for retaining public records. 


7. All records stored electronically must be provided to the public agency, upon request from 
the public agency's custodian of public records, in a format that is compatible with the 
information technology systems of the public agency. 


8. The Contractor understands that a request made to inspect ur copy public records relating 
to a public agency's contract for services must be made directly to the public agency; 
however if the public agency does not possess the requested records, the public agency 
shall immediately notify the contractor of the request, and lhe contractor must provide the 
records to the public agency or allow the records to be inspected or copied within areasonable 
lime. 


9. If a contractor does not comply with the public agency's records request for records, tl1e 
public agency shall enforce the contract provisions in accordance with the contract. 


A contractor who fails to provide the public records to the public agency within a reasonable 
time may be subject to penalties under s. 119.1 0, which include the filing of a civil action 
against a contractor to compel production of public records relat ing to a publ ic agency's 
contract for services. The comt shall assess and award against the contractor the reasonable 
costs of enforcement, including reasonable attorney fees, if: 


I. The court determines that the contractor unlawfully refused to comply with the public 
records request within a reasonable time; and 


2. At least eight (8) business days before filing the action, the plaintiff provided written notice 
of the public records request, including a statement that the contractor has not complied 
with the request, to the public agency and to the contractor. 


a. A notice complies with the requirements of this chapter if it is sent to the public 
agency's custodian of public records and to the contractor at the contractor's address 
listed on its contract with the public agency or to the contractor's registered agent. 
b. Such notices must be sent by common carrier delivery service or by registered, 
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Global Express Guaranteed, or certified mail, with postage or shipping pa id by th<:: 
sender and with evidence of delivery, which may be in an electronic format. 


A contractor who complies with a public records request within eight (8) business days 
after the notice is sent is not liable for the reasonable costs of enforcement. 


T. E-VERIFY 


l. The terms contained in this paragraph shall be defined in accordance with Florida 
Statute Section 448.095 "Employment Eligibility." 
2. "E-Verify system" means an [nternet-based system operated by the United States 
Department of Homeland Security that allows participating employers to electronically 
verify the employment eligibility of newly hired employees. 
3. As of January 1, 2021, a public employer (e.g., Sheriff's Office) may not enter into 
a contract with a contractor, or subcontractor unless each party to the contract registers with 
and uses the E-Verify system. Every contractor who has entered or is attempting to enter 
into a contract with a public employer to provide labor, supplies, or services to such 
employer in exchange for salary, wages, or other remuneration; or subcont:ractor· who is a 
person or entity that provides labor, supplies, or services to or for a contractor or other 
subcontractor in exchange for salary, wages, or other remuneration, shall register with and 
use the E-Verify system to verify the work authorization status of all newly hired 
employees. 
4. If a contractor enters into a contract with a subcontractor, the subcontractor must 
provide the contractor with an affidavit stating that the subcontractor does not employ, 
contract with, or subcontract with an unauthorized alien. 
5. A contract terminated for violating paragraph 3 above or sections 448.095 
subsections (2)(c) I or 2, FS, is not a breach of contract and may not be considered as such. 
Additionally,a contractor whose contract that is terminated as provided for in this paragraph may 
not be awarded a public contract for at least I year after the date on which the contract was 
terminated. 


6. VENDOR shall, upon request, provide evidence of compliance with this provision to 
SHERIFF. Failure to comply with this provision is a material breach of the Agreement, and 
the SHERIFF may choose to terminate the Agreement at any time at its sole discretion. 
VENDOR may be liable for all costs associated with SHERIFF securing the same services, 
inclusive, but not limited to, higher costs for the same services and rebidding costs (if 
necessary). VENDOR, by virtue of acceptance of the Purchase Order certifies that: 


l . VENDOR and its Subcontractors are aware of the requirements of Florida Statute 448.095, 
and upon request from the Sheriffs Office, provide evidence of such compliance. 


2. VENDOR and its Subcontractors are registered with and using the E-Verify system to 
verify the work authorization status of newly hired employees. 


3. VENDOR will not enter into a contract with any Subcontractor unless each party to the 
contract registers with and uses the E-Verify system. 


4. The Subcontractor will provide VENDOR with an affidavit stating that the Subcontractor 
does not employ, contract with, or subcontract with unauthorized alien. 


S. VENDOR must maintain a copy of such affidavit. 
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6. SHERlfF may terminate this Contract on the good faith belief that the VENDOR or its 
Subcontractors knowingly violated florida Statutes 448.09(1) or 448.095(2)(c). 


7. If this Contract is terminated pursuant to Florida Statute 448.095(2)(c), VENDOR may 
uot be awarded a public contract for at least 1 year after the dale on which this Contract was 
terminated. 


8. VENDOR is liable for any additional cost incurred by SHERIFF as a result of the 
termination of this Contract. 


U. FOREIGN INFLUENCE 


VENDOR represents and warrants that it has made any applicable disclosures to SHERIFF which 
are required under Section 286.101 (3)(a), Florida Statutes, pertaining to business transactions with a 
foreign country of concern as more fully defined within said statute. 


V. GRANTS 


Any purchases funded through Federal Grants, including but not limited to UASl, SCHOP, and 
any other federal grants shall require the VENDOR to comply with the provisions listed in 2 C.F.R. 
Parl 200. 


W. SUBCONTRACTORS 


VENDOR agrees that as the signatory to this agreement, it is solely responsible for the satisfactory 
provision of goods and services hereunder. SHERIFF does not authorize subcontractors, joint 
ventures or third parties to provide goods or services in the performance of this agreement except 
as identified by VENDOR in its proposal to SHERIFF. All subcontractors, joint ventures or third 
parties providing goods or services in furtherance of this agreement shall be specifically identified 
by VENDOR and the Scope of Work will clearly identify the specific goods and or services to be 
provided by said subcontraelors, joint ventures or third parties. 


If the services provided by any subcontractor, joint venture or third party requires a specific 
licensure, certificate, degree or other governmental authorization to provide the services, proof of 
such licensure, certificate, degree or authorization will be provided by VENDOR to SHER!fF 
prior to the commencement of work or the payment of any sums due to VENDOR. 


X. PROMPT PAYMENT DISCOUNT and FEE CALCULATION 


Where SHERIFF and/ or eligible users of this contract pays the VENDOR. within 30 days of 
delivery of a vehicle, the VENDOR shall remit a fee to the Bradford County Sheriff s Office at 
one half of one percent of the total purchase amount excluding tag fees, extended warranty 
purchases, and trade in allowances; per unit, that is promptly paid for. Vendor fee reporting to be 
submitted monthly with payment due the 20th of the month following the reporting cycle for all 
deliveries made within month reporting.

Scope of Work 


The project site is just south of the Arlington Expressway along Jasper Ave. which runs east / west from 


Arlington Rd. N. to Acme St. This represents an overall project length of 2,500 LF. Jasper Ave. in this 
area is a two-lane city street serving an existing residential multifamily area with limited drainage 


collection facilities on either side of the roadway. The existing residential area is Woodland Hills which 


was developed in the 1960’s and has an existing stormwater outfall which crosses Hare Ave, India Ave 
and Jasper Ave and after each crosses discharges into an existing stormwater pond before discharging 


into Strawberry Creek and eventually the Arlington River. The existing city streets and residential 
developments were not permitting through the SJRWMD at the time of their construction as this was 


before the current stormwater permitting requirements came into effect. Based on the Design Criteria 


Package Provided to the Design Build Team on March 27, 2024, we have reviewed the project site and a 


summary of the project and scope of services for the proposed improvements are as follows: 


1. The proposed improvements consist of removing and replacing the existing 2 – 19” x 30” ERCP 
pipes underneath Jasper Ave. with new 2 - 36” storm sewer pipes. The total length of dual 36” 


pipes has been estimated at 58 LF as part of the DCP. 


2. Remove the existing concrete weir on the south side of Jasper Ave and reconstruct with FDOT 


Type H Ditch Bottom Inlet to serve as a control structure with a skimmer extending over a total 


distance of 12.5 ft. Per correspondence with the City, the weir will be set at an elevation of 2.33 


ft. The inverts will be positioned at -0.40 leaving the control structure and -0.50 downstream. 


3. Install a minimum of 5 speed humps along Jasper Ave. as shown in the DCP. 


4. There is an existing JEA water main and service in the immediate vicinity of the pipe 


replacement, these will have to be located during the design process and as-builts acquired. 


5. The installation of the proposed improvements will require the north and south ends of the area 
be held back with earthen dams during construction so the installation area can be dewatered. 


The northern waterway connects to the Strawberry Creek and the Arlington River. This area will 
be reviewed by our environmental subconsultant for wetlands in preparation for the necessary 


SJRWMD and ACOE Permitting. 
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6. Two geotechnical borings will be completed at the existing pipe replacement location to verify the 


existing pavement thickness and soil type. 


These improvements will require the following to be completed for establishment of a GMP: 


1. A topographic survey of the existing weir structure and outfall pipes. 


2. A field review of the existing drainage system and analysis of the drainage basin which feeds this 


existing outfall 


3. Plan sheets and drainage structures details for the weir and pipe replacement 


4. Asphalt restoration detail for Jasper Ave. 


5. Speed hump plan sheets and construction details 


6. Erosion Control plans and details will be provided. 


7. Collection of exiting utility information in the area in and around the existing outfall and pipe 


replacement. 


8. An MOT general notes sheet will be provided which will require this section of Jasper Avenue to 
be closed for the duration of the stormwater crossing improvements. The speed humps will be 


installed while still providing access to local traffic. 


Schedule 


We understand the goal of this project is to expedite the final design and will staff this project to 


complete a 60% design within 30 days from obtainment of all field data (survey, geotechnical borings, 
etc.), or approximately 60 days from NTP.  


 
Assumptions 


 
No topographic survey will be completed other than at the existing outfall crossing of Jasper Ave. 


 


No drainage report or calculations will be provided to the City as part of these improvements. 
 


No City of Jacksonville 10-Set review and Permitting will be required for these improvements

Once the 60% design has been completed and a GMP approved by the City a final design and post 


design fee will be submitted for approval by the City. This will include the scope and fee to complete the 
necessary SJRWMD and ACOE Permitting and / or exemptions.

Below, I’ve 


outlined the key details from our Engineer of Record of the DCP, John Moye, which should 


address the information you’re seeking: 


 


1. Weir Replacement: The existing weir will be replaced with a Type H ditch bottom inlet 


(DBI) equipped with a skimmer, extending over a total length of 12.5 feet. 


2. Piping Adjustments: The current 19”x30” pipes that cross Jasper Avenue are set to be 


replaced with two 36” pipes to enhance drainage capacity. 


3. Elevation and Invert Details: The new 12.5’ weir will be set at an elevation of 2.33 feet. 


The inverts will be positioned at -0.40 and downstream at -0.50, encompassing 58 LF of 


double 36” RCP. 


 


These changes have been recommended following a comprehensive drainage study aimed at 


improving the flow and management of water under the roadway. Should you need further 


technical details or have any additional questions, please do not hesitate to reach out.
