If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product generated by the Services, is
held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the Indemnifying
Party shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within sixty (60) days,
for the Indemnified Parties, a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or
product. If the Indemnifying Party fails to secure such a license for the Indemnified
Parties, then the Indemnifying Party shall replace the Service or product with a non-
infringing Service or product or modify such Service or product in a way satisfactory to
the City, so that the Service or product is non-infringing.

If an Indemnified Party exercisesitsright under this Agreement, the Indemnified Party will (1)
provide reasonable notice to the Indemnifying Party of the applicable claim or liability, and (2)
allow Indemnifying Party, at its own expense, to participate in the litigation of such claim or
liability to protect its interests. The scope and terms of the indemnity obligations herein described
are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by, any insurance provided pursuant to the
Agreement or otherwise. Such terms of indemnity shall survive the expiration or termination of
the Agreement.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of thisindemnity isin derogation of Section

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D. General Conditions

D.1. Assignment

The Bidder shall not assign, transfer, convey, sublet, novation, or otherwise dispose of this
Agreement, or of any or all of itsrights, title, or interests therein, or its power to execute such
agreement to any person, firm, or corporation without prior written authorization by the City.

D.2. Audit Provision

A person or entity providing capital improvements, contractual services, supplies, professional
design services, or professional services purchased by the City pursuant to a method of purchase,
unless otherwise provided herein, shall agree and be deemed to have agreed by virtue of doing
business under contract with the City to all access and examination at all reasonable times by the
Council Auditor or any duly authorized representative of the Council Auditor to business records
directly pertinent to the transaction until the expiration of three years after final payment pursuant
to the transaction. No examination shall be conducted until the Council Auditor has made a
recommendation to the Council President that the examination should be conducted and until the
Council President has approved the conducting of the examination.

D.3. Bid / Surety Requirements

D.9. Data Required to be Submitted

compositions, etc. enumerated in the detailed specifications.

If no particular brand, model or make is specified, and if no datais required to be submitted with
this bid, the successful contractor, after award and before manufacturer or shipment, may be
required to submit working drawings or detailed descriptive data sufficient to enable the City to
judge contractor isin compliance with if each requirement of the specifications.

D.10. Delivery

Suppliers located on the Procurement Website.

D.17. Extension

In addition to any renewal options contained herein, the City has the right to extend any award
resulting from this Bid for the period of time necessary for the City to release, award, and
implement a replacement agreement for the commaodities and/or contractual services provided in
this Bid. Such extension shall be based upon the same prices, terms, and conditions set forth in
this Bid.

D.18. Favored Nation Clause

Based on similar size and quantity, it is understood that the Bidder is providing the City the same
or better pricing than other governmental agencies. If during the term of this Agreement, the
Bidder offers other governmental agencies better pricing for the same item, the Bidder agreesto
offer the City the reduced price.

D.19. Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay

Neither party shall be responsible for delays in performance if the delay was beyond that party's
control (or the control of its employees, subcontractors, or agents). Supplier shall notify Buyer in
writing of any such delay or potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1) within
ten (10) calendar days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose if Supplier
could reasonably foresee that adelay could occur as aresult, or (2) if delay is not reasonably
foreseeable, within five (5) calendar days after the date Supplier first had reason to believe that a
delay could result. Based upon such notice, Buyer will give Supplier areasonable extension of
time to perform; provided, however, that Buyer may elect to terminate the Contract in whole or in
part if Buyer determines, in its sole judgment, that such a delay will significantly impair the value
of the Contract to Buyer. Providing notice in strict accordance with this paragraph is a condition
precedent to such remedy. THE FOREGOING SHALL CONSTITUTE SUPPLIER'SSOLE
REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. No claim for damages, other than
for an extension of time, shall be asserted against Buyer. Supplier shall not be entitled to an
increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from Buyer for direct, indirect,
consequential, impact, or other costs, expenses, or damages, including but not limited to costs of
acceleration or inefficiency arising because of delay, disruption, interference, or hindrance from
any cause whatsoever.

D.20. Guarantee

Contractor will unconditionally guarantee the materials and workmanship on all equipment
furnished by it for a period of one year from date of acceptance of the items delivered and
installed, unless otherwise specified herein. If, within the guarantee period, any defects or signs of
deterioration are noted, which, in the opinion of the City are due to faulty design, installation,
workmanship, or materials, upon ratification, the Contractor, at its expense, will repair or adjust
the equipment or partsto correct the condition or replace the part or entire unit to the complete
satisfaction of the City. Repairs, replacements or adjustments will be made only at such times as
will be designated by the City as|east detrimental to the operation of City business.
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D.21. Invoicing

Invoices will be issued once supplies/services are delivered and/or rendered to the City of
Jacksonville or its agencies. At a minimum, invoices must include: purchase order number or
contract number; item number and description; date of shipment; quantity ordered and shipped;

D.22. Laws and Regulations

Applicable provisions of all federal, state, county, and local laws, and all ordinances, rules, and
regulations shall govern the devel opment, submittal, and evaluation of al Bids received in
proposal hereto and shall govern any and all claims and disputes which may arise between the
Bidders submitting a proposal hereto and the City by and through its officers, employees, and
authorized representatives, or any other persons, natural or otherwise; lack of knowledge by any
Bidder shall not constitute a cognizable defense against the legal effect thereof.

D.23. Legal Workforce

Owner shall consider the employment, by Supplier/Contractor, of unauthorized aliens aviolation
of section 274A (e) of the Immigration and Nationalization Act. Such violation shall be cause for
unilateral cancellation of the Contract upon thirty (30) days' prior written notice of such
cancellation, notwithstanding any other provisions to the contrary in the Specifications and other
Contract Documents.

Supplier/Contractor shall utilize the U.S. Department of Homeland Security's E-Verify system, in
accordance with the terms governing use of the system, to confirm the employment eligibility of:

Bidders/ Suppliers responding to a solicitation or by acceptance of a Purchase Order issued by
the City of Jacksonville agree to obtain and maintain all applicable local, state and federal
licenses required by law.

D.25. Marketing / Advertising

By submitting or being awarded this Bid, Bidder agrees not to use the results as a part of any
marketing and/or commercial advertising using the City's name, logos, etc. without the express
written consent of the City.

D.26. Nondiscrimination Provisions

Asrequired by Section 126.404, Ordinance Code, Contractor represents that it has adopted and
will maintain throughout the term of this contract a policy of nondiscrimination or harassment
against any person with regard to race, color, sex (including pregnancy), sexual orientation,
gender identity or expression, religion, political affiliation, national origin, disability, age, marital
status, veteran status, or any other impermissible factor in recruitment, hiring, compensation,
training, placement, promation, discipline, demotion, transfers, layoff, recal, termination,
working conditions and related terms and conditions of employment. Contractor agrees that on
written request, it will permit reasonable access to its records of employment, employment
advertisement, application forms and other pertinent data and records by the Executive Director
of the Community Relations Commission, or successor agency or commission, for the purpose of
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investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of the Contract;
provided however, that Contractor shall not be required to produce for inspection records
covering periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the effective date of the Contract.
Contractor agrees that if any of the products or Servicesto be provided pursuant to the Contract
are to be provided by a subcontractor, the provisions of this section shall be incorporated into and
become a part of the subcontract.

D.27. Office of Inspector General

The City of Jacksonville has established an Office of Inspector General, Section 602.310, Part 3,
Chapter 602, Ordinance Code, as may be amended. The Inspector General's authority includes
but is not limited to the power to: review past, present, and proposed City contracts, transactions,
accounts, and records; require the production of records; and, audit, investigate, monitor, and
inspect the activities of the City, its officials, employees, suppliers, their subcontractors and lower
tier subcontractors, and other parties doing business with the City and/or receiving City fundsin
order to ensure compliance with contract requirements and detect corruption and fraud. Failure to
cooperate with the Inspector General or interfering with or impeding any investigation shall be a
violation of Section 602.309, Ordinance Code.

D.28. Office of the Ombudsman

Failure to comply with the terms and conditions of a contract and/or failure to respond to the
Notice of Non-Compliance may result in, but not be limited to, withholding of payment (s), breach
of contract, cancellation of contract, filing against performance bonds(s) and disciplinary action,
including contractor debarment, in accordance with Chapter 126. If a payment or performance
dispute arises as to whether the contractor is in non-compliance, the complainant shall engage
the Office of the Ombudsman to investigate the matter. During the period of any contest or
dispute, the contractor shall otherwise continue to perform under the contract unless instructed
otherwise.

D.29. "Or Equal” Interpretation

Even though a particular manufacturer's name or brand is specified, bids will be considered on
other brands or on the products of other manufacturers unless noted otherwise. On all such bids,
Bidder will clearly indicate the product (brand and model number) on which it is bidding, and
will supply asample or sufficient datain detail to enable an intelligent comparison to be made
with the particular brand or manufacture specified. All sampleswill be submitted in accordance
with procedures outlined in the paragraph on SAMPLES. Catalog cuts and technical descriptive
datawill be attached to the original copy of the bid where applicable. Failure to submit the above
information may be a sufficient ground for rejection of bid.

D.30. Performance Bond

form as security for the faithful performance of its contract within ten (10) days of its notification
that its bid has been accepted. The surety thereon must be a surety company authorized and
licensed to transact business in the State of Florida. Attorneysin facts who sign bid bonds must
file with each bond a certified copy of their power of attorney to sign said bonds. The successful
bidder or bidders, upon failure or refusal to furnish within ten (10) days after its notification the
required performance bonds, will pay to the City of Jacksonville, asliquidated damages for such
failure or refusal, an amount in cash egual to the security deposited with its bid.

D.31. Pickup and Returns

City reserves the right to return an order in whole or in part if the merchandiseisnot in
compliance with the bid specifications. City or its agencies will determine compliance with bid
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specifications. Pick up and returns will be made within forty-eight (48) hours of notification at no
charge to the City or its agencies.

D.32. Prices

All unit prices shall include freight, delivery, and handling charges to the delivery location as
outlined in the bid documents.

D.33. Procurement Division as Agent

When the Procurement Division is acting as an agent for "other public activities' (defined as
activities receiving financial support, in part from the City but not under the direct governing
jurisdiction of the Consolidated Government), the name of such public activity will be substituted
for the word "City" in the foregoing paragraphs Nos. 1 - 52.

D.34. Prohibition Against Considering Social
PROHIBITION AGAINST CONSIDERING SOCIAL,POLITICAL ORIDEOLOGICAL

INTERESTSIN GOVERNMENT CONTRACTING

Pursuant to Section 287.05701, Florida Statutes, as amended, Contractor is hereby notified that
the City in awarding contracts to vendors may not:

D.35. Prompt Payment to Subcontractors and Suppliers

awarded with certified JSEBs and MBEs as defined therein their pro-rata share of their
earned portion of the progress payments made by City under the applicable contract
within seven (7) business days of Supplier's receipt of payment from City (less proper
retainage). The pro-rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials, and
equipment furnished or services performed by the certified JSEB or MBE at the time of
payment. As a condition precedent to progress and final payments to Supplier, Supplier
shall provide to City, with its requisition for payment, documentation that sufficiently
demonstrates that Supplier has made proper payments to its certified JSEB or MBE from
al prior payments that Supplier has received from City. Supplier shall not unreasonably
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withhold payments to certified JSEB or MBE if such payments have been made to the
Supplier. If Supplier withholds payment to its certified JSEBs or MBES, which payment
has been made by City to Supplier, Supplier shall return said payment to City. Supplier
shall provide notice to City and to the certified JSEB or MBE whose payment is in
dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii)
specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and be delivered to City
and said subcontractor or supplier within five (5) calendar days after Supplier's receipt of
payment from City. Supplier shall pay al undisputed amounts due within the time limits
imposed by this section. The failure to pay undisputed amounts to the JSEB or MBE
within seven (7) business days shall be a breach of contract, compensable by 1% of the
outstanding invoice's being withheld by the City as liquidated damages. Continued failure
to adhere to this clause may be cause for termination.

c. Third-Party Liability - The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall, in no way,
create any contractual relationship or obligation between City and any subcontractor,
supplier, JSEB, MBE, or any third-party or create any city liability for Supplier's failure
to make timely payments hereunder. However, Supplier's failure to comply with the
Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of its contractual
obligations to city. As aresult of said breach, City, without waiving any other available
remedy it may have against Supplier, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Supplier
a 0.2% daily interest penalty or the penalties specified in Chapter 126, Ordinance Code
for JSEBs or MBEs and in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB or non-MBE,
whichever is greater.

D.36. Provision for Other Agencies

Questions submitted after the cutoff date on the solicitation schedule may not get
answered.

D.41. Quotations

No bidder will be alowed to offer more than one price on each item even though he or she may
feel that he or she has two or more types or styles that will meet specifications. Bidders must
determine for themselves which to offer. IF SAID BIDDER SHOULD SUBMIT MORE
THAN ONE PRICE ON ANY ITEM, ALL PRICESFOR THAT ITEM WILL BE

D.42. Report of Unsatisfactory Products and / or Services

A Supplier Performance Report form will be utilized to document unsatisfactory performance
during the term of this Bid. The report may become an important part of the Bidder's history. The
report and process will assist the City in determining whether there is a continuing pattern of
problems which may need to be addressed through termination of contract and/or suspension of
the Supplier from future Bidding.

D.43. Reporting

City may request during the term of this Bid, reports, including but not limited to usage, pricing,
and delivery. Suppliers will be required to provide reports requested in hard copy and electronic
format as required.

D.44. Reservations

City reservestheright to reject any or all bids or any parts thereof and/or to waive information if
such action is deemed to be in the best interests of the City.

City reserves the right to cancel any contract, if in its opinion, Contractor fails at any time to
perform adequately the stipulations of this invitation to bid, and the general conditions and
specifications which are attached and made part of thisbid, or in any case of any attempt to
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willfully impose upon City materials or products or workmanship which is, in the opinion of City,
of an unacceptable quality. Any action taken in pursuance of thislatter stipulation will not affect
or impair any rights or claim of City to damages for the breach of any covenants of the contract
by the Contractor. City also reserves the right to reject the bid of any bidder who has previously
failed to perform adequately after having once been awarded a prior bid for furnishing materials
similar in nature to those materials mentioned in the bid.

Should the contractor fail to comply with the conditions of this Contract or fail to complete the

E.1. Purpose and Scope

a. These protest procedures are promulgated pursuant to 8 126.106(e), Ordinance Code,

C.

which authorizes the Chief of the Procurement Division (the "Chief') to "prepare and
publish rules and regulations governing bid protests." In the event a court of competent
jurisdiction declares any provision of these Procurement Protest Procedures to be
unconstitutional, invalid, or otherwise unenforceable, then all remaining provisions shall
be severable, valid, and enforceable regardiess of the invalidity of any other provision.

In accordance with the procedures contained herein, any person or entity that is adversely
affected by a decision or an intended decision concerning a solicitation, solicitation
documents, award, or any other process or procedure prescribed in the Code and who has
standing to protest said decision or intended decision under Floridalaw (the "Protestant™),
must timely file a written Notice of Protest seeking to challenge the decision or intended
decision.

The issue(s) raised, and the information contained in the Notice of Protest and any
supplemental documentation filed in accordance with §126.106(€)(4), Ordinance Code,
must clearly identify and explain the factual and legal basis for any relief sought, and
shall be the only issue(s) and information the Protestant may present for consideration
before the applicable committee.

E.2. Definitions

For the purpose of these Bid Protest Procedures, the following definitions are provided:

a. "Competitive solicitation” or "solicitation” shall include without limitation an invitation

to bid, competitive sealed bid, multistep competitive sealed bid, competitive sealed
proposal, or arequest for proposals and/or qualifications.

"Posting" means the notification of solicitations, decisions or intended decision, or other
matters relating to procurement on a centralized Internet website, by placing the same on
the bulletin board(s) designated by the Procurement Division for this purpose, or as may
be consistent with§126.102(m) Ordinance Code.

"Exceptional purchase" means any purchase excepted by law or rule from the
regquirements for competitive solicitation, including without limitation purchases pursuant
to §126.107, 126.206, 126.207, 126.211, 126.307, 126.309, 126.311, 126.312, or 126.313
Ordinance Code.

"Electronic transfer" is limited solely to facsimile transmissions that appear legibly on
paper at the place of filing.

"Final Agency Action” means afinal decision that results from a proceeding hereunder,
and includes actions which are affirmative, negative, injunctive, or declaratory in form.

"Procurement process’ has the same meaning as "contract solicitation or award process."

E.3. Timely Notice of Protest

a. Recommendations of Award and/or Bid Rejection.

A Protestant shall have forty eight (48) hours after either the posting or written notification of
adecision or intended decision, whichever is earlier, in which to file awritten Notice of
Protest in order to timely challenge or seek relief from a Procurement Division recommended
award of an exceptional purchase or an award or recommended conclusion to any bid or
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proposal solicitation process, including without limitation: (i) arecommendation to reject a
bid or proposal; (ii) a contract award; or (iii) the short listing of bidders or proposers.

b. Bid/Proposal Specifications and/or Reguirements.

contained in bid or proposal documents, including without limitation any provisions
governing or establishing: (i) the basis for making the award in question; (ii) evaluation
criteria; (iii) equipment, product, or material specifications; (iv) proposed project schedules;
(v) statements regarding participation goals or other equal opportunity measures; or (vi) other
general solicitation or project requirements.

c. Computation of Time

Computation of the time limitations or periods contained herein shall be governed by and
shall be pursuant to Florida Rule of Civil Procedure .090(a) Florida Rule of Judicial
Administration 2.514. Failure to file awritten Notice of Protest within the applicable time
limitation or period shall constitute awaiver of any right, remedy, or relief available
hereunder.

d. Form and Content of the Notice of Protest
A written Notice of Protest shall: (i) be addressed to the Chief;

(i) identify the solicitation, decision, or recommended award in question by number and title
or any other language sufficient to enable the Chief to identify the same; (iii) state the
timeliness of the protest; (iv) state Protestant's legal standing to protest; and (v) clearly state
with particularity the issue(s), material fact(s) and legal authority upon which the protest is
based.

E.4. Request for Extension to File Supplemental Protest Documentation

At the time of filing atimely Notice of Protest hereunder, a Protestant may request an extension
of three (3) business days after the date its Notice of Protest istimely received in which to
provide supplemental protest documentation. Failure to do so or to timely submit the
supplemental protest documentation shall constitute awaiver of any right to the same.

E.5. Delivery of Protest

Thetimely filing of aNotice of Protest shall be accomplished when said notice is received by the
Procurement Division within the applicable time limitation or period contained herein. Filing a
notice may be accomplished by manual transfer via hand-delivery or mail to the Chief of
Procurement at 214 North Hogan Street, 8th floor, Jacksonville, Florida 32202 or by electronic
transfer viafacsimile to (904) 255-8837.

A. General information. The professional services which Ebert Norman Brady Architects

(ARCHITECT) has employed Simes & Rosch, LLC (ENGINEER) to provide under this
Agreement are generally described as follows: “Brentwood Elementary Conversion to
Library”. This project is the first step of a series of renovations to convert the former
Brentwood Elementary School into a Library Facility. The Brentwood Elementary School
complex has a total of 4 buildings and is located at 3750 Springfield Blvd, Jacksonville,
Florida. The original school (Building 1} was constructed in 1915. Building #2 was added in
1952, Building #90 was added in 1975 and Building #4 was added in 1995. The scope of this
project is limited to renovations of Building 4 only. Building 4 is a single-story building and is
approximately 15,606 square feet. Building 4 currently houses classrooms, a media center,
a music room and a dance room. Building 4 will be renovated to provide VPK classrooms,
GED classrooms and Library related rooms. The part of the Project for which ENGINEER is
to perform is the mechanical, electrical, plumbing and fire protection design and is herein
referred to as “This Part of the Project”.

B. Mechanical Design. Mechanical design services shall include the design, plans and
specifications for minor renovations to the heating, ventilating and air conditioning (HVAC)
systems. Specifically, Simes and Rosch, LLC (ENGINEER) shall perform the calculations
necessary to properly distribute the air to the renovated building. The scope of work is limited
to the replacement of air distribution devices, scheduling of all airflow devices and
replacement of the existing air-cooled chiller. This proposal assumes that the 3 existing
chilled water AHU's, chilled water pump, chilled water piping, ductwork, VAV terminal units
and HVAC Control System will be reused. Related plans, equipment schedules, sections,
details and specifications will be provided.

Electrical design services shall include the design, plans and specifications
for lighting, power, and communications systems for a typical education / multipurpose
building. Specifically, ENGINEER shall perform engineering calculations to include: short
circuit, electrical load, voltage drop, and lighting calculations. The ENGINEER shall provide
related plans, riser diagrams, panel and lighting schedules and electrical details as necessary
to fully describe the electrical distribution system. This proposal assumes that the building
will not require a new emergency power and does not include design of such systems.
Additionally, the design for audio-visual and security systems shall be limited to providing
power, raceways, and boxes for such systems with device locations provided by others.

E. Fire Suppression and Alarm Design. Building 4 has an outdated fire alarm system and does
not currently have a fire suppression system. The construction documents will include a
performance based specification for a new fire alarm and fire suppression system as required

14. PROMPT PAYMENT TO SUBCONTRACTORSAND SUPPLIERS:

a Generally - When Contractor receives payment from CITY for labor, services, or materials furnished by
subcontractors and suppliers hired by Contractor, Contractor shall remit payment due (less proper
retainage) to those subcontractors and suppliers within 15 calendar days after Contractor's receipt of
payment from CITY. Nothing herein shall prohibit Contractor from disputing, pursuant to the terms
hereof, all or any portion of a payment aleged to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers.

[ Third-Party Liability — The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall, in no way, create any
contractual relationship or obligation between CITY and any subcontractor, supplier, JSEB, MBE, or any
third-party or create any CITY liability for Contractor's failure to make timely payments hereunder.
However, Contractor's failure to comply with the Prompt Payment requirements shall constitute a
material breach of its contractual obligationsto CITY. Asaresult of said breach, CITY, without waiving
any other available remedy it may have against Contractor, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge
Contractor a 0.2% daily interest penalty or penalties specified in Chapter 126 of the Code for JSEB or
MBE and Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for non-JSEB or MBE, whichever greater.

No examination shall be conducted until
the Council Auditor has made a recommendation to the Council President that the examination should or, in the
aternative, should not be conducted and until the Council President has approved the conducting of the
examination.

17. W-9 REQUIREMENT: It isthe vendor's responsibility to ensure that the City has a current W-9 on file.

18. INDEMNIFICATION:

a The Contractor, its employees, agents and subcontractors shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the
City and/or it's using agencies named in the contract documents, it's directors, officers, agents,
representatives and employees, from and against any damages, liabilities, losses and costs, including but
not limited to reasonable attorneys fees to the extent caused by the Negligence, recklessness, or
intentionally wrongful conduct of the Contractor, and other persons employed or utilized by the
Contractor in the performance of this contract or the work performed thereunder.

b. This indemnification is separate and apart from, and in no way limited by, any insurance provided
pursuant to this contract or otherwise.

19. INSURANCE: Each supplier shall maintain insurance coverage as stated in the Invitation to Bid for the

entire term of this contract. All insurance certificates shall list the City of Jacksonville as an additional insured.

Bid number should be listed on certificate.

20. DELIVERY: A packing list shall accompany all shipments, which shall indicate, a a minimum, the

following; purchase order number, item number and description, date of shipment, quantity ordered, and shipped,

unit price, and unit of measure.

21. PICK UP AND RETURNS: The City reserves the right to return an order in whole or in part if the

merchandise is not in compliance with the specifications. The City or its agencies will determine compliance

with bid specifications. Pick up and returns will be made within 48 hours of notification at no charge to the City
or its agencies.

22. INVOICING: Invoices will be issued once supplies/services are delivered and/or rendered to the City of

Jacksonville or its agencies. At a minimum, invoices must include; purchase order number or contract number,

item number and description, date of shipment, quantity ordered and shipped, unit prices, unit of measure, and

23. REPORTING: The City may request, reports including but not limited to; usage, pricing, and delivery.

business hours, by telephone or email any supplier providing goods or services to the City or its agencies. Any

supplier accessibility requirements outlined in the specifications supersede this section.
