CHAIRMANS REMARKS

ROLES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

Mr. Richardson went through a presentation which outlined the duties and responsibilities of the JEPB.  He then went through a discussion of the board structure. ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION FUND

Discussion continued where members expressed a desire to do something that would allow for education on pollution prevention or some other environmental subject(s) would be something of interest.  They also expressed a desire to continue to figure a way for them to receive potential projects from the public in some manner such as maybe pitching ideas to them during a board meeting.  After several questions, Mr. Richardson shared the current estimated balance of the fund.
