SANITARY LANDFILL AND DUMP SITE WATER SAMPLE COLLECTION & ANALYSIS

1. Intent;

Itis the intent of this project for the successful bidder to provide the City of Jacksonville, Department of Public
Works Solid Waste Division, with the collection and laboratory analysis of groundwater, surface water,
leachate, landfill gas condensate, soils, sediments and other solid waste substances to comply with regulations
of the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) and the United Staies Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA), complete and in accordance with the specifications and contract documents enclosed herein.

II. Scope of Work:

The work includes the furnishing of sample kits and the laboratory analysis of groundwaler, surface water and
other waste samples on and around solid waste facilities located within Duval County.

All leachate
sample collection and laboratory analysis are on a quarterly basis. East Landfill has a small jon boat available
for use by the CONTRACTOR for the collection of the surface water samples in Greenfield Creek, as needed.

All laboratory and sample collection results will be submitted in ADaPT format pursuant to Florida Department
of Environmental Protection (FDEP) requirements. Additionally, the leachate results will be presented in a Self
Monitoring Report format pursuant to the requirements of JEA. All laboratory analysis, reporting, detection
limits, etc., and/or laboratory sample personnel or sample collection uctivilies conducted by laboratory
subcontractor personnel shall be in accordance with all FDEP issued permit requirements including any revised
conditions or state of Florida or EPA rules and regulations, FDEP SOPs, and industry standards.

With the possible exception of the Greenfield Creek at the East Landfill, surface water sampling points will be
from the edges of various bodies of water including ponds, lakes, creeks, streams and rivers, Samples from
surface water sampling points shall be collected in a manner consistent and in accordance with the Contactor’s
accredited NELAC certification.

Surface water samples collected from Greenfield Creek shall be collected in accordance with the Contactor’s
accredited NELAC certification. The collection of these samples may require the use of a boat. A small
aluminum jon boat is available for use at the site. The Contactor is responsible for providing the required
United States Coast Guard approved safety equipment and any method of propulsion. The City will

initially provide a specialist to accompany the sample crew to ensure the samples are tauken from the correct
location in the crecks.

X. Ground Water Sampling:

Ground waler samples will be taken from permanent and/or temporary ground water monitoring wells. All
wells at the permitted landfill facilities are two (2) inches in diameter and many of the permanent wells are
equipped with dedicated bladder pumps manufactured by QED. Laboratory personnel will provide and operate
the pumping equipment including compressor and controller. Temporary wells and some ol the permanent
wells are not equipped with dedicated bladder pumps.

All costs associated with re-sampling which are a result of laboratory errors, improper hold times or NELAC
violations shall be the responsibility of the Contactor.

XIII. Schedule of Services:

The Contaclor shall provide a schedule of laboratory services that can be provided in addition to those
parameters listed in the Bid Proposal. This schedule shall include a price for cach service and MUST be
submitied at the time of bid. This schedule will establish a unit price for laboratory analyses that the laboratory
can perform that are not specifically listed in the Bid Proposal. The prices shall remain valid for the term of the
contracl and are to include a discount schedule for bulk purchases.

(g) The sole negligence of the vendor for its own acts or omissions or those of its employees or
anyone else acting on its behalf, unless such act or omission is:

(i) In the course of repackaging “your products” in the original container after unpacking
solely for the purpose of inspection, demonstration, testing or the substitution of parts
under instructions from the manufacturer;

{ii} A demonstration, installation, servicing or repair operation of “your products” performed
at the vendor’s premises in connection with the sale of the product; or

{iii) An inspection, adjustment, tesl or servicing of “your producis” the vendor has agreed to

Further, the Contractor shall fully Indemntify, defend, and hold harmless the State and Customers from any sults, actions,
damages, and costs of every name and description, including attormnays’ fees, erising from or relating to violation or
infringement of a tradamark, copyright, patent, trade secret or intellectual property right, provided, however, that the
foregolng obfigation shall not apply to a Customer’s misuse or madification of Contractor's products or a Customer’s
oparation or usa of Contractor’s products in a manner not contemplated by the Contract or the purchase order. {f any
product is the subject of an infringement sult, or in the Contractar’s opinion Is likely to become the subject of such a
suit, the Contractor may at is sole expense procure for the Customer the right to continue using the product or to
modify It to become non-Infringing. IFthe Contractor ks not reasonably able to modify or otherwise secure the Customer
the right to continue using the product, the Cantractor shall remove the product and refind tha Customer the amounts
paid In excass of a reasonable rental for past use. The customer shall not ba llable for any royalties.

The Contractor’s obligations under the preceding two paragraphs with respect to any legal action are contingent upon
tha State or Customer giving the Contractor (1) written notice of any action or threataned action, {2) the opportunity to
take over and settle or defend any such action at Contractor’s sole expense, and (3} assistance in defending the action at
Cantractor’s sole expense.

CONSTITUTE THE CONTRACTOR'S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TQ DELAY. Providing notice In strict
accordance with this paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy. No claim for damages, other than for an
extension of time, shall be asserted against the Customer. The Contractor shall not be entitied to an Increase in tha
Contract price or payment of any kind from the Customer for direct, indirect, conseguential, Impact or other costs,
expenses or damages, induding but not limited to costs of accelaration or inafficiency, arlsing because of delay,
disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever. If performance Is suspended or delayed, in whola or
in part, due to any of the causes descrlbed in this paragraph, after the causes have ceased to exist the Contractor shall
perform at no increased cost, unless the Customer determines, In its sole discretion, that the delay will significantly
impair the value of the Contract to the State or to Customers, in which case the Customer may {1) accept allocated
performance or deliveries from the Contractor, provided that the Contractor grants preferential treatment to Customers
with respect to products subjected ta aliocation, or {2) purchase from other sources (without recourse to and by the
Contractor for the related costs and expenses) to replace all or part of the products that are the subjact of the delay,
which purchases may be deducted from the Contract quantity, or (3) terminate the Contract in whole or In part.

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1.4A TURF FERTILIZATION. The Contractor shall apply fertilizers to all turf areas using a
complete fertilizer having a minimum 3:1:2 ratio such as 16:4:8, and containing a
minimum of 25 percent slow release nitrogen. Fertilizer is to be applied at the rate of
1 1b. of nitrogen per 1,000 square feet and will be applied in March, May, July and
September, or as determined by the City.

LAWN CARE:
Mowing and Edging

Lawns shall be mowed more frequently during the active growing season and as needed during other
seasons, During extended rainy or dry periods mowing will take place as conditions dictate. Mowing
height will be based on what is horticultural correct for the turf variety taking into account the season.

g:lippings shall not be caught and removed from lawn area unless they are lying in swaths which may -
damage the lawn.

Edges shall be trimmed to maintain a neat appearance. Outside of focal areas, edging surfaces will
alternate between hard surfaces and bed lines weekly.

Fertilization
Lawns shall be fertilized as warranted with a commercial fertilizer. The number of applications will be
dependent on the type of nitrogen used and the type of turf grass.

Disease control

Disease control is maintained through proper fertilization, mowing and water management. In the
evenl that disease prablems occur Contractor will use treatments to slop or slow progression of
disease. This program does nol include the prevention of disease with weekly or monthly
applications of disease control products although such prolection is available at substantial
additional cost.

Insect control ,
Contractor will provide control of turf damaging insects using Federal and State registered insect
control products as needed to prevent or mitigate turf damage. These treatments do not include the
prevention of fire ant infestation which is available at added cost. Disease caused by infestation of
nematodes (microscopic round worms that feed on rools) is not included. Currently, there is no
elfective nematode control product registered for use on landscapeés. Contractor will recommend
additional treatments and procedures lo minimize damage should nematodes become a problem.
These treatments will be provided at additional cost. Nematode control is available for some sports
turf locations and will be quoted separately if required.

Contractor will use proper fertilization, mowing and walering praclices to promote the growth of

Edging

Edge ground cover as needed to keep within bounds and away from obstacles.

Shrubs shall be pruned only as necessary to maintain the natural form of the plant, to maintain growth
within space limitations, and to sliminate damage or diseased wood. This excludes pruning
necessitated by storm damage, disease, neglected overgrowth or winterkill,

The chosen chemical will be recommended and legally approved for the specific weed problem.

Fertilization
Apply tertilizer as warranted. The number of applications will be dependent on the type of nitrogen
used and the type of plant material,

Pesticide

Apply recommended, legally approved pesticides to control insecls causing damage to ornamentals if
warranted.

Control of imported pests

Certain locations in the Unitad States have a record of accidental introduction of pests from other
countries. These imported pests can be very damaging and ditficult or impossible to control with
available products. Where such pests become a problem Contractor will recommend the most cost
effective alternatives for pest mitigation. Such recommendations may include plant replacement or
intensified treatment schedules that may require additional cost to the cuslomer.






Pruning

Height limitation for tree pruning covered in the specilication is 8 feet. On trees over 8 feet in height anly
low-hanging branches that present a hazard to pedestrian or vehicular traffic will be raised.

Trees under 10 feet are scheduled to be pruned in the winter months except for safety-related pruning,
which will be done only if necessary.

Staking

Stakes are to be inspecied and adjusted or removed as necessary. When trees attain a trunk caliper
of 4" or substantial root development stability, removal will be discussed with client.

Palm Pruning
Dead or dying fronds should be removed annually. It is best to leave healthy fronds when possible
and defer to specific pruning methods and finished cuts per palm type.

Mulched areas will be inspecled on our days of service. Weeds and grasses shall be controlled with
recommended, legally approved herbicides only if necessary. Mulch beds should be replenished
with up to 2" of mulch annually. In those areas with excessive mulch build up, alternatives will be
discussed with the client.

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SPECIFICATIONS

I. Intent:

It is the intent of this solicitation to secure the services of a Contractor to aceepl, process, recycle and/or dispose
of yard trash collected by the City and its contraclors, Additionally, the Contractor will accept similar waste
from the general public for the City of Jacksonville and Duval County residents at a rate set by the Contractor
and approved by the City.

IL. Scope of Work:

A. The City of Jacksonville, Atlantic Beach, Neptune Beach, Jacksonville Beach and the Town of Baldwin
currently generate approximately 80,000 to 100,000 tons annually of residentially generated yard trash
with a maximum of 135,000 tons for storm events. The City of Jacksonville is currently responsible for
reuse and/or disposal of this material for the residents of the City of Jacksonville, Jacksonville Beach
and Baldwin and is soliciting bids for a contractor to accept the material from the City and process,
recycle, and/or dispose of the material. The City reserves the right to remove any tonnage from the
Jacksonville Beach and Baldwin communities based on any future negotiations and/or amendments
involving the inter-local agreements for each community, as applicable. Additionally, the Contractor
must allow the communities of Neptune Beach and Atlantic Beach the same unit price per ton for this
service if the communities desire to enter into a separatc agreement with the Contractor. Yard waste tons
for each City residential hauler and other City departments are contained in Attachment 1.

B. The scope of work for this solicitation includes furnishing a site; all labor, equipment, supervision
necessary 1o receive, weigh, process, recycle, reuse, and/or dispose of yard trash delivered by the City of
Jacksonville and its residential waste haulers.

C. For the purposes of this solicitation yard waste is defined as follows: Yard Trash means vegelative
matter resulting from landscaping maintenance, land cleaning or land clearing operations and includes
materials such as tree and shrub trimmings, grass clippings, palm fronds, trees and tree stumps.

D. The material delivered to the facility will contain plastic bags and small quantities of other non-yard
trash items. The contractor shall be responsible for the removal, processing and disposal of these items.
Loads delivered to the facility will not exceed five pereent (5%) non-organic contamination by weight,
excluding dint and sand.

Iil. Job Site

County. The Contractor may elect 1o use Trail Ridge Landfill for storage. disposal or grinding providing
the Contractor enters into an agreemenl with Trail Ridge Landfill, Inc. (a.k.a. Waste Management) for
the use of the facility. Additionally, the cxisting scales and scale house personnel and equipment
opcrated by the City are not available for usc if the Contracior elects 10 use Trail Ridge Landfill unless
the Contractor enters into & separale agreement with the Cily to use the scales. equipment and personnel.
Otherwise, the Contractor would be required to provide a separate scale(s), personnel, facility,
infrastructure, hardware/software, etc. to fulfill the requircments of this contract in addition to any
permit medifications, fees. engineering, construction, demolition, etc. for the separate scale facility,
There is sufficient space for a scale where the former above ground storage tank refueling facility is
located. Any infrastructure installed at the facility would be required to be removed by the Contractor at
the end of contract.
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B. The collection of yard trash in the City of Jacksonville is currently provided by one of four waste
haulers, those being, the City of Jacksonville (COJ), Advanced Disposal Services (ADS), Southland
Waste Systems (SWS) and Waste Pro of Florida (WPF). The compensation paid to each of the haulers
will be impacted by the transportation distance from the center of the respective collection areas
(ventroid) to the proposed processing/reuse/disposal facility. In the evaluation of the bids, the City will
take into consideration transportation cost impacts to the residential waste hauler contracts to determine
the lowest bid. The change in disposal site adjustment contained in Section 7.2.3 for the residential
hauler conlract is contained in Attachment 2.

C. The transportation component will be evaluated as follows: Time to and from each the proposed
processing/reuse/disposal site using the same GPS-oriented method used in the existing residential waste
and recycling collection and transportation contract.

XII. Record Keeping:

The Contractor shall stalT, operate. and maintain a scale facility. The Contractor shall keep a daily tally of
quantities, by ton, of materials both entering and leaving the facility. including vehicle numbers, transporter,
date and time of each delivery. The contractor shall ensure that all vehicles entering or exiting the facilily are
weighed. The Contractor shall provide the City with all records on a daily basis. of total material received, total
malterial processed, total material landfilled. and tolal material recycled.

XIII. Work Hours:

Pleasc note that the certified tonnage reports from the FDEP for recycling
credits are published in the following year(s). For example, the 2016 FDEP certified recyceling report would be
published sometime in the middle of 2017. A true up of host fee payments will be conducted by the Solid Waste
Division when the FDEP certifted report is issued.

The adjusted per
ton price will be used for evaluation and determination of the lowest bidder,

B. The City’s desire in awarding this contract is to reach the maximum eligible recycling credit percentage
for yard waste from the Contractor established pursuant to F.S. 403.706 and other applicable FDEP
reports or documents defining recyeling that counts towards a county’s recycle goals. For the purpose of
this contract, we understand that the following methods of recycling that will preclude payment of a host
fee only includes the following activities:

1) Traditional recycling such as mulching and compost,

2) Used or disposed of in FDEP applicable landfill or disposal facilities for daily, weekly, intermediate
