Project Background:

The Library has experienced severe HVAC operational issues and high operating costs ever
since the building was designed, constructed and commissionad in 2006. A lengthy
engineering evaluation was performed in 2014 by SGM Engineering that included re-
calculating cooling loads for the entire building. The SGM Engineering report referenced a
prior engineering report on the library prepared by Reynolds, Smith and Hills performed in
2012. In spite of significant time and money invested in prior engineering and
commissioning studies and a maintenance contract on the computerized Building
Autornation System having been in place, essentially no improvements have been
implemented and the original operational issues remain.

The 2014 SCM Engineering report cites two return air shalts extending up from each floor in
the building to the east and wast mezzanine levels at the roof level that house air handling
units as being severely undersized and constricted as the primary cause of the building
pressurization issues. The building pressurization issues at times prevent the main doors
from closing (kept open by conditioned air being blown outdoors). The 2014 SCM
Engineering report indicated that the 2012 Reynolds Smith and Hills report cited return air
shafts as being undersized as well. The 2014 SCM report included very expensive
recommendations to increase the size of the return air shafis.

Project Goals:

Goals of the proposed services include:

1. Provide immediate and maximum HVAC operational benefits with relatively low cost *quick fix”
retro-fits and repairs. It is anticipated that the entire initial project will have a very short payback
on energy savings, most likely under one year. Confidence in this goal being met is very high
since the current annual energy operating cost (electric and chilled water from JEA}is
$938,000 or $3.53 per square foot, a very high value. Very small increases in plant efficiency
resulting from the project will result in large dollar savings.

2. Significantly resolve, if not complelely eliminate, building pressurization issues that create a
number of issues such as the main front doors to the building not closing due to conditioned air
being blown out through the doors, ‘





3. Reduce energy costs significantly. The building from an energy consumption and cost per
square foot benchmark perspective 1s very Figh with a total electric and chilled water cost per |
square foot of $3.53 per square foot, approximately twice what is should be.

4. Reduce long term HVAC equipment maintenance and repair costs. Excessive pre-mature
deterioration from high humidity, moisture, excessive fan speeds and vibration, excessive run
hours, etc. are currently ocourring.

Preliminary Finding from Initial Site Meeting, Survey and Document Review:

After the initial meeting with City staff a1 the library, the library HVAC systems and Building
Automation System (BAS) were raviewed and documented (BAS screen shots of most all systems
and air handiing units were captured on a thumb Zip drive). Building construction plans and the
2014 SGM Engineering report were reviewed.

Major findings that were not previously identified in the SGM Engineering report include the
following. Also refer to the Air Handling Unit Schedule and Air Handling Unit Controls Schematic
section for information taken directly from the construction drawings.

1. Although it was previously reported that the return air shafis were undersized and were
recommended to be increased in size, there is another alternative. The other alternative would
be to reduce the quantity of return air that must be returned through the existing east and west
return air shafts that are undersized. Reduction of return air may be accomplished in two ways:

a. Converting existing constant volume alir handlers from constant air volume to
variable air volume control. The east shaft return air quantity from constant air volume
air handlers at design conditions is approximately 50% of the total return air flow. The
west shaft return air quantity from constant air volume air handlers at design conditions
is approximately 66% of the total return air flow. Due to variation in cooling loads with
weather and occupancy loads and diversity in peak loads associated with the numerous
constant air volume air handiers and that they are oversized due to safety factors, retum
air quantities may be reduced significantly during most all operating hours. Most of the
equipment and controls hardware necessary to convert constant volume air handling
units to variable air volume control was installed with the original construction,

b. Return air quantities may be lowered by lowering supply air temperature set
points when required. For example, with a difference in temperature between supply
and return air of approximately 20 degrees F (75 F return or space temperatura and 55
F supply temperature), return air (and supply air} quantities in CFM (Cubic Feet per
Minute) may be reduced by approximately 10% by lowering supply temperatures from
55F {053 F.

2.  Air pressure drop in any duct or shaft varies as the square of the air flow in CFM so even
relatively modest reductions in air flow can result in large reductions in building pressurization
issues. For example, we would anticipate return air under the vast majority of operating hours
could be reduced by perhaps 35% or more. Pressurization would be cut by more than one half,
cut by 58% (1- .65x.65).

3. Converting from constant air volume to variable air volume will result in very large fan energy
savings and large reduction in operating costs. Although system prassures or static pressures
differences vary as the square of the supply or return air flow in CFM. the air handler fan Horse
Powsr (HP} varies as the cube of the supply air flow in CFM, Therefore, even a typical
reduction in cooling load of about 40% compared to the design cooling load (has safety
factors), results in a fan power and energy reduction of 82%!!i (1.00-(.6x.6x.6))





4. Asindicatedin the Air Handhing Unit Schedule and Air Handling Unit Controls Schematic
section that follows, constant volume air handling units are already equipped with a variable
speed drive like the two large variable air volume air handlers. These fans are equipped with
“plug” supply fans that are direct drive without fan belts and the variable speed drive is used for
balancing the system to the required supply air CFM (design maximum flow) and for its soft
start featurs to reduce maintenance wear and tear.

Scope of Work:

Summary:

Provide “turn key results driven” services including field survaey, engingering, TAB services,
HVAC and BAS retro-fit and repair, commissioning and on-going monitoring and
performance verification services to achigve the project goals. The scope of this initial
project will include relatively low cost quick retrofits and repairs and will not include major
capital intensive upgrades or system modifications.

1.2 Scope of Services

The City of Jacksonville, Department of Public Works, Mowing and Landscape Maintenance
Division is soliciting a Competitive Sealed Proposal (RFP) from qualified Contractors to furnish
all equipment, labor and materials and perform all operations necessary for the routine landscape
maintenance of roadway shoulders and medians, grass areas around stormwater treatment
ponds, building sites, and vacant lots owned or maintained by the City.

1.3 Term of Agreement

2.5 Evaluation of Responses

A. Buyer will determine the qualifications, interest and availability of Contractors by reviewing
all Responses and, when deemed necessary in the sole discretion of Buyer, by conducting
formal interviews of selected Contractors that are determined to be the best qualified based
upon evaluation of the Responses.

B. The determination of which Contractors are “best qualified” will be based upon the criteria
set forth in the RFP.

C. Before making an award, Buyer reserves the right to seek clarifications, revisions, and
information it deems necessary for the proper evaluation of Responses. Failure to provide
any requested clarifications, revisions or information may result in rejection of the Response.

D. Buyer reserves the right to accept or reject any and all Responses, or separable portions
thereof, and to waive any minor irregularity, technicality, or omission if Buyer determines
that doing so will serve Buyer’s best interests. Buyer may reject any Response not submitted
in the manner specified by the RFP.

2.6 Award of Contract

A. The process for contract award is set forth in Jacksonville Ordinance Code Sections 126.204.
Generally, the City will award the Contract to the responsible and responsive proposer(s)
whose Response is determined in writing to be the most advantageous to the City of
Jacksonville, based solely on the relative importance assigned to price and of the criteria set
forth in Attachment B. The award may be contingent on the outcome of direct negotiations
under Section 126.201(d)(4) and 126.201(n), Ordinance Code.

B. Buyer may make an award within sixty (60) days after the date of the Responses are due,
during which period the Responses shall remain firm and shall not be withdrawn. Any
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Response that expresses a shorter duration may, in Buyer's sole discretion, be accepted or
rejected. If award is not made within sixty (60) days, the Response shall remain firm until
either the Contract is awarded or Buyer receives from Contractor written notice that the
Response is withdrawn. [Note: Withdrawal of a Response may be requested within 72 hours
(excluding State holidays, Saturdays and Sundays) after the date and time Responses are due.
Buyer will not accept an amended Response after the date and time Responses are due.]

C. For the purpose of this proposal, the City is divided into two (2) geographical areas: the
North Service Area and South Service Area. The North Service Area is the part of Duval
County lying north and west of the St Johns River; the South Service Area is the part of Duval
County lying south and east of the St Johns River. One firm will be selected as the prime
Contractor for each geographical area of the City.

D. A Contractor will be awarded only one geographical area of the City even if it is the highest
rated firm in both areas. The City will determine which geographical area to award to a
Contractor based upon the best interests of the City. However, the Buyer reserves the right
to reject all Responses.

E. Based on the evaluation and negotiation results, Buyer shall electronically post a notice of
intended award at Buyer’s website. Please contact the Contact Person if you are uncertain of
Buyer’s website address or if you experience problems accessing it. Any person who is
adversely affected by the decision shall file with Buyer a notice of protest in accordance with
the Protest provisions of the RFP. Buyer does not intend to provide tabulations or notices of
award by telephone.

2.7 Terms of Agreement

A. For this project, after award to the successful Contractor and execution of a Contract
incorporating the terms of the RFP, the successful Response, and other terms and conditions
to which both parties agree, the Buyer will promptly issue a “Blanket Purchase Order.” If the
Contractor’s Response contains exceptions to or modifications of the RFP, such exceptions or
modifications are stricken unless Buyer provides written acceptance of the exceptions or
modifications. The Contractor shall sign two (2) original copies of the Contract and Contract
Bonds and submit them to the Buyer within ten (10) days after the Contractor’s receipt of the
Contract and Contract Bonds from the Buyer.

C. 1If the successful Contractor fails to perform the Services as agreed, Buyer reserves the right
to: (1) issue a new solicitation for the Services; (2) reopen the RFP for the purpose of
negotiating and awarding a second contract to another Contractor in accordance with the
criteria and processes set forth herein; and/or (3) take such other actions permitted by law.

2.8 Public Meetings and Special Accommodations

Any meetings of the RFP evaluation committee (i.e., the CSPEC Committee), shall be noticed on
Buyer’s website and shall comply with Florida’s Open Meetings Laws. Please contact the Contact
Person if you are uncertain of Buyer’s website address or if you experience problems accessing it.

2.9 Ex-Parte Communications

This prohibition
includes communications with the Buyer’s Office of General Counsel unless the Contact
Person has authorized those communications in advance. Violations may result in the
rejection/disqualification of a Response.

procedure already contained in the RFP;

e communications at any pre-bid conferences;

e communications with the Office of Inspector General and his/her staff regarding any
perceived inefficiency, misconduct or abuse by City employees;

e presentations before publicly noticed committee meetings;
* contract negotiations during any duly noticed public meeting;

e any duly noticed site visits to determine competency of bidders during the period
between bid opening and issuance of the Chief of Procurement Division’s written
recommendation; or

e communications that are necessary for, and solely related to, the ordinary course of
business concerning Buyer’s existing contract(s) for the materials or services addressed in
the RFP.

B. The period for these prohibitions commences upon the advertisement of the RFP and
terminates after the Chief of the Procurement Division issues a written recommendation to
the corresponding awarding committee. If the awarding committee refers the Chief’s
recommendation back for further review, the prohibitions shall be reinstated until such time
as the Chief issues a subsequent recommendation.

2.10 Cost of Developing RFP Response

All costs related to the preparation of Responses and any related activities are the sole
responsibility of Contractor. Buyer assumes no liability for any costs incurred by Contractors
throughout the entire selection process.

2.11 Response Ownership

All Responses, including attachments, supplementary materials, addenda, etc., shall become
property of Buyer and shall not be returned to Contractor. Buyer will have the right to use any
and all ideas or adaptation of ideas presented in any Response. Acceptance or rejection of a
Response shall not affect this right.

212 Public Records Law: Process For Protecting Trade Secrets and Other Information

Article 1, Section 24, Florida Constitution, guarantees every person access to all public records,
and Section 119.011, Florida Statutes, provides a broad definition of public records. As such, all
responses to the RFP are public records unless exempt by law. If Contractor considers any
portion of its Response to be exempt from disclosure under Florida law, Contractor must provide
Buyer with a separate redacted copy of the Response and briefly describe in writing the grounds
for claiming exemption from the public records law, including the specific statutory citation.
Contractor shall be responsible for defending its determination that the redacted portions of its
Response are confidential, trade secret or otherwise not subject to disclosure. Further, Contractor

shall protect, defend, and indemnify Buyer for any and all claims arising from or relating to
Contractor’s determination that the redacted portions of its Response are confidential, trade
secret or otherwise not subject to disclosure. If Contractor fails to submit a Redacted Copy with
its Response in accordance with Section 2.4 above, Buyer is authorized to produce the entire
Response in answer to a public records request.

Multiple Responses from Same Contractor; No Collusion

More than one Response from an individual, firm, partnership, corporation or association under
the same or different names is not permitted. Reasonable grounds for believing that a Contractor
is involved in more than one Response for the same work will be cause for rejection of all
Responses in which such Contractor is believed to be involved. Any or all Responses will be
rejected if there is reason to believe that collusion exists between Contractors. Responses in
which the prices obviously are unbalanced will be grounds for rejection.

Conflict of Interest

o has/have within the preceding three years been convicted of or had a civil judgment
rendered against it, or is presently indicted for or otherwise criminally or civilly
charged, in connection with (i) obtaining, attempting to obtain, or performing a
federal, state, or local government transaction or public contract; (ii) violation of
federal or state antitrust statutes; or (iii) commission of embezzlement, theft, forgery,
bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving
stolen property; or

o has/have within the preceding three-year period had one or more federal, state, or
local government contracts terminated for cause or default.

e Contractor is not listed on either the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in Sudan List or
the Scrutinized Companies with Activities in the Iran Petroleum Energy Sector List.
Pursuant to section 287.135, Florida Statutes, the submission of a false certification may
subject the company to civil penalties, attorney’s fees, and/or costs. (This certification
applies to contracts of $1,000,000 or more. A list of the companies can be found as a link to
“PFIA Quarterly Reports” at www.sbafla.com/fsb/)

e Contractor has read and understands the RFP terms and conditions, and the Response is
submitted in conformance with those terms and conditions.

o All representations made by Contractor to Buyer in connection with the RFP have been
made after a diligent inquiry of its employees and agents responsible for preparing,
approving, or submitting the Response.

e Contractor shall indemnify, defend, and hold harmless Buyer and its employees against any
cost, damage, or expense which may be incurred or be caused by any error in the Response.

e All information provided by, and representations made by, Contractor are material and
important and may be relied upon by Buyer in awarding the Contract.

2.18 Protests

A. Any protest concerning the RFP shall be made in accordance with the Procurement Protest
Procedures established pursuant to Section 126.106(e) of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code. A
full copy of the procedures is available on Buyer’s website and can also be obtained by
contacting Buyer’s Contact Person. Please contact the Contact Person if you are uncertain of
Buyer’s website address or if you experience problems accessing it. Questions and requests
made to the Contact Person shall not constitute formal Notice of Protest.
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B. The Procurement Protest Procedures include the following provisions:

1) A Protestant shall have 10 business days after the posting of a solicitation or 48 hours
after the posted date and time of a pre-bid or pre-proposal conference, whichever is
earlier, or 48 hours after the posting of an amendment, in which to file a written Notice of
Protest in order to timely challenge the requirements, terms and /or conditions contained
in bid or proposal documents, including without limitation any provisions governing or
establishing: (i) the basis for making the award in question; (ii) evaluation criteria; (iii)
equipment, product, or material specifications; (iv) proposed project schedules; (v)
statements regarding participation goals or other equal opportunity measures; or (vi)
other general solicitation or project requirements.

2) A Protestant shall have 48 hours after either the posting or written notification of a
decision or intended decision, whichever is earlier, in which to file a written Notice of
Protest in order to timely challenge or seek relief froma . .. recommended conclusion to
any bid or proposal solicitation process, including without limitation: (i) a
recommendation to reject a bid or proposal; (ii) a contract award; or (iii) the short-listing
of bidders or proposers.

3) A written Notice of Protest shall: (i) be addressed to the Chief [of Jacksonville’s
Procurement Division]; (ii) identify the solicitation, decision, or recommended award in
question by number and title or any other language sufficient to enable the Chief to
identify the same; (iii) state the timeliness of the protest; (iv) state Protestant’s legal
standing to protest; and (v) clearly state with particularity the issue(s), material fact(s)
and legal authority upon which the protest is based.

4) At the time of filing a timely Notice of Protest, a Protestant may request an extension of
three (3) business days after the date its Notice of Protest is timely received, in which to
provide supplemental protest documentation. Failure to do so or to timely submit the
supplemental protest documentation shall constitute a waiver of any right to same.

5) The timely filing of a Notice of Protest shall be accomplished when said notice is actually
received by the Procurement Division within the applicable time limitation or period
contained herein. Filing a notice may be accomplished by manual transfer via hand-
delivery or mail to the Chief of Procurement Division at 214 North Hogan Street, Suite
800, Jacksonville, Florida 32202, or by electronic transfer via facsimile to (904) 255-8837.
The responsibility and burden of proof that its Notice of Protest has been timely and
properly received shall rest with the Protestant, regardless as to the method of delivery
employed.

3.1 Provision of Services

Contractor shall provide Buyer with all of the services and deliverables described in the RFP, the
Response and the resulting Contract (collectively, the “Services”). If any services, functions or
responsibilities are not specifically described in the RFP, the Response or the resulting Contract
but are necessary for the proper performance and provision of the Services, they shall be deemed
to be implied by and included within the scope of the Services to the same extent and in the same
manner as if specifically described herein.

3.2. Relationship of the Parties

In performance of the Services, Contractor shall be acting in the capacity of an independent
Contractor and not as an agent, employee, partner, joint venture or associate of Buyer.
Contractor shall be solely responsible for the labor, supplies, materials, means, methods,
techniques, sequences and procedures utilized to perform the Services in accordance with the
Contract.

3.3 Buyer’s Right to Make Changes

Buyer may unilaterally require, by written order, changes altering, adding to, or deducting from
the Services (“Changes”), provided that such Changes are within the general scope of the
Contract. Buyer will make an equitable adjustment in the Contract price or delivery date if the
Change materially affects the cost or time of performance. Such equitable adjustments require
the written consent of Contractor, which shall not be unreasonably withheld. The Parties will
cooperate with each other in good faith in discussing the scope and nature of the Change, the
availability of Contractor personnel, the expertise and resources to provide such Change, and the
time period in which such Change will be implemented.

3.4 Service Warranties

A. Contractor warrants that the Services shall be performed and delivered in a professional,
first-class manner in accordance with the Contract and the standards prevailing in the
industry. Contractor shall also undertake the following actions without additional
consideration during the term of the Contract and for one year thereafter: (i) promptly
making necessary revisions or corrections to resolve any errors and omissions on the part of
Contractor; and (ii) conferring with Buyer for the purpose of interpreting any of the Services
or information furnished. Acceptance of the Services by Buyer shall not relieve Contractor of
these responsibilities. The warranties and covenants in this paragraph will extend to all
subcontractors as well.

B. The foregoing warranties and covenants shall not apply (i) with respect to any portions of the
Service that have been produced by anyone other than Contractor or its subcontractors; (ii) to
any modifications made by anyone other than Contractor or its subcontractors or without
Contractor's specific prior written consent; or (iii} to any use of the Service in a manner or for
any purpose other than those contemplated in the Contract. EXCEPT AS EXPRESSLY
STATED IN THE CONTRACT, THERE ARE NO WARRANTIES, EXPRESS OR
IMPLIED, INCLUDING WITHOUT LIMITATION ANY IMPLIED WARRANTIES
REGARDING MERCHANTABILITY OR FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR PURPOSE.
Contractor's WARRANTIES EXTEND SOLELY TO BUYER.
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3.5 Buyer Will Assist Contractor
At Contractor’s request, Buyer will provide reasonable assistance and cooperation to Contractor,
including the supply of any data and information necessary for Contractor to provide the
Services. Buyer will also designate a Contract Manager who will, on behalf of Buyer, work with
Contractor and administer the Contract in accordance with its terms.

3.6 Location Requirements for Services.
Unless otherwise stated in the RFP or the Response, the Services shall be performed within
Duval County, Florida and no Services will be performed outside of the United States. These
restrictions may be modified in writing if Buyer determines, in its sole discretion, that the
restrictions impose an undue burden on Contractor’s ability to perform the Services as
contemplated in the Contract.

3.7 Use of Subcontractors; Flow-Down Provisions
Except to the extent the use of subcontractors is disclosed in the Response or consented to in
writing by Buyer, Contractor shall not be allowed to subcontract or assign any of its duties and
obligations hereunder. In all cases, Contractor will be responsible for the acts or omissions of its
subcontractors. Contractor will ensure that all relevant contractual obligations will flow down to
the subcontractors and will be incorporated into the subcontracts (including the obligations
relating to insurance, indemnification, delays, intellectual property rights, public records, non-
discrimination, audits, security, location of services, termination, transition assistance,
warranties, and the manner in which the Services are to be performed).

3.14. Blanket Purchase Orders
If the Contract requires a Service to be ordered by Buyer via a Blanket Purchase Order,
Contractor shall not deliver or furnish the Service until a Buyer transmits a Purchase order. All
purchase orders shall bear the Contract or solicitation number, shall be placed by Buyer directly
with Contractor, and shall be deemed to incorporate by reference the Contract. Any discrepancy
between the Contract terms and the terms stated on the Contractor’s order form, confirmation, or
acknowledgement shall be resolved in favor of terms most favorable to Buyer.
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3.15. Best Pricing for Comparable Services to Other Government Entities.

Compensation for the Services shall be as set forth in the Contract. During the Contract term, if
Contractor offers better pricing to other government entities for substantially the same or a
smaller quantity of Services upon the same or similar terms of the Contract (“Better Pricing”),
then the price under the Contract shall be immediately reduced to the better price. Buyer may
require Contractor to certify on an annual basis that Better Pricing (as defined above) does not
exist.

3.16. Invoicing and Payment

A. Unless otherwise specified in the RFP, payment to Contractor for Services shall be made on a
monthly basis for the Services provided by Contractor for the preceding month. Invoices
shall contain the Contract number, purchase order number if applicable, and the appropriate
vendor identification number. Buyer may require any other information from Contractor
that Buyer deems necessary to verity its obligation to pay under the Contract. Payments will
be made to Contractor approximately forty-five (45) days after receipt and acceptance of a
proper invoice. Buyer does not pay service charges, interest or late fees unless required by
law.

B. To the extent Contractor’s fees include reimbursement for travel or travel- related expenses,
such travel and travel-related expenses shall be subject to and governed by the provisions
and limitations of Chapter 106, Part 7, Jacksonville Ordinance Code.

C. Buyer's obligations to make payment are contingent upon availability of lawfully
appropriated funds for the Services.

3.17. Taxes

Buyer is generally exempt from any taxes imposed by the State of Florida or the Federal
Government. Exemption certificates will be provided upon request. Contractor shall not include
any state, local and federal taxes in any prices quoted to Buyer.

3.18. Right of Setoff

Buyer may, in addition to other remedies available at law or equity and upon notice to
Contractor, retain such monies from amounts due Contractor as may be necessary to satisfy any
claim for damages, penalties, costs and the like asserted in good faith by Buyer (or any other local
government entity or authority located in Duval County, Florida) against Contractor.

3.19. Retention of Records/Audits

A. Contractor must establish and maintain books, records, contracts, sub-contracts, papers,
financial records, supporting documents, statistical records and all other documents
pertaining to the Contract (collectively, the “Records”), in whatsoever form or format
(including electronic storage media) is reasonable, safe and sufficient.

B. Contractor must retain all Records for a minimum period of three (3) years after the final
payment is made under the Contract. If an audit has been initiated and audit findings have
not been resolved at the end of the three (3) year period, the Records shall be retained until
resolution of the audit findings or any litigation which may be based on the terms of the
Contract, at no additional cost to Buyer. Records shall be retained for longer periods when
the retention period exceeds the time frames required by law or ordinance.

C At all reasonable times for as long as the Records are maintained, Contractor must allow
persons duly authorized by Buyer (including Buyer’s auditor and inspector general offices),
to have full access to and the right to examine, copy or audit any of the Records, regardless of
the form in which kept. Contractor will not charge Buyer for any setup, supervision or space
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in connection with the examination and audit. Photocopying charges will not exceed the
actual and reasonable cost of the copies to Contractor, and Buyer shall be permitted to bring
its photocopying equipment if Buyer so desires.

D. Contractor must comply with and cooperate in any audits or reports requested by Buyer,
and must ensure that all related party transactions are disclosed to the auditor.

E. Contractor must permit Buyer to interview any of Contractor’s employees,
subcontractors and subcontractor employees to assure Buyer of the satisfactory performance
of the terms and conditions of the Contract. Unless the parties agree otherwise or Buyer is
willing to pay for the employee’s reasonable travel expenses, the interviews will be
conducted at the employee’s primary place of work. Contractor will not charge Buyer for
any employee time unless the interview time for that employee exceeds eight (8) hours in a
calendar year.

F. Following any audit or review, if performance of Contractor’s, in the opinion of Buyer,
deficient, Buyer will deliver to Contractor a written report of the deficiencies and request for
development by Contractor of a corrective action plan. Contractor hereby agrees to prepare
and submit, to Buyer, said corrective plan within ten (10) days of receiving Buyer’s written
report. Thereafter, Contractor must correct all deficiencies in the corrective action plan
within a reasonable time after Buyer’s receipt of the corrective action plan.

G. All reports and other information provided by Contractor pursuant to this Section shall
be submitted under penalties of perjury, under Section 837.06, Florida Statutes.

H. Contractor must include the aforementioned audit, inspection, investigation and record-
keeping requirements in all subcontracts and Contract assignments.

I. Contractor agrees to reimburse Buyer for the reasonable costs of investigation incurred by
Buyer for audits, inspections and investigations that uncover a material violation of the
Contract. Such costs shall include the salaries of investigators, including overtime, travel and
lodging expenses, and expert witness and documentary fees. Contractor shall not be
responsible for any costs of investigations that do not uncover a material violation of the
Contract.

investigation, adjustment or defense of claims for such compensatory damages; coverage for
losses caused by pollution conditions that arises from the operations of the Contractor
including transportation.

2) Additional Insured: All insurance except Worker’s Compensation and Contractor’s Floater
shall be endorsed to name the City of Jacksonville and its members, officials, officers,
employees and agents. Additional Insured for General Liability shall be in a form no more
restrictive than CG2010 and CG2037 and Automobile Liability CA2048; endorsements will be
provided to, reviewed, and approved by the City’s Division of Insurance and Risk
Management prior to commencement of work.

3) Contractor’s Insurance - Primary: The insurance provided by the Contractor shall apply on a
primary basis to, and shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-
insurance maintained by the City or any City members, officials, officers, employees, and
agents.

4) Deductible or Self-Insured Retention Provisions: Except as authorized in this Contract, the
insurance maintained by the Contractor shall apply on a first dollar basis without application
of a self-insurance, deductible or self-insured retention. Except as authorized specifically in
this Contract, no self-insurance, deductible or self-insured retention for any required
insurance provided by Contractor pursuant to this Contract will be allowed. If there is any
self-insurance, deductible or self-insured retention for any required insurance, the Contractor
shall be responsible for paying on behalf of the City (and any other person or organization
Contractor has, in this Contract, agreed to include as an insured for the required insurance)
any self-insurance, deductible, or self-insured retention allowed under this paragraph. The
City will not be responsible for any self-insurance, deductibles, or self-insured retentions
under this Contract.
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5) Contractor’s Insurance - Additional Remedy: Compliance with the insurance requirements
of this Contract shall not limit the liability of the Contractor or its SubContractors of any tier,
employees, or agent to the City or others. Any remedy provided to City or City’s members,
officials, officers, employees, or agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any other
remedy available under this Contract or otherwise.

6) No Waiver by City Approval/Disapproval: Neither approval by City nor failure to
disapprove the insurance furnished by Contractor shall relieve Contractor of Contractor’s full
responsibility to provide insurance as required under this Contract.

7) Each policy shall be written by an insurer holding a current certificate of authority pursuant
to chapter 624, Florida Statutes or a company that is declared as an approved Surplus Lines
carrier under Chapter 626 Florida Statutes. Such insurance shall be endorsed to provide for a
waiver of underwriter’s rights of subrogation in favor of the City. Such Insurance shall be
written by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A-VII or better. Prior to commencing any
Services, Certificates of Insurance approved by City’s Division of Insurance & Risk
Management demonstrating the maintenance of said insurance shall be furnished to City.
The Contractor shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City thirty
(30) days prior written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or
cancellation, including expiration or non-renewal. In the event the Contractor is unable to
obtain such endorsement, the Contractor agrees to provide the City the notice directly. Until
such time as the insurance is no longer required to be maintained by Contractor, Contractor
shall provide the City with renewal or replacement evidence of insurance with the above
minimum requirements no less than 30 days before the expiration or termination of the
insurance for which previous evidence of insurance has been provided.

8) Notwithstanding the prior submission of a Certificate of Insurance, copies of endorsements,
or other evidence initially acceptable to City’s Division of Insurance and Risk Management, if
requested to do so by the City, the Contractor shall, within thirty (30) days after receipt of a
written request from the City, provide the City with a certified, complete copy of the policies
of insurance providing the coverage required herein.

9) Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Contractor under this
Contract shall survive and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any expiration
or termination of insurance coverage. Neither approval of, nor failure to disapprove,
insurance furnished by the Contractor shall relieve the Contractor or subcontractors of any
tier from responsibility to provide insurance as required by the Contract.

10) Additional Insurance. Depending upon the nature of any aspect of any project and its
accompanying exposures and liabilities, the City may, at its sole option require additional
insurance coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities, which may or may not require
that the CITY also be named as an additional insured.

3.22 Buyer’s Right to Suspend Work

Buyer may in its sole discretion suspend any or all activities under the Contract by providing a
written notice to Contractor at least five (5) days in advance that outlines the particulars of
suspension. Within ninety (90) days of providing such notice, or within any longer period agreed
to by Contractor, Buyer shall either (1) authorize the resumption of work, at which time activity
shall resume, or (2) terminate the Contract in accordance with the applicable termination
provisions. Suspension of work shall not entitle Contractor to any additional compensation. The
parties will reasonably amend any schedules relating to performance of the Services to reflect the
suspension of work hereunder. Contractor shall not be entitled to receive compensation for any
work it performs after being excused from providing it hereunder.

3.23 Buyer’s Right to Terminate for Convenience

Buyer reserves the right to terminate the Contract at any time and for any reason by giving written
notice to Contractor. If the Contract is terminated for convenience as provided herein, Buyer will
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be relieved of all further obligations other than payment for that amount of Services actually
performed to the date of termination. Access to any and all work papers will be provided to the
District after the termination of the Contract. The parties understand and agree that Contractor
shall not have a reciprocal right to terminate the Contract for convenience; it being understood that
Buyer’s payment for Services forms the consideration for Contractor not having this right. In the
event of Buyer’s termination of the Contract, Buyer (in its sole discretion) may also require
Contractor to provide the Transition Services as set forth in Section 3.26 below.

3.24 Buyer’s Remedies Upon Contractor Default

A. Any one or more of the following events, if not cured within ten (10) calendar days after
Contractor’s receipt of written notice thereof, shall constitute an “Event of Default” on the
part of Contractor: (1) Contractor fails to perform the Services within the time specified in the
Contract or any extension, (2) Contractor fails to maintain adequate progress, thus
endangering performance of the Contract, (3) Contractor fails to honor any other material
term of the Contract, or (4) Contractor fails to abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing
requirement. Buyer may extend the 10-day cure period in its discretion.

B. Inaddition, the following shall constitute an immediate Event of Default with no right cure:
(i) Contractor is found to have made a false representation or certification in its Response, or
(ii) Contractor has been placed on the list maintained under Section 287.135, Florida Statutes,
of companies with activities in Sudan or in Iran Petroleum Energy Sector.

C. Upon an “Event of Default” on the part of Contractor, Buyer will be entitled to terminate the
Contract and pursue such other remedies available at law or equity, including the recovery of
any re-procurement costs and delay damages. The rights and remedies available to Buyer
under the Contract are distinct, separate and cumulative remedies, and no one of them,
whether or not exercised by a party, shall be deemed to be in exclusion of any other.

D. If, after termination, it is determined that Contractor was not in default, or that the default
was excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the termination

had been issued for the convenience.

3.25 Contractor Remedies Upon Buver Default

Buyer shall be in default if Buyer fails to honor any material term of the Contract, and such
failure is not cured within forty-five (45) calendar days after receipt of written notice thereof from
Contractor. In the event of Buyer’s default, Contractor will be entitled to terminate the Contract
and pursue such other remedies available at law or equity as it deems appropriate. Contractor
will not be entitled to recover any lost profits or consequential damages except as expressly
provided elsewhere in the Contract. The rights and remedies available to Contractor under the
Contract are distinct, separate and cumulative remedies, and no one of them shall be deemed to
be in exclusion of any other.

3.26 Transition Services

A. At any time prior to the date the Contract expires or terminates for any reason (the
“Termination Date”), Buyer may request Contractor to provide reasonable transition
assistance services (“Transition Assistance”). Contractor shall provide such Transition
Assistance until such time as Buyer notifies Contractor that Buyer no longer requires such
Transition Assistance, but in no event for more than 180 days following the Termination
Date.

B. Transition Assistance shall mean any services, functions or responsibilities that are ordinarily
or customarily provided to a purchaser to ensure that the services provided to that purchaser
by a Contractor are fully transitioned in a smooth and efficient manner to a new service
provider (either Buyer itself or a third party Contractor). Transition Assistance includes the
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development and implementation of a detailed transition plan. To the extent that Transition
Assistance will involve third parties hired by Buyer, those third parties shall cooperate with
Contractor in its provision of Transition Assistance and sign any reasonable non-disclosure
agreements required by Contractor.

C. Transition Assistance rendered before the Termination Date shall be provided at no additional
cost to Buyer. Transition Assistance rendered after the Termination Date shall be provided at
the rates negotiated by the parties prior to the rendering of such service, which rates shall not
exceed the standard market rates that Contractor charges to government entities for
comparable services; provided however, that if Buyer terminates the Contract because of a
breach by Contractor, then (i) the Transition Assistance shall be provided at no cost to Buyer,
and (i) Buyer will be entitled to any other remedies available to it under law. Contractor may
withhold Transition Assistance after the Termination Date if Buyer does not provide reasonable
assurance that the charges for such Transition Assistance will be paid to Contractor in
accordance with the invoicing and payment provisions of the Contract.

3.27 Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay

Neither party shall be responsible for delays in performance if the delay was beyond that party’s
control (or the control of its employees, subcontractors or agents). Contractor shall notify Buyer
in writing of any such delay or potential delay and describe the cause of the delay either (1)
within ten (10) calendar days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose, if
Contractor could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a result, or (2) if delay is not
reasonably foreseeable, within five (5) calendar days after the date Contractor first had reason to
believe that a delay could result. Based upon such notice, Buyer will give Contractor a
reasonable extension of time to perform; provided, however, that Buyer may elect to terminate
the Contract in whole or in part if Buyer determines, in its sole judgment, that such a delay will
significantly impair the value of the Contract to Buyer. Providing notice in strict accordance
with this paragraph is a condition precedent to such remedy. THE FOREGOING SHALL
CONSTITUTE CONTRACTOR’S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY.
No claim for damages, other than for an extension of time, shall be asserted against Buyer.
Contractor shall not be entitled to an increase in the Contract price or payment of any kind from
Buyer for direct, indirect, consequential, impact or other costs, expenses or damages, including
but not limited to costs of acceleration or inefficiency arising because of delay, disruption,
interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever.

3.28 No Waiver

The delay or failure by a party to exercise or enforce any of its rights under the Contract shall not
constitute or be deemed a waiver of that party’s right thereafter to enforce those rights, nor shall
any single or partial exercise of any such right preclude any other or further exercise thereof or
the exercise of any other right. Unless otherwise agreed in writing, Buyer’s payment for the
Services shall not release Contractor of its obligations under the Contract and shall not be
deemed a waiver of Buyer’s right to insist upon strict performance hereof.

3.29 Qualification of Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents

A. All Contractor employees, subcontractors and agents performing work under the Contract
shall be properly trained and qualified. Upon request, Contractor shall furnish a copy of
technical certification or other proof of qualification. All employees, subcontractors and
agents performing work under the Contract must comply with all reasonable administrative
requirements of Buyer and with all controlling laws and regulations relevant to the services
they are providing under the Contract. Buyer may conduct, and Contractor shall cooperate
in, a security background check or other assessment of any employee, subcontractor or agent
furnished by Contractor. Buyer may refuse access to, or require replacement of, any
personnel for reasonable cause.
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B. Contractor shall take all actions necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees,
subcontractors and agents are not considered employees of Buyer. Such actions include, but
are not limited to, ensuring that Contractor's employees, subcontractors and agents receive
payment and any legally mandated insurance (e.g., workers' compensation and
unemployment compensation) from an employer other than Buyer.

C. As a condition to providing services to Buyer, Contractor (and any subcontractor) will enroll
and participate in the federal E-Verify Program within thirty days of the effective date of the
Contract. Proof of enrollment and participation will be made available to Buyer upon
request.

3.30 Security Procedures

Contractor and its employees, subcontractors and agents shall comply fully with all generally
applicable security procedures of the United States, the State of Florida and Buyer in performance
of the Contract. Buyer agrees that any security procedures imposed by Buyer specifically for the
Contract will be reasonable and will not impose any unreasonable costs or hardships.

3.31 Restrictions on the Use or Disclosure of Buyer’s Information

Contractor shall not use, copy or disclose to third parties, except in connection with performing
the Services, any information obtained by Contractor or its agents, subcontractors or employees
in the course of performing the Services, including, but not limited to, security procedures,
business operations information, or commercial proprietary information in the possession of
Buyer. At Buyer’s request, all information furnished by Buyer will be returned to Buyer upon
completion of the Services. Contractor shall not be required to keep confidential any information
that has already been made publicly available through no fault of Contractor or that Contractor
developed independently without relying on Buyer’s information. To ensure confidentiality,
Contractor shall take appropriate steps as to its employees, agents, and subcontractors, including
the insertion of these restrictions in any subcontract agreement. The warranties of this paragraph
shall survive the Contract.

3.32. Protection of Contractor’s Trade Secrets and Other Confidential Information

All documents received by Buyer in connection with this Agreement are subject to Chapter 119,
Florida Statutes (the “Florida Public Records Law"). Any specific information that Contractor
claims to be a trade secret or otherwise exempt from the Florida Public Records Law must be
clearly identified as such by Contractor on all copies furnished to Buyer. Buyer agrees to notify
Contractor of any third-party request to view such information, but it is Contractor’s obligation
to obtain a court order enjoining disclosure. If Contractor fails to obtain a court order enjoining
disclosure within five (5) business days of Contractor’s receiving notice of the request, Buyer may
release the requested information. Such release shall be deemed for purposes of the Contract to
be made with Contractor's consent and will not be deemed to be a violation of law, including but
not limited to laws concerning trade secrets, copy right or other intellectual property.

3.33.  Assignment

Fach party binds itself and its respective successors and assigns in all respects to all of the terms,
conditions, covenants and provisions of the Contract. Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer
any of its rights (including rights to payment), duties or obligations under the Contract without
the prior written consent of Buyer. In the event of any assignment, Contractor shall remain liable
for performance of the Contract unless Buyer expressly waives such liability. Buyer may assign
the Contract with prior written notice to Contractor of its intent to do so. Nothing herein shall be
construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer, employee or agent of Buyer.
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3.34. Notice and Approval of Changes in Ownership

Because the award of the Contract may have been predicated upon Contractor’s ownership
structure, Contractor agrees that any transfer of a substantial interest in Contractor by any of its
owners shall require Buyer’s prior written approval, which approval shall not be unreasonably
withheld or unreasonably delayed. By execution of the Contract, Contractor represents that it
has no knowledge of any intent to transfer a substantial interest in Contractor. A substantial
interest shall mean at least 25% of the voting shares in Contractor. This section shall not apply to
(i) transfers occurring upon the incapacitation or death of an owner; (ii) transfers associated with
an initial public offering on the NYSE or NASDAQ markets; or (iii) transfers to a company whose
stock is publicly traded on the NYSE or NASDAQ markets.

3.35. Assignment of Antitrust Claims

Contractor and Buyer recognize that in actual economic practice, overcharges resulting from
antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by Buyer. Therefore, Contractor hereby assigns to
Buyer any and all claims under the antitrust laws of Florida or the United States for overcharges
of goods, materials or services purchased in connection with the Contract.

3.36. Equal Employment Opportunity

The Equal Opportunity clause in Title 41, Part 60-1.4 of the Code of Federal Regulations
(Paragraphs 1 through 7 of President’s Executive Order 11246), the provisions of the Equal
Opportunity for Individuals with Disabilities Act in 42 U.S.C. Section 12112, the Listing of
Employment Openings for Veterans Clause in Title 41, Part 50-260.2 of the Code of Federal
Regulations and the Disabled Veterans and Veterans of the Vietnam era Clause in Title 41, Part
60-250.5 of the Code of Federal Regulations, are incorporated herein by reference if and to the
extent applicable. If Contractor is exempt from any of the above cited terms, written evidence of
such exempt status must be provided to Buyer.

3.37. Other Non-Discrimination Provisions

As required by Section 126.404, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, Contractor represents that it has
adopted and will maintain a policy of non-discrimination against employees or applicants for
employment on account of race, religion, sex, color, national origin, age or handicap, in all areas
of employment relations, throughout the term of the Contract. Contractor agrees that, on written
request, it will permit reasonable access to its records of employment, employment
advertisement, application forms and other pertinent data and records, by the Executive Director
of the Community Relations Commission, or successor agency or commission, for the purpose of
investigation to ascertain compliance with the non-discrimination provisions of the Contract;
provided however, that Contractor shall not be required to produce, for inspection, records
covering periods of time more than one (1) year prior to the effective date of the Contract.
Contractor agrees that, if any of the products or Services to be provided pursuant to the Contract
are to be provided by a subcontractor, the provisions of this Section shall be incorporated into
and become a part of the subcontract.

3.38. Prompt Payment to SubContractors and Suppliers

The following is required by Chapter 126, Part 6, Jacksonville Ordinance Code; provided
however, if Contractor does not use JSEB or MBE subcontractors, as identified below, this Section
3.38 shall not apply:

A. Generally. When Contractor receives payment from Buyer for labor, services or materials
furnished by subcontractors and suppliers hired by Contractor, Contractor shall remit
payment due (less proper retainage) to those subcontractors and suppliers within fifteen (15)
calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from Buyer. Nothing herein shall
prohibit Contractor from disputing, pursuant to the terms hereof, all or any portion of a

payment alleged to be due to its subcontractors and suppliers. In the event of such dispute,
Contractor may dispute the disputed portion of any such payment only after Contractor has
provided notice to the Buyer and to the subcontractor or supplier whose payment is in
dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute; (iii) specifically
describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to Buyer and said
subcontractor-or supplier within ten (10) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of payment
from Buyer. Contractor shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time limits
imposed by this Section.

B. Jacksonville Small and Emerging Business Enterprise and Minority Business Enterprise
Participation. Notwithstanding Chapter 126, Part 6 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code,
Contractor shall pay all contracts awarded with certified Jacksonville Small and Emerging
Business Enterprises (“JSEB”) and Minority Business Enterprises (“MBE”), as defined therein,
their pro rata share of their earned portion of the progress payments made by Buyer under
the Contract within seven (7) business days after Contractor’s receipt of payment from Buyer
(less proper retainage). The pro-rata share shall be based on all work completed, materials
and equipment furnished, or services performed by the certified JSEB or MBE at the time of
payment. As a condition precedent to progress and final payments to Contractor, Contractor
shall provide to Buyer, with its requisition for payment, documentation that sufficiently
demonstrates that Contractor has made proper payments to its certified J[SEB’s or MBE’s
from all prior payments Contractor has received from Buyer. Contractor shall not
unreasonably withhold payments to certified JSEB’s and MBE's if such payments have been
made to Contractor. If Contractor withholds payment to its certified JSEB’s or MBE's, which
payment has been made by Buyer to Contractor, Contractor shall return said payment to
Buyer. Contractor shall provide notice to Buyer and to the certified JSEB’s or MBE’s whose
payment is in dispute, which notice shall: (i) be in writing; (ii) state the amount in dispute;
(iii) specifically describe the actions required to cure the dispute; and (iv) be delivered to
Buyer and said JSEB’s or MBE’s within five (5) calendar days after Contractor’s receipt of
payment from Buyer. Contractor shall pay all undisputed amounts due within the time
limits imposed in this Section. The failure to pay undisputed amounts to the JSEB’s or MBE’s
within seven (7) business days shall be a breach of the Contract, compensable by one per-cent
(1%} of the outstanding invoice being withheld by Buyer, not as a penalty, but as liquidated
damages to compensate for the additional contract administration by Buyer.

C. Third Party Liability. The Prompt Payment requirements hereunder shall in no way create
any contractual relationship or obligation between Buyer and any subcontractor, supplier,
JSEB or MBE or any third party or create any Buyer liability for Contractor’s failure to make
timely payments hereunder. However, Contractor’s failure to comply with the Prompt
Payment requirements shall constitute a material breach of Contractor’s contractual
obligations to Buyer. As a result of said breach, Buyer, without waiving any other available
remedy it may have against Contractor, may: (i) issue joint checks; and (ii) charge Contractor
a 0.2% daily late payment charge or the charges specified in said Chapter 126 of the
Jacksonville Ordinance Code for JSEB’s or MBE’s and in Chapter 218, Florida Statutes, for
non-JSEB’s or MBE’s, whichever is greater.

3.39 Conflicts of Interest

Contractor acknowledges that Section 126.110 of the Jacksonville Ordinance Code requires that a
public official who has a financial interest in a bid or contract make a disclosure at the time that
the bid or contract is submitted or at the time that the public official acquires a financial interest
in the bid or contract, including but not limited to the public official's name, public office or
position held, bid or proposal number, and the position or relationship of the public official with
the bidder or Contractor.

Contingent Fees Prohibited

Contractor warrants that it has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a
bona fide employee working solely for Contractor, to solicit or secure the Contract and that it has
not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual or firm, other than a
bona- fide employee working solely for Contractor, any fee, commission, percentage, gift or any
other consideration, contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of the Contract. For
the breach or violation of these provisions, the City shall have the right to terminate the Contract
without liability and, at its discretion, to deduct from the contract price, or otherwise recover, the
full amount of such fee, commission, percentage, gift or consideration.

Truth in Negotiation Certificate

The execution of the Contract by Contractor shall be deemed to be a simultaneous execution of a
Truth-In-Negotiation Certificate, whereby Contractor states that the wage rates and other factual
unit costs supporting the compensation hereunder are accurate, complete and current at the time
of contracting. Further Contractor agrees that the compensation hereunder shall be adjusted to
exclude any significant sums where the City determines the contract price was increased due to
inaccurate, incomplete or non-current wage rates and other factual unit costs, provided that any
and all such adjustments shall be made within one (1) year following the completion date of the
Contract.

Compliance with Applicable Laws

Contractor (and any subcontractors) must comply with all applicable federal, state and local
laws, rules and regulations as the same exist and as may be amended from time to time,
including, but not limited to:

¢ Chapter 119, Florida Statutes (the Florida Public Records Law);

*  Section 286.011, Florida Statutes (the Florida Sunshine Law);

o  Chapter 602, Jacksonville Ordinance Code (the Jacksonville Ethics Code);

s  Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code (the Jacksonville Purchasing Code); and
¢ Alllicensing and certification requirements applicable to performing the Services.

Cooperative Purchasing

Pursuant to their own governing laws, and subject to the agreement of Contractor, other entities
may be permitted to make purchases at the terms and conditions contained herein. These
purchases are independent of the agreement between Buyer and Contractor, and Buyer shall not
be a party to such transactions.

Warranty of Ability to Perform

Contractor warrants that (i) it is ready, willing and able to perform its obligations under the
Contract, and (ii) to the best of Contractor’s knowledge, there are no pending or threatened
actions, proceedings, investigations or any other legal or financial conditions that would in any
way prohibit, restrain, or diminish Contractor’s ability to satisfy its Contract obligations.
Contractor shall immediately notify Buyer in writing if its ability to perform is compromised in
any manner during the term of the Contract.

Warranty of Authority to Sign Contract

Each person signing the Contract warrants that he or she is duly authorized to do so and to bind
the respective party to the Contract.

Governing State Law/Severability/Venue/Waiver of Jury Trial

The rights, obligations and remedies of the parties as specified under the Contract shall be
interpreted and governed in all aspects by the laws of the State of Florida. Should any provision
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of the Contract be determined by the courts to be illegal, unenforceable or in conflict with any
applicable law, the validity of the remaining provisions shall not be impaired. Venue for
litigation of the Contract shall be exclusively in courts of competent jurisdiction located in
Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida. The parties waive any and all rights to a jury trial with
respect to disputes arising under the Contract.

3.47 Construction

way be construed to be interpretations of text.

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SECTION 4
SPECIAL CONDITIONS

4.1 DEFINITIONS

A. CITY: The City of Jacksonville, Florida, including its departments, designated agencies and
Independent authorities.

B. CONTRACT MANAGER: The authorized representative(s) of the Mowing and Landscape
Maintenance Division who'is (are) assigned to the project to ensure that all work
requirements are completed in accordance with the contract documents.

4.2 PERSONS TO CONTACT
If questions arise concerning this project during the bidding period, contact the Procurement
Division Purchasing Analyst, Marilyn Laidler, 255-8804 (mlaidler@coj.net).

4.3 SCOPE

A. The work covered by these specifications consists of furnishing all equipment, labor and
materials and performing all operations necessary for the routine landscape maintenance of
roadway shoulders and medians, grass areas around storm water treatment ponds, building
sites, and vacant lots owned or maintained by the City. Landscape maintenance work may
include litter and debris removal, mowing of turfgrass and/or vegetated areas, grass edging,
trimming, weeding, bed maintenance and cleanup of debris produced by the maintenance
operations. Fertilization, weed, disease and insect control and storm debris clean up are
additional services that may be requested by the City by change order at the unit prices
established in the Proposal.

B. Turfgrass maintenance includes the collection and disposal of litter and debris, turfgrass
mowing, edging, trimming, and the removal of debris generated by these operations. The
City may add or delete mowing sites during the contract and adjust prices accordingly, using
the unit prices established in the Proposal.

4.5 INTENT OF SPECIFICATIONS

The intent of these specifications is to maintain vegetated areas on City rights-of-way, ponds,

parcels and buildings and adjacent grassed rights-of-way to achieve a clean and neat appearance.

It is not the intent of these specifications to minutely define the mode, means, methods,

techniques, sequence or procedures of maintenance selected by the Contractor or the safety

precautions and programs incidental to the work, but rather to set forth reasonable and rational
criteria for the performance thereof.

4.6 LIMITS OF PROJECT
Work will be performed within Jacksonville, Florida on City rights-of-way, ponds, parcels and
buildings and the rights-of-way adjacent to each site.

4.7 WORK SITES

A. The list of Work Sites is shown in Exhibits B and C of this RFP. Each Exhibit shows the real
estate number, street address and acreage of vegetated areas of each right-of-way, pond, or
parcel listed. For City parcels, each real estate number can be entered into the website of the
City Property Appraiser. Go to the following link:
http:/ /apps.coj.net/pao_propertySearch/Basic/Search.aspx. This will give the exact
location of the parcel on the City GIS map.
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B. The City may add or delete work sites during the life of the contract, depending on the needs
of the City. Such adjustments shall be by Change Order, using the unit prices established in
the Proposal, unless the unit prices have been modified by the City in accordance with the
Unit Price Adjustment Section of the Special Conditions.

4.8 AUTHORITY OF THE CONTRACT MANAGER

All work shall be completed to the satisfaction of the Contract Manager. The primary authority
of the Contract Manager shall be to evaluate the Contractor’s work for compliance with the
contract documents. At no time shall the Contract Manager supervise the Contractor’s work
force nor create any responsibility for the acts or omissions of the Contractor, subcontractor or
supplier during the contract period.

4.9 CONTRACTOR’S SUPERVISION

The Contractor shall supervise and direct the work efficiently and with its best skill and
attention. The Contractor shall be solely responsible for the means, methods, techniques,
sequences and procedures of maintenance and for the supervision of its employees and
subcontractors while performing work under this contract.

4.10 CONTRACTOR’S SUPERINTENDENT AND QUALITY CONTROL INSPECTOR

A. The Contractor shall appoint a Superintendent who will be the Contractor’s “Contact Person”
or liaison with the City for all communications pertaining to this Contract. The
Superintendent shall be readily available via local telephone, cell phone, Email and fax.

B. The Superintendent shall speak, read, write, and understand English.

The Superintendent shall designate a “Quality Control Inspector” who will verify that all
items reported to the Contract Manager as complete are in conformance with the quality
standards set forth in these contract documents.

411  QUALIFICATION OF CONTRACTOR’S PERSONNEL

A. All personnel of the Contractor and its subcontractors shall be fully competent. The
Contractor shall be responsible for employee work performance.

B. At least one (1) responsible person who speaks, reads and understands English shall be part
of each work crew at all times while working on this project.

C. Should the Contract Manager determine that an employee of the Contractor or its
subcontractor is incompetent, intemperate, disorderly, or insubordinate; such employee shall,
upon written notice by the Contract Manager, be discharged from the work and shall not be
allowed to perform work without the written consent of the Contract Manager. Failure of the
Contractor to remove such an employee from the work force may result in a temporary
suspension of work and withholding of payments until the problem is corrected.

D. The Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the City, its agents,
officials, and employees from any claim, action, or suit which may arise from the removal,
discharge or suspension of the employee.

4.12 INSURANCE

A. The Contractor and its subcontractors, if any, shall procure and maintain at their expense the
insurance of the types and in the minimum amounts stated in Insurance and Indemnification
Section of these specifications throughout the life of this contract. If the selected Contractor
cannot meet these requirements, the City will award the work to the next highest qualified
Bidder.

B. The Contractor shall submit to the Contract Manager a Certificate of Insurance for itself and
each subcontractor within ten (10) days after receiving a notice of award. Include the bid
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number on each Certificate. Work shall not commence until all required Certificates have
been reviewed and approved by the City.

413 WORK HOURS

A. In general, perform all work during daylight hours. For special operations, night work may
be allowed if authorized in writing by the Contract Manager although such work will at no
additional cost to the City. No work shall be done when weather conditions limit visibility to
less than 500 feet.

B. No work shall be done on Saturdays, Sundays or City holidays. When a holiday falls on a
Saturday, no work shall be done on the preceding Friday. When a holiday falls on a Sunday,
no work shall be done on the following Monday. Exceptions to this rule shall be made only
by written permission of the Contract Manager.

4.14 SUSPENSION OF WORK

The Contract Manager shall have the authority to suspend work, wholly or in part, for such
periods as he/she deems necessary. These periods of suspension include adverse weather
conditions, heavy traffic conditions due to special events, and other situations which may cause a
hazardous condition for motorists and /or pedestrians. The Contract Manager will order such
suspensions of work in writing explaining the reasons for the suspension. Normal operations
may resume when directed by the Contract Manager.

4.15 PROVISIONS FOR CONVENIENCE OF PUBLIC

The Contractor shall schedule operations so as to minimize inconvenience to adjacent businesses,
residents, and vehicular traffic.

416 MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC (MOT)

A. The Contractor is financially responsible for damage to vehicles, property, or persons caused
by or resulting from its operations. If the Contractor delays honoring such financial claims,
the Contract Manager will, after 3 days written notice, honor the claim and deduct the cost
thereof from any monies due the Contractor. The Contractor shall also be held liable for
accidents or altercations caused by the Contractor’s neglect.

B. If the Contract Manager determines that the Contractor’s work performance of constitutes a
safety problem on a right-of-way, the Contract Manager will have the authority to dictate
working hours.

C. Traffic must be maintained at all times. If the City determines that the Contractor has
neglected to comply with the MOT requirements, or that the Contractor’s work performance
constitutes a traffic safety problem, the Contract Manager will have the authority to stop
work without prior notice. The City is not responsible for the Contractor’s additional cost
caused by such a work stoppage.

D. The Contract Unit Price for each work item shall include all signs, devices, equipment and
personnel required to control traffic and pedestrians for the expected duration of the work at
each work site. Since the bid items are not time dependent, the Contractor shall include the
estimated cost of MOT in each bid price based upon the Contractor’s anticipated average
project duration. No additional payment will be authorized for Contractor’s project delays or
for projects that extend beyond the Contractor’s initial anticipated project duration, unless
approved by the Project Manager.

E. If the City requires a written design plan for maintenance of traffic for a particular work site,
then the price for the MOT shall be negotiated on a case by case basis. Payment for MOT
shall be made for each MOT authorized, designed, approved, maintained and accomplished.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR DAMAGES AND PRESERVATION OF PROPERTY

A. The Contractor shall use due care at all times to avoid damaging property improvements,
public or private, which may exist within or adjacent to the work area. Also protect
improvements in any other area affected by the work being performed. Included in this
provision are improvements such as streets, curbs, sidewalks, utilities, light poles, buildings,
trees, landscaping, landscape irrigation systems, signs and mailboxes. The Contract Manager
shall make a prompt determination of liability in the case of damage.

B. The Contractor, at its expense, shall repair or replace damaged property improvements
which were caused by, or resulted from the negligence of the Contractor within ten (10) days
of the damage. Damaged improvements shall be repaired or replaced to a condition at least
equal to that which existed prior to the damage. Repair damage to City improvements in
accordance with current City Standards. Replace or repair all traffic signs in accordance with
the Manual of Uniform Traffic Control Devises.

C. Before doing any repair work, obtain written authorization from the Contract Manager to
make such repairs. Submit a written request to the Contract Manager for an inspection when
repair work has been completed. The Contract Manager will provide the Contractor with a
letter of acceptance when the repair work is satisfactorily completed.

D. The City will not pay for regularly scheduled work completed during the cycle when the
damage occurred until the Contractor has completed and the Contract Manager has accepted
the repair work.

E. The City reserves the right to repair the Contractor’s damage to roadway improvements,
such as traffic signals, street lights, traffic signs, guardrails, and other delineators. If the City
repairs the damage caused by the Contractor, then the City’s cost to repair roadway signs,
guardrails, delineators, and any other appurtenance, public or private, will be determined by
the total cost of materials, labor, and equipment incurred by the City for the repair.

F. When property damage creates an unsafe condition, the City reserves the right to make
immediate repairs at the Contractor’s expense.

G. If repairs are performed by the Contractor in an unsatisfactorily manner, the City may choose
to repair the work, with all costs incurred by the City deducted from the Contractor's billing.

SAFETY

The Contractor is solely responsible for ensuring the safety of its crew(s), employees,
subcontractors, and the safety of the general public while performing the work required by these
specifications.

PREVENTION OF MOTOR FUEL AND OTHER HAZARDOUS FUEL SPILLS

The Contractor, Subcontractors, Suppliers, and any others associated with the Contractor's work
shall take precautions to prevent spills of motor fuels, lubricants, oils, greases, hydraulic fluids,
coolants/anti-freezes, chemicals and any other substances that may contaminate the
environment. The Contractor shall be liable, fully and exclusively, for the immediate clean-up
and remedjation of such spills, regardless of how the spill occurred. Should a spill occur, engage
a qualified environmental clean-up and remediation Contractor to perform all clean-up and
remediation to the certified satisfaction of the regulatory agency and the City . Clean-up and
remediation shall be at no cost to the City.

OBSTRUCTION BY OTHER WORK

If access to part of the work site is obstructed by construction or other activities within the work
site or within the adjacent right-of-way, immediately notify the Contract Manager to coordinate
work around the obstructed area. If the Contractor is unable to provide the scheduled landscape

maintenance services in the obstructed area during that maintenance cycle, then the acreage of
the obstructed area will be deducted from the total acreage of the site. The revised acreage will
be the basis of payment for that maintenance cycle. The Contractor will not be entitled to
compensation for the work that was deleted or delayed because of such an obstruction.

PERMITS AND FEES

The Contractor shall secure and pay for all permits which niay be required to accomplish the

- specified work. Conduct work in accordance with the permit requirements.

NOTIFICATIONS

Notify, in advance, the utility location service and other parties which may be affected by the
Contractor’s operations. The utility location service is “Sunshine State One Call of Florida,”
which can be contracted by phone at 811 or by email at www.callsunshine.com. Begin work only
after utilities have been located.

WORK ON PRIVATE PROPERTY

No work shall be performed under the provisions of these specifications on any private property
without the express written consent of the affected lawful landowner and approval of the
Contract Manager. Such permission shall be secured by the Contractor and shall identify the
provisions under which such work is to be performed and shall not constitute a liability to the
City nor relieve the Contractor of its responsibilities. A copy of the landowner’s written
permission shall be furnished promptly to the Contract Manager.

HAZARDOUS AND/OR TOXIC WASTE AND POLLUTANTS

A. Should the Contractor encounter or expose a condition which may indicate the presence of
hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants discontinue all operations in the immediate
vicinity and immediately notify the Contract Manager. The presence of tanks or barrels;
discolored earth, metal, wood, ground water, etc.; visible fumes; abnormal odors; excessively
hot earth; smoke or other conditions which appear abnormal may be indicators of hazardous
and/or toxic wastes or pollutants and shall be treated with extraordinary caution.

B. When encountered, the Contractor shall make every effort to minimize the spread of
hazardous wastes, toxic wastes or pollutants into uncontaminated areas.

C. Disposition of the hazardous and/or toxic wastes or pollutants shall be by others, not the
Contractor, and will be accomplished in accordance with the laws, requirements and
regulations of local, state and /or federal agencies having jurisdiction.

D. The Contractor’s work may not resume in such areas until so directed by the Contract
Manager.

EROSION CONTROL

A. Take suitable precautions during mowing operations to prevent soil erosion onto adjacent
properties and roadways and to prevent the erosion and siltation of waterways.

B.- The Contractor shall be totally liable for fines or penalties imposed by the regulatory agencies
having jurisdiction for the Contractor’s failure to comply with erosion control and water
quality pollution regulations.

ASSIGNMENT OF WORK TO OTHERS

If the Contract Manager determines that the Contractor has fallen behind schedule by ten (10)
work days or more for no apparent reason, the Contract Manager reserves the right to assign
unfinished work to another Contractor if he/she determines that it will be in the City’s best
interest. Should this option be utilized, the Contractor shall pay the additional costs incurred by

the City to complete the unfinished work. The assignment of work to another Contractor may be
made without declaring the Contractor in default of this Contract.

DEFAULT OF CONTRACT

A. If the Contractor fails to perform the work in accordance with the contract terms and
conditions; fails to begin work within the time specified; fails to pursue the work with
adequate equipment, materials and manpower required to complete the work within the
specified time frame; neglects or refuses to remove material from the job site; refuses to
perform newly assigned work; fails to comply with Contract requirements, minimum wage
payments, or EEO requirements; fails to perform the work in a suitable manner; or for any
reasonable cause becomes unsatisfactory in the performance of the contract requirements, the
Contract Manager will give written notice to the Contractor and Surety stating the nature of
the failure and time allowed to correct it. Default days shall be counted in calendar days
regardless of whether or not the Contract time is stipulated in working days.

B. If, within the time period defined above, the Contractor fails to correct the condition(s) for
which the complaint was made, the Contract Manager will have full power and authority to
stop the Contractor’s work and declare the contract in default.

C. If such action is taken, the City may demand the Contractor's Surety take over and complete
the work required by the Contract. Upon the failure or refusal of the Surety to take over the
Contract and begin work within the time specified, the City may take over the work and
prosecute it to completion. The City will have full power to appropriate or use any or all
materials and equipment to complete the work or may enter in an agreement with others for
the completion of work under this contract. All costs and charges incurred by the City
because of the Contractor’s default will be charged to the Contractor. If the City’s expense
exceeds the sum due the Contractor at the time of the default, the Contractor will be liable for
the difference and shall pay to the City the balance due.

D. Should Contractor show a valid intent to prosecute the work in accordance with the contract
documents after the notice has been issued and prior to any action by the Contract Manager
to complete the work, the Contract Manager may elect to permit the Contractor to resume
work. In that case, all costs incurred by the City as a result of the delay will be deducted
from any money due or money which may become due to the Contractor under the terms of
the contract.

E. The City shall have no liability for the Contractor’s anticipated profits for unfinished work on
a contract which has been determined to be in default.

TERMINATION OF CONTRACT

The City reserves the right to terminate or suspend the contract in whole or in part at any time
the interests of the City requires such termination or suspension. The City shall notify the
Contractor of such action in writing seven (7) calendar days prior to such termination or
suspension with instructions as to the effective date or at what stage of work the termination will
be taken. The Contractor will be paid for all work performed and accepted up to the termination
or suspension date including any reasonable termination expenses which can be documented.
All payments will be based on the Contract unit prices, which prices shall be deemed to include
profit and overhead. The City will not pay for work items that are not completed and accepted.

UNIT PRICE ADJUSTMENTS

A. The Contract may be extended two (2) times for a period of one (1) year each by mutual
agreement of both parties. Submitted bid prices for services shall remain firm against any
increase for a period of one (1) calendar year from the award of contract.

B. The Contractor may submit a written request to increase the unit prices before each contract
renewal if the request is received by certified letter at least 30 days before the completion of
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the previous two year contract period. The City may accept or deny the requested price
increase or choose to terminate the contract. The price increase request may be for all or
some of the contract bid items.

C. The Contractor’s request for a price increase will be based solely upon the percentage change
of the Consumer Price Index for all Urban Consumers-South Region All Items, (Series
CUURO0300SAO). The June CPI of the current year compared to total percentage change in
the June CPI for the two previous year will be used to determine the amount of the price
increase request. The City reserves the right to decline any price increase request.

D. If the City agrees to the requested price increases, the new adjusted Contract Unit Prices will
be calculated using the Contract Unit Prices of the original contract or contract renewal and
adjusting them by the amount of the submitted CPL.

4.30 ESTIMATED QUANTITIES

A. This Contract is governed by budgetary restriction. Therefore, the total yearly disbursement
to the Contractor may be more or less than the total Contract amount since all quantities are
estimated and no quantities are guaranteed. The actual disbursement to the Contractor will
be based upon the unit price of the type of work authorized, completed, and approved by the
Contract Manager.

B. The items and respective quantities set forth in the Proposal have been established to assist
the Contractor in deriving Unit Prices for the work which may or may not be requested
during the extent of this Contract. The City reserves the right to decrease or increase
quantities with no change in the Unit Price established in the Proposal, unless the unit prices
have been modified by the Contract Manager in accordance with Price Adjustment section of
these Special Conditions.

C. When the Contract Manager adds or deletes work covered by this Contract, the change will
be issued in the form of a written Change Order.

4.31 LIMITATIONS OF EQUIPMENT OPERATIONS

A. Operate all moving equipment in the same direction as the flow of vehicular traffic if
operating within ten feet (10’) of the travel lane. Exceptions will be made only when the
work site is protected by flagman and warning devices in accordance with the Maintenance
of Traffic section in these Special Conditions.

B. Plan operations so that bridge crossings are kept to a minimum. When it becomes necessary
for equipment to cross bridges, take extreme care. Cross bridge on the right shoulder if the
bridge has a full width shoulder able to accommodate the width of the equipment; otherwise,
cross in the right travel lane.

C. Keep road crossings to a minimum. When crossing roads, the crossing shall be accomplished
at a predetermined site which allows a safe and unobstructed site distance for oncoming
traffic. The equipment operator shall stop before crossing traffic to allow closely
approaching vehicles to pass before crossing.

D. Parking of equipment in road medians of any width is not allowed for any length of time. Do
not park on street sidewalks or on paved or unpaved trails and walks. Atno time shall
employee’s personal vehicles be parked on or adjacent to the work sites. The Contractor may
temporarily park company motor vehicles (2 hour minimum) on the road shoulder so long as
there is sufficient width to allow for safe passage of pedestrians and motor vehicles. '
Overnight parking of equipment or vehicles within the right-of-way is not allowed; overnight
parking of equipment and vehicles on a building site or vacant lot is also not allowed unless
approved by the Contract Manager.
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Conduct all service and supply operations at locations that will not interfere with vehicular
or pedestrian traffic. Service vehicles will be allowed in work areas only to service, repair, or
remove inoperable equipment. No supply vehicles shall enter the median for any PURPOSE.
Service vehicle shall only enter the median to repair or remove inoperable equipment and
then only when such repair or removal necessitates a service vehicle.

432 TOOLS AND EQUIPMENT

A.

The Contractor shall provide the appropriate personnel and the type, size, and quality and
quantity of tools and equipment necessary to complete the work in the specified time frame.

All motor vehicles used by the Contractor shall be clearly and legibly identified by a sign
with the company name and telephone number. At no time shall employee’s personal
vehicles be parked on or adjacent to the work sites.

Maintain all equipment and hand tools in good repair, including mower discharge covers
and guards to prevent dangerous ejection of mowing discharge. Mowers shall produce a
sharp clean cut and uniform distribution of the discharge. Regularly sharpen and replace
mower and edger blades, including bed knives and reels of reel mowers, so that grass is cut
sharply without ripping.

Clean mower decks after each mowing to remove grass clippings and weed seeds.

The Contract Manager may inspect tools and equipment during performance of work to
verify that tools and equipment are in good repair. If the Contract Manager determines that
a piece of equipment is in poor working order, poses a safety hazard, or is damaging the turf,
landscaping, curbs pavement, or other site improvements, he/ she shall notify the
Contractor. Upon notification, the Contractor shall immediately remove the defective
equipment from the worksite and temporarily cease work until the equipment is repaired or
replaced. Poor equipment or equipment fajlure is not a valid reason for production delays.

Some grass areas on slopes, ditch banks, ditch bottoms, and areas beyond the ditch banks
may be too steep or too wet for access with standard mowers. Provide some other means of
mowing in these areas, such as an articulated arm mower or manual trimming. Lack of
suitable equipment on the site is not considered as a valid reason for not mowing a vegetated
area.

Equipment used to transport litter and debris shall be covered and constructed to prohibit
the loss of litter along the roadway.

433  APPLICATION OF CHEMICALS

A.

Apply fertilizer and pesticides strictly in accordance with the pest control regulations of the
State of Florida and EPA. Apply fertilizer also in accordance with the City of Jacksonville
Ordinance Code, Chapter 366 (Groundwater and Surface Water Resource Management), and Part 6-
Fertilizer Application. .

The Contractor shall be liable for all damages caused by the improper application of
chemicals.

Apply fertilizer and pesticides strictly in accordance with the manufacturer’s label for each
chemical used. If requested, provide the Contract Manager with the Label and Material
Safety Data sheet for each chemical used. The company applying pesticides shall meet the
requirements of the Florida “Limited Governmental or Private Applicator Certification” program.
Submit copy of each applicator certification.

4.34 CODES AND STANDARDS

Execute work in strict compliance with the applicable specifications, regulations, standards, and
codes of the bodies/agencies listed below:
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NAA Pruning Standards for Pruning Trees.
Local tree, landscape, irrigation, and fertilizer ordinances.

Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA).

Federal (EPA), State, and local environmental Agencies.

4.35 EQUIPMENT SAFETY DEVICES

All motorized equipment utilized by the Contractor shall be painted in a high visibility color
and have the same safety devices, signs and lights required by FDOT on equipment working
in a FDOT right-of-way including a “slow moving vehicle” symbol mounted on the rear of
the vehicle and a Type B high intensity warning light mounted on top. Maintain the safety
devises in proper working order at all times.

A. The Project Manager must inspect and approve the equipment before it can be used under
this contract. The Contract Manager’s approval of the Contractor’s equipment will not
relieve the Contractor of its responsibility or liability for personal injury or property damage
caused by the equipment operation.

436  ISSUANCE OF BLANKET ORDER AND NOTICE TO PROCEED

After award of the Contract, the City will prepare a contract for execution by the Contractor and
the City. Upon execution of the contract the City will then issue a “Blanket Order.” The issuance
of the Blanket Order by the City will be the Contractor's "Notice to Proceed.” No work shall be
started until the Contractor has received the “Master Blanket Purchase Order” and until the work
schedule has been approved by the Contract Manager. One Master Blanket Purchase Order will
be issued for all work involved at all locations. The Master Blanket Purchase Order will include
the amount of funds available for all work for one (1) year, or a portion of one (1) year, as
specified in the Master Blanket Purchase Order. The Contractor shall begin work within ten (10)
days after receiving both the Master Blanket Purchase Order and the Contract Manager’s written
approval of the work schedule.

437  WORK SHEDULES

A. At the Pre-construction Conference, the Contractor shall submit “Work Schedules” for each
list of sites, using the excel sheet from the City mowing database, which describes the
proposed schedule of operations to complete the specified work within the allotted times and
in accordance with the frequency or cycles provided in the Contract documents. This
schedule will be uploaded into the City mowing database. The Contractor shall review the
lists of work sites and, from those lists, prepare a separate Work Schedule for each crew in
the form of an excel spread sheet which will show the name of each site, and the scheduled
dates of each site visit based upon the frequency of service specified. The Work Schedule for
each crew shall describe a logical/geographically connected sequence to complete ALL work
within the specified times and frequencies. Make adjustments to the Work Schedules as
requested by the Contract Manager and resubmit for review and approval.

B. Once the Contract Manager has approved the Work Schedules and the Blanket Order for the
work has been issued, he/she will provide the Contractor with a written “Notice to Proceed.”
The Notice to Proceed shall be the City’s written authorization to begin work.

C. The work at each site will be performed the frequency stated unless otherwise directed by the
Contract Manager. Should the Contractor desire to change the Work Schedule as originally
submitted and approved, such proposed changes, such as interim between cycles, shall be
submitted to and approved by the Contract Manager in writing before changing the Work
Schedule.

D. The maintenance of all sites listed on each site list must be completed by the end of each
scheduled maintenance cycle. In addition, for a site on a once a month work cycle, each site
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visit must be no less than 25 days apart and no more than 30 days apart; for a site on a twice a
month cycle, each site visit must be no less than 12 days apart and no more than 15 days
apart.

E. Schedule the first cycle of landscape maintenance operations to begin within ten (10) days
after receipt of the City’s Notice to Proceed unless the Contract Manager approves a different
start date.

F. Enter site completion dates into the mowing database on a daily basis. If any sites are
incorrectly entered notify the Contract Manager for correction.

G. By 8:00 a.m. each work day, provide the Contract Manager, via fax or email, with: (1), a list of
sites where work had been completed the previous work day; and (2) the schedule of sites to
be serviced during the current work day. Include the name and location of each site, and, if a
vacant lot, the Real Estate Number.

E. Once work begins on a work site, diligently pursue work until completed before moving to
the next scheduled site, unless otherwise directed by the Contract Manager.

438 INVOICES AND PAYMENTS

A. On amonthly basis, submit an invoice for services rendered during the previous month.
Submit invoices no later than seven (7) days after the end of the previous monthly mowing
cycle. Include an Excel spreadsheet for each group of sites showing the following: blanket or
purchase order number, real estate number(s), street address, date of service, unit measure,
unit cost, extended totals, and grand total.

B. The Contract Manager will pay the Contractor on a monthly basis after the work on all
parcels scheduled for each monthly cycle have been completed and accepted by the Contract
Manager. The City will not process payment until the entire group of parcels scheduled for
the previous month is completed for the previous monthly cycle; no partial payments will be
allowed. Payment will be based on the Contractor’s unit price multiplied by total units
completed to the nearest 2 decimals (00.00).

C. Disposal Fees: Provide a separate invoice for the cost of disposal fees incurred for litter and
debris disposal generated by contract operations during the previous month. The Unit Prices
for Disposal Fees shown in the Proposal are for comparison purposes only. The Contract
Manager will reimburse the Contractor for the actual cost of disposal, based on the unit price
changed by the particular landfill. The Contract Manager will not pay for disposal fees if the
dates of the weight tickets are not within the two previous monthly cycles. Include with the
invoice, the original weight tickets or receipts issued by the facility which accepted the
debris. In addition, the Contractor must submit the following notarized certificate signed by
an officer or owner of the company.

“This is to certify that the attached disposal weight tickets, numbered

or receipt, numbered are only for debris or white goods picked up
in the performance of countywide parcel mowing specification requirements
for the , PO. No. , during the month of ,20

D. Submit each invoice or request for payment to the City of Jacksonville, Mowing and
Landscape Maintenance Division, 609 St. Johns Bluff Road, Jacksonville, FL. 32225, Atin: Dave

E. The City’s payment for services shall not be construed as an acceptance of any defective work
performed by the Contractor.

WITHOLDING PAYMENT FOR UNSATISFACTOR OR INCOMPLETE PERFORMANCE

A. If any action, duty, service, or part of the work is not performed by the Contractor, the
Contract Manager will withhold payment of the monthly invoice claiming completion of
such work until the work is completed to the satisfaction of the Contract Manager.

B. If any action, duty, service, or part of the work has been completed but is determined by the
Contract Manager to be unsatisfactory, the Contract Manager will notify the Contractor of the
deficiencies and give the Contractor an appropriate amount of time to correct the deficiency.
The Contract Manager will withhold payment of the monthly invoice claiming completion of
such work until the work is completed to the satisfaction of the Contract Manager.

LATE PENALTY

The City shall charge the Contractor a late penalty of fifty dollars ($50.00) for each work day the
Contractor’s work is not completed within the maximum time frame allowed for each work cycle
and for each list of sites. Such penalty shall be deducted from the Contractor’s invoice covering
all work for that cycle. Ordinary delays such as increment weather, equipment failure, personnel
shortages, and repeat work caused by failure to comply with the Specifications will not be
considered as justifiable causes for failure to complete the work in each 30 day cycle. The only
justifiable delays that will be considered are during periods when the Contract Manager
suspends work at all sites on a particular list, or when a natural disaster is declared by the local
governmental authority.

PARTIAL PAYMENTS

If part of the work scheduled for the previous month is not completed by the end of the month,
the Contract Manager will not approve partial payment for the portion of the work completed.
The Contract Manager will only approve a partial payment of a monthly invoice when the
Contractor could not complete the work scheduled for the previous month because the Contract
Manager suspended work at all sites on a particular list, or when a natural disaster is declared by
the local governmental authority.

ASSIGNMENT OF WORK TO OTHER CONTRACTORS

A. If the Contractor has fallen behind schedule by ten (10) work days or more, the Contract
Manager has the right to deduct the unfinished work from the Contractor’s work cycle and
assign the unfinished work to another Contractor, if the Contract Manager determines that
the work reassignment will be in the City’s best interest. At such time, the Contract Manager
shall provide written notification to the Contractor, by Email, that the work has been
assigned to another Contractor. Upon the Contractor’s receipt of this Email notification,
he/she shall delete the referenced work sites from his/her schedule for that work cycle.

B. Should this option be utilized, the Contractor shall pay the additional costs incurred by the
City to complete the unfinished work. The Contractor shall also pay the late penalty for each
day the work remains unfinished after the scheduled completion date until the date of
Contract Manager’s written notice to the Contractor that the unfinished work has been
assigned to another Contractor. The assignment of work to another Contractor may be made
without declaring the Contractor in default of this Contract.

DISCOVERY OF UNMARKED HUMAN BURIAL SITE

If an unmarked human burial site should be discovered, immediately cease all activities that may
disturb the site and then notify the Duval County Medical Examiner and the Contract Manager of
burial site’s location. Do not resume work until specifically authorized by the District Medical
Examiner or the State Archeologist.

PHOTOGRAPHIC RECORD

A.

Provide a “before and after” photographic record of each site that is an individual parcel or
lot during each maintenance cycle, unless the Project Manager waives the photographic
record requirement for a particular site. Photograph the site immediately before beginning
work and immediately after the work is completed. Take sufficient photographs to show the
entire maintenance area. Take each set of “before and after” photographs from the same
location, angle, and magnification. Incorporate a common landmark in each photo where
possible.

Take photos with a digital camera which has an instant photo display screen and the ability
to record the date and time signature on each photo. Provide one such camera to each work
crew. Review each photo in the display screen to insure proper exposure, sharp focus, and a
complete image of the required content; retake, if necessary. Print the photo with the time
and date stamp shown on the image.

Label each photograph noting if a “before” or “after” photo, the street address, and/or RE
number. Show each pair of “before” and “after” 5” x 7” photographs on one 8%” x 11" page.

Include with the monthly invoice for the completed work, a paper copy of the “before and
after” photo taken at each parcel covered by the invoice. Also, email a digital file of each
photographic record to the Contract Manager.

445 INSPECTIONS AND ACCEPTANCE OF THE WORK

A. The Contract Manager shall inspect the landscape maintenance operation at each site within
seven (7) days of the Contractor’s written notification that the work is complete. The
Contract Manager will provide written notification to the Contractor if the work is acceptable
or unacceptable.

B. If the Contract Manager determines that the work is not in conformance with the
specifications, and therefore not acceptable, the Contractor shall have 2 days after notification
to correct the deficiencies identified by the Contract Manager.

446  REINSPECTION FEE

A. The City may impose a twenty-five dollar ($25.00) re-inspection fee each time the Contract
Manager visits a work site to conduct a re-inspection of previously rejected work which was
not in conformance with the specifications.

B. The Contract Manager will deduct each levied re-inspection fee from the Contractor’s invoice
covering the work which required a re-inspection.

447  WORK CYCLES

The work specified in the Contract Documents for the sites listed in Exhibit B and C shall be

performed in its entirety during each work cycle before beginning another work cycle. The

following work schedules are provided as a guideline to assist the Contractor in preparing a Bid
and should be followed as closely as possible. . However, additional service visits may be
required, because of excessive growth. If an additional service visit is requested by the City, the

Contractor will perform the work at the unit price established in the proposal.

448  DESCRIPTION OF LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS - GENERAL

A. The landscape maintenance operations to be performed at each group of sites is listed in
Sections 4.49 through 4.54. Sections 4.55 through 4.64 describes each separate maintenance
operation that may be required at a particular work site. Landscape maintenance operations
shall include the entire grassed areas within each right-of-way, stormwater treatment pond,
building parcel or vacant lot. Work may include initial litter and debris removal, turf
mowing, edging, grass trimming, general weeding, bed maintenance, and removal of debris
generated by the work.

B. All Landscape Maintenance Operations that occur on Florida Department of Transportation
(FDOT) rights-of-way shall follow the recommendations of the current edition of A Guide to
Roadside Vegetation Management printed by FDOT as well as these specifications. Immediately
consult with the Contract Manager to resolve any conflicts between the two documents.

C. The quantities show for each site in Exhibits B and C are estimates and are subject to
modification, up or down, by the Project Manager if quantities are found to be incorrect after
additional review by the Contract Manager and the Contractor.

449 LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS: CITY ROAD RIGHTS-OF-WAY

A. Scope of Work: Provide Landscape Maintenance operations listed below in each road right-
of- way listed in Exhibits B and C. The limits of the work include the entire width of the
right-of-way from the start and stop points noted, including ditches, swales grass
embankments, and medians, as well as sidewalk joints/cracks and the union of curbing and
road pavement.

1. Initial Litter and Debris Removal: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per acre
2. Turfgrass Maintenance
a. Include the following work items in the unit price for turfgrass maintenance:
1) Mowing
2) Trimming
b. Payment for Turfgrass Maintenance shall be at the bid unit price per acre.

3. Edging: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per linear foot.
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4. Cleanup (Blowing): Payment shall be at the bid unit price per mile.
B. Schedule of Landscape Maintenance Operations

4.50 LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS: FDOT ROAD RIGHTS-OF-WAY

A. Scope of Work: Provide Landscape Maintenance operations listed below in each FDOT road
right-of- way listed in Exhibits B and C. The limits of the work include the entire width of
the right-of-way from the start and stop points noted, including ditches, swales grass
embankments, and medians, as well as sidewalk joints/cracks and the joints between curbing
and road pavement. On certain sites the work limits may be limited to the landscaped
medians only.

1. Initial Litter and Debris Removal: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per acre.
2. Turfgrass Maintenance
a. Include the following work items in the unit price for turfgrass maintenance:

landscape beds.

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a. . Include the following work items in the unit price for turfgrass maintenance in
outlying areas:

1) Initial Litter and Debris Removal
2) General Weeding
3) Mowing
4) Trimming
5) Cleanup
b. Payment for Turfgrass Maintenance shall be at the bid unit price per acre.
5. Bed Maintenance: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per square foot of beds.
B. Schedule of Landscape Maintenance for Landscaped Roadways
1. Turfgrass Maintenance: 21 time per year
2. Bed Maintenance: 21 times per year
3. Edging: 10 times per year during the maintenance cycles selected by the Contract

Manager.

452 LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS IN OUTLYING AREAS: BUILDING SITES

A. Scope of Work - Building Sites: the work includes the maintenance of all turfgrass areas,
stormwater treatment pond banks, dry pond bottoms, and landscape beds within each
property boundary and the maintenance of turf areas within the road right-of-way adjacent
to each site (see Exhibit F). Provide the following services.

1. Turfgrass Maintenance

a. Include the following work items in the unit price for turfgrass maintenance:
1) Initial Litter and Debris Removal
2) General Weeding
3) Mowing
4) Trimming
5) Cleanup

b. Payment for Turfgrass Maintenance shall be at the bid unit price };er acre.

2. Bed Maintenance: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per square foot of bed. Include
cost of cleanup from bed maintenance operations in the unit price for bed maintenance.

3. Edging: Payment shall be at the bid unit price per linear feet of edging.
B. Schedule of Landscape Maintenance for Building Parcels
1. Turfgrass Maintenance: 21 time per year
2. Bed Maintenance: 21 times per year
3. Edging: 10 times per year during the maintenance cycles selected by the Contract

4.53 LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS: STORMWATER TREATMENT PONDS

A. Scope of Work: Provide Landscape Maintenance operations listed below in each stormwater
treatment pond listed in Exhibits B and C. The limits of the work include the entire turfgrass
area within each pond site including swales, ditches, pond banks, and surrounding
maintenance berms, as well as, the turf areas within the rights-of-way adjacent to the site.
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Mow as close to the water surface as possible without damage to the bank or equipment.
Apply herbicide or use string trimmers to cut the remaining portion of the bank down to the
water line of the pond. In the case where a dry pond exists, mow the entire pond bottom; use
a string trimmer to cut the pond bottom if a wet, muddy condition exists.

1. Initial Litter and Debris Removal

a. Litter and debris removal includes turfgrass areas as well as the water surface of the
pond within 6 feet of the water line.

b. Payment for Initial Litter and Debris Removal at Stormwater Pond sites shall be at
the bid unit price per acre.

2. Turfgrass Maintenance
a. Include the following work items in the unit price for Turfgrass Maintenance.
1) General Weeding
2) Mowing
3) Trimming
4) Cleanup
c. Payment shall be at the bid unit per acre.
3. Edging

a. Edging of pond sites shall include edging of concrete walks, driveways, and
structural slabs within the site or within the right-of-way adjacent to the site.

b. Payment for Edging shall be at the bid unit price per linear feet of edging.

455 MOBILIZATION

Mobilization includes the transportation of Contractor's/ subcontractors personnel, equipment,
and operating supplies to the site. For this contract, mobilization costs shall be included in the
bid unit price for each type of maintenance service.

456  INITIAL LITTER AND DEBRIS REMOVAL

A. Remove all existing litter and debris from landscape beds and all vegetated areas to be
mowed each before beginning the mowing operation. Tearing, ripping, or scattering the
litter by the mowing operations is not allowed.

B. Debris is considered to be items which can be safely picked-up by two men and loaded into
an open flatbed truck.

C. Remove the following litter and debris before mowing:

1. Man-made items such as bottles, cans, paper, tires, tire pieces, lumber, vehicle parts, junk
metal, small appliances, furniture, and other such items. It is not intended that minute
objects such as cigarette butts, chewing gum wrappers, and similarly sized items be
included in the items to be removed from the job site.

2. Fallen trees, palm fronds, flower stalks, limbs, branches, brush, fallen leaves, and other
plant debris. The intent is not the removal of all fallen vegetation but to remove the
vegetation where it causes an unsightly condition or unsafe nuisance. Remove fallen
limbs and branches lying on the ground which have a 4 inch diameter or less at the base
of the limb. Also, remove fallen trees which have a trunk of 4 inch diameter or less
measured 4 ' feet above the ground. All such material, which is defined as “yard waste”
by the City Solid Waste Division, shall be removed and delivered to the Old Kings Road
Land(fill at 8540 Old Kings Road.

3. Tire Removal: Remove individual tires and pieces of tires. For transport of 9 waste tires
or more, utilize a licensed waste tire transporter or obtain a Waste Tire Transporter
License (WTTL) and submit one (1) copy to the Contract Manager within thirty (30) days
after receipt of the Contract. The WTTL requires an application fee of $100 and the
posting of a $25,000 bond. Contact Detective Matsick at 255-7519 and request a
registration packet for the WITL. Remove from the site and dispose at a legal landfill or
recycle facility which will accept tires.

4. Dead animals: Place each dead animal encountered on the work site into a plastic
garbage bag and securely close. Place bag along the adjacent street. Notify the Contract
Manager of the dead animal’s location and he/she will arrange for disposal by the
Animal Control and Protective Services Division. The CONTRACTOR will not be
responsible for the removal and disposal of dead animals.

D. Litter Removal at Stormwater Treatment Ponds: For stormwater treatment ponds, the
coverage of litter and debris removal described above is expanded to include the removal of
litter and debris lying or floating in the pond that is within 6 feet of the waterline at the time
of each site visit.

E. Removal of Large Objects and Illegal Dumping

1. When large items such as abandoned vehicles, large truck tires, large appliances, fallen
trees and branches larger than 4 inch diameter at the base, and illegal dumping are
encountered, immediately notify the Contract Manager so that he/she can arrange for
their removal. Illegal dumping is considered a concentration of miscellaneous deposited
debris, and large objects of 1 cubic yard or more in one area.

2. Remove caked-on dirt and mud from large objects encountered. Work around these
items until they have been removed by the City. The CONTRACTOR is not required to
remove these items.
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F.

Disposal of Litter and Debris collected during landscape maintenance operations.

1. Collect and deliver all solid waste to Trail Ridge Landfill at 5110 Highway 301 or to the
Household Hazardous Waste Facility at 2675 Commonwealth Avenue.

2. Collect and deliver all yard waste (grass clippings, leaves, tree and shrub branches, and
other removed vegetation) to the Old Kings Road Landfill at 8540 Old Kings Road.

3. The City will reimburse the CONTRACTOR for the disposal fees charged by a legal
disposal facility which accepted the litter/debris generated by the landscape
maintenance operations.

4.57 GENERAL WEEDING

A.

General: During each mowing operation, remove all weeds from paved areas such as roads,
curb and gutters, structures, including cracks and joints, and areas covered with concrete rip-
rap, rock, or gravel within the work limits of each site. Weeds are considered vegetation,
such as annual and perennial weeds, plant seedlings, and vines and turfgrass growing into
the above areas. Weeding also includes the removal of vines growing on structures and
fences. Weeding may be accomplished by hand and by mechanical and chemical means with
one exception; strings trimmers must be used along fence lines unless the Contract Manager
has approved the use of chemicals. When using herbicide, strictly follow label instructions
and avoid overspray of adjacent plants. If the Contract Manager determines that the
deterioration of an existing plant is caused by herbicide overspray, the Contractor shall
replace the effected plant.

The cost of Weeding in Outlying Areas shall be included in the unit price for Turfgrass
Maintenance.

458 MOWING

A.

Use a commercial grade, high production mowing equipment to mow all turfgrass areas at
each site. Turfgrass areas are defined are vegetated areas regularly mowed. Vegetation in
turfgrass may include turfgrass; native grasses; vines; weeds; and small trees and shrubs
with stem diameters of up to two (2) inches measured six (6) inches above the ground.

The use of herbicides (except on the edges of stormwater treatment ponds) or farm or larger
tractors with rough cut rotary mowers or not allowed to accomplish the mowing operations.

Mow turfgrass to the height recommended by the County Agent for the predominate grass
species found at each site - typically between 1.5 to 3 inches, but no higher than 4 inches. Set
minimum height of cut to prevent scalping of turf and injury to root systems.

Use only string trimmers and small walk-behind mowers (around 22” wide) in vegetated
areas not easily accessible to large mowing machines or where mowing machines may
damage existing turf or disturb the ground such as in ditches and in wet detention areas. Use
extreme care to avoid damage to the trunks of existing plants to remain.

Where fences or walls exist bordering or within the site, mow within six (6) inches of the
structure; completing the cut to the edge with a string trimmer.

Take extreme care to keep clippings off of adjacent property. Mower discharge shall not face
the adjoining property or streets when mower discharge will be deposited outside the
mowing limits.

Where a dense area of exiting trees and understory exists within the site, the “tree line,”
notify the Contract Manager before beginning work. He/she may establish and approve a
modification of the cut area which stops at the tree line, instead of the right-of-way or
property line of the site.

TRIMMING

C.

Immediately before or after each mowing, use a string trimmer to trim vegetation around all
vertical obstacles or structures within vegetated areas such as buildings, trees, walls,
columns, fences and sign posts. Also use string trimmer to mow in areas inaccessible to
mowers, such as in wet areas and on steep slopes. Trimmed vegetation shall match the
mowing height.

When using the string trimmer, be careful not to damage these vertical obstacles, particularly
tree trunks and shrubs. Use only string trimmers equipped with adequate safety devices to
protect the operator from flying debris. Insure that all trimming operators are safely
performing the work.

EDGING

A.
B.

Edge only those sites selected for edging at the frequency specified.

For each scheduled edging, use a mechanical blade edger to edge all turf areas adjacent to
walkways, curbing, roadways, sidewalks, driveways, parking lots, pavement slabs, and
landscape beds. Use a sting trimmer only in areas inaccessible to a blade edger. After
edging, remove edging debris and grass or vine runners which have grown over pavement
or into plant beds.

CLEANUP AFTER LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS (BLOWING)

A.

At the end of each maintenance visit, remove grass clippings, leaves and other debris existing
at the time of the maintenance visit or generated by the mowing, edging and trimming of
turfgrass and by other landscape maintenance operations which are deposited on existing
pavement and structures such as streets, driveways, parking lots, curbs and sidewalks,
within or adjacent to the site. Remove debris by sweeping, blowing and/or vacuuming.
Schedule mowing operations at each site to insure that cleanup is completed by the end of
the day; debris created by the landscape maintenance operations shall not be left on roads
and sidewalks overnight.

Do not, at any time, blow or sweep grass clippings or other debris into a street, driveway,
sidewalk, parking lot, or private property or down storm drains.

The cost of cleanup of street rights-of-ways shown in Exhibit B of these Special Conditions,
(labeled as “Blowing” in the cost proposal) shall be paid at the unit price established in the
Bid Proposal. For stormwater ponds and outlying areas, the cost of Cleanup shall be
included in the unit cost for Turfgrass Maintenance.

The City will reimburse the Contractor for the disposal fees charged by a legal disposal
facility which accepted the litter/debris generated by the landscape maintenance operations.

BED MAINTENANCE

A.

Provide bed maintenance as scheduled and at the sites shown. Beds include plant beds,
mulch or gravel beds with no shrubs and/or groundcovers, and circular beds around
individual trees. Keep beds free of weeds. Weeds are considered vegetation, such as annual
and perennial weeds, plant seedlings, and vines and turfgrass growing into beds not
intended for such vegetation. In addition, remove dead plants, litter and debris such as pine
cones, aluminum cans, trash, bottles, fallen tree limbs, and excessive buildup of dead leaves
where thickness of dead leaves exceeds 4 inches.

Weeding in beds may be accomplished by hand and by mechanical and/or chemical means.
When using herbicide, strictly follow label instructions and avoid overspray on adjacent
plants. If the Contract Manager determines that the deterioration of an existing plant is
caused by herbicide overspray, the Contractor shall replace the effected plant with a new
plant of equal size at no cost to the City.
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C. Pruning:

1. Prune trees, palms, shrubs, groundcovers, and ornamental grasses within beds as part of
each bed maintenance visit.

2. A horticulturist shall supervise all pruning operations to assure that pruning is in
accordance with sound horticultural practice.

3. Prune trees and palms in beds to remove suckers, and to remove low hanging branches,
palm fronds and palm fruit stems which may interfere with vehicular or pedestrian
circulation adjacent to the beds. When pruning, remove branches with a sharp cut and
no tearing of the bark. Remove branches just above the branch collar, do not leave
branch stubs. Branch removal is limited to braches with a 2 inch diameter or less
measured just above the branch collar.

4. Prune groundcovers and shrubs to remove damaged, broken, dead branches, and
branches heavily infected with disease or insects. Also selectively prune back runners of
groundcovers and stems of shrubs that have extended beyond the natural mass of the
planting or beyond the plant bed line. Prune ornamental shrubs to maintain the current
height or to develop a more natural height of the plants as directed by the Contract
Manager. Prune plants to maintain a neat appearance, to ensure full seasonal flower
bloom, to develop a more natural shape, and to direct plant growth into a continuous
mass throughout the bed area where they are planted. Do not prune individual plants
in mass plantings into formal shapes: i.e., individual round balls of dwarf yaupon.

5. Prune ornamental grasses once per year in February. Prune back each clump of grass all
the way to the ground. Do not leave grass stalks above the ground level. Ornamental
grass clippings may be used as mulch below ornamental grasses.

6. Prune hedges to develop a uniform height and spread and to allow the individual shrubs
to grown into a continuous row of vegetation without gaps.

D. The cost of Bed Maintenance shall be at the unit price established in the Bid Proposal.

4.63  FERTILIZATION

A. Fertilization is an additional service that will be requested by change order. When requested,
fertilize landscaped areas (grassed areas and plant beds) designated by the Project Manager.
Use a fertilizer with a 1-0-1 ratio of nitrogen, phosphorus, and potassium with at least 30% of
the nitrogen in a slow release form. Micronutrients shall also be included in the formulation.
Submit manufacturer’s fertilizer label to the Project Manager for approval before purchasing
or applying fertilizer.

Fertilizer shall not be applied between October 1t and March 31st.

Apply fertilizer at a rate to achieve one (1) pound of nitrogen per 1000 square feet of
landscaped area. Apply uniformly to prevent “streaking” or “spotty” turf or plant color. If
the Contract Manager determines that the fertilized grass areas and other plants have not
achieved a uniform, healthy green color thirty (30) days after application, then the
CONTRACTOR will be required to reapply fertilizer to the unacceptable areas, at no
additional cost to the City until a uniform green color is achieved.

D. The cost of fertilization shall be at the unit price established in the Bid Proposal.

4.64 INSECT, DISEASE, AND WEED CONTROL (PEST CONTROL)

A. Insect, disease and weed control are additional services that will be requested by change
order. When the Project Manager determines that a landscaped area requires chemical
treatment for insect, disease and/or weed control, the Contractor shall recommend the type
of chemical treatment. Upon acceptance of the chemical treatment, the Contract Manager
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shall issue to the Contractor a notice to proceed with the eradication of the particular pest(s)
identified.

B. The Contractor or its subcontractor (whoever applies the chemicals) shall be a licensed Pest
Control Operator in the state of Florida and be qualified by the state to apply the chemicals
used. Required licenses shall be maintained throughout the duration of the contract.
Provide the Contract Manager with copies of the required licenses at the Pre-Bid Conference.

C. Apply approved chemicals to eradicate the insect, disease or weed requested. If the Contract
Manager determines that full control is not achieved after the first application, then the
Contractor shall return and repeat the chemical application until control is achieved at no
additional cost to the City.

D. When the City requests insect, disease or weed control, the Project Manager shall negotiate
with the Contractor a unit price per square foot for the work requested.

A. POLICY

Pursuant to Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, the City of Jacksonville encourages
the utilization and participation of Jacksonville Small and Emerging Businesses (JSEBs) in its contract
awards based upon availability. It is the City’s intent in adopting this program to reflect the
philosophy with regard to enhancing participation of JSEBs in all areas of procurement.

Please be advised that, in order to be counted toward meeting the participation percentage goal
defined herein, all JSEBs shall be certified by the City in accordance with Part 6 of Chapter 126,
Jacksonville Ordinance Code, AT THE TIME OF BID OPENING.

In the event bidders are unable to obtain bids from JSEB subcontractors that equal or exceed the
percentage established in the participation goals, or otherwise desire to demonstrate “good faith”
efforts performed in their attempt to meet the participation percentage goal, whether or not said goal
is met, they shall, at a minimum, submit at the time of bid opening a Notice of Intent to Submit a
Good Faith Effort Statement.

D. COMPLIANCE

All Bidders or subcontractors participating in this project are hereby notified that failure to fully
comply with the City’s JSEB policy as set forth herein shall constitute a breach of contract which
may result in termination of the contract or such other remedy as deemed appropriate by the
Owner. Such penalties as outlined in Section 126.201, Jacksonville Ordinance Code, will apply.

E. PARTICIPATION GOALS

The following goals apply to this contract and submissions of a bid by a prospective Contractor shall
constitute full acceptance of all conditions outlined in the bid documents, Chapter 126, Jacksonville
Ordinance Code, and the prospective Contractor’s bid proposal.

The attainment of JSEB participation goals established for this contract will be: (i) based upon JSEBs
certified by the City AT THE TIME OF BID OPENING in accordance with Part 6 of Chapter 126,
Jacksonville Ordinance Code; and (ii) measured as a percentage of the total dollar value of the
contract or, in the case of alternates, the percentage is calculated on the base bid for the purpose of the
award; however, the Contractor is expected to make every attempt to meet or exceed the stated goals
when the alternates are awarded.

The City proposes to award the contract to the responsive, responsible bidder submitting a
reasonable bid, provided: (i) the bidder has met the goals for JSEB participation; or (ii) if unable to
meet the goals, the bidder has timely submitted an acceptable Good Faith Effort Statement and
supporting documentation that demonstrates, pursuant to Part 6 of Chapter 126, Jacksonville,
Ordinance Code, a sufficient attempt to meet the JSEB participation goals as established herein.
Bidders are advised that the City has sole discretion and authority to determine if any bidder has
made a “Good Faith Effort.” The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids submitted. The City
will have discretion to reject any bid or exclude a prospective bidder from submitting a bid who has
been non-responsive to JSEB program requirements without satisfactory justification accepted by the
Chief of Procurement. Rejections hereunder may be timely protested pursuant to the city’s
Procurement Protest Procedures, a copy of which is included as part of these bid documents.

G. SUBCONTRACT CLAUSE

1. All bidders hereby agree to incorporate the JSEB participation, policy, goals, conditions and
instructions in all agreements that offer JSEB participation subcontracting opportunities.

2. If a change order presents further subcontracting opportunity beyond current subcontracting,
the prime Contractor shall make positive efforts to further include JSEB participation.

3. If the Bidder is a certified JSEB contractor, then the bidder shall perform at least 60% of the
total amount of the work to be performed under this Contract with its own workforce. Subletting
of any Work under this Contract shall not relieve the JSEB prime Contractor of its full
responsibility for the proper and timely performance and for its selection of Subontractor s.

H. POST AWARD REQUIREMENTS

After the award of the contract, failure on the part of the successful Contractor to subcontract with
JSEBs at a percentage level equal to or higher than stated on Form 1, may put the Contractor in
violation and is subject to penalties outlined in Chapter 126, Jacksonville Ordinance Code.
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I. PAYMENT OF SUBCONTRACTORS

Prime Contractors shall certify in writing that ALL subcontractors and suppliers have been paid for
work and materials from previous progress payments received (less any retainage) as a condition
precedent to prior to receipt of any further progress payments. Prime Contractor shall have a
continuing obligation to pay all subcontractors and suppliers equal to the amount of work and
materials furnished on this project at the direction of the prime Contractor and for which amount
prime Contractor includes in its request or application for payment that it submits to the city in order
to induce payment for the same; otherwise, within 10 business days after receiving written notice
from the city, prime Contractor shall return to the city any and all amounts it has been paid by the
city that prime Contractor failed to pay its subcontractors or suppliers in contradiction to information
contained in a corresponding request or application for payment submitted by prime Contractor.

J. GOOD FAITH EFFORTS

submit: (i) a Notice of Intent to Submit a Good Faith Effort Statement at the time of bid opening; and
(ii) a Good Faith Effort Statement and all supporting documentation within 48 hours after the

3. Intellectual Property Liability, to the extent this Contract contemplates intellectual property exposures, arising
directly or indirectly out of any allegation that the Services, any product generated by the Services, or any
part of the Services as contemplated in this Contract, constitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent,
trade secret or any other intellectual property right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any product
generated by the Services, is held to constitute an infringement and its use is permanently enjoined, the
Indemnifying Parties shall, immediately, make every reasonable effort to secure within 60 days, for the
Indemnified Parties a license, authorizing the continued use of the Service or product. If the Indemnifying
Parties fail to secure such a license for the Indemnified Parties, then the Indemnifying Parties shall replace the
Service or product with a non-infringing Service or product or modify such Service or product in a way
satisfactory to Buyer, so that the Service or product is non-infringing.

If an Indemnifying Party exercises its rights under this Contract, the Indemnifying Party will (1) provide reasonable
notice to the Indemnified Parties of the applicable claim or liability, and (2) allow Indemnified Parties, at their own
expense, to participate in the litigation of such claim or liability to protect their interests. The scope and terms of
the indemnity obligations herein described are separate and apart from, and shall not be limited by any
insurance provided pursuant to the Contract or otherwise. Such terms of indemnity shall survive the
expiration or termination of the Contract.

In the event that any portion of the scope or terms of this indemnity is in derogation of Section 725.06 or 725.08 of
the Florida Statutes, all other terms of this indemnity shall remain in full force and effect. Further, any term which
offends Section 725.06 or 725.08 of the Florida Statutes will be modified to comply with said statutes.

An Excess Liability policy or Umbrella policy can
be used to satisfy the above limits.

Such insurance shall be no more restrictive than that provided by the most recent version of the standard Business Auto Coverage
Form (ISO Form CAQ001) as filed for use in the State of Florida without any restrictive endorsements other than those which are
required by the State of Florida, or equivalent manuscript form, must be attached to the policy equivalent endorsement as filed
with ISO (i.e., mandatory endorsement).

Additional Insurance Coverages

A. Additional Insured: All insurance except Worker’s Compensation shall be endorsed to name the City of Jacksonville
and City’s members, officials, officers, employees and agents as Additional Insured. Additional Insured for General
Liability shall be in a form no more restrictive than CG2026, Automobile Liability CA2048.

B.  Waiver of Subrogation: All required insurance policies shall be endorsed to provide for a waiver of underwriter’s
rights of subrogation in favor of the City of Jacksonville and its members, officials, officers employees and agents.

C.  Contractor’s Insurance Primary: The insurance provided by the Motorola shall apply on a primary basis to, and
shall not require contribution from, any other insurance or self-insurance maintained by the City or any City members,
officials, officers, employees and agents.

D. Deductible or Self-Insured Retention Provisions: All deductibles and self-insured retentions associated with
coverages required for compliance with this Contract shall remain the sole and exclusive responsibility of the named
insured Contractor. Under no circumstances will the City of Jacksonville and its members, officers, directors,
employees, representatives, and agents be responsible for paying any deductible or self-insured retentions related to this
Contract.
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E. Contractor’s Insurance Additional Remedy: Compliance with the insurance requirements of this Contract shall not
limit the liability of the Contractor or its Subcontractors, employees or agents to the City or others. Any remedy
provided to City or City’s members, officials, officers, employees or agents shall be in addition to and not in lieu of any
other remedy available under this Contract or otherwise

F. Waiver/Estoppel: Neither approval by City nor failure to disapprove the insurance furnished by Contractor shall
relieve Contractor of Contractor’s full responsibility to provide insurance as required under this Contract.

G. Certificates of Insurance: Contractor shall provide the City Certificates of Insurance that shows the corresponding
City Contract Number in the Description, if known, Additional Insureds as provided above and waivers of subrogation.
The certificates of insurance shall be mailed to the City of Jacksonville (Attention: Chief of Risk Management), 117 W.
Duval Street, Suite 335, Jacksonville, Florida 32202.

H. Carrier Qualifications: The above insurance shall be written by an insurer holding a current certificate of authority
pursuant to chapter 624, Florida State or a company that is declared as an approved Surplus Lines carrier under Chapter
626 Florida Statutes. Such Insurance shall be written by an insurer with an A.M. Best Rating of A- VII or better.

I.  Notice: The Contractor shall provide an endorsement issued by the insurer to provide the City thirty (30) days prior
written notice of any change in the above insurance coverage limits or cancellation, including expiration or non-
renewal. If such endorsement is not provided, Contractor, shall provide said a thirty (30) days written notice of any
change in the above coverages or limits, coverage being suspended, voided, cancelled, including expiration or non-
renewal.

J. Survival: Anything to the contrary notwithstanding, the liabilities of the Contractor under this Contract shall survive
and not be terminated, reduced or otherwise limited by any expiration or termination of insurance coverage.

K. Additional Insurance: Depending upon the nature of dny aspect of any project and its accompanying exposures and
liabilities, the City may reasonably require additional insurance coverages in amounts responsive to those liabilities,
which may or may not require that the City also be named as an additional insured.

L. Special Provisions: Prior to executing this Agreement, Contractor shall present this Contract and Exhibit G and H to
its Insurance Agent affirming: (1) that the Agent has personally reviewed the insurance requirements of the Contract
Documents, and (2) that the Agent is capable (has proper market access) to provide the coverages and limits of liability
required on behalf of Contractor.
