This Renewal #2 and Amendment #12 (collectively referred to as “Amendment”) to Contract TR175
as previously amended (“Amended Contract™), is made by and between the Department of Financial
Services (Department), an agency of the state of Florida (State) and Bank of America, National
Association (BANA or Contractor); collectively the Department and Contractor are referred to herein as
“the Parties.” The terms of this Amendment are effective as of the date last signed below unless otherwise
stated in this Amendment.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises contained herein and other good and
valuable consideration, the receipt and adequacy of which are hereby acknowledged, the Parties agree as
follows:

1) The terms and conditions of the Amended Contract are incorporated by reference as if fully rewritten
herein.

2) Except as set forth below in Section 3 of this Amendment, the Parties agree to renew the Amended
Contract, as further amended herein, for a two-year period to begin on June 12, 2021, and to remain in
effect through June 11, 2023 (the “Extended Term”). At the expiration of the Extended Term, the
Amended Contract and any and all obligations of Contractor related to providing Services thereunder
will terminate. No further extensions will be permitted unless separately set forth in writing by the
Parties.

3) The Parties agree that the term of the Payment Collection Gateway (“PCG") Service is extended to
December 31, 2021, and no further extensions will be permitted unless separately set forth in writing
by the Parties. The Contractor will provide terms and conditions related to an alternative solution to the
Department if it does not transition to a new service provider prior to October 11, 2021, and to
Participants who elect to remain with BANA prior to October 11, 2021.

6. Entire Agreement. This Amendment is the entire agreement of the parties regarding
the modifications to the Agreement provided herein, and supersedes all prior agreements and
understandings regarding such subject matter, and may be modified only by a writing executed by
the party against whom the modification is sought to be enforced, and shall bind and benefit the
parties and their respective successor, legal representatives and assigns,

7. Counterparts. The parties agree that for the execution of this Amendment, time is of
the essence. Therefore, this Amendment and all amendments thereto may be executed in several
counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, and all of such counterparts together shall
constitute one and the same instrument.

If sxcess usage over the CDR is
nol corrected within 90 days following written notification thereof, Affiliate shall be chorged

designated in writing as confidential or would appear to a reasonably prudent person o
be non-public, confident{al or proprictary in nature {"Protected Information”}.

1.2. AH Protected Information shall remain the sole and exclusive property of Afftliate.

1.3. As used herein, Protected Information does not indude information that (i) was publicly
lnown theough no unauthorized act of FLR, or otherwise known to FLR without an
obligation of confidentiality, at the time of disclosure, {ii} subsequently becomes publicly
known through no unauthorized act or omission of FLR, (iii) rightfully received from a
third party without an obligation of confidentiality; or (iv) independently developed by
FLR without the use of the Protected Information.

LIMITATIONS ON ACCESS, USE AND DISCLOSURE OF PROTECTED INFORMATION.

24. FLR will not, directly or indirectly, disclose Protected Information to a third party
(subcontractor, independent conltracior, agent, elc) without express writlen consent from
Affiliate unless and [o the extent required by law enfarcement or government bodies or as
otherwise lo the extent expressly required by applicable law or regulations or in the
Agreement: provided, however, that in the event such information is requested by a law
enforcement authority or governmental authority {or is required 1o be divailged by law or
regulation) FLR shall give advance notice of such disclosure requirctnent to Affiliake and
shall give Affillate a reasonable opportunity to object to and contest such disclosure,
including by seeking a protective order or other apprapriate remedy. In the event FLR [
permitted hereunder io disclose Pratected Information 1o a third party, FLR must obtain the
writlen agreement from such thitd party agreging lo be subject lo the same terms,
conditions, protections, and limitations with respect to Protected Information contatned in
this Attachment, and FLR shall remain liable to AHiliate for the actions and omissions of the
third party concerning the treatment of the Protected Informalion, in accardance with the
lerms harein.

2.5. FLR will not use, sel), rant, transfer, barter, exchange, assign, distribuir, or athervise process
or make available Prolected Information for FLR's own purposes or for the benefit of anyane
other than Affiliate without AHiliale's express written consent.

2.6. In the case of individually Idenlifiable health Information subject to the privacy
regulations issued under the Health Insurance Portability and Accountability Act of
19% (HIPAA), as amended, that is accessed, created or received by FLR on behalf of
Affiliate, FLR will be sublect to the lerms of the Bustiess Associale Agreement
enlered into behween the parties and incarporated herein by reference.

2.7. In the event Protected Informalion or protecied health information under HIPAA is
accessed, created or received by FLR on behalf of Affiliate and pursuant fo an
authorization, such information may be used or further disclosed only as specifically set
forth In such authorization.

2.8. Except as directed by Affiliate in wriling or as roquired under Section 6.2 below, FLR may
not modify or destroy any Protected Information. In the event FLR is permilted lo destroy
Protected Information under this Attachment, FLR shall burn, pulverize, or shred papers or
destroy or erase clectronic files or medio so that the Information on such papers, files, and
media cannot be read or reconstructed as per industry accepted frameworks such as NIST
Special Publication 808-53 or 1SO/IEC 27000.

3. REASONABLE SAFEGUARDS.

3.2. A “"Breach of Protected Information” shall mean (i) any act or omission that materially
compromises elther Personal Information or the physical, iechnical, administrative, or
organizational safeguards putl in place by FLR (or ils agents or subcontraclors), or by
AHiliate should FLR have access to Affiliate’s systems, that radale to the prolection of
Personal Information, (i) any unauthorized access, uses, disclosure, modification, or
destruction of Protecled Information kmown to FLR whether or not harm ls likely {o
result from the Breack, or {iif) receipt of a complaint in celation to the privacy practices of
FLR.

Notwithstanding any provision in
the RFP to the contrary, FLR shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless Affiliate, its afiliates,
members, directors, officers and employess (“Affiliate Indemnified Person”) from and against
any and all claims, suits, causes of action, inguiries, investigations, proceedings (a “Claim™), and
the resulting damages, fees, costs, penaltics, resolutions, assessments, losses, liabilities, or
judgments {including reasonable attorneys’ fecs) which may be imposed on or ineurred by or
Instituted against any such Affiliale Indemnified Person refating lo or arising out ok (a)
any access, use, disclosure, modification, or destruction of Protected Information that is not
permitied under this Atachment or applicable law; or (b) FLR's breach of this Attachment;
provided, that FLR will not be liable under this section to the extent any losses are
determined, in o final judgment by a court, not subject to further appeal, o have resulind
primarily from the gross nepligence, willful misconduct or bad faith of such Affiliate
Indemnified Person. FLR's obligations under this section extend to jls acts and omissions, as wel)
as the acls and omissions of FLR's employces, officers, subcontractors, independent contractors,
or agenls,

Affiliate Indemnified Person shall provide FLR with prompt writien notice of the existence of
any Claimy; nen-financial assistance at FLR's request and expense {o the exient reasonably
necessary for the defense of such Claim; and control over the defense or setllement of such
Ciaim, provided that no settlement requicing any financial payment from Affiliate Indemnified
Person, admission of liability by Affiliate Indemunified Person, or equitable or injunctive relief
shall be made without Affiliate Indemnified Person's prior written consent. Indemnitee shall
have the right to participate in the defense of any such Claim at its expense and through counse!
of its choosing.

Notwilhstanding anything In this section 4 to the contrary, the indemnification abligations of
FLR under this section 4 of Exhibit E and the other provisions of this Agreement are strictly
limited to the proceeds of insurance policies provided far pursuant to subparagraph 23(j) and
Exhibit G of this Agreement which are paid wilh respect to any clhim made for indemnification
by Affiliale or any Affiliate Indemnified Person hereunder.

Notwithstanding
the foregoing, FLR may cetain a copy of such Protected Information as FLR is required 1o
tetain for its regulatory purposes (but only the Prolecled Information necessary Jfor
compliance and only for as long as It is so required), provided that such copy must be
safeguarded by LR consistent with the lerms of this Attachment At such lime as the
Protecied Information ts no longer required to be maintained by FLR fer ils regulatory
purposes, FLR shall destroy said information.

Upon Affiliate's request, FLR shall promptly and accuralely complele an information security
questonnaire provided by Affiliote or a third party on Affilinte's behalf regarding FLR's
environment in relation 1o the Protected Information being accessed, creaied, received,
maintatned, processed, modified, used, disclosed or destroyed in connection with the Services,
Affilime compuler networks accessed, and/or services being provided to confirm compliance
with the Attachment, as well as any applicable laws, regulations, and indusiry stondards. FLR
shall fully cooperate with such inquiry. Affiliate shall ireat the information provided by FLR in
the security questionnaire as confidential.

Upon Affiliale’s request, FLR shall provide Affiliate with the results of any audit parformed that
assesses the effecliveness of FLR's information security program as refevant to the securily and
confidentiality of Protected Information processed or Affiliale computer networks accessed
during the course of this Agreement. FLR acknowledges that any such resulls are not intended
and do not provide a basis to conclude that FLR is compliant with any particular provision of
this Attachment or applicable law.

NOTWITHSTANDING ANYTHING IN THIS EXHIBIT E OR ELSEWHERE N THIS
AGREEMENT TO THE CONTRARY, AFFILIATE ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT FLR
IS NOT STORING ANY DATA OF AFFILIATE OR FROVIDING ANY DATA STORAGE
SERVICES FURSUANT TO THIS AGREEMENT.

incidental to the FLR's performance of the Agreement, opcrations, services or work performed
hereunder; and

2. Inlellectyal Property Liability, arising directly or indirectly out of any alfegation that

the Services, any product generated by the Services, or any part of the Services as
contemplated in this Agreement, conslitutes an infringement of any copyright, patent, trade
secret or any other inicllectual property right. If in any suit or proceeding, the Services, or any
product gencrated by the Services, is held to coopstitute an infringement and its use is
permanently enjoined, FLR shall, immediaicly, make every reasannhle effort to secure within
60 duys, for the City Indemnificd Parties u license, authorizing the continued use of the Service
or product. If FLR fails to sccure such e license for the City Indemnified Parties, then FLR
shall replace the Service or product with 2 non-infringing Service or product or moadify such
Service or product in a way satisfactory to Buyer, so that the Service or product is non-
infringing.

If FLR exercises its rights end obligations under this Agreement, FLR will {1} provide
reasonable nolice to the City Indemnified Parties of the applicoble claim or lisbility, and (2)
ollow City Indemnificd Partics, at their own cxpense, to participate in the litipation of such
claim or liability 10 protect their interests,

Notwithstanding anything in this Exhibit F the contrary, the indemnification obligations of
FLR undes this Exhibit F and the other provisions of this Agreement are strictly limited to the
proceeds of insuranee policics provided for pursuant to subparagraph 23(j) and Exhibit G of
this Agreement which are paid with respect to any claim made for indemnification mnde by
Affiliate or any of the City Indemnificd Parties hercunder. FLR shall not have any liability
whatsoever for indemnification under this Agreement to Affiliste or any of the City
Indemnificd Purties to the extent the same is nol paid for by the insurance coverage
maintained by FLR in accordance with this Agreement.

Any physical or chemical change in the product made intentionally by the vendor;

Repackaging, except when unpacked solely for the purpose of inspection, demonstration, tesling, or the
substitution of parts under instructions from the manufacturer, and then repackaged in the original
container;

Any failure to make such inspections, adjustments, tests or servicing as the vendor has agreed to make
or normally undertakes to make in the usual course of business, in connection with the distribution or sale
of the products;

Demonstration, installation, servicing or repair operations, except such operations performed at the
vendor's premises in connection with the sale of the product;

Products which, after distribution or sale by you, have been labeled or relabeled or used as a container,
part or ingredient of any other thing or subslance by or for the vendor; or

“Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising out of the sole negligence of the vendor for its own acls or
omissions or those of its employees or anyone else acling on its behalf, However, this exclusion does not
apply to:

(a) The exceptions contained in Subparagraphs (4} or (6); or

(b) Such inspections, adjustments, tests or servicing as the vendor has agreed to make or narmally
undertakes to make in the usual course of business, in connection with the distribution or sale of the
products.

This insurance does not apply to any insured person or organization, from whom you have acquired such
products, or any ingredient, part or container, entering into, accompanying or containing such products.

This insurance does not apply to any of "your producls" for which coverage is excluded under this Coverage

Part.
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With respect to the insurance afforded to the vendor under this endorsement, the following is added to Section I

G. Damage to Premises Rented or Occupied by You

Exclusions ¢. through n. do not apply to damage by "specific perils” to premises while rented to you or temporarily
occupied by you with permission of the owner. A separale Damage To Premises Rented To You Limit of
Insurance applies to this coverage as described in Section Il — Limits Of Insurance.

J. Limited Contractual Liability Coverage — Personal and Advertising Injury
1. Exclusion e. of Section | - Coverage B — Personal And Advertising Injury Liability is replaced by the following:
2. Exclusions

This insurance does not apply to:

e. Contractual Liability
"Personal and advertising injury” for which the insured has assumed liability in a contract or agreement.
This exclusion does not apply to:
(1) Liability for damages that the insured would have in the absence of the contract or agreement; or
(2} Liability for "personal and advertising injury” if:

(a) The "personal and advertising injury" arises out of the offenses of false arrest, delention or
imprisonment;

{b) The liability pertains to your business and is assumed in a written contract or written agreement in
which you assume the tort liability of another.

(4) Liability assumed under any "insured contract” for the ownership, maintenance or use of aircraft or watercraft;

{5) An aircraft that is hired or chartered by you or loaned to you, with a paid and licensed crew, and is not owned
in whole or in part by an insured: or
(6) "Bodily injury" or "property damage" arising out of:

(a) The operation of machinery or equipment that is attached to, or part of, a land vehicle that would qualify
under the definition of "mobile equipment” if it were not subject to a compulsory or financial responsibility
law or other motor vehicle insurance law where it is licensed or principally garaged; or

(b) The operation of any of the machinery or equipment listed in Paragraph f.(2) or f.(3) of the definition of
"mobile equipment".

Q. Definitions — Leased Worker, Temporary Worker and Labor Leasing Firm

T.  Priority Condition

A Contractor, within five {5) days after receiving a purchase order, shall notify the Customer of any
potential delivery delays. Evidence of inability or intentional delays shall be cause for Contract canceflation and
Contractor suspension.

12. installation. Where installation is required, Contractor shall be responsible for placing and installing the product in
the required locations at no additlonal charge, unless otherwise deslgnated on the Contract or purchase order.
Contractor’s authorized product and price list shall clearly and separately identify any additional installation chargas.
All materials used in the installation shall be of good quality and shall be free of dafects that would diminish the
appearance of the product or render it structurally or operationally unsound. Installation Includes the furnishing of any
equipment, rigging, and materials required to install or replace the product in the proper location. Contractor shall
protect the site from damage and shall repair damages or injury caused during installation by Contractor or its
employees or agents. If any alteration, dismantiing, excavation, etc., is required to achieve instaliation, the Contractor
shall promptly restore the structure or site to Its original condition. Contractor shall pesform Installation work so as to
cause the least inconvenlence and Interference with Customers and with proper consideration of others on site. Upon
completion of the instaliation, the location and surrounding area of work shall be left clean and in a neat and
unobstructed conditlon, with everything in satisfactory repair and order.

13. Risk of Loss. Matters of inspection and acceptance are addressed In s. 215.422, F.S. Until acceptance, risk of loss or
damage shall remain with the Contractor. The Contractor shall be responsible for filing, processing, and collecting all
damage clalms. To assist the Contractor with damage claims, the Customer shall: record any evidence of visible
damage on all coples of the delivering carrier's Bill of Lading; report damages to the carrier and the Contractor; and
provide the Contractor with a copy of the carrier's Bill of Lading and damage inspectlon report. When a Customer
rejects a product, Contractor shall remove it from the premises within ten days after notification or rejection. Upon
rejection natification, the risk of loss of rejected or non-conforming product shall remain with the Contractor. Rejected
product not removed by the Contractor within ten days shall be deemed abandoned by the Contractor, and the
Customer shall have the right to dispose of it as its own property. Contractor shalf reimburse the Customer for costs
and expenses incurred in storing or effecting removal or disposition of rejected product.

14, Transaction Fee. The State of Florida has Instituted MyFloridaMarketPlace, a statewide eProcurement System
(“System”). Pursuant to section 287.057(23), Florida Statutes {2002}, all payments shall be assessed a Transaction Fee
of ane parcent (1.0%), which the Contractor shall pay to the State, unless exempt pursuant to 60A-1.032, F.A.C.

For payments within the State accounting system (FLAIR or its successor), the Transaction Fee shall, when possible, be
automatically deducted from payments to the Contractor. If automatic deduction is not passihie, the Contractor shall
pay the Transaction Fee pursuant to Rule 60A-1.031(2), F.A.C. By submission of these reports and corresponding
payments, Contractor certifies their correctness. All such reports and payments shall be subject to audit by the State or
Its designee.

Contractor shall receive a credit for any Transaction Fee pald by the Contractor for the purchase of any item(s) if such
Item(s) are returned to the Contractor through no fault, act, or omission of the Contractor. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, a Transaction Fee Is non-refundable when an item Is rejected or returned, or declined, due to the
Contractor’s fallure to perform or comply with specifications or raquirements of the agreement.
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Failure to comply with thase requirements shall constitute grounds for declaring the Contractor in default and
recovering reprocurement costs from the Contractor in addition to all outstanding fees. CONTRACTORS DELINQUENT
IN PAYING TRANSACTION FEES MAY BE SUBIECT TO BEING REMOVED FROM THE DEPARTMENT OF MANAGEMENT
SERVICES’ VENDOR LIST AS PROVIDED IN RULE 60A-1.006, F.A.C.

15. involcing and Payment. Invoices shall contain the Contract number, purchase order aumber if applicable, and the
appropriate vendor Identification number. The State may require any other information from the Contractor that the
State deems necessary to verify any purchase order placed under the Contract.

At the State’s option, Contractors may be required to invoice electronically pursuant to guidellnes of the Department
of Management Services. Current guidelines require that Contractor supply electronic Invoices in lieu of paper-based
involces for those transactions processed through the system. Electronic Invoices shall be submitted to the Customer
through the Ariba Supplier Network {ASN) in one of the following mechanisms — EDI 810, cXML, or web-based invoice
entry within the ASN.

Payment shall be made in accordance with sections 215.422 and 287.0585 of the Florida Statutes, which govern time
limits for payment of invoices. Invoices that must be returned to a Contractor due to preparation errors will result in a
delay in payment. Contractors may call (850) 413-7265 Monday through Friday to inquire about the status of payments
by State Agencies. The Custamer is responsible far afl payments under the Contract, A Customer’s failure to pay, or
delay in payment, shall not constitute a breach of the Contract and shall not relieve the Contractor of its obligations to
the Department or to other Customers.

16. Taxes. The State does not pay Federal excise or sales taxes on direct purchases of tangible personal property. The
State will not pay for any persanal property taxes levied on the Contractor or for any taxes levied on employees’
wages. Any exceptions to this paragraph shall be explicitly noted by the Customer in the special contract conditions
sectlon of the solicitatlon orin the Contract or purchase order.

17. Governmental Restrictions. If the Contractor believes that any governmental restrictions have been imposed that
require alteration of the material, quality, workmanship or perfarmance of the products offered under the Contract,
the Contractor shall immediately notify the Customer in wrlting, indicating the specific restriction. The Customer
reserves the right and the complete discretion to accept any such alteration or to cancel the Contract at no further
expense to the Customer,

18, Lobbying and Integrity. Customers shall ensure compliance with Section 11,062, FS and Section 216.347, FS. The
Contractar shall not, in connection with this or any other agreement with the State, directly or indirectly (1) offer,
confer, or agree to confer any pecunlary benefit on anyone as conslderation for any State officer or employee’s
decislon, opinion, recommendation, vote, other exerclse of discretion, or violatlon of a known legal duty, or |2) offer,
give, or agree to give to anyone any gratuity for the benefit of, or at the dlrection or request of, any State officer or
employee. For purposes of clause (2}, “gratuity” means any payment of more than nominal monetary value in the form
of eash, travel, entertainment, gifts, meals, lodging, loans, subscriptions, advances, deposits of money, services,
employment, or contracts of any kind . Upon request of the Customer’s Inspector General, or other authorized State
official, the Centractor shall provide any type of information the inspector General deems relevant to the Contractor’s
integrity or responsibility. Such information may include, but shall not be limited to, the Contractor’s business or
financial records, documents, or files of any type or form that refer to or relate to the Contract. The Contractor shall
retain such records for the longer of {1) three years after the expiration of the Contract or (2) the period required by
the General Records Schedules maintained by the Florida DOepartment of State (available at:

http://dlls.dos.state.fl.us/barm/genschedules/gensched.htm). The Contractor agrees to reimburse the State for the

reascnable casts of investigation incurred by the Inspector General or other authorized State official for investigations
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of the Contractor's compliance with the terms of this or any other agreement between the Contractor and the State
which results in the suspension or debarment of the Contractor. Such costs shall include, but shall not be limited to:
salaries of investigators, including overtime; travel and lodging expenses; and expert witness and documentary fees.
The Contractor shall not be responsible for any costs of investigations that do not result in the Contractor's suspension
or debarment,

19. Indemnification, The Contractor shall be fully liable for the actions of Its agents, employees, partners, or
subcontracters and shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State and Customers, and their officers,
agents, and employees, from suits, actions, damages, and costs of every name and description, including attorneys’
fees, arising from or relating to personal injury and damage to real or personzl tanglble property alleged to be caused
in whole or In part by Contractor, its agents, employees, partners, or subcontractors, provided, however, that the
Contractor shall not indemnify for that portion of any loss or damages proximately caused by the nagligent act or
omission of the State or a Customer.

Further, the Contractor shall fully indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the State and Customers from any suits,
actions, damages, and costs of every name and description, including attorneys’ fees, arising from or relating to
violation or infringement of a trademark, copyright, patent, trade secret or intellectual property right, provided,
however, that the foregoing obligation shall not apply to a Customer’s misuse or modification of Cantractar’s products
or a Customer’s operation or use of Contractor's products in a manner not contemplated by the Contract or the
purchase order. If any product is the subject of an infringement suit, or in the Contractor's opinion is llkely to become
the subject of such a suit, the Contractor may at its sole expense procure for the Customer the right to continue using
the product or to modlfy It to become non-Infringing. If the Contractor is not reasonably able to modify or otherwisa
secure the Customer the right to continue using the product, the Contractor shall remove the product and refund the
Customer the amounts paid in excess of a reasonable rental for past use. The customer shall not be liable for any
royalties.

The Contractor’s obligations under the preceding two paragraphs with respect to any legal action are contingent upon
the State or Customer giving the Contractor (1) written notice of any action or threatened action, (2} the opportunity
to take over and settle or defend any such action at Contractor’s sole expense, and {3} assistance in defending the
actlon at Contractor’s sole expense. The Contractor shall not be liable for any cost, expense, or compromise incurred
or made by the State or Customer in any legal action without the Contractor's prior written consent, which shall not be
unreasonably withheld.

20. Limitation of Liablility. For all clalms against the Contractor under any contract or purchase order, and regardless of
the basis on which the claim is made, the Contractor's liability under a contract or purchase order for direct damages
shall be limited to the greater of $100,000, the dollar amount of the contract or purchase order, or two times the
charges rendered by the Contractor under the purchase order. This limitation shall not apply to claims arising under
the Indemnity paragraph contain In this agreement.

Unless otherwise specifically enumerated in the Contract or in the purchase order, no party shall be liable to another
for special, indirect, punitive, or consequential damages, including lost data or records (unless the contract or purchase
order requires the Contractor to back-up data or records}, even If the party has been advised that such damages are
possible . No party shali be liable for lost profits, lost revenue, or lost institutional operating savings. The State and
Customer may, in addition to other remedies available to them at law or equity and upon notice to the Contractor,
retain such monies from amounts due Contractor as may be necessary to satisfy any claim for damages, penalties,
costs and the llke asserted by or against them. The State may set off any liability or other obfigation of the Contractor
or Its affiliates to the State against any payments due the Contractor under any contract with the State.
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21. Suspension of Work. The Customer may In its sole discretion suspend any or all activities under the Contract ar
purchase order, at any time, when in the best interests of the State to do so. The Customer shall provide the
Contractor written natice outlining the particulars of suspension. Examples of the reason for suspension include, but
are not limited to, budgetary constraints, declaration of emergency, or ather such circumstances. After receiving a
suspension notice, the Contractor shall comply with the notice and shall not accept any purchase orders. Within ninety
days, or any longer period agreed to by the Contractor, the Customer shall either (1) issue a notice authorizing
resumption of work, at which time activity shall reseme, or {2) terminate the Contract or purchase order. Suspension
of work shall not entitle the Contractor to any additional compensation,

22. Termination for Convenience. The Customer, by written notice to the Contractor, may terminate the Contract In
whole or in part when the Customer determines in its sole discretion that it Is in the State’s interest to do so. The
Contractor shall not furnish any product after it receives the notice of terminatlon, except as nacessary to complete
the continued portion of the Contract, if any. The Contractor shall not be entitled to recover any cancellation charges
or lost profits.

- 23. Termination for Cause. The Customer may terminate the Contract if the Contractor fails to (1) deliver the product
within the time specified in the Contract or any extension, {2) maintaln adequate progress, thus endangering
performance of the Contract, {3) honor any term of the Contract, or (4) abide by any statutory, regulatory, or licensing
requirement. Rule 60A-1.006(3), F.A.C., governs the procedure and cansequences of default. The Contractor shall
cantinue work on any work not terminated. Except for defaults of subcontractors at any tier, the Contractor shall not
be liable for any excess costs If the fallure to perform the Contract arises from events completely beyond the control,
and without the fault or negligence, of the Contractor. if the failure to perform Is caused by the default of a
subcontractor at any tler, and If the cause of the default is completely beyond the control of both the Contractor and
the subcontractor, and without the fault or negligence of either, the Contractor shall not be liable for any excess costs
for fallure to perform, unless the subcontracted products were obtainable from other sources In sufficient time for the
Contractor to meet the required delivery schedule. If, after termination, it Is determined that the Contractor was not in
default, or that the default was excusable, the rights and obligations of the parties shall be the same as if the
termination had been issued for the convenience of the Customer. The rights and remedies of the Customer in this
clause are In addition 1o any other rights and remedies provided by law or under the Contract.

24. Force Majeure, Notice of Delay, and No Damages for Delay, The Contractor shall not be responsible for delay
resulting from its fallure to perfarm if neither the fault nor the nagligence of the Contractor or its emplayees or agents
contributed to the delay and the delay is due directly to acts of God, wars, acts of public enemies, strikes, fires, floods,
or other similar cause wholly beyond the Contractor’s control, or for any of the foregoing that affect subcontractors or
suppliers if no alternate source of supply is available to the Contractor. In case of any delay the Contractor believes is
excusable, the Contractor shall notify the Customer In writing of the delay or potential detay and describe the cause of
the delay either (1) within ten (10} days after the cause that creates or will create the delay first arose, if the
Contractor could reasonably foresee that a delay could occur as a result, or (2) if delay is not reasenably foreseeable,
within five (S) days after the date the Contractor first had reason to believe that a delay could resuit . THE FOREGOING
SHALL CONSTITUTE THE CONTRACTOR'S SOLE REMEDY OR EXCUSE WITH RESPECT TO DELAY. Providing notice in
strict accordance with this paragraph Is a condition precedent to such remedy. No claim for damages, other than for an
extension of time, shall be asserted against the Customer. The Contractor shall not be entitled to an Increase In the
Contract price or payment of any kind from the Customer for direct, indirect, consequential, impact or other costs,
expenses or damages, Including but not limited to costs of acceleration or inefficiency, arising because of delay,
disruption, interference, or hindrance from any cause whatsoever. if performance is suspended or delayed, in whole or
In part, due to any of the causes described in this paragraph, after the causes have ceased to exist the Contractar shall
perform at no increased cost, unless the Customer determines, in its sole discretion, that the delay will significantly
Impalr the value of the Contract to the State or to Customers, in which case the Customer may (1) accept allocated
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performance or dellveries frem the Contractor, provided that the Contractor grants preferential treatment to
Customers with respect to products subjected to allocatlon, or (2) purchase from other sources {without recourse to
and by the Contractor for the related costs and expenses) to replace all or part of the products that are the subject of
the delay, which purchases may be deducted from the Contract quantity, or {3) terminate the Contract In whole or in
part,

25. Changes. The Customer may unilaterally require, by written order, changes altering, adding to, or deducting from
the Contract specifications, provided that such changes are within the general scope of the Contract. The Customer
may make an equitable adjustment in the Contract price or delivery date if the change affects the cost or time of
performance. Such equitable adjustments require the written consent of the Contractor, which shall nat be
unreasonably withheld. If unusual quantity requirements arise, the Customer may solicit separate bids to satisfy them.

26. Renewal. Upon mutual agreement, the Customer and the Contractor may renew the Contract, in whaole or In part,
for a period that may not exceed 3 years or the term of the contract, whichever period is longer. Any renewal shall
specify the renewal price, as set forth in the solicitation response. The renewal must be in writing and signed by both
parties, and Is contingent upon satisfactory performance evaluations and subject to availabllity of funds.

27. Purchase Order Duratlon. Purchase orders issued pursuant to a state term or agency contract must be received by
the Contractor no later than close of business on the last day of the contract's term to be considered timely. The
Contractor is obliged to flll those orders in accordance with the contract's terms and conditlons. Purchase orders
received by the contractor after close of business an the last day of the state term or agency contract’s term shall be
considered vold.

Purchase orders for a one-time delivery of commodities or performance of contractual services shall be valid through
the performance by the Contractor, and all terms and conditions of the state term or agency contract shall apply ta the
single delivery/performance, and shall survive the termination of the Contract.

Contractors are required to accept purchase orders specifying delivery schedules exceeding the contracted schedule
even when such extended dellvery will occur after expiration of the state term or agency contract. For example, if a
state term contract calls for delivery 30 days after receipt of order {ARO), and an order specifies delivery will occur
both In excess of 30 days ARO and after expiration of the state term contract, the Contractor will accept the order.
However, if the Contractor expressly and in writing notifies the ordering office within ten {10) calendar days of receipt
of the purchase order that Contractor will not accept the extended delivery terms beyond the expiration of the state
term contract, then the purchase order will either be amended in writing by the ardering entity within ten (10)
calendar days of receipt of the contractor’s notice to reflect the state term contract delivery schedule, or it shall be
considered withdrawn.

The duration of purchase orders for recurring deliverles of commoditles or performance of services shall not exceed
the expiration of the state term or agency contract by more than twelve manths. However, if an extended pricing plan
offered in the state term or agency contract is selected by the ordering entity, the contract terms on pricing plans and
renewals shall govern the maximum duration of purchase orders reflecting such pricing plans and renewals.

Timely purchase orders shall be valid through their specified term and performance by the Contractor, and all terms
and conditions of the state term or agency contract shall apply to the recurring delivery/performance as provided
herein, and shall survive the termination of the Contract.

Ordering offices shall not renew a purchase order Issued pursuant to a state term or agency contract if the underlying
contract expires prior to the effective date of the renewal.
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28. Advertising. Subject to Chapter 119, Florida Statutes, the Contractor shall not publicly disseminate any Information
concerning the Cantract without prior written approval from the Customer, including, but not limited to mentioning
the Contract in a press release or other promotlonal material, identifying the Custamer or the State as a reference, or
otherwlise linking the Contractor's name and either a description of the Contract or the name of the State or the
Customer in any material published, either in print or electronically, to any entity that is not a party to Contract, except
potential or actual authorized distributors, dealers, resellers, or service representative.

29. Assignment. The Contractor shall not sell, assign or transfer any of Its rights, dutles or obfligations under the
Contract, or under any purchase order issued pursuant to the Contract, without the prlor written consent of the
Customer. In the event of any assignment, the Contractor remains secondarlly liable for performance of the contract,
unless the Customer expressly waives such secondary liability. The Customer may assign the Contract with prior
written notice to Contractor of its intent to do so.

30. Antitrust Assignment. The Contractor and the State of Florida recognize that in actual economic practice,
overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by the State of Florida. Therefore, the
contractor hereby assigns to the State of Florida any and all claims for such overcharges as to goods, materials or
services purchased in connection with the Contract.

31. Dispute Resolution. Any dispute concerning performance of the Contract shall be decided by the Customer's
designated contract manager, who shall reduce the decision to writing and serve a copy on the Contractor. The
decision shall be final and conciusive unless within twenty one (21} days from the date of recelpt, the Contractor files
with the Customer a petition for administrative hearing. The Customer’s decision on the petition shall be final, subject
to the Contractor’s right to review pursuant to Chapter 120 of the Florlda Statutes. Exhaustion of administrative
remedies is an absolute condition precedent to the Contractor's ability to pursue any other form of dispute resolution;
provided, however, that the parties may employ the alternative dispute resolution procedures outlined in Chapter 120.

Without limiting the foregaing, the exclusive venue of any tegal or equitable action that arises out of or relates to the
Contract shall be the appropriate state court in Leon County, Florida; in any such action, Florida law shall apply and the
parties walve any right ta jury trial.

32. Employees, Subcontractors, and Agents. All Contractor emplayees, subcontractors, or agents performing work
undar the Contract shall be properly trained technicians who meet or exceed any specified training qualifications.
Upon request, Contractor shall furnish a copy of technical certification or other proof of qualification. All employees,
subcontractors, or agents performing work under the Contract must comply with zll security and administrative
requirements of the Customer and shall comply with all controlling laws and regulatlons relevant to the services they
are providing under the Contract. The State may conduct, and the Contractor shall cooperate In, a security background
check or otherwise assess any employee, subcontractor, or agent furnished by the Contractar. The State may refuse
access to, or require replacement of, any personnel for cause, Including, but not limited to, technical or training
qualifications, quality of work, change in security status, or non-compliance with a Customer’s security or other
requirements, Such approval shall not raliave the Contractor of its obligation to perform all wark in compliance with
the Contract. The State may reject and bar from any facility for cause any of the Contractor's employees,
subcontractors, or agents.

33. Security and Confidentiality. The Contractor shall comply fully with all security procedures of the United States,
State of Florida and Customer in performance of the Contract. The Contractor shall not divulge to third parties any
confidential Information obtained by the Contractor or its agents, distributors, resellers, subcontractors, officers or
employees In the course of performing Contract work, including, but not limited to, security procedures, business
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operations information, or commercial proprietary information In the possession of the State or Customer. The
Contractor shall not be required to keep confidentlal Information ar material that is publicly available through no fault
of the Contractor, material that the Contractor developed Independently without relying on the State’s or Customer's
confidential information, or material that is otherwise obtalnable under State law as a public record. To insure
confidentiality, the Contractor shall take appropriate steps as to its personnel, agents, and subcontractors. The
warranties of this paragraph shall survive the Centract.

34. Contractor Employees, Subcontractors, and Other Agents. The Customer and the State shall take all actions
necessary to ensure that Contractor's employees, subcontractors and other agents are not employees of the State of
Florida. Such actlons Include, but are not limited to, ensuring that Contractor's employees, subcontractors, and other
agents recelve benefits and necessary insurance (health, workers' compensations, and unemployment) from an
employer other than the State of Florida,

35. Insurance Requirements, During the Contract term, the Contractor at its sole expense shall provide commercial
insurance of such a type and with such terms and limits as may be reasonably assoclated with the Contract, Providing
and maintaining adequate insurance coverage Is a material obligatian of the Contractor. Upon request, the Contractor
shall provide certificate of insurance. The limits of coverage under each policy maintained by the Contractor shall not
be interpreted as limiting the Contractor's ltability and cbligations under the Contract. All insurance policies shall be
through insurers authorized or eligible to write policies in Florida.

36. Warranty of Authority. Each person signing the Contract warrants that he or she Is d uly authorized to do so and to
bind the respective party to the Contract.

37. Warranty of Abllity to Perform. The Contractor warrants that, ta the best of its knowledge, there is no pending or
threatened action, proceeding, or investigation, or any other legal or financial conditlon, that would in any way
prohibit, restrain, or diminish the Contractor's ability to satisfy its Contract obligations. The Contractor warrants that
neither It nor any affiliate Is currently on the convicted vendor list maintained pursuant to section 287.133 of the
Florida Statutes, or on any similar list maintained by any other state or the federal government, The Contractor shall
immediately notify the Customer in writing If its ability to perform is compromised in any manner during the term of
the Contract.

38. Notices. All notices required under the Cantract shall be delivered by certified mail, return recelpt requested, by
reputable alr courler service, or by personal delivery to the agency designee identified In the original solicitation, or as
otherwise identified by the Customer. Notices to the Contractor shall be delivered to the person who signs the
Contract. Either designated reciplent may notify the other, in writing, If someone else is designated to receive notice.

39, Leases and Installment Purchases. Prior approval of the Chief Financial Officer (as defined in Section 17.001, F.5.} is
required for State agencies to enter into or to extend any lease or installment-purchase agreement In excess of the
Category Two amount established by section 287.017 of the Florida Statutes.

40. Prison Rehablilitative Industries and Diversified Enterprises, Inc. (PRIDE). Section 946.515{2), F.S. requires the
following statement to be included in the solicitation: "It Is expressly understood and agreed that any articles which
are the subject of, or required to carry out, the Contract shall be purchased from the corporation identified ynder
Chapter 246 of the Florida Statutes (PRIDE) in the same manner and under the same procedures set forth in section
946.515(2) and {4) of the Florida Statutes; and for purposes of the Contract the person, firm, or other business entity
carrying out the provisions of the Contract shall be daemed to be substituted for the agency insofar as dealings with
such corporation are concerned.” Additional Information about PRIDE and the products it offers is available at

http://www.pridefl.com,
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41, Products Avallable from the Blind or Other Handicapped. Section 413.036(3), F.S. requires the following
statement to be included in the solicitation: "It Is expressly understood and agreed that any articles that are the
subject of, or required to carry out, this contract shall be purchased from a nonprofit agency for the Blind or for the
Severely Handicapped that is qualified pursuant to Chapter 413, Florida Statutes, in the same manner and under the
same procedures set forth in section 413.036(1) and (2), Florida Statutes; and for purposes of this contract the person,
firm, or other business entity carrying out the provisions of this contract shall be deemed to be substituted for the
State agency insofar as dealings with such qualified nonprefit agency are concerned.” Additlonal information about the

designated nonprofit agency and the products it offers is avallable at http://www.respectofilorida.org.

42. Modification of Terms. The Contract contains all the terms and conditions agreed upon by the parties, which terms
and conditions shall govern all transactions between the Customer and the Contractor. The Contract may only be
modified or amended upon mutual written agreement of the Customer and the Contractor. No oral agreements or
representations shall be valid or binding upon the Customer or the Contractor.

This right
shall survive for a period of five (5) years following termination of this Agraement or fina! paymant for any order placed
by a Purchasing Entily against this Agraemanl, whichever is later, to assure compliance with the terms heraof or to
avaluate performance hereunder.

Without limiting any other remedy available to any governmental entily, the Contractor shall reimburse tha applicable
Lead State, Participating Entity, or Purchasing Enlity for an overpayments inconsistent with the terms of tha Master
Agreement or orders or underpayment of fees found as a resuil of the axamination of the Contractor's records.

The rights and obligations herein right exist in addition 1o any quality assurance obligation in the Master Agreement
requiring the Contractor lo self-audil conlract oblgalions and that permits the Lead State Master Agreement
Administrator lo review compliance with those obligations.

Records will be retained longer if required by Participating Entity's law.

27. REPORTS - SUMMARY AND DETAILED USAGE. In addilion to other reports that may be required by this

solicitation, the Contract Vendor shall provide the foliowing WSCA-NASPO reports.

a. Summary Sales Dala. The Contractor shall submit quarterly sales reports directly to WSCA-NASPO using the
WSCA-NASPO Quarierly Sales/Adminisirative Fee Reporting Tool found at
htip:/Aww.naspo.org/WNCPO/Caleulator.aspx.

¢ Reportable sales for the summary sales data report and detailed sales data report includes sales to employees
for personal use where autherized by the Parlicipating Addendum. Specific data in relation to sales to employees
for personal use to be defined in the final contract award to ensure only pub'ic Information is reporied.

d. Timely submission of these reports Is a material requirement of the Master Agreement. The recipient of the
reports shall have exclusive ownership of the media containing the reports. The Lead State and WSCA-NASPO
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shall have a perpetual, irrevocable, non-exclusive, royalty free, transferable right to disp'ay, modify, copy, and
otharwize use reports, data and information provided under this section

28. ACCEPTANCE AND ACCEPTANCE TESTING.

A. Acceptance. Purchasing Entity (the enlity authorized under the ferms of any Participating Addendum lo place
orders under this Master Agreement) shall determine whether all Praducts and Services delivered meet tha
Contractor's published specifications (a.k.a. “Spacifications”). No payment shall be made for any Products or
Services until the Purchasing Entity has accepted the Products or Services.

The Purchasing Entity (the entity authorized under the temms of any Participaling Addendum
to place orders under this Master Agreemant) and the Contract Vendor shall determine if Acceptance Tasling is
applicable and/or required for the purchase. The terms in regards to acceplance festing will be negotiated, in writing,
as mu_:ually agreed.

The Contract Vendor
shall not use, willingly allow or cauae to allow such material lo be used for any purpose cther than performance of
the Contract Vendor’s obligations under this Master Agreement without the prior written consent of the Purchasing
Entity.

b. Rights, Title and Interest, All rights, titie, and interest in all of the intellactual proparty rights, Including copyrights,
patents, trade secrels, rade marks, and service marks in the sald documents that the Contract Vendor conceives
or originates, either individually or jointly with others, which arises out of the performance of the Masler
Agreement, will be the property of the Purchasing Entity and are, by the Master Agreement, assigned lo the
Purchasing Entily along with ownership of any and all copyrlghts In the copyrightable malerial. The Contract
Vender also agrees, upon the request of the Purchasing Entity, to execute all papers and perfenn all other acts
necessary {o assist the Purchasing Entity to oblain and register copyrights on such materials. Where applicable,
works of authorship created by the Contract Vendor for the Purchasing Entily in performance of the Master
Agraement shall be censidered "works for hire” as defined in the U.S, Copyright Act.

Subject to payment in full for the products, equipment or services, the Contract
Vendor grants the Purchasing Entily a perpelual, iravocable, non-exclusive, royelly free license for Contract
Vendor's pre-axisting intellectual properiy that is contained in the products, materials, aguipment or services that
are purchased through this Masier Agreement Contracl Vendor will retain all right, title and interest in and to ail
Intellectual Property Rights in or related to the services, or tangible components thereol, including but not limited
to (a) all know-how, intellectual property, methodologies, processes, technologies, algorilhms, software or
development tools used in pedommning the services, and (b) such ideas, concepts, know-how, processes and
reusable reports, designs, charts, plans, specifications, documentation, forms, templales or output which are
developad, creatad or otherwise used by or on behalf of Contract Vendor in the course of perferming the services

Entity to declare a default or enforce any rights and remedies shall not operate as a waiver under this Master

commercially reascnable manner, and (d) the Product is free of defecis.

In the event the Contract Vendor receives a request 1o release the dala refesred lo in this article, the Contract Vendor
rust immediately notify lhe Lead State. The Lead Slale will give the Contract Vendor inslructions concerning the
release of the data lo the requesting party before the data Is released. The clvil remedies of Minn. Stat. § 13.08,
apply to the release of the data by either the Contract Vendor or the Lead Stale.

The Conlract Vendor agrees to indemnify, save, and hold the State of Minnesota, its agent and employees, harmless
from all claims arising out of, resulting from, or in any manner aitributable to any violation of any provision of the
Minnesota Government Dala Praclices Act (and where applicable, the Rules of Public Access to Records of the
Judicial Branch), including legal fees and disbursements paid or incurred to enforce this provision of the Master

Notwithstanding the foregoing, Contract Vendor shall have no obligation undar this Section for any claim resulling or
arising from (1) medifications of the Products, Software, Services Delivarables that were not performed by or on
behalf of Contract Vendor, (2) the combination, operation, or use of the Producls, Software, Sarvices or Deliverables
in connection with a third-party product, softwars or service (the combination of which causes the claimed
infringement); or (3) Contract Vendar's compliance with Paricipating Entity's writlen specifications or directions,
including the incorporation of any software or other materials or processes provided by or requested by Participaling
Entity. Contract Vendor's duty to indemnify and defend under this Section Is contingent upon: (x) Contract Vendor
receiving prompl written nolice of the third-party claim or action for which Conlract Vendor must indemnify
Participating Entity, (y) Conlract Vendor having the right to selely control the defense and resolution of such clzim or
action, and (z) Participating Enlity's cooperation with Contract Vendor in defending and resolving such claim or action.
This Section stales Participating Enlity's exclusive remedies for any third-party intellectual property claim or action,
and nothing in this Agreement or elsewhere will obligate Conlract Vendor to provide any greater indemnity to
Particlpating Entity.

JURISDICTION AND VENUE, This RFP and any ensuing Master Agreement, its amendments and supplements
thereto, shall be governed by the laws of the State of Minnesota, USA. Venue for all legel proceedings arising out of
lhe Master Agreement, or breach thereaf, shall be in the Stale or federa) coust with competent jurisdiction in Ramsey
County, Minnesota. By submitting a response to this Request for Proposal, a Responder voluntarily agrees to be
subjact lo the jurisdiction of Minnescta for all proceedings arising out of this RFP, any ensuing Master Agreement, or
any breach thereof,

LAWS AND REGULATIONS. Any and all services, articles or equipment offered and furnished must comply fully
with all local, State and federal laws and regulations, including Minn. Stat. § 181.59 prohibiting discrimination and
business registralion requiremants of the Office of the Minnescta Secretary of State.

NONVISUAL ACCESS STANDARDS. Pursuant to Minn. Stat, § 16C 145, the Contract Vendor shal' comply with the
following nonvisual technology access standards ;

The overall project cansists of a dirt road that is proposed to be paved in Memorial Cemetery focated in
Jacksonville, Florida. Our scope of work includes performing geotechnical exploration and evaluation for the
dirt road, which is approximately 1,800 feet long.

The ERC has a
capacity for 15 youth and has experienced a decrease in youth since reopening after the pandemic.
