CONTRACT

This Contract is between Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN
56479 (Sourcewell) and Mannington Mills, Inc., 1844 US Highway 41 SE, Calhoun, GA 30701

{Supplier).

Sourcewell is a State of Minnesota local government unit and service cooperative created
under the laws of the State of Minnesota (Minnesota Statutes Section 123A.21) that offers
cooperative procurement solutions to government entities. Participation is open to eligible
federal, state/province, and municipal governmental entities, higher education, K-12 education,
nonprofit, tribal government, and other public entities located in the United States and Canada.
Sourcewell issued a public solicitation for Flooring Materials with Related Supplies and Services
from which Supplier was awarded a contract.

Supplier desires to contract with Sourcewell to provide equipment, products, or services to
Sourcewell and the entities that access Sourcewell’s cooperative purchasing contracts
{Participating Entities).

1. TERM OF CONTRACT
A. EFFECTIVE DATE. This Contract is effective upon the date of the final signature below.

EXPIRATION DATE AND EXTENSION. This Contract expires August 9, 2027, unless it is cancelled
sooner pursuant to Article 22. This Contract allows up to three additional one-year extensions
upon the request of Sourcewell and written agreement by Supplier. Sourcewell retains the right
to consider additional extensions beyond seven years as required under exceptional
circumstances.

B. SURVIVAL OF TERMS. Notwithstanding any expiration or termination of this Contract, all
payment obligations incurred prior to expiration or termination will survive, as will the
following: Articles 11 through 14 survive the expiration or cancellation of this Contract. All
other rights will cease upon expiration or termination of this Contract.

2. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES

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A. EQUIPMENT, PRODUCTS, OR SERVICES. Supplier will provide the Equipment, Products, or
Services as stated in its Proposal submitted under the Solicitation Number listed above.
Supplier’s Equipment, Products, or Services Proposal (Proposal) is attached and incorporated
into this Contract.

All Equipment and Products provided under this Contract must be new and the current model.
Supplier may offer close-out or refurbished Equipment or Products if they are clearly indicated
in Supplier’'s product and pricing list. Unless agreed to by the Participating Entities in advance,
Equipment or Products must be delivered as operational to the Participating Entity’s site.

This Contract offers an indefinite quantity of sales, and while substantial volume is anticipated,
sales and sales volume are not guaranteed.

B. WARRANTY. Supplier warrants that all Equipment, Products, and Services furnished are free
from liens and encumbrances, and are free from defects in design, materials, and workmanship.
In addition, Supplier warrants the Equipment, Products, and Services are suitable for and will
perform in accordance with the ordinary use for which they are intended. Supplier’s dealers
and distributors must agree to assist the Participating Entity in reaching a resolution in any
dispute over warranty terms with the manufacturer. Any manufacturer's warranty that extends
beyond the expiration of the Supplier’s warranty will be passed on to the Participating Entity.

C. DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS, AND/OR RESELLERS. Upon Contract execution and throughout
the Contract term, Supplier must provide to Sourcewell a current means to validate or
authenticate Supplier’s authorized dealers, distributors, or resellers relative to the Equipment,
Products, and Services offered under this Contract, which will be incorporated into this
Contract by reference. It is the Supplier’s responsibility to ensure Sourcewell receives the most
current information.

3. PRICING

All Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract will be priced at or below the price
stated in Supplier’s Proposal.

When providing pricing quotes to Participating Entities, all pricing guoted must reflect a
Participating Entity’s total cost of acquisition. This means that the quoted cost is for delivered
Equipment, Products, and Services that are operational for their intended purpose, and
includes all costs to the Participating Entity’s requested delivery location.

Regardless of the payment method chosen by the Participating Entity, the total cost associated

with any purchase option of the Equipment, Products, or Services must always be disclosed in
the pricing quote to the applicable Participating Entity at the time of purchase.

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A. SHIPPING AND SHIPPING COSTS. All delivered Equipment and Products must be properly
packaged. Damaged Equipment and Products may be rejected. If the damage is not readily
apparent at the time of delivery, Supplier must permit the Equipment and Products to be
returned within a reasonable time at no cost to Sourcewell or its Participating Entities.
Participating Entities reserve the right to inspect the Equipment and Products at a reasonable
time after delivery where circumstances or conditions prevent effective inspection of the
Equipment and Products at the time of delivery. In the event of the delivery of nonconforming
Equipment and Products, the Participating Entity will notify the Supplier as soon as possible and
the Supplier will replace nonconforming Equipment and Products with conforming Equipment
and Products that are acceptable to the Participating Entity.

Supplier must arrange for and pay for the return shipment on Equipment and Products that arrive
in a defective or inoperable condition.

Sourcewell may declare the Supplier in breach of this Contract if the Supplier intentionally
delivers substandard or inferior Equipment or Products.

B. SALES TAX. Each Participating Entity is responsible for supplying the Supplier with valid tax-
exemption certification(s}. When ordering, a Participating Entity must indicate if it is a tax-
exempt entity.

C. HOT LIST PRICING. At any time during this Contract, Supplier may offer a specific selection
of Equipment, Products, or Services at discounts greater than those listed in the Contract.
When Supplier determines it will offer Hot List Pricing, it must be submitted electronically to
Sourcewell in a line-item format. Equipment, Products, or Services may be added or removed
from the Hot List at any time through a Sourcewell Price and Product Change Form as defined
in Article 4 below.

Hot List program and pricing may also be used to discount and liquidate close-out and
discontinued Equipment and Products as long as those close-out and discontinued items are
clearly identified as such. Current ordering process and administrative fees apply. Hot List
Pricing must be published and made available to all Participating Entities.

4. PRODUCT AND PRICING CHANGE REQUESTS
Supplier may request Equipment, Product, or Service changes, additions, or deletions at any
time. All requests must be made in writing by submitting a signed Sourcewell Price and Product
Change Request Form to the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator. This

approved form is available from the assigned Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator.
At a minimum, the request must:

* |dentify the applicable Sourcewell contract number;

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e Clearly specify the requested change;

¢ Provide sufficient detail to justify the requested change;

e Individually list all Equipment, Products, or Services affected by the requested change,
along with the requested change (e.g., addition, deletion, price change); and

¢ Include a complete restatement of pricing documentation in Microsoft Excel with the
effective date of the modified pricing, or product addition or deletion. The new pricing
restatement must include all Equipment, Products, and Services offered, even for those
items where pricing remains unchanged.

A fully executed Sourcewell Price and Product Change Request Form will become an
amendment to this Contract and will be incorporated by reference.

5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS

A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and
nonprofit entities across the United States and Canads; such as federal, state/province,
municipal, K-12 and higher education, tribal government, and other public entities.

The benefits of this Contract should be available to all Participating Entities that can legally
access the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s
authority to access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal,
or joint powers laws. Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service
Member of Sourcewell during such time of access. Supplier understands that a Participating
Entity’s use of this Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating
Entities reserve the right to obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source.

Supplier is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use
eligibility requirements and documentation and will encourage potential participating entities
to join Sourcewell. Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities to its
roster during the term of this Contract.

B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Supplier's employees may be required to perform work at government-
owned facilities, including schools. Supplier’'s employees and agents must conduct themselves
in a professional manner while on the premises, and in accordance with Participating Entity
policies and procedures, and all applicable laws.

6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING
A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Supplier that it intends to access this

Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and
Supplier. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Supplier or its authorized
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subsidiary, distributor, dealer, or reseller. If a Participating Entity issues a purchase order, it
may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly note the applicable Sourcewell
contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this Contract must be issued prior to
expiration or cancellation of this Contract; however, Supplier performance, Participating Entity
payment obligations, and any applicable warranty periods or other Supplier or Participating
Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.

Supplier’s acceptable forms of payment are included in its attached Proposal. Participating
Entities will be solely responsible for payment and Sourcewell will have no liability for any
unpaid invoice of any Participating Entity.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Supplier, such as job or industry-specific
requirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration status requirements),
or specific local policy requirements. Some Participating Entities may require the use of a
Participating Addendum, the terms of which will be negotiated directly between the
Participating Entity and the Supplier or its authorized dealers, distributors, or resellers, as
applicable. Any negotiated additional terms and conditions must never be less favorable to the
Participating Entity than what is contained in this Contract.

C. SPECIALIZED SERVICE REQUIREMENTS. in the event that the Participating Entity requires
service or specialized performance requirements not addressed in this Contract (such as e-
commerce specifications, specialized delivery requirements, or other specifications and
requirements), the Participating Entity and the Supplier may enter into a separate, standalone
agreement, apart from this Contract. Sourcewell, including its agents and employees, will not
be made a party to a claim for breach of such agreement.

D. TERMINATION OF ORDERS. Participating Entities may terminate an order, in whole or
in part, immediately upon notice to Supplier in the event of any of the following events:

1. The Participating Entity fails to receive funding or appropriation from its governing body
at levels sufficient to pay for the equipment, products, or services to be purchased; or

2. Federal, state, or provincial [aws or regulations prohibit the purchase or change the
Participating Entity’s requirements.

E. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE. The governing law and venue for any action related to a
Participating Entity’s order will be determined by the Participating Entity making the purchase.

7. CUSTOMER SERVICE
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A. PRIMARY ACCOUNT REPRESENTATIVE. Supplier will assign an Account Representative to
sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for:

e Maintenance and management of this Contract;
« Timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
e Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.

B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Supplier must perform a minimum of one business review with
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities,
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, sales data reports, performance issues, supply
issues, customer issues, and any other necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Supplier must provide a
contract sales activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator
assigned to this Contract. Reports are due no later than 45 days after the end of each calendar
quarter. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that
quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Supplier must submit a report indicating no sales were
made}.

The Report must contain the following fields:

* Participating Entity Name (e.g., City of Staples Highway Department);
e Participating Entity Physical Street Address;

e Participating Entity City;

e Participating Entity State/Province;

e Participating Entity Zip/Postal Code;

¢ Participating Entity Contact Name;

¢ Participating Entity Contact Email Address;

e Participating Entity Contact Telephone Number;

¢ Sourcewell Assigned Entity/Participating Entity Number;

¢ [tem Purchased Description;

e [tem Purchased Price;

¢ Sourcewell Administrative Fee Applied; and

e Date Purchase was invoiced/sale was recognized as revenue by Supplier.

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell,
the Supplier will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not
added to, the pricing. Supplier may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted
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price to offset the Administrative Fee.

The Supplier will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated
in the Proposal multiplied by the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services purchased
by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments should
note the Supplier’s name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and must be
mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.

Supplier agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Supplier is delinguent in any undisputed administrative fees, Sourcewell
reserves the right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Supplier in
any subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE
Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.

Supplier’s Authorized Representative is the person named in the Supplier’s Proposal. If
Supplier’s Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Supplier must
promptly notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Contract are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither party may assign or otherwise transfer its rights or obligations under
this Contract without the prior written consent of the other party and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any prohibited
assignment will be invalid.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been duly executed by the parties.
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D. WAIVER. Failure by either party to take action or assert any right under this Contract wiil
not be deemed a waiver of such right in the event of the continuation or repetition of the
circumstances giving rise to such right. Any such waiver must be in writing and signed by the
parties.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract represents the complete agreement between the
parties. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or oral, may be used
to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the terms set out in
Articles 1-22 of this Contract, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS

Supplier must indemnify, defend, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities,
including their agents and employees, harmless from any claims or causes of action, including
attorneys’ fees incurred by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities, arising out of any act or
omission in the performance of this Contract by the Supplier or its agents or employees; this
indemnification includes injury or death to person{s) or property alleged to have been caused
by some defect in the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract to the extent the
Equipment, Product, or Service has been used according to its specifications. Sourcewell’s
responsibility will be governed by the State of Minnesota’s Tort Liability Act (Minnesota
Statutes Chapter 466) and other applicable law.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

Supplier and Sourcewell must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act,
Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by or provided to Sourcewell
under this Contract and as it applies to all data created, collected, received, maintained, or
dissemninated by the Supplier under this Contract.

13. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Supplier a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use the trademark(s) provided to Supplier by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Supplier.
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b. Supplier grants to Sourcewell a royalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Supplier’s trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Supplier’s relationship with Sourcewell.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right
of each party to grant sublicenses to their respective subsidiaries, distributors, dealers,
resellers, marketing representatives, and agents {collectively “Permitted Sublicensees”) in
advertising and promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship
to Participating Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions
of this Article. Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their
respective sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
a. Neither party may alter the other party’s trademarks from the form provided
and must comply with removal requests as to specific uses of its trademarks or
logos.
b. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party’s trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent with
such party’s use of the trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party, the
breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach or
the license will be terminated.
4. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo (excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of suppliers which may be used until the next printing}. Supplier must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Supplier individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be
approved by Sourcewell. Send all approval requests to the Sourcewell Supplier Development

Administrator assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Supplier must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.
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14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

The substantive and procedural laws of the State of Minnesota will govern this Contract. Venue
for all legal proceedings arising out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate
state court in Todd County, Minnesota or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found by a court of competent jurisdiction to be illegal,
unenforceable, or void then both parties will be relieved from all obligations arising from that
provision. If the remainder of this Contract is capable of being performed, it will not be affected
by such determination or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Supplier will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes
the issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Supplier may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Supplier will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Supplier must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Supplier fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, the Supplier will bear any additional costs incurred by Sourcewell and/or its
Participating Entities as a result of such failure to proceed.

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

1. Nonperformance of contractual requirements, or
2. A material breach of any term or condition of this Contract.
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The party claiming default must provide written notice of the default, with 30 calendar days to
cure the default. Time allowed for cure will not diminish or eliminate any liability for liquidated
or other damages. If the default remains after the opportunity for cure, the non-defaulting
party may:

s Exercise any remedy provided by law or equity, or
¢ Terminate the Contract or any portion thereof, including any orders issued against the
Contract.

18. INSURANCE

A. REQUIREMENTS. At its own expense, Supplier must maintain insurance policy(ies} in effect
at all times during the performance of this Contract with insurance company{ies) licensed or
authorized to do business in the State of Minnesota having an “AM BEST” rating of A- or better,
with coverage and limits of insurance not less than the following:

1. Workers’ Compensation and Employer’s Liability.
Workers’ Compensation: As required by any applicable law or regulation.
Employer's Liability Insurance: must be provided in amounts not less than listed below:
Minimum limits:
$500,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident
$500,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease
$500,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease

2.  Commercial General Liability Insurance. Supplier will maintain insurance covering its
operations, with coverage on an occurrence basis, and must be subject to terms no less
broad than the Insurance Services Office {“ISO”) Commercial General Liability Form
CGC001 (2001 or newer edition), or equivaient. At a minimum, coverage must include
liability arising from premises, operations, bodily injury and property damage,
independent contractors, products-completed operations including construction defect,
contractual liability, blanket contractuai liability, and personal injury and advertising
injury. All required limits, terms and conditions of coverage must be maintained during
the term of this Contract.

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 Personal and Advertising Injury

3. Commercial Autornobile Liability Insurance. During the term of this Contract,

Supplier will maintain insurance covering all owned, hired, and non-owned automobiles
in limits of liability not less than indicated below. The coverage must be subject to terms
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no less broad than I1SO Business Auto Coverage Form CA 0001 (2010 edition or newer),
or equivalent.

Minimum Limits:

$1,000,000 each accident, combined single limit

4. Umbrella Insurance. During the term of this Contract, Supplier will maintain
umbrella coverage over Employer’s Liability, Commercial General Liability, and
Commercial Automobile.

Minimum Limits:

$2,000,000

5. Network Security and Privacy Liability insurance. During the term of this Contract,
Supplier will maintain coverage for network security and privacy liability. The coverage
may be endorsed on another form of liability coverage or written on a standalone
policy. The insurance must cover claims which may arise from failure of Supplier’s
security resulting in, but not limited to, computer attacks, unauthorized access,
disclosure of not public data — including but not limited to, confidential or private
information, transmission of a computer virus, or denial of service.

Minimum limits:

$2,000,000 per occurrence

$2,000,000 annual aggregate

Failure of Supplier to maintain the required insurance will constitute a material breach entitling
Sourcewell to immediately terminate this Contract for default.

B. CERTIFICATES OF INSURANCE. Prior to commencing under this Contract, Supplier must
furnish to Sourcewell a certificate of insurance, as evidence of the insurance required under this
Contract. Prior to expiration of the policy(ies), renewal certificates must be mailed to
Sourcewell, 202 12th Street Northeast, P.O. Box 219, Staples, MN 56479 or sent to the
Sourcewell Supplier Development Administrator assigned to this Contract. The certificates must
be signed by a person authorized by the insurer(s) to bind coverage on their behalf.

Failure to request certificates of insurance by Sourcewell, or failure of Supplier to provide
certificates of insurance, in no way limits or relieves Supplier of its duties and responsibilities in
this Contract.

C. ADDITIONAL INSURED ENDORSEMENT AND PRIMARY AND NON-CONTRIBUTORY
INSURANCE CLAUSE. Supplier agrees to list Sourcewell and its Participating Entities, including
their officers, agents, and employees, as an additional insured under the Supplier’s commercial
general liability insurance policy with respect to liability arising out of activities, “operations,” or
“work” performed by or on behalf of Supplier, and products and completed operations of
Supplier. The policy provision(s) or endorsement(s) must further provide that coverage is
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primary and not excess over or contributory with any other valid, applicable, and collectible
insurance or self-insurance in force for the additional insureds.

D. WAIVER OF SUBROGATION. Supplier waives and must require (by endorsement or
otherwise) all its insurers to waive subrogation rights against Sourcewell and other additional
insureds for losses paid under the insurance policies required by this Contract or other
insurance applicable to the Supplier or its subcontractors. The waiver must apply to all
deductibles and/or self-insured retentions applicable to the required or any other insurance
maintained by the Supplier or its subcontractors. Where permitted by law, Supplier must
require similar written express waivers of subrogation and insurance clauses from each of its
subcontractors.

E. UMBRELLA/EXCESS LIABILITY/SELF-INSURED RETENTION. The limits required by this
Contract can be met by either providing a primary policy or in combination with
umbrella/excess liability policy(ies), or self-insured retention.

19. COMPLIANCE

A. LAWS AND REGULATIONS. All Equipment, Products, or Services provided under this
Contract must comply fully with applicable federal laws and regulations, and with the laws in
the states and provinces in which the Equipment, Products, or Services are sold.

B. LICENSES. Supplier must maintain a valid and current status on all required federal,
state/provincial, and local licenses, bonds, and permits required for the operation of the
business that the Supplier conducts with Sourcewell and Participating Entities.

20. BANKRUPTCY, DEBARMENT, OR SUSPENSION CERTIFICATION

Supplier certifies and warrants that it is not in bankruptcy or that it has previously disclosed in
writing certain information to Sourcewell related to bankruptcy actions. If at any time during
this Contract Supplier declares bankruptcy, Supplier must immediately notify Sourcewell in
writing.

Supplier certifies and warrants that neither it nor its principals are presently debarred,
suspended, proposed for debarment, declared ineligible, or voluntarily excluded from programs
operated by the State of Minnesota; the United States federal government or the Canadian
government, as applicable; or any Participating Entity. Supplier certifies and warrants that
neither it nor its principals have been convicted of a criminal offense related to the subject
matter of this Contract. Supplier further warrants that it will provide immediate written notice
to Sourcewell if this certification changes at any time.

21. PROVISIONS FOR NON-UNITED STATES FEDERAL ENTITY PROCUREMENTS UNDER
UNITED STATES FEDERAL AWARDS OR OTHER AWARDS
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Participating Entities that use United States federal grant or FEMA funds to purchase goods or
services from this Contract may be subject to additional requirements including the
procurement standards of the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles and Audit
Requirements for Federal Awards, 2 C.F.R. § 200. Participating Entities may have additional
requirements based on specific funding source terms or conditions. Within this Article, all
references to “federal” should be interpreted to mean the United States federal government.
The following list only applies when a Participating Entity accesses Supplier’s Equipment,
Products, or Services with United States federal funds.

A. EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY. Except as otherwise provided under 41 C.F.R. § 60, all
contracts that meet the definition of “federally assisted construction contract” in 41 C.F.R. § 60-

D. RIGHTS TO INVENTIONS MADE UNDER A CONTRACT OR AGREEMENT. If the federal award
meets the definition of “funding agreement” under 37 C.F.R. § 401.2(a) and the recipient or
subrecipient wishes to enter into a contract with a small business firm or nonprofit organization
regarding the substitution of parties, assignment or performance of experimental,
developmental, or research work under that “funding agreement,” the recipient or subrecipient
must comply with the requirements of 37 C.F.R. § 401, “Rights to Inventions Made by Nonprofit
Organizations and Small Business Firms Under Government Grants, Contracts and Cooperative
Agreements,” and any implementing regulations issued by the awarding agency. Supplier
certifies that during the term of an award for all contracts by Sourcewell resulting from this
procurement process, Supplier must comply with applicable requirements as referenced above.

Supplier agrees that duly authorized
representatives of a federal agency must have access to any books, documents, papers and
records of Supplier that are directly pertinent to Supplier’s discharge of its obligations under
this Contract for the purpose of making audits, examinations, excerpts, and transcriptions. The
right also includes timely and reasonable access to Supplier’s personnel for the purpose of
interview and discussion relating to such documents.

L. PROCUREMENT OF RECOVERED MATERIALS (2 C.F.R. § 200.322). A non-federal entity that is
a state agency or agency of a political subdivision of a state and its contractors must comply
with Section 6002 of the Solid Waste Disposal Act, as amended by the Resource Conservation
and Recovery Act.

O. PROGRAM FRAUD AND FALSE OR FRAUDULENT STATEMENTS OR RELATED ACTS. The
Contractor acknowledges that 31 U.S.C. 38 (Administrative Remedies for False Claims and
Statements) applies to the Supplier’s actions pertaining to this Contract or any purchase by a
Participating Entity.

P. FEDERAL DEBT. The Supplier certifies that it is non-delinquent in its repayment of any
federal debt. Examples of relevant debt include delinquent payroll and other taxes, audit
disallowance, and benefit overpayments.

Q. CONFLICTS OF INTEREST. The Supplier must notify the U.S. Office of General Services,
Sourcewell, and Participating Entity as soon as possible if this Contract or any aspect related to
the anticipated work under this Contract raises an actual or potential conflict of interest (as
described in 2 C.F.R. Part 200). The Supplier must explain the actual or potential conflict in
writing in sufficient detail so that the U.S. Office of General Services, Sourcewell, and
Participating Entity are able to assess the actual or potential conflict; and provide any additional
information as necessary or requested.

R. U.S. EXECUTIVE ORDER 13224. The Supplier, and its subcontractors, must comply with U.S.
Executive Order 13224 and U.S. Laws that prohibit transactions with and provision of resources
and support to individuals and organizations associated with terrorism.

S. PROHIBITION ON CERTAIN TELECOMMUNICATIONS AND VIDEO SURVEILLANCE SERVICES OR
EQUIPMENT. To the extent applicable, Supplier certifies that during the term of this Contract it
will comply with applicable requirements of 2 C.F.R. § 200.216.
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T. DOMESTIC PREFERENCES FOR PROCUREMENTS. To the extent applicable, Supplier certifies
that during the term of this Contract will comply with applicable requirements of 2C.FR. §
200.322.

22. CANCELLATION

Sourcewell or Supplier may cancel this Contract at any time, with or without cause, upon 60
days’ written notice to the other party. However, Sourcewell may cancel this Contract
immediately upon discovery of a material defect in any certification made in Supplier’s
Proposal. Cancellation of this Contract does not relieve either party of financial, product, or
service obligations incurred or accrued prior to cancellation.

They became known as forever chemicals because they are bio-accumulative
and build up in organic matter over time. We assessed the PFAS/PFOS and how we used
them and began looking for replacements that would have the same soil and stain
resistance without detrimental health or environmental consequences. We were on the front
end of efforts to find alternatives and, by the end of 2017, we had fully replaced these
chemicals of concem in our products.

Enter all new and renewal licenses and corresponding payment information into ACAR
approved, dedicated database daily. Contractor’s database shall reflect all required
information as indicated in the Scope of Work/Services. This database must be
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compatible with the ACAR database and shall be provided by the Contractor. PetData’s
proprietary system captures all data associated with license applications, applicants, pets,
veterinarians, and payments; all data associated with tracking renewal reminders issued,
licenses expired and license renewals; and audit trail information associated with inquiry
and update events associated with electronic records and data, and other events {e.g.
application submitted; renewat notice issued to a pet owner).

PetData provides an API at no cost that allows for transfer of licensing data back to
Alachua County. PetData’s system can access external and remote data sources through
industry-standard ODBC connectivity, as well as data import and export. Supported data
formats include, but are not limited to, XML, delimited text, DBF, and SQL dump. This
capability facilitates the development of gateways between our system and shelter
management packages.

Establish an internet portal so that pet owners may pay online by credit card. Issue a
“proof of payment” verification/verification number to owners who choose to pay
online, PetData provides pet owners with the option to pay for a license online at our
web site via PetLicense® Online Licensing. PetData accepts all major credit cards, and
there is no fee to the County for this service. Multiple pets may be licensed per
transaction.

Over 1.4 million licenses have been processed
via our secure online system. Pet owners are You are in: Hemanda County, F
not required to license online, and they are not

required to create an online account with

PetData if they are licensing by another

method.

To ensure data integrity, Alachua County's
business rules for fees and requirements are
coded into Petlicense. A convenience fee is
charged to the citizen per transaction to help
defray PetData’s cost of providing this option.
Both new and renewal licenses may be

purchased online via PetlLicense. All County- Your P
required documents may be uploaded at the

time of payment, but uploading documents is %

not necessary. If a pet owner is unable to b
upload a document at the time of payment, -

instructions are provided to submit the
documentation via email, postal mail, or fax.

PetData does not issue the license until all v—
documentation requirements are completed. susonassn
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PetData staff visually verify all information submitted online, including rabies vaccination
records, before a license is issued. Proof of payment verification along with a payment
verification number is issued to owners who choose to pay online. Across all our clients,
PetData has processed over 1.2 million licenses via our secure online portal.

PetData has been fully PA-DSS and PCI-DSS complaint since 2006. As part of our
compliance, PetData does not store any personal credit card information at any time.
PetData agrees to always remain in compliance with the Payment Card industry Security
Program. PetData’s PCl Attestation of Compliance is available to the County upon
request.

6. Process and mail license tags to pet owners within ten (10} days of receipt of payment of the license

fee and complete required information as referenced in Attachment A to the Scope of
Work/Services. PetData staff ensures all paperwork and fee requirements are met before a license is
issued. PetData’s guaranteed turnaround time for mailing licenses is 10 business days from the day
the mail/completed registration is received until the time the tag is mailed. License processing may
generate two different types of outgoing mailings depending on whether the application was
complete or not: 1) A tag receipt is generated for each completed mail-in or online registration and
mailed along with a license tag. 2) An exception letter is generated for each incomplete license.
PetData staff enter the record in the database, the check is deposited, and a letter is mailed to the pet
owner to instruct them on what is needed to complete their license. PetData staff will not issue a
license is until all requirements have been met.

Deposit bank revenue collected for license fees on a daily basis into a bank account as designated
by Alachua County. PetData staff deposit license fees on a daily basis. To provide the highest level of
accountability and customer service both to the County and to citizens, PetData scans and images all
checks and money orders it receives. PetData utilizes these images to verify license payments, to
balance and reconcile deposited funds, and to provide excellent customer service to pet owners.

We offer two banking options to our clients:

a) PetData deposits all receipts collected for license fees, with the exception of those
payments made via credit card, into a County-owned bank account either at a local
branch in Dallas, TX (such as Chase, Bank of America, or Wells Fargo, etc.), or via
electronic deposit such as image cash letter, to a bank specified by the County
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(County Account). Any mailing expenses associated with sending overnight deposits
are borne by County. The County provides deposit slips and an endorsement stamp
for in-person branch deposits. PetData can provide daily, weekly, or monthly deposit
reports as needed by the County, and can customize reports to break out licensing
funds by County’s funding categories if needed. Within 15 business days of the end of
the month, PetData submits an invoice with supporting reports showing the license
activity faor the prior month.

b) PetData deposits all receipts collected for license fees into a separate dedicated and
segregated checking account at PetData’s bank (Maintained Account}. This account is
set up solely for the purpose of collecting County license fees. No other monies are
deposited into this account, and bank account fees are charged to the County. Within
15 business days of the end of the month, PetData submits licensing reports to the
County in addition to a balance sheet. The balance sheet shows the gross revenues
collected, less fees to PetData and banking fees, and shows the net revenue that is
sent back to the County in the form of a check. PetData can also provide copies of the
bank statement and check register monthly or upon request.

8. Contractor shall make necessary changes in the database, upon approval by ACAR and forward
these changes daily. PetData staff update addresses, owner and pet information, and license status
on a regular basis including critical information, such as if a pet is deceased or the ownership of the
pet changes. In addition, PetData utilizes USPS CASS address validation and NCOA updates. Addresses
are processed real time during data entry to ensure accuracy of address information, and addresses
are then further verified against the USPS NCOA Move Database to maximize deliverability of
mailings.

ACAR will have online access to licensing data 24 hours a day, seven days a week via
PetAccess, PetData’s proprietary system. There is no additional cost, and no per-user or per-
seat fee for PetAccess. PetAccess is read-only, and PetData staff make modifications to
records as PetAccess requests arrive. Pet owners may also submit updates to their address
and pet status by visiting petdata.com/ACAR or contacting PetData by phone. Updated
records post each business night.

ACAR staff also have the option to record sales into their existing shelter software system and
provide regularly scheduled data files which are imported to PetData’s database. PetData’s
animal licensing service is compatible with Chameleon software, and we have partnered with
shelters using Chameleon since 2003.

B. Licenses sold directly by Alachua County shall be exempt from all fees chorged by the
Contractor. PetData is typically paid for all licenses issued during the contract period,
including those licenses issued over the counter by the County and by any authorized
partners, registrars, or agents. For Alachua County, PetData agrees to waive license fees
for licenses sold at ACAR.

C. Veterinarians

1. Veterinarians submit their license tag certificates on a monthly basis. Contractor shali
receive and enter the veterinarians’ license tag information (pet owner, pet info, medical
info) within five {5} days of receipt. Veterinarians may submit rabies vaccination certificates
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in their own format provided all required ACAR’ information is on the certificate. Deposits
shall be made in identical fashion as described under Licensing and Remittance above.
PetData staff then enters all license and rabies vaccination data received from sales locations
into our proprietary system, which allows for control and monitoring of records and
dramatically reduces entry errors. Data accuracy is of the utmost importance for consistent
records. PetData staff will enter licensing information from veterinary clinics within 15
business days of receipt. Each clinic is assigned a code, and sales are broken out by location.
Veterinary clinic sales batches are expected to take a little more time than individual
customer payments as tag numbers and payments need to be reconciled. Because PetData
tracks tag inventory, tag number problems can be identified during the entry process, and
PetData follows up with the clinic to verify or correct the records as needed. PetData is
responsible for entering the license data using our own trained staff members to match
records to existing records so that data is handled consistently, subject to validations in the
software and the specific entry procedures.

Contractor shall provide all necessary license tags to veterinarians. PetData agrees to furnish
County-supplied tags to veterinarians.

Contractor shall notify ACAR of veterinarians’ offices that are selling licenses, but not
sending in the correct payment or no payment at all. As part of our fuil-service program,
PetData handles all tracking, reconciling, and reports on tag sales from veterinary clinics. The
clinics report sales and license information to PetData, and our staff enter the data, reconcile
the tag sales, and deposit funds on behalf of the County. PetData will work directly with
veterinary clinics to ensure correct payment is submitted and we will notify ACAR when
veterinary offices are not responsive.

If veterinarians are selling the license tags but not submitting the correct payment, the
awarded Contractor shall create and submit a monthly invoice to the veterinarian’s office
requiring immediate payment, including any applicable late fees. PetData will invoice
veterinary clinics for correct payment as needed.

Contractor shall be responsible for collecting all unissued tags from the veterinarians at the
end of the calendar year. If the veterinarians cannot provide or account for the unused tags,
the Contractor shall bill the veterinarians for the missing tags at the ACAR’ current fee of
$10.00 for per tag (ACAR will notify Contractor of change in fee). PetData staff manages tag
inventory for all sales locations and will collect unsold tags at the end of the year. Should
veterinary clinics not return unused tags, PetData will invoice veterinary clinics for correct
payment as needed.

Some veterinarians may provide rabies vaccinations, but choose not to sell the license tags.
The Contractor sholl enter all information (pet owner, pet info, medical info) and issue a
license tag notice to the pet owner within ten (10} days of receipt of a non-tag certificate.
The Contractor shall provide to ACAR for approval the wording and information on the
notice that is to be mailed to the pet owner. Veterinarians are encouraged to submit rabies
vaccination data directly to PetData. Rabies vaccination data may be submitted in electronic
format via email, or certificates can be scanned and emailed, faxed, or sent via postal mail.
PetData staff enter all vaccination records into our proprietary system and match vaccination
records with existing complete and incomplete license records to prevent duplication. Billing
notices are mailed to pet owners who have not previously licensed their pets based on the
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rabies vaccination reports submitted by veterinary clinics. A second notice is sent if the pet
owner does not respond to the first notice. The first billing notice is sent within thirty days of
posting a non-tag certificate. PetData bears the costs of the postage, printing, and envelopes
for all renewal/billing notices. Alachua County has full approval on the text of all notices.

6. There shall be no charge to the veterinarians for any assistance provided by the Contractor.
PetData provides, at no charge, full support for veterinarians. In addition, PetData provides
licensing supplies at no cost to veterinary clinics.

7. Any information collected regarding rabies vaccinations is exempt from public records and
should be treated as such. PetData believes best industry practices should always prohibit
vendors from utilizing rabies vaccination or licensing data for any purpose cther than
administering the County’s animal licensing program. PetData follows all local, state, and
federal laws regarding animal licensing and use of rabies vaccination data.

D. Reporting
1. All data entered by the Contractor shall be made available for download into ACAR
database. Contractor shall provide up-to-date monthly reports to ACAR detailing oll focets
of ACAR’ license tag program including, but not limited to the following: revenue collected,
unpaid tog notices, veterinarian balances, tag inventories, year to date totals, and other
reports as requested. The format of the reports shall be mutually agreed upon and shall be
submitted within five (5) days of the end of each month.

PetData’s service does not require ACAR to balance or reconcile license sales data. PetData
works directly with sales locations such as veterinary offices, and they report monthly sales
directly to PetData. Our staff deposit funds and balances and reconciles all license tag sales.
Locations, including ACAR, typically report sales to PetData within 10 days after month-end.
Then, by the 15th of each month for the prior month, PetData will submit to ACAR reports of
alt licenses processed during the preceding calendar month. This allows sufficient time for
PetData’s staff to balance, reconcile, and post license sales. The monthly Summary Report
provided by PetData is detailed and totaled by the number of licenses sold in each payment
category by PetData and County, including a breakdown of licenses sold by each location

2. Contractor shall provide a dedicated representative to respond to inquiries within one (1)
business day. Support by phone or email is available Monday-Friday, 9 am to 6 pm Eastern
for questions regarding pet licensing, PetlLicense, and PetAccess. PetData’s primary toll-free
number and management contact information are provided to ACAR, and we provide an
option on our phone menu for an animal control officer to immediately transfer to a
customer service representative. In addition, PetData shall provide at least one dedicated
Account Manager, as well as a secondary back up representative that will respond to ACAR
requests within one business day.

Data Access via PetAccess®™ Secure On-line Portal

For ACAR Staff and authorized County staff, PetData provides on-line access to licensing data
24 hours a day, 7 days a week via PetAccess, our proprietary system. This secure, easy-to-use,
browser-based application ensures that authorized ACAR and County personnel can access
licensing data in a timely manner. PetAccess allows County staff to perform tag searches and
look up licensing information in several ways, including by owner name, phone number, and
address. In addition, wildcard searches are supported, and complete licensing history by
owner and pet is viewable. Searches can also be done by microchip number, reference
number, or Chameleon Person or Animal ID. Updates to the on-line system are made daily,
and the system is available 24/7. PetData also has an AP available that allows for transfer of
licensing data back to ACAR.

Provide a dedicated toll free telephone number to the public, with a customized greeting for
ACAR. PetData will provide a dedicated toll-free number for Alachua County, and our
Customer Service staff will answer calls “Alachua County pet licensing.” PetData employs
highly trained customer service representatives available to answer calls from 9 am to 6 pm
Eastern, Monday through Friday, excluding holidays. Our customer service representatives
utilize PetData’s customized Client Guide when assisting callers.

2.9. Alachua County Location Preference

The Location Preference factor provides points to local business entities who have an established local
presence in Alachua County, Florida and local staff that will be directly involved in the project or
services. A business entity is local based on the following criteria;
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e Has a staffed and equipped office that has been in business in Alachua County for at least twelve
{12) months prior to the advertisement for a Request for Proposal, Request for Qualifications,
etc. by the Procurement; and

e Holds all business licenses required by the State, County, or a City within Alachua County; and

e Employs at least one (1) full time employee {FTE), or part-time employees' equivalent to one
FTE, whose primary residence(s) is in Alachua County.

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3.6. Discriminatory Vendor List

3.8. Workplace Violence

3.12. Indemnification

defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the County and its commissioners, officers, employees and agents
{the “County”) from and against any and all claims, losses, penalties, damages, costs, charges, liabilities
and cause of actions of every kind and character, including attorneys’ fees and costs, arising out of or
directly or indirectly relating to scope of services and/or the Agreement and/or the performance hereof.
Without limiting the generality of the foregoing, any and all such claims, etc., including but not limited to
personal injury, death, damage to property {including destruction) defects in materials or workmanship,
actual or alleged infringement of any patent, trademark, copyright {or application for any thereof) or of
any other tangible or intangible personal or property right, or any actual or alleged violation of any
applicable statutes, ordinance, administrative order, rule, or regulation or decree of any court, shall be
included in the indemnity. Proposer agrees that indemnification of the County shall extend to any and
all work performed by the Proposer, its subcontractors, employees, agents, servants or assigns. This
obligation shall in no way be limited in any nature whatsoever by any limitation on the amount or type
of Proposer’s insurance coverage. In the event the County is alleged to be liable on account of alleged
acts or omissions, or both, of Contracter or Contractor’s employees, representatives or agents, then
Contractor will investigate, respond to and provide a defense for any allegations and claims, at
Contractor’s sole costs and expense. Furthermaore, Contractor will pay all costs, fees and other expenses
of any defense, including but not limited to, all attorneys' fees, court costs and expert witness fees and
expenses. Contractor and County will jointly cooperate with each other in the event of any litigation,
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including any request for documentation. This indemnification provision will survive the termination of
the Agreement.

3.13. Default and Termination

The failure of either party to comply with any provision of the contract shall place that party in default.

The Department Director
is authorized to provide written notice of default on behaif of the County, and if the default situation is
not corrected within the allotted time, the County Manager is authorized to provide final termination
notice on behalf of the County to the selected Consultant.

In the event funds to finance the contract become unavailable, the County may terminate the contract
with no less than twenty-four hours’ notice in writing to the selected Consultant. The County shall be
the final authority as to the availability of funds.

3.14. Non Waiver

3.16. Successors and Assigns

The Consultant binds its respective successors and assigns in all respects to all of the terms, conditions,
covenants, and provisions of this Request for Proposal. Any assignment or transfer by the selected
Consultant of its interests in the resulting Agreement without the written consent of the County shall be
void. Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or
agent of the County or the selected Consultant, nor shall it be construed as giving any right or benefit
hereunder to anyone other than the County or the selected Consultant.

3.17. Conflict of Interest

The Proposer certifies that to the best of their knowledge or belief, no elected/appointed official or
employee of the County is financially interested, directly or indirectly, in the purchase of the goods or
services specified in this Request for Proposal.
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Proposers are required to complete and answer the questions located in the Submittals section.

3.18. Collusion

The Consultant, by submitting their proposal form, declares that the proposal is made without any
previous understanding, agreement, or connections with any persons, firms or corporations making a
proposal on the same items and that it is in all respects, fair, and in good faith without any outside
control, coflusion, or fraud.

The Consultant, by submitting their proposal, declares that no County Commissioner, other County
officer, or County employee, directly or indirectly owns more than five (5) percent of the total assets or
capital stock of the proposing entity, nor will directly or indirectly benefit by more than five (5) percent
from the profits or emoluments.

3.19. Purchases by Other Public Agencies

With the consent and agreement of the successful Proposer({s), purchases may be made under the
agreement by other governmental agencies, municipal corporations or political subdivisions. . Such
purchases shall be governed by the same pricing, terms and conditions stated herein with no deviations
allowed. The agreement in no way restricts or interferes with the right of any public agency or political
subdivision to bid any or all of the items or services independently.

3.20. Amendments

The requirements of this Request for Proposal may only be amended upon written instrument or
addenda issued by the County.

3.21. Assignment of Interest

The parties recognize that in actual economic practice, overcharges resulting from antitrust violations
are in fact usually borne by the County.

All personnel assigned to the project and services by the Cansultant will be subject to the approval of
the County and no changes shall be allowed unless prior written approval is obtained.

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5. SCOPE OF SERVICES

The services requested by the County under this solicitation are for Animal Licensing Services.

5.1. Project Overview

Alachua County wishes to retain companies to provide comprehensive licensing and missing pet
recovery services, customer service to pet parents, collecting payments for yearly registration, sending
reminders to pet parents to purchase yearly registration, and supply the pet parents and Veterinarians
with Smart Tags to promote lost pet recovery in support of Alachua County Animal Resources (ACAR).
These services may require expertise in the areas of Licensing Compliance, technology, customer service
and lost pet recovery services. This Request for Proposal is for a contract between Alachua County and
the Company for comprehensive Licensing services.

5.2. Scope

To provide animal licensing services including, but not limited to the processing and issuing of Alachua
County Animal Resources (ACAR) license tags. The license tag fee structure is established by Alachua
County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 72 Animal Control, Section 40.

5.3. Contractor's Responsibility

The CONTRACTOR shall be qualified and experienced in providing the animal licensing service. The
services are to be performed by the Contractor in its own facility. Services are to be performed in a
professional manner and a fixed fee shall be established for each license tag processed.

A. Licensing and Remittance

1. Contractor shall be accountable and shall assume all costs of shipping animal license
supplies (tags, certificate books, return mailers) to the pet owners and participating
veterinarians.

2. Mail renewal notices to pet owners so as to be in compliance with State of Florida Statute
828.28 at least 45 days prior to licensure renewal deadline. The notice must contain
information describing the licensing requirements and any associated penalties.

Second notices,
include a late fee (if applicable), shali be sent to pet owners if there is no payment
received within thirty (30) days. Costs of the postage and renewal notices shall be borne
by the Contractor.

3. Enter all new and renewal licenses and corresponding payment information into ACAR
approved, dedicated database daily. Contractor’s database shall reflect all required
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information as indicated in the Scope of Work/Services. This database must be compatible
with the ACAR database and shall be provided by the Contractor.

Establish an internet portal so that pet owners may pay online by credit card. Issue a “proof
of payment” verification/verification number to owners who choose to pay online.

Process and mail license tags to pet owners within ten (10) days of receipt of payment of the
license fee and complete required information as referenced in Attachment A to the Scope
of Work/Services.

Deposit bank revenue collected for license fees on a daily basis into a bank account as
designated by Alachua County.

Contractor shall make necessary changes in the database, upon approval by ACAR and
forward these changes daily.

Veterinarians submit their license tag certificates on a monthly basis. Contractor shall
receive and enter the veterinarians’ license tag information (pet owner, pet info, medical
info) within five (5) days of receipt. Veterinarians may submit rabies vaccination certificates
in their own format provided all required ACAR’ information is on the certificate. Deposits
shall be made in identical fashion as described under Licensing and Remittance above.
Contractor shall provide all necessary license tags to veterinarians.

Contractor shall notify ACAR of veterinarians’ offices that are selling licenses, but not
sending in the correct payment or no payment at all.

If veterinarians are selling the license tags but not submitting the correct payment, the
awarded Contractor shall create and submit a monthly invoice to the veterinarian's office
requiring immediate payment, including any applicable late fees.

Contractor shall be responsible for collecting all unissued tags from the veterinarians at the
end of the calendar year. If the veterinarians cannot provide or account for the unused tags,
the Contractor shall bill the veterinarians for the missing tags at the ACAR’ current fee of
$10.00 for per tag (ACAR will notify Contractor of change in fee).

Some veterinarians may provide rabies vaccinations, but choose not to sell the license tags.
The Contractor shall enter all information (pet owner, pet info, medical info) and issue a
license tag notice to the pet owner within ten (10) days of receipt of a non-tag certificate.
The Contractor shall provide to ACAR for approval the wording and information on the
notice that is to be mailed to the pet owner.

There shall be no charge to the veterinarians for any assistance provided by the Contractor.

WHEREAS, after evaluating and considering all timely responses to Bid or RFP # , the County
identified the Professional as the top ranked firm; and

WHEREAS, the County desires to employ the Professional to provide the services described in Bid or RFP
# and the Professional desires to provide such services to the County in accordance with the
terms and conditions set forth herein; and

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained herein, and other
good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is acknowledged by the Parties,
the Parties hereby agree as follows:

1. Term.
1.1. This Agreement is effective on and will continue until , unless, earlier terminated
as provided herein. This Agreement may be amended at the option of the County for additional

year terms at the terms and conditions outlined herein.

1.2. The County's performance and obligation to pay under this Agreement is contingent upon a specific
annual appropriation by the Alachua County Board of County Commissioners {“Board”). The Parties
hereto understand that this Agreement is not a commitment of future appropriations. Therefore, the
continuation of this Agreement beyond the end of any fiscal year shall be subject to both the
appropriation and the availability of funds in accordance with Chapter 129, Florida Statutes, and that the
failure of the Board to do so shall not constitute a breach or default of this Agreement.

2. Representations. By executing this Agreement, the Professional makes the following express
representations to the County:

2.1. The Professional is qualified to act as the Professional for the Project and is licensed to practice by
all public entities having jurisdiction over the Professional and the Project;
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2.2. The Professional shall maintain all necessary licenses, permits or other authorizations necessary to
act as such for the Project until the duties hereunder have been fully satisfied;

2.3. The Professional has become familiar with the Project site and the local conditions under which the
Project will to he designed, constructed and operated,;

2.4. The Professional shall prepare all deliverables required by this Agreement including, but not limited
to: all contract plans and specifications, in such manner that they will be accurate, coordinated and
adequate for the purposes intended and shall be in conformity and comply with all applicable law, codes
and regulations;

2.5. The Professional represents that the deliverables prepared are adequate and sufficient to
accomplish the purposes of the project and meet the requirements of all applicable federal, state and
local codes and regulations.

2.6. The Professional acknowledges that the County’s review of the deliverables in no way diminishes
the Professional’s representations pertaining to the deliverables.

3. Duties of the Professional. The Professional shall have and perform the following duties, obligations,
and responsibilities to the County as outlined in Exhibit 1. This Agreement standing alone does not
authorize the performance of any work or require the County to place any orders for work.

4. Duties of the County. The County shall have and perform the following duties, obligations, and
responsibilities to the Professional:

5. Authorization for Services. Authorization for performance of professional services by the Professional
under this Agreement shall be in the form of written Work Orders issued and executed by the County
and signed by the Professional. A sample Work Order is attached hereto as Exhibit 2. Each Work Order
shall describe the services required, state the dates for commencement and completion of work, and
establish the amount and method of payment. The Work Orders will be issued under, and shall
incorporate the terms, of this Agreement. The County makes no covenant or promise as to the number
of available projects, or that the Professional will perform any project for the County during the life of
this Agreement. The County reserves the right to contract with other Parties for the services
contemplated by this Agreement when it is determined, by the County, to be in its best interest to do

Additionally, the Professional is
responsible to make any person submitting a bid for a subcontract for covered services aware of the
requirements.
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8.4. Failure to comply with the provisions of the Wage Ordinance will be deemed a breach of the
contract and authorize the County to withhold payment of funds in accordance with Chapter 218,
Florida Statutes.

8.5. The Professional will include the necessary provisions in subcontracts to ensure compliance.
However, the County shall not be deemed a necessary, or indispensable, party in any litigation between
the Professional and its subcontractors.

9. Payment.

9.1. As a condition precedent for any payment, the Professional shall submit a monthly invoice to the
County requesting payment for services properly rendered and expenses due, unless otherwise agreed
in writing by the County. The Professional's invoice shall describe with reasonable particularity: each
service rendered, the date thereof, the time expended {if billed by hour}, and the person(s) rendering
such service. The Professional's invoice shall be accompanied by such documentation, or data in support
of expenses, for which payment is sought as the County may require. If payment is requested for
services rendered by Professional, the invoice shall additionally reflect the allocations as provided and
shall state the percentage of completion as to each such allocation. Each invaice shall bear the signature
of the Professional, which will constitute the Professional's representation to the County that the
services indicated in the invoice have: reached the level stated, served a public purpose, been properly
and timely performed as required herein, that the expenses included in the invoice have been
reasonably incurred in accordance with this Agreement, that all obligations of the Professional covered
by prior invoices have been paid in full, and that the amount requested is currently due and owing,
there being no reason known to the Professional that payment, of any portion, thereof should be
withheld. Submission of the Professional’s invoice for final payment shall further constitute the
Professional's representation to the County that, upon receipt by the County of the amount invoiced, all
obligations of the Professional to others, including its consultants, incurred in connection with the
Project, will be paid in full.

12. Default and Termination.

12.1. The failure of the Professional to comply with any provision of this Agreement will place the
Professional in default. Prior to terminating the Agreement, the County will notify the Professional in
writing. This notification will make specific reference to the provision which gave rise to the default. The
County will give the Professional seven (7) days to cure the default. The Manager is
authorized to provide written notice of default on behalf of the County, and if the default situation is not
corrected within the allotted time, the County Manager is authorized to provide final termination notice
on behalf of the County to the Professional.

12.2. The County may also terminate the Agreement without cause by providing written notice to the
Contractor {hereinafter, “Termination for Convenience”). The County Manager is authorized to provide
written notice of Termination for Convenience on behalf of the County. Upon such notice, Contractor
will immediately discontinue all Work affected (unless the notice directs otherwise) and deliver to the
County all data, drawings, specifications, reports, estimate, summaries, and such other information and
materials as may have been accumulated by the Contractor in performing this Agreement, whether
completed or in process. In the event of such Termination for Convenience, Contractor’s recovery
against County shall be limited to that portion of the Annual Contract Price earned through the date of
termination, but Contractor shall not be entitled to any other or further recovery against County,
including, but not limited to, damages, consequential or special damages, or any anticipated fees or
profit on portions of the Work not performed.

12.3. if funds to finance this Agreement become unavailable, the County may terminate the Agreement
with no less than twenty-four (24) hours’ notice in writing to the Contractor. The County will be the final
authority as to the availability of funds. The County will pay the Contractor for all Work completed prior
to delivery of notice of termination. In the event of such Termination, Contractor’s recovery against

14.2. Confidential Information

14.2.2. The County shall promptly notify the Professional in writing of any request received by the
County for disclosure of Professional’s Confidential information and the Professional may assert any
exemption from disclosure available under applicable law or seek a protective order against disclosure
from a court of competent jurisdiction. Professional shall protect, defend, indemnify, and hold the
County, its officers, employees and agents free and harmless from and against any claims or judgments
arising out of a request for disclosure of Confidential Information. Professional shall investigate, handle,
respond to, and defend, using counsel chosen by the County, at Professional’s sole cost and expense,
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any such claim, even if any such claim is groundtess, false, or fraudulent. Professional shall pay for all
costs and expenses related to such claim, including, but not limited ta, payment of attorney fees, court
costs, and expert witness fees and expenses. Upon completion of this Agreement or license, the
provisions of this paragraph shall continue to survive. Professional releases County from claims or
damages related to disclosure by County.

14.3. Project Completion: Upon completion of, or in the event this Agreement is terminated, the
Professional, when acting on behalf of the County, as provided under §119.011(2),Florida Statutes, shali
transfer, at no cost, to the County all public records in possession of the Professional or keep and
maintain public records required by the County to perform the service. If the Professional transfers all
public records to the County upen completion or termination of the agreement, it must destroy any
duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from public records disclosure
requirements. If the Professional keeps and maintains public records upon the completion or
termination of the agreement all applicable requirements for retaining public records shall be met. All
records stored electronically shall be provided to the County, upon request from the County’s custodian
of public records, in a format that is compatible with the information technology systems of the County.

14.4. Compliance

14.4.1. If the Professional does not comply with the County’s request for records, the County shall
enforce the contract provisions in accordance with the Agreement.

14.4.2. A Professional whe fails to provide the public records to the County within a reasonable time
may be subject to penalties under 5.119.10

15. Ownership of Deliverables. All project deliverables and documents are the sole property of the
County and may be used by the County for any purpose.

16. Insurance. The Professional will procure and maintain insurance throughout the entire term of this
Agreement of the types and in the minimum amount detailed in Exhibit 4. A current Certificate of
Insurance {COI), showing coverage of the type and in the amounts required is attached hereto as Exhibit
4-A.

17. Permits. The Professional will obtain and pay for all necessary permits, permit application fees,
licenses or any fees required.

18. Laws and Regulations. The Professional will comply with all laws, ordinances, regulations, and
building code requirements applicable to the work required by this Agreement. The Professional is
presumed to be familiar with all state and local laws, ordinances, code rules and regulations that may in
any way affect the work outlined in this Agreement. If the Professional is not familiar with state and
local laws, ordinances, code rules and regulations, the Professional remains liable for any violation and
all subsequent damages or fines.

19. Indemnification
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19.1. To the maximum extent permitted by Florida law, the Contractor shali indemnify and hold
harmless the County and its officers and employees from any and all liabilities, damages, losses and
costs, including, but not limited to, reasonable attorneys’ fees, caused by the negligence, recklessness,
or intentional wrongful misconduct of the Contractor or anyone employed or utilized by the Contractor
in the performance of this Agreement. Contractor agrees that indemnification of the County shall
extend to any and all Work performed by the Contractor, its subcontractors, employees, agents,
servants or assigns.

19.2. The Contractor obligation to indemnify under this Article will survive the expiration or earlier
termination of this Agreement until it is determined by final judgment that an action against the County
or an indemnified party for the matter indemnified hereunder is fully and finally barred by the
applicable statute of limitations.

19.3. This obligation shall in no way be limited in any nature whatsoever by any limitation on the
amount or type of Contractor insurance coverage. This indemnification provision shall survive the
termination of the Agreement between the County and the Contractor.

19.4. In any and all claims against the County or any of its agents or employees by any employee of the
Contractor, any Subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for
whose acts any of them may be liable, the indemnification obligation under this Article shall not be
limited in any way by any limitation on the amount or type of damages, compensation or benefits
payable by or for the Contractor or any Subcontractor under workers' compensation acts, disability
benefit acts or employee benefit acts.

19.5. Nothing contained herein shall constitute a waiver by the County of sovereign immunity or the
provisions or limits of liability of §768.28, Florida Statutes.

20. Standard of Care. The services of the Professional shall be performed with the skill and care which
would be exercised by a qualified professional performing similar service at the time and place such
services are performed. If the failure to meet these standards results in deficiencies in the substandard
architectural or engineering design, the Professional shall furnish, at his own cost and expense, the
redesign necessary to correct such deficiencies, and shall be responsible for any and all consequential
damages arising from those deficiencies.

21. Assignment of Interest. The Professional and County recognize that in actual economic practice,
overcharges resulting from antitrust violations are in fact usually borne by the County. Therefore, the
Professional hereby assigns to the County any and all claims for such overcharges as to goods, materials,
or services purchased in connection with the Agreement.

23. Independent Contractor. In the performance of this Agreement, the Professional is acting in the
capacity of an independent contractor and not as an agent, employee, partner, joint venturer, or
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associate of the County. The Professional is solely responsible for the means, method, technique,
sequence, and procedure utilized by the Professional in the full performance of the Agreement.

24. Collusion. By signing this Agreement, the Professional declares that this Agreement is made without
any previous understanding, Agreement, or connections with any persons, professionals or corporations
and that this Agreement is fair, and made in good faith without any outside control, collusion, or fraud.

25. Conflict of Interest. The Professional warrants that neither it nor any of its employees have any
financial or personal interest that conflicts with the execution of this Agreement. The Professional shall
notify the County of any conflict of interest due to any other clients, contracts, or property interests.

26. Prohibition against Contingent Fees. As required by §287.055(56), Florida’s Statutes, the Professional
warrants that he or she has not employed or retained any company or person, other than a bona fide
employee working solely for the Professional to solicit or secure this Agreement and that he or she has
not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual, or firm, other than a bana fide
employee working solely for the Professional any fee, commissian, percentage, gift, or other
consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of this Agreement.27. Third Party
Beneficiaries. This Agreement does not create any relationship with, or any rights in favor of, any third
party.

28. Severability and Ambiguity. It is understood and agreed by the Parties to this Agreement that if any
of the provisions of the Agreement shall contravene, or be invalid under the laws of the State of Florida,
such contravention or invalidity shall not invalidate the entire Agreement, but it shall be construed as if
not containing the particular provision or provisions held to be invalid, and the rights and obligations of
the Parties shall be construed and enforced accordingly. In the event an ambiguity or question of intent
or interpretation arises, this Agreement shall be construed as if jointly drafted by the Parties and no
presumption, inference, or burden of proof shall arise favoring or disfavoring a Party by virtue or
authorship of any or all of the Agreement’s provisions. Each Party represents and agrees that it has had
the opportunity to seek the advice of appropriate professions, including legal professionals, in the
review and execution of this Agreement.

29. Non Waiver. The failure of any party to exercise any right in this Agreement shall not be considered a
waiver of such right.

30. Governing Law and Venue. This Agreement is governed in accordance with the laws of the State of
Florida. Venue shall be in Alachua County.

31. Attachments. All exhibits attached to this Agreement are incorporated into and made part of this
Agreement by reference.

32. Amendments. The Parties may amend this Agreement only by mutual written Agreement of the
Parties.

33. Captions and Section Headings. Captions and section headings used herein are for convenience only
and shall not be used in construing this Agreement.

34. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of and by the different Parties hereto
on separate counterparts, each of which when so executed shall be deemed to be an original, and such
counterparts shall together constitute but one and the same instrument. Receipt via fax or email with
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pdf attachment by a party or its designated legal counsel of an executed counterpart of this Amendment
shall constitute valid and sufficient delivery in order to complete execution and delivery of this
Amendment and bind the Parties to the terms hereof.

35. Construction. This Agreement shall not be construed more strictly against one party than against the
other merely by virtue of the fact that it may have been prepared by one of the Parties. It is recognized
that both Parties have substantially contributed to the preparation of this Agreement.

36. Entire Contract. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement and supersedes all prior written
or oral agreements, understandings, or representations.

37. Electronic Signature. The Parties agree that an electronic version of this Agreement shall have the
same legal effect and enforceability as a paper version. The Parties further agree that this Agreement,
regardless of whether in electronic or paper form, may be executed by use of electronic signatures.
Electronic signatures shall have the same legal effect and enforceability as manually written signatures.
The County shall determine the means and methods by which electronic signatures may be used to
execute this Agreement and shall provide the Contractor with instructions on how to use said method.

original graphic and pictorial appearance of a document, will have the same effect as physical delivery of
the paper document bearing an original or electronic signature.

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PetData Unique Features

PetData’s technical expertise in pet licensing is unmatched. PetData has developed its own proprietary database solution
developed specifically to manage all aspects of the licensing process. This proprietary solution has the necessary flexibility for
customization to meet the specific needs of the City, while also providing a standard data architecture for all licensing data.

TAILSSM, PetData’s proprietary system, captures all data associated with license applications, applicants, pets, veterinarians, and
payments; all data associated with tracking licensing supplies and report supplies requested by and issued to veterinarians;
all data associated with tracking renewal reminders issued, licenses expired and license renewals; and audit trail information
associated with web access, inquiry and update events associated with electronic records and data, and other events {e.g.
application submitted; renewal notice issued to a pet owner).

Advanced Record Matching

PetData’s system performs multiple levels of consistency checks for entered and imported data to ensure enforcement of the City
business rules. Our staff then review all licensing applications, payment information, and documentation received, and each
record goes through an extensive audit process before posting in our system.

Data entry of rabies vaccination certificates
and incomplete ficenses, even if the data entry does not result in a license, is included at no extra charge. There are no extra fees
for mailings, printing or postage. The fixed price does not change if City license compliance increases or if the City raises its animal
licensing fees. In short, PetData is paid when a license is processed, not for the processes required to get a license

PetData has worked with more than 130 municipalities in the United States. Qur clients, on average, increase licensing compliance
by over 42% after partnering with PetData.

PetData provides complete management of our client's animal licensing data by taking responsibility for entry, reconciliation
and quality of data going into our database. PetData is a full-service Business Process Outsourcing service provider and is not a
software provider. As such, PetData utilizes our own proprietary and confidential assets to run animal licensing programs for our
clients. PetData does not require access to any City IT assets or resources at any time. We are not providing software to the City,
nor are we purchasing and customizing an off-the-shelf product for the City.

Our technical expertise in animal licensing is unmatched. PetData has developed its own proprietary database solution
developed specifically to manage all aspects of the licensing process. TAILS 3.0 {The Animal Information & Licensing System) is
based on a powerful client-server database platform, and all animal licensing data is stored in this application. This proprietary
solution has the necessary flexibility for customization to meet the specific needs of each municipal client, while also providing a
standard data architecture for all licensing data.

TAILS is the third-generation of our management software, and the product of thousands of hours in development and
refinement. Key features include:
*  Address Correction - Full support for USPS CASS (Coding Accuracy Support System) address validation and NCOA
(National Change of Address) update. Addresses are processed real-time during data entry to ensure accuracy of address
information, and further verified against the USPS NCOA Move Database to maximize deliverability of mailings.

*  Entry Validation - TAILS performs multiple levels of consistency checks for entered and imported data, ensuring
enforcement of business rules and improving overall accuracy.

*  Licensing History - Maintains a complete licensing history for owners and animals including license payments,
vaccinations, and incomplete applications.

* Mailing History - Maintains a complete history of mailings sent to citizens and provides extensive reporting on response
rates that help us to adjust mailing timetables to generate the highest rate of returns.

TAILS 3.01s capable of accessing external and remote data sources through industry-standard ODBC connectivity, as well as data
import and export, and a data access APL. Supported data formats include, but are not limited to, JSON, XML, delimited text, DBF,
and SQL dump. This capability facilitates the development of gateways between TAILS and shelter management packages.

Data Security Best Practices

PetData staff enter all data into our proprietary system. This allows for control and monitoring of records, and greatly reduces
entry errors. Data accuracy is of the utmost importance for consistent records. PetData takes on the responsibility for entering
the license data using our own staff so that records can be matched to existing records and data can be handled in a consistent
manner, subject to validations in the software as well as the specific entry procedures for trained staff members. Also, PetData
does not want to increase the burden on outside vendors, such as veterinary clinics, by requiring veterinarians to spend time
entering data into PetData's system.

Allowing pet owners or authorized registrars to enter data directly into PetData’s system greatly increases the risk of database
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errors such as duplicate records, misspelled addresses, and inaccurate information. For these reasons, PetData does not allow
external data sources, such as veterinary clinics, to enter directly into our system. Based on 25 years of experience, we consider
this structure to be the safest, fastest and most accurate method to key data. Also, eliminating external entry means there is no
training needed to use PetData's service. PetData employees handle everything, and PetData does not outsource any of our
service. Data entry, call center, mail processing - all happen at our office in Dallas.

Data Entry and Validation

PetData's data entry process has been highly refined over the years. PetData will follow all City rules for verifying pet licensing
data and eligibility. Owner, pet, license, microchip number and vaccination information are all captured, and vaccine fields such
as the producer and serial number can be captured as well. PetData staff enter and verify all data, including proof of rabies and
proof of senior citizen age, if required. PetData staff enter all new and renewal licenses and corresponding payment information
into our proprietary system on a daily basis. All licensing data and documentation received is visually reviewed by PetData staff,
and each record goes through an extensive audit process before itis posted, and a license tag is issued. Our staff only issue a
license tag if all information received is complete and accurate.

Several programming checks are written in to prevent many kinds of errors. PetData’s data entry operators are well trained and
are monitored constantly for accuracy. Because accuracy is so important, each batch of records is also re-checked after data entry
by our Specialists, and the total payments entered in the batch are reconciled with check totals.

PetData has been fully PA-DSS and PCI-DSS complaint since 2006. As part of our compliance, PetData does not store any
personal credit card information at any time. PetData agrees to remain in compliance with the Payment Card Industry Security
Program at all times.

We know protecting our client’s data at all times is paramount. PetData backs up all databases continuously during the working

day. Nightly, all databases and key systems are backed up to high-capacity RAID storage. Client data is also copied to redundant,
secure cloud-based storage in US data centers. This backup configuration ailows for recovery of the complete licensing database
even in the event of a major failure or severe damage to our facilities. PetData does not collect or store sensitive, personally
identifiable information.

Data Confidentiality and Security

PetData has developed its proprietary database solution specifically to manage all aspects of the pet licensing process. PetData
is not a software provider, and we are not providing Software-as-a-Service. We do not require our clients to use a specific software
package or interface to process license sales and/for enter rabies vaccination information. PetData does not allow external

data sources, such as City staff or veterinary clinics, to enter directly into our system for security reasons. PetData will ensure
compliance with all City policies and procedures to safeguard al data collected and stored. PetData agrees City data will never
be used for commercial purpose under any circumstances. PetData further agrees that it will never sell, transfer, or release
personal data it has collected in fulfilling the terms of this contract to a third party.

On-line Licensing via PetLicenseSM

In addition to processing payments through the mail, PetData provides pet owners with the option to pay for a registration
on-line at its web site: www.petdata.com. PetData will also provide at no cost a dedicated toll-free telephone number for City
residents. Citizens may contact customer service for assistance with their pet's ficense.

PetData will provide the City with a secure web-based licensing portal with links to the City and Animai Control websites.
PetData’s Petlicense portal accepts all major credit cards, and there is no fee to the City for this service. Pet owners may license
multiple pets per transaction. To ensure data integrity, City business rules for fees and requirements are coded into Petlicense. A
convenience fee is charged to the citizen per transaction, not per pet, to help defray PetData's cost of providing this option. Both
new and renewal licenses may be purchased online via PetLicense. All City required documents may be uploaded at the time

of payment, but uploading documents is not necessary. If a pet owner is unable to upload a document at the time of payment,
instructions are provided to submit the documentation via email, postal mail, or fax. PetData does not issue the license until

all documentation requirements are completed. PetData staff visually verify all information submitted online, including rabies
vaccination records, before a license is issued. Proof of payment verification/verification number is issued to owners who choose
to pay online. PetData has processed over 1.2 million licenses via our secure online portal.

PetData has been fully PA-DSS and PCI-DSS complaint since 2006. As part of our compliance, PetData does not store any
personal credit card information at any time. PetData agrees to remain in compliance with the Payment Card industry Security
Program at all times. PetData's PCl Attestation of Compliance is available to the City upon request.

Data Access via Data Transfer

While most PetData clients choose to use PetAccess exclusively to access their animal licensing data, some municipalities prefer
to integrate the licensing data into their shelter software. If the City wishes to reintegrate licensing data into their system,
PetData has an AP} available at no cost that allows for transfer of licensing data back to the City. PetData is not responsible for
costs incurred by the City from City's software provider or from City ITfor utilization of PetData's API.
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Description of Services

Mail and License Processing

PetData believes providing as many options as possible to pet owners to license their pets is essential. In addition to offering
licensing on-line, PetData makes the process easy for pet owners by accepting applications and payment via credit card, check,
or at in-person locations such as veterinarians. Further, even though PetData encourages licensing on-line and at veterinary
focations, we have found that twice as many license renewals and applications are received by mail versus on-line so itis critical
the City provide this option as well.

PetData processes all incoming mail - including individual license applications from pet owners and tag sales reports from
authorized registrars - and issues license tags as needed. PetData ensures all paperwork and fee requirements are met before a
license is issued. This process can generate two different types of outgoing mailings depending on whether the application was
complete or not. A tag receipt is generated for each completed mail-in or on-line registration and mailed along with a license
tag. An exception letter is generated for each incomplete registration. PetData enters the record in the database, the check is
deposited, and a letter is mailed to the pet owner to instruct them on what is needed to complete their license. Alicense is not
issued until all requirements have been met.

PetData will charge pet owners for license tags in accordance with the fee schedule approved by the City. Pet owners who have
not responded to licensing notices are reported to the City via an enforcement list that can be sorted by zip code, city and street
address.

PetData’s turnaround time for completed registrations is quaranteed to be 10 business days from the day the mail is received
until the time the tag is mailed. During this time frame, PetData goes through several critical steps: 1) records the date that the
mail was received, 2) processes the mail, 3) enters the data, 4) scans every check to ensure we have a record of the payment, 5)
reviews the batches for each mail date, 6) reconciles the payment amount with the data entry, 7) prepares deposit reports, and 8)
mails the tag(s). While we have automated these tasks as much as possible, we also utilize highly trained individuals to review
and check the data for accuracy. No other animal licensing software or vendor provides the level of data accuracy that PetData
provides to our clients.

In addition to entry of license and vaccination records, PetData will also update addresses, owner and pet information, and the
status of licenses in the case that a pet is deceased or given away. A pet owner may also update their address and pet status by
visiting petdata.com or contacting PetData at the toll-free number PetData provides to the City.

Donations

During our 28 years in business, PetData has actively promoted community awareness on behalf of our clients, and to date
we have processed more than $2 million in donations for our clients. 100% of these donated funds are passed through to our
clients without any fee charged or percentage deducted.
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Banking Best Practices
Checks are always made payable to the City, and never to PetData. This ailows for transparent financial accountability, and allows
for easy audit of payments, if necessary. Requiring payment to be made to the City also eliminates potential confusion for pet

owners.

In order to provide the highest level of accountability and customer service both to the City and to citizens, PetData scans and
images all checks and money orders it receives. Thus, PetData can provide back-up data for all deposits of a municipality’s
revenue upon request. PetData utilizes these images to verify citizen payments, to balance and reconcile all of the money that is
deposited into the bank account and to provide excellent customer service to pet owners.

PetData offers two banking options to our clients:

1. PetData deposits all receipts collected for license fees, with the exception of those payments made via credit card, into
a City-owned bank account either at a local branch in Iving, TX (such as Chase, Bank of America, or Wells Fargo), or
via electronic deposit such as image cash letter, to a bank specified by the City (City Account). Any mailing expenses
associated with sending overnight deposits are borne by City. The City provides deposit slips and an endorsement
stamp for in-person branch deposits. PetData can provide daily, weekly, or monthly deposit reports as needed by the
City, and can customize reports to break out licensing funds by City's funding categories if needed. Within 15 business
days of the end of the month, PetData submits an invoice with supporting reports showing the license activity for the
prior month.

2. PetData deposits all receipts collected for license fees into a separate dedicated, segregated checking account at
PetData’s bank (Maintained Account). This account s set up solely for the purpose of collecting City license fees. No
other monies are deposited into this account, and bank account fees are charged to the City. Within 15 business days
of the end of the month, PetData submits licensing reports to the City in addition to a balance sheet. The balance sheet
shows the gross revenues collected, less fees to PetData and banking fees, and shows the net revenue that is sent back
to the City in the form of a check or ACH. PetData can also provide copies of the bank statement and check register
monthly or upon request.

Data Entry

PetData staff enter all new and renewal licenses and corresponding payment information into our proprietary system on a daily
basis. All licensing data and documentation received is reviewed by PetData staff, and each record goes through an extensive
audit process before it is posted, and a license tag is issued. Our staff only issue a license tag if all information received is
complete and accurate.

License Sales Reporting

PetData recognizes that some individuals strongly prefer to purchase and receive their license tag in person, either at their
veterinarian, Animal Services, or other City-authorized registrars. PetData provides full support and supplies to all partner
locations, managing tag inventories as well as processing and entering all licenses issued at each location. Entry of each license
is put through PetData’s rigorous standards for data quality, ensuring that tag numbers are never duplicated, and accuracy is
maintained. We have found accurate data entry is a key component of increasing licensing compliance. PetData’s data-entry staff
keys with an accuracy rate of 99%.
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Veterinary clinics are encouraged to use whichever method of recording sales they prefer, and many are able to use the form
from their own clinic software. Veterinarians may submit data electronically or on paper. This prevents clinic staff from having

to enter the same information in two different places, which we know from past experience can substantially and negatively
impact licensing compliance. PetData does not require veterinarians to enter data from rabies vaccinations or license salesinto a
specific system or website. PetData's staff enters all data received as part of our base fee.

Having PetData enter vaccination and sales data received from veterinary clinics means our animal licensing service requires no
additional training for busy veterinary staff, PetData’s goal is to make reporting and licensing as easy as possible for veterinarians
and for the City.

Rabies Vaccination Reporting

Processing vaccination data from veterinarians is an integral part of PetData’s licensing service. PetData provides assistance to
veterinarians to help them report rabies vaccination data. Veterinarians can submit data electronically via an export from their
practice software, or they can fax, scan and email, or send paper copies of rabies certificates. PetData’s goal is to make reporting
and licensing as easy as possible for veterinarians and for the City. PetData has a relationship with national veterinary provider
Banfield, and has worked with several other veterinary practice software vendors. Per PetData’s best practices, rabies vaccination
information received from veterinarians is entered into our system within 30 days after receipt. Based on best practices, PetData
wil work with the City to establish a mutually-agreed upon schedule for mailing billing notices.

Based on our experience, requiring veterinarians to enter data into a separate system will negatively impact compliance rates
because veterinarians do not want to spend valuable time or money double-keying data that has already been entered into

their own system. Therefore, PetData does not require veterinarians to enter data from rabies vaccinations or license sales into a
specific system or website. Veterinarians may submit vaccination data electronically to PetData via an export from their veterinary
practice software, or they may fax, scan and email, or send paper copies of rabies certificates. PetData’s staff then enters all data
received, at no additional charge to the City.

If a clinic is delinquent in submitting their data, PetData will work directly with the clinic to resolve the issue. If the clinic or
registrar continues to be delinquent, PetData will notify the City.

Customer Service for Citizens

PetData provides at no additional cost a customized auto-attendant that provides answers to common licensing questions. The
auto-attendant is avaifable with basic registration instructions 24 hours a day, 7 days a week. Approximately 37% of alf callers
utilize this service during our regular work hours even though live operators are available. PetData employs highly trained
customer service representatives available to answer calls 9 am to 6 pm Eastern, Monday through Friday, excluding holidays.
Customer service representatives answer calls to this dedicated phone number with the phrase Jacksonville animal licensing’, or
with another phrase as approved by the City. All of our Customer Service Representatives are located in our office in Dallas. Qur
highly sophisticated phone system has 46 phone lines, which virtually eliminates the possibility citizens will be greeted with a
busy signal. Their call will be met with the quality it deserves. In addition to our full-time call center staff, we have a secondary
group of employees signed into the queues. In case there is a surge in calls, the additional staff members are engaged to handle
calls.
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Support for City Staff and Veterinary Clinics

In addition to support for City residents, PetData provides support for City staff and Veterinary Clinic staff from 8 am to 5 pm
Central, Monday through Friday, excluding holidays. Queries from Animal Service officers are typically responded to on the same
day of the inquiry. More complex or detailed queries may take up to one business day. Both PetData's primary toll-free number
as well as management contact information is provided to the City.

Website

PetData also provides customer service on-line via our customized website. The website features answers to the most common
questions of how to license a pet, such as the license fees, mailing address and required paperwork. Feedback forms are
available for citizens to submit changes of address, phone number, and the status of their pet or to ask us other questions.

The animal licensing website PetData currently provides for the City utilizes PetData’s standard appearance. We can further
customize the website at no additional charge at any time; the City only needs to provide HTML assets to PetData and PetData
will handle the customization, subject to the City's approval.

Found Pet Lookup

r- PetData believes the best way for a lost pet to find their way home is to provide pet owners and finders

™ with multiple options to help reunite a family. As part of our licensing service, PetData provides a
public tag search to look up a found pet by tag number. The search returns the owners last name, a
brief breed description, and the phone number the pet owner has provided. This service is optional for

_ the City and may be turned on upon request. Pet owners may opt out of the public search, and PetData
[ 1J follows Florida statute regarding withholding information on elected officials, law enforcement, and

other protected county staff.

o link to their free lost and found service.

Training
PetData is not a software provider, nor do we require our clients to use a specific software package or interface to process license
sales and/or enter rabies vaccination information. Therefore, training to work with PetData is not necessary.

We are, however, happy to provide, at no additional cost to the City, training for our provided secure web-based license look-up
portal, PetAccess. The secure portal allows City staff to perform tag searches and look up licensing information in several ways,
including by owner name, phone number, and address. Wildcard searches are supported, and complete licensing history by

owner and pet is viewable.

PetData will also work directly with veterinary clinics to answer questions they may have regarding sales or vaccination reporting.
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Reporting

PetData provides all reporting to the City. PetData will work with the City to develop customized monthly reports. Typical reports
provided by PetData on a monthly basis are a Summary Report breaking down license sales by type of license and location

of sale, a deposit summary listing each deposit made, and a license detail report listing each tag issued by each location.
Additional monthly reports may be added as needed by the City. Within 15 calendar days after the end of each month, PetData
will submit the monthly reports via email to City staff.

In addition, PetData provides Annual Reports showing the total sales and revenue for the year, as well as total mailings and
customer service statistics.

PetData's flexible and expandable software allows for ad hoc reports based on a wide range of criteria. Reports may be generated

either at a pre-determined interval or as requested by the client. Most reports can be provided within 5 business days,
depending on the data requested. There is no additional charge to the City for any report, either standard or custom.

Renewal and Billing Notices
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Prior to the expiration of a license, PetData sends a renewal notice
to pet owners who have previously licensed their pet. After the
license expiration, and any grace period allowed by ordinance, a
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second renewal notice is mailed to those who do not respond to the
first notice. A third notice may be sent as well. Timing of the notices
is based on City ordinance requirements and best practices.
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Renewal notices include pet and owner information, license
expiration date, vaccination requirements (if any), and instruction
on ways to remit payment. Second notices shall include a late fee,
if applicable, and will be sent to pet owners if there is no payment
received within thirty (30) days, or will be sent based on City
ordinance and agreed-upon best practices.
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There is no charge to the City for PetData mailing Renewal or
Billing notices, nor is there a charge when PetData mails tags to pet
owners. All costs of the postage and renewal notices shall be borne
by PetData.
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Billing notices are mailed to pet owners who have not previously
licensed their pets based on the rabies vaccination reports submitted by veterinary clinics. A second notice is sent if the pet
owner does not respond to the first notice.

Program Supplies

PetData shall provide supplies needed to administer the program induding license receipts, applications and renewal forms.
City shall supply license tags and PetData will distribute tags and attachments to in-person sales locations as needed throughout
the year. PetData will also provide in-person locations with supplies necessary to sell license tags.
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All forms are customized to meet the needs of the City and are approved by the City prior to use. In addition, PetData's
application forms can be printed in Spanish at no additional charge, if requested. Once approved, PetData will purchase supplies
and distribute them to the City and other authorized registrars as needed. Supply requests are mailed within 2 business days of
request. Supplies will be printed in one color. Any additional cost for color printing or additionat marketing materials for the pet
license program, if requested by City, shall be paid for by City.

License Tags
. PetData does not require our clients to use tags from a particular vendor, and our clients purchase

00 license tags from a variety of vendors. Tags are shipped in bulk directly to PetData's offices. PetData

apey %ﬁ& are designed so we know at any time where individual sequences of tags are located. When tags arrive
" eioas 2 “e7uico at PetData’s office, they are logged and entered into our proprietary system. Tags are then distributed to
our client’s sales locations. PetData also keeps inventory on hand for each of our clients so we can also
distribute tags to pet owners via mail. We know at all times how many tags are available for each of our clients. PetData can
provide tag inventory reports to the City.
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PetData Partnership with PetHub

While PetData does not require tags be purchased from a specific vendor, we encourage our clients to consider utilizing digital
ID tags from PetHub. Cost is comparable to standard aluminum tags, yet PetHub's digital ID tags are high quality epoxy-coated
full-color steel, with a full-color customizable front. PetHub tags require no special software. Activation of the tag with PetHub
through their secure, web-based system is free and optional for the pet owner. PetHub does not share data without the pet
owner’s express consent, and pet owners have full control over how much of their profile is visible.

Once the tag has been activated, pet owners can enter information about the pet into their pet's profile. Fields noted (*} are
required entries. Pet Profiles can include, but are not limited to:
* Petname*, breed, size, age, weight, physical description and photo
*  Primary phone number*, additional multiple (uniimited) emergency contacts' phone numbers and email addresses
®  Petcare providers' names, addresses and phone numbers
* Alteration status*, medical information, including vaccinations, conditions, surgeries, medications and allergies
¢ Documentand record attachments in Word, PDF, or JPEG format of medical and training records, certifications, etc.

In addition to PetData’s found pet tag look-up service, PetHub tags also offer a robust lost and found service. While the front of
the tag can feature PetData’s contact information, the back of the tag features a QR code, along with PetHub’s website address,
the pet’s license tag number, and PetHub's 24/7 Found Pet Hotline phone number. This is a free service to the pet owner to help
found pets get home. When a pet owner activates the free features provided with their tag, they will be able to enter Emergency
Contacts on their pet's profile. Pet owners control privacy settings and their account, and information will never be shared
without permission. Emergency contacts can include the pet owner, spouse, pet sitter, neighbor, doggie daycare, veterinarian,
neighbor, etc. emergency contacts will receive an email with the rescuer’s phone number and location, and pet status (safe/
injured). If their phone number is on the pet’s profile, they will also receive a call based on the order the phone number was
prioritized in the contact list by the pet owner.

(Note: PetData and PetHub have an Agreement that provides for special pricing to PetData clients who use PetHub tags. PetData
does not receive any commission or payment from PetHub, nor does PetData share any animal licensing data with PetHub.)
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CONTINUING SERVICES AGREEMENT WITH
PETDATA INC., FOR ANIMAL LICENSING SERVICES
NO. 13861

This Continuing Services Agreement (“*Agreement™) is made by and between Alachua
County, Florida, a political subdivision and charter county of the State of Florida, by and through
its Board of County Commissioners (the “County”) and PetData Inc, a Foreign for Profit
Corporation which is authorized to do business in the State of Florida (“Contractor”). who are
collectively referred to as the “Parties™.

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, the County publicly issued Request for Proposal (RFP) 24-91 seeking
qualified firms or individuals to provide Animal Licensing Services; and

WHEREAS, after evaluating and considering all timely responses to the solicitation, the
County identified Contractor as top ranked entity in the solicitation process; and

WHEREAS, the Contractor is willing to provide the work and services to the County; and

WHEREAS, the County desires to engage Contractor to provide the work and services
described herein.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants contained
herein, and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt of which is acknowledged, the
County and Contractor agree as follows:

l. Recitals. The foregoing recitals are incorporated herein.
2. Scope. In accordance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement. Contractor agrees

to provide and perform Animal Licensing Services, as more particularly described in the Scope of
Services attached hereto as Exhibit “1” and incorporated herein (“Services™) for and as needed by
the County. It is understood that the Services may be modified, but to be effective and binding,
any such modification must be in writing executed by both the Parties.

3. Term. This Agreement is effective upon execution (“effective date™) and continues until
the September 30, 2025, unless earlier terminated as provided herein. This Agreement may be
amended at the option of the County and Contractor for two additional two-year term(s). The
Contractor may choose not to renew this Agreement with the County provided the County has
written notice ninety (90) days prior to October 1st for each term renewal.

4. Qualifications. By executing this Agreement, Contractor makes the following
representations to County:

A. Contractor is qualified to provide the Services during the term of this Agreement.

B. Contractor will assure that all personnel who perform the Services, or perform any part
of the Services, are competent, reliable, and experienced to perform their assigned task
property and satisfactory. If failure to meet these standards results in a deficiency in the
Services or the related tasks or designs, Contractor will, at his/her/its own cost and
expense, re-do the Services to correct the deficiency,

C. Services are to be performed in a professional manner

D. Contractor will coordinate, cooperate, and work with any other contractors,
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professionals, and consultants retained by the County. The Parties acknowledge that
there is nothing in this Agreement that precludes County from retaining services of
other contractors, professionals, and consultants for similar or same Services or from
independently performing the Services provided under this Agreement on its own.

5. Payment.

A. Charges to Licensees.

Contractor may charge and collect the following fees directly from Licensees, and
Contractor shall be entitled to retain any such fees so collected as part of Contractors’
compensation under this Agreement, except as otherwise provided below:

$2.00 for each on-line transaction engaged in by a Licensee.

Contractor may charge a fee to a Licensee of no more than $25.00 (or, if
lower, the maximum amount permitted by applicable law from time to time
in effect) for each check or other payment from that Licensee that is returned
uncollected for any reason.

B. Compensation to Contractor. The Contractor shall retain the following fees for all
animal licenses issued during the term of this Agreement, regardless of whether they
are issued by Contractor, veterinarians. or any other third-party license sellers:

1) $4.30 for each one-year license or replacement tag and for the first year for
each multi-year license (which amount is subject to adjustment as provided
below).

2) $2.00 for each additional year after the first year for each multi-year license.

3) $2.50 collection service fee for each late fee, if any. paid by a Licensee
during the term of this Agreement.

4} $0.00 per license issued by County in conjunction with pet adoptions and
enforcement actions. County will refer public to Contractor for license
sales.

5) $1,000 start up fee is waived.

6. Insurance. Contractor will procure and maintain insurance throughout the entire term

of this Agreement, including any renewals, of the types and in the minimum amounts detailed in
Exhibit “2” attached hereto and incorporated herein. A copy of a current Certificate of Insurance
(COI) showing coverage of the type and in the amounts required is attached hereto as Exhibit “2-

A”.

7. Default and Termination.

A. Termination for Default: The failure of Contractor to comply with any provision of
this Agreement will place Contractor in default. If Contractor is in default or fails to
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perform in accordance with the terms or conditions of this Agreement, the County may
provide a written notice of default. The County Manager and his/her designee is
authorized to provide notice of default on behalf of County and notice may be sent
electronically. If the default is not corrected within the allotted time as specifically
provided in the notice of default, the County Manager is authorized to provide
Contractor with written notice of termination of this Agreement on behalf of County.
The effective date of termination of this Agreement will be the date specified in the
notice of termination or, if no date is specified in the notice, then the effective date of
termination will be the date that the notice of termination is received by the Contractor.

B. Termination for Convenience: County and Contractor may terminate the Agreement
without cause upon not less than 30 days by the terminating-party providing written
notice of termination for convenience to the other party. County Manager and his/her
designee is authorized to provide notice of termination on behalf of the County. Notice
may be electronically given. Upon such notice. Contractor will immediately
discontinue all Services for the County currently or to be provided to the County, unless
the notice from the County directs otherwise. The effective date of termination of this
Agreement will be the date specified in the notice of termination or, if no date is
specified in the notice, then the effective date of termination will be the date that the
notice of termination is received by Contractor. Upon such termination, County shall
pay to Contractor all amounts due to the Contractor for the periods through the
effective date of termination. In addition, upon such termination, County shall pay to
Contractor an additional amount (the “Cancellation Fee”) equal to the highest one
month’s compensation paid to Contractor during the twelve calendar month preceding
the date of termination’.If it has not yet been twelve calendar months preceding the
date termination, then the parties agree that a shorter-period of the effective date until
the date of termination will apply). The parties agree that the Cancellation Fee is
reasonable compensation to Contractor for its employee costs and overhead expenses
resulting from the early termination of this Agreement by County and is not a penalty,
damages or any anticipated fees or profits.

C. Termination for Unavailability of Funding: If funds to finance this Agreement become
unavailable, as determined by the County, County may terminate this Agreement upon
written notice to Contractor. County Manager and his/her designee is authorized to
provide notice of termination on behalf of the County. Notice may be electronically
given. The effective date of termination of this Agreement will be the date specified in
the notice of termination or, if no date is specified in the notice, then the effective date
of termination will be the date that the notice of termination is received by the
Contractor.

D. Upon termination of this Agreement based upon the above, the County may obtain the
Services from any other sources. firms, and individuals, and may use any method
deemed in the County’s best interest. In the event of termination, Contractor’s recovery
against County shall be limited to that portion of this Agreement amount earned
through the date of termination plus any Cancellation Fee (as defined in section 7A).
Contractor shall not be entitled to any other or further recovery against County.
including, but not limited to, damages, consequential or special damages, or any
anticipated fees or profit on portions of the Services not performed.
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8. Indemnification. CONTRACTOR HEREBY WAIVES AND RELEASES, AND

OMISSION OF CONTRACTOR OR CONTRACTOR’S EMPLOYEES, OFFICERS,
AGENTS, OR SUBCONTRACTORS IN CONNECTION WITH THE PERFORMANCE
OF THE SERVICES SET FORTH IN THIS AGREEMENT, INCLUDING ATTACHED
EXHIBITS, OR FROM CONTRACTOR’S ENTRY ONTO ALACHUA COUNTY’S
PROPERTY AND ANY AND ALL IMPROVEMENTS THEREON. This obligation shall in
no way be limited in any nature by any limitation on the amount or type of Contractor’s insurance
coverage. In the event the County is alleged to be liable on account of alleged acts or omissions,
or both. of Contractor or Contractor’s employees, representatives or agents, then Contractor will
investigate, respond to and provide a defense for any allegations and claims. at Contractor’s sole
costs and expense. Furthermore, Contractor will pay all reasonable costs, fees and other
expenses of any such defense, including but not limited to. all attorneys’ fees, court costs and expert
witness fees and expenses. Contractor and County will jointly cooperate with each other in the
event of any litigation, including any request for documentation. NOTWITHSTANDING THE
FOREGOING. CONTRACTOR'S INDEMNIFICATION AND DEFENSE OBLIGATIONS IN THIS
SECTION SHALL NOT APPLY TO ANY PORTION OF ANY SUCH CLAIMS, DEMANDS.
PENALTIES, EXPENSES, OR CAUSES OF ACTION ARISING FROM THE SOLE NEGLIGENCE OF
ALACHUA COUNTY OR WILLFUL MISCONDUCT OF ALACHUA COUNTY. This shail not be
construed to be an indemnification for the acts, or omissions of third parties, independent contractors or
third party acts of the County. This indemnification provision will survive the termination of this
Agreement. Nothing contained herein shall constitute a waiver by the County of sovereign
immunity or the provisions or limitation of liability of §768.28, Florida Statutes, as may be
amended.

10. Notice. Except as otherwise provided in this Agreement, any notice from either Party to
the other Party must be in writing and delivered by hand delivery with receipt or sent by certified
mail, return receipt requested, to the addresses below. All notices will be deemed delivered five
(5) business days after mailing. Each Party may change its mailing address by giving the other
Party, written notice of election to change the address.

11. Standard Clauses.

A, Public Records. In accordance with §119.0701. Florida Statutes, Contractor. when
acting on behalf of the County, shall, as required by Florida law:

Keep and maintain public records required by the County to perform the
Services.

Upon request from the County’s custodian of public records, provide the
County with a copy of the requested records or allow the records to be inspected
or copied within a reasonable time at a cost that does not exceed the cost
provided in Florida law or as otherwise provided by law.

Ensure that public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt from
public records disclosure requirements are not disclosed except as authorized
by law for the duration of the term of this Agreement and following completion
of the Agreement if Contractor does not transfer the records to the County.
Upon completion of the Agreement, transfer, at County cost, to the County all
public records in possession of Contractor or keep and maintain public records
required by the County to perform the Services. If Contractor transfers all public
records to the County upon completion of the Agreement, Contractor shall
destroy any duplicate public records that are exempt or confidential and exempt
from public records disclosure requirements. If Contractor keeps and maintains
public records upon completion of the Agreement, Contractor shall meet all
applicable requirements for retaining public records. All records stored
electronically must be provided to the County. upon request from the County's
custodian of public records, in a format that is compatible with the County's
information technology systems.

If Contractor fails to comply with this section, Contractor will be deemed in default under
this Agreement. The County may enforce as set forth in §119.0701, Florida Statutes. Contractor
who fails to provide the public records in response to a request within a reasonable time may be
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subject to penalties imposed under §119.10, Florida Statute, and costs of enforcement, including
fees, under §119.0701 and §119.12. Florida Statutes.

Contractor will take reasonable measures to protect, secure and maintain any data held by
Contractor in an electronic form that is or contains exempt, confidential, personal information or
protected information, as defined by Florida or federal law. related to or in connection with
performance of the Services. If Contractor suspects or becomes aware of a security breach or
unauthorized access to such data by a third party, Contractor shall immediately notify the County
in writing and will work, at Contractor’s expense, to prevent or stop the data breach.

B. Confidential Information. During the term of this Agreement, Contractor may claim
that some of Contractor’s information, including, but not limited to, software documentation,
manuals, written methodologies and processes, pricing, discounts. or other considerations
(hereafter collectively referred to as “Confidential Information™), is, or has been treated as
confidential and proprietary by Contractor in accordance with §812.081, Florida Statutes, or other
law, and is exempt from disclosure under the Florida’s public record laws. Contractor shall clearly
identify and mark Confidential Information as “Confidential Information™ or “CI" and the County
shall use reasonable efforts to maintain the confidentiality of the Confidential Information that is
clearly identified by Contractor. County will promptly notify Contractor in writing if the County
receives a request for disclosure of Contractor’s Confidential Information. Contractor may assert
any exemption from disclosure available under applicable law or seek a protective order against
disclosure from a court of competent jurisdiction. Contractor shall protect, defend, indemnify, and
hold harmless Alachua County and its commissioners, officers and employees from and against
any claims, actions and judgments arising out of a request for disclosure of Confidential
Information or relating to violation or infringement of trademark, copyright patent, trade secret or
intellectual property right; however. the foregoing obligation shall not apply to County's misuse
or modification of Contractor’s Confidential Information in a manner not contemplated by this
Agreement. Contractor shall investigate, handle, respond to, and defend, at Contractor’s sole cost
and expense, any such claim, even if any such claim is groundless. false, or fraudulent. Contractor
shall pay for all costs and expenses related to such claim, including, but not limited to. payment of
attorneys’ fees, costs and expenses. If Contractor is not reasonably able to modify or otherwise
secure for the County the right to continue using the good or product, Contractor shall remove the
product and refund the County the amounts paid in excess of a reasonable rental for past use. Upon
completion of this Agreement, the provisions of this paragraph shall continue to survive.
Contractor releases the County from claims or damages related to disclosure by the County.

C. Contractor's System. County acknowledges that Contractor has developed and
coordinated proprictary means and methods of performing the Services and related know-how,
skills, and property (collectively. the “System”). The System includes. among other items, an
interactive website, databases, software, and related items. The System is special and unique to
Contractor and has been developed by Contractor at great cost and expense to Contractor. County
acknowledges that County is not acquiring any rights in or to the System, and that the System is
and will remain the sole and exclusive property of Contractor. County further acknowledges and
agrees that any information that County obtains related to the use, formulation or operation of the
System that is not generally known is CONFIDENTIAL. may only be used by County for the
limited purposes described in this Agreement, and may not be disclosed to any third parties except
as may be required under applicable law or with Contractor’s prior, express written consent in
Contractor’s sole discretion. Upon the termination of this Agreement, any information and
materials, in whatever media or format, related to the System that County has in its possession will
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be returned to Contractor or destroyed at Contractor’s option. County agrees that it will not attempt
to discover, duplicate, or replicate the System in any manner.

D. COVENANTS REGARDING DATA. Contractor agrees that it will not, without
County’s consent, use personal data collected on behalf of County other than for the performance
of the Services or other uses permitted by this Agreement or under applicable law. Further.
Contractor agrees that it will not sell. or intentionally transfer or release, to any third party personal
data that Contractor has collected in performing the Services, except as may otherwise be required
by this Agreement or applicable law, and that it will take commercially reasonable measures to
prevent the unauthorized release of any such third party personal data. Upon the termination of
this Agreement, Contractor agrees to return or transfer to County, in a mutually acceptable format.
all animal licensing data maintained by Contractor under this Agreement within 15 business days
after Contractor has received all sums due Contractor under this Agreement.

E. Auditing Rights and Information. County reserves the right to require the
Contractor to submit to an audit, by any auditor of the County’s choosing. Contractor shall provide
access to all of its records. which relate directly or indirectly to this Agreement at its place of
business during regular business hours. Contractor shall retain all records pertaining to this
Agreement and upon request make them available to County for three (3) complete calendar years
following expiration or termination of the Agreement. Records may be kept in electronic format.
Contractor agrees to provide such assistance as may be necessary to facilitate the review or audit
by the County to ensure compliance with applicable accounting and financial standards. If an audit
inspection or examination pursuant to this section discloses overpricing or overcharges of any
nature by the Contractor to the County, Contractor shall pay to County the Overcharged Amount
which is defined as the total aggregate overcharged amount together with interest thereon (such
interest to be established at the rate of 12% annum). Any adjustments or payments which must be
made as a result of any such audit or inspection of the Contractor’s invoices or records must be
made. If the Overcharged Amount is equal to or greater than $50,000.00, Contractor shall pay to
County the Overcharged Amount and the Audit Amount which is defined as the total aggregate of
County’s reasonable audit costs incurred as a result of its audit of Contractor. County may recover
the Overcharged Amount and the Audit Amount, as applicable, from any amount due or owing to
Contractor whether under this Agreement and any other agreement between Contractor and
County. If such amounts owed to Contractor are insufficient to cover the Overcharged Amount
and Audit Amount, as applicable, then Contractor hereby shall pay such remaining amounts to
County. Payment is due within a reasonable amount of time, but in no event may the time exceed
sixty (60} calendar days, from presentation of the County’s audit findings to Contractor. In no
event shall the Overcharged Amount or the Audit Amount be deemed a reimbursable cost of the
work or Services. This provision is hereby considered to be included within, and applicable to, any
subcontractor agreement entered into by the Contractor in performance of the Services under this
Agreement. The access, inspection, copying and auditing rights shall survive the termination of
this Agreement.

B Laws & Regulations. Contractor will comply with all federal. state, and local laws.
ordinances, regulations, rules and code requirements applicable to the work required by this
Agreement. Contractor is presumed to be familiar with all laws. ordinances, regulations, and rules
that may in any way affect the work outlined in this Agreement. If Contractor is not familiar with
laws, ordinances, rules and regulations, Contractor remains liable for any violation and all
subsequent damages. penalties, or fines.
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G. Governing Law and Venue. The laws of the State of Florida shall govern this
Agreement and the duties and obligations stated within this Agreement. Sole and exclusive venue
for all actions arising under this Agreement shall be in a court of competent jurisdiction in and for
Alachua County. Florida.

H. Amendment and Assignment. The Parties may only modify or amend this
Agreement by a mutual written agreement of the Parties. Neither Party will assign or transfer any
interest in this Agreement without prior written consent of the other Party. The County and
Contractor each bind the other and their respective successors and assigns in all respects to all of
the terms, conditions, covenants, and provisions of this Agreement.

L Additional Services. Additional services not specifically identified in this
Agreement may be added to the Agreement upon execution of a written amendment by the Parties.
J. Third Party Beneficiaries. This Agreement does not create any relationship with.

or any rights in favor of, any third party.

K. Independent Contractor. In the performance of this Agreement, Contractor is acting
in the capacity of an independent contractor and not as an agent, employee, partner. joint venturer,
or associate of the County. Contractor is solely responsible for the means, method, technique,
sequence, and procedure utilized by Contractor in the full performance of the Services referenced
in this Agreement.

L. E-Verify. Contractor shall utilize the U.S. Department of Homeland Security’s E-
Verify system to verify the employment eligibility of all new employees hired by the Contractor
during the term of the Agreement. Contractor shall expressly require any subcontractors
performing work or providing Services under this Agreement to utilize the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security's E-Verify system to verify the employment eligibility of all new employees
hired by the subcontractor during the term of this Agreement. The E-Verify system is located at

M. Conflict of Interest. Contractor warrants that neither Contractor nor any of
Contractor’s employees have any financial or personal interest that conflicts with the execution of
this Agreement. The Contractor shall notify County of any conflict of interest due to any other
clients, contracts, or property interests.

N. Prohibition Against Contingent Fees. As required by §287.055(6), Florida Statutes.
the Contractor warrants that he or she has not employed or retained any company or person, other
than a bona fide employee working solely for the Contractor to solicit or secure this Agreement
and that he or she has not paid or agreed to pay any person, company, corporation, individual, or
firm, other than a bona fide employee working solely for the Contractor any fee, commission,
percentage, gift, or other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making of
this Agreement. If Contractor breaches this provision, the County has the right to termination this
Agreement without liability, and at the County’s discretion, to deduct from the contract price, or
otherwise recover, the full amount of such fee, commission, percentage, gift or consideration.

0. Force Majeure. The Parties will exercise every reasonable effort to meet their
respective duties under this Agreement but will not be liable for delays resulting from force
majeure or other causes beyond their reasonable control, including, but not limited to, compliance
with any government laws or regulation, acts of nature, fires, strikes. national disasters, power
outages, labor dispute, wars, riots, transportation problems and any other cause whatsoever beyond
the reasonable control of the Parties. Any such cause will reasonably extend the performance of
the delayed duty to the extent of the delay so incurred and so agreed by the Parties.
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P. Public Entity Crimes. A person or affiliate who has been placed on the convicted
vendor list following a conviction of a public entity crime may not be awarded or perform work
as a contractor, supplier, subcontractor, or consultant under a contract with any public entity in
excess of the threshold amount provided in Florida Statutes, Section 287.017 for Category Two
for a period of thirty-six (36) months from the date of being placed on the convicted vendor list.

Q. Collusion. By signing this Agreement, Contractor declares that this Agreement is
made without any previous understanding, agreement. or connections with any persons,
contractors or corporations and that this Agreement is fair, and made in good faith without any
outside control, collusion, or fraud.

R. Counterparts. This Agreement may be executed in any number of and by the
different Parties hereto on separate counterparts, each of which when so executed shall be deemed
to be an original, and such counterparts shall together constitute but one and the same instrument.
Receipt via email with pdf attachment by a party or its designated legal counsel of an executed
counterpart of this Amendment shall constitute valid and sufficient delivery in order to complete
execution and delivery of this Amendment and bind the Parties to the terms hereof.

S. Severability and Ambiguity. It is understood and agreed by the Parties that if any
of the provisions of the Agreement shall contravene or be invalid under the laws of the State of
Florida, such contravention or invalidity shal! not invalidate the entire Agreement, but it shall be
construed as if not containing the particular provision(s) held to be invalid. and the rights and
obligations of the Parties shall be construed and enforced accordingly. This Agreement shall not
be construed more strictly against one Party than against the other Party. merely due to fact that it
may have been prepared by one of the Parties. Each Party represents and agrees that it has had the
opportunity to seek the advice of appropriate professionals, including legal counsel, in the review
and execution of this Agreement.

T. Electronic Signatures. The Parties agree that an electronic version of this
Agreement shall have the same legal effect and enforceability as a paper version. The Parties
further agree that this Agreement, regardless of whether in electronic or paper form, may be
executed by use of electronic signatures. Electronic signatures shall have the same legal effect and
enforceability as manually written signatures. Delivery of this Agreement or any other document
contemplated hereby bearing an manually written or electronic signature, by electronic mail in
““portable document format™ (“.pdf”") form, or by any other electronic means intended to preserve
the original graphic and pictorial appearance of a document, will have the same effect as physical
delivery of the paper document bearing an original or electronic signature.

u. Entire Agreement. This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement and
supersedes all prior written or oral agreements, understandings, or representations of the Parties.

Exhibit 1: Scope of Services
1. General Requirements:

In accordance with the Agreement and this Scope of Services, the Contractor shall provide
animal licensing services including, but not limited to the processing and issuing of Alachua
County Animal Resources (ACAR) license tags (“Services”). The license tag fee structure is
established by Alachua County Code of Ordinances, Chapter 72 Animal Control, Section 40
and a Fee Scheduled adopted by the Board of County Commissioners of Alachua County,
Florida, as may be amended during the term of this Agreement.

2. Licensing and Remittance:

The CONTRACTOR shall be qualified and experienced in providing the animal licensing
service. The Services are to be performed by the Contractor in its own facility. Services are to
be performed in a professional manner and a fixed fee shall be established for each license tag
processed.

2.1. Contractor shall be accountable and shall assume all costs of shipping animal license
supplies (tags, certificate books, return mailers) to the pet owners and participating
veterinarians,

2.2. The Contractor will mail renewal notices to pet owners so as to be in compliance with
Florida Statutes Section 828.28 at least 45 days prior to licensure renewa! deadline. The
notice must contain information describing the licensing requirements and any
associated penalties.

2.2.1. Contractor shall use ACAR licensing data found in its Animal Resources database
plus information input into the Animal Resources database by the Contractor.
Renewal notices shall include animal and owner information. license expiration
date, vaccination requirements (if any), and instruction on ways to remit payment.
Second notices, include a late fee (if applicable), shall be sent to pet owners if there
is no payment received within thirty (30) days. Costs of the postage and renewal
notices shall be borne by the Contractor.

2.3. The Contractor shall enter all new and renewal licenses and corresponding payment
information into ACAR approved, dedicated database daily. Contractor’s database shall
reflect all required information as indicated in the Scope of Services. This database must
be compatible with the ACAR database and shall be provided by the Contractor.

2.4. The Contractor shall establish an internet portal so that pet owners may pay online by
credit card. Issue a “proof of payment” verification/verification number to owners who
choose to pay online.

License tags shall be processed and mailed to pet owners within ten (10) business days
of receipt of payment of the license fee and complete required information as referenced
in this Scope of Services.

The Contractor shall deposit bank revenue collected for license fees on a daily basis into
a bank account as designated by Alachua County.

. Licenses sold directly by Alachua County in conjunction with pet adoptions and

Veterinarians submit their license tag certificates on a monthly basis. Contractor shall
receive and enter the veterinarians’ license tag information (pet owner, pet info, medical
info) within five (5) days of receipt. Veterinarians may submit rabies vaccination
certificates in their own format provided all required ACAR’s information is on the
certificate. Deposits shall be made in identical fashion as described under Licensing and
Remittance above. Contractor shall provide all necessary license tags to veterinarians.

. Contractor shall notify ACAR of veterinarians’ offices that are selling licenses, but not

sending in the correct payment or no payment at all.

If veterinarians are selling the license tags but not submitting the correct payment, the
awarded Contractor shall create and submit a monthly invoice to the veterinarian’s office
requiring immediate payment. including any applicable late fees.

Contractor shall be responsible for collecting all unissued tags from the veterinarians at
the end of the calendar year. If the veterinarians cannot provide or account for the
unused tags, the Contractor shall bill the veterinarians for the missing tags at the ACAR’
current fee of $10.00 for per tag (ACAR will notify Contractor of change in fee).

Some veterinarians may provide rabies vaccinations, but choose not to sell the license
tags. The Contractor shall enter all information (pet owner, pet info, medical info) and
issue a license tag notice to the pet owner within ten (10) business days of receipt ofa
non-tag certificate. The Contractor shall provide to ACAR for approval the wording and
information on the notice that is to be mailed to the pet owner.

There shall be no charge to the veterinarians for any assistance provided by the
Contractor.

Any information collected regarding rabies vaccinations is exempt from public records
and should be treated as such.
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Reporting:

4.1. All data entered by the Contractor shall be made available for download into ACAR
database. Contractor shall provide up-to-date monthly reports to ACAR detailing all
facets of ACAR’ license tag program including, but not limited to the following: revenue
collected, unpaid tag notices, veterinarian balances, tag inventories, year to date totals,
and other reports as requested. The format of the reports shall be mutually agreed upon
and shall be submitted within five (5) business days of the end of each month.

4.2. Contractor shall provide a dedicated representative to respond to inquiries within one (1)
business day.

Customer Service:

5.1. Provide a dedicated toll free telephone number to the public, with a customized greeting
for ACAR.

5.2. Communicate with ACAR, veterinarians, and citizens by phone, mail, or email as
needed.

5.3. Respond to telephone, voice mail. fax. and email inquiries from ACAR. veterinarians
and citizens within 24 hours, Monday through Friday, or no later than the next business
day if received on a weekend or holiday.

5.4. Conduct themselves in a professional and courteous manner when responding to
inquiries from the public, veterinarians, and ACAR.

Credit Card Pavments and Online Renewal:

6.1. Contractor shall establish and maintain a merchant account in order to accept credit card
payments. Contractor shall be responsible for all fees and expenses associated with the
merchant account.

Donations:

7.1. Contractor shall establish a means for citizens to make donations to Alachua County
Animal Resources, at the time they purchase a pet license. Contractor shall remit
donations as specified above in Licensing and Remittance, section G and shall not
collect a fee for this service. Contractor shall issue a receipt to the donor. Donations shall
be reported separately.

Transfer of Contract/Data:

8.1. Within five (5) business days after termination of the contract. the Contractor shall
return all ACAR’ supplies and transfer all data which shall become the sole property of
ACAR.

Description of Services and Deliverables

The Downtown Investment Authority (DIA), as the Community Redevelopment Agency for the combined Northbank
CRA, intends to contract parking management services to an experienced and qualified Contractor who can provide a
high quality of customer service and garage maintenance at a reasonable cost, and is rewarded for material increases in
net revenue returned to DIA, for the Arena and Sports Complex garages.

Facility Background Information

The DIA has operational control of the Arena and Sports Complex garages pursuant to a long-term lease and is seeking
proposals from qualified parking garage operators and management companies to provide the services identified in the
RFP.
