UTILIZING STATE OF FLORIDA CONTRACT

FOR MOBILE COMMUNICATIONS SERVICES

WITH VERIZON WIRELESS PERSONAL COMMUNICATIONS LP

THIS AGREEMENT is daled as of the 1st day of April, 2017 (the “‘Elfective Date™) by
and between the City of Jacksonville, a municipal corporation existing under the laws of the State
of Florida (“City”), and VERIZON WIRELESS PERSONAL COMMUNICATIONS LP, a
Delaware limited paninership authorized to transact business in the state of Florida (*Company™),
for the purchase of Mobile Communications Services (the “Services”).

WHEREAS, as of January 20, 2012, the State of Florida entered into Contract #DMS-
10/11-008C for the purchase of Mobile Communications Services (the “*State Contract™); and

WHEREAS, the State Contract (i) is in full force and effect, (ii) was competitively
procured and awarded according to Florida law; and, (iii) is broad enough to include the Services
to be purchased by the City under this Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City's Procurement Code allows City to use the State Contract and the
City's General Govemment Awards Committee approved the use of the State Contract at its

Vendor
may offer close-out or refurbished Equipment or Products if they are clearly indicated in
Vendor's product and pricing list. Unless agreed to by the Participating Entities in advance,
Equipment or Products must be delivered as operational to the Participating Entity's site.

This Contract offers an indefinite quantity of sales, and while substantial volume is anticipated,
sales and sales volume are not guaranteed.

B. WARRANTY. Vendor warrants that all Equipment and Products furnished are free from liens
and encumbrances at the time of delivery, and are free from defects in materials and
workmanship. Vendor warrants that it will perform the Services in a professional and
workmanlike manner. The warranties do not apply to software furnished by Vendor. The sole
and exclusive warranties for any software are set forth in the applicable Software License. If
the Services or Product fail to meet the warranty standards set forth in Article 2.B within the
applicable warranty period defined herein, and Sourcewell or the Participating Entity {(as
applicable) promptly reports such non-conformance to Vendor during the above mentioned
warranty period, Vendor shall at its own expense as Sourcewel! or the Participating Entity’s (as
applicable) sole and exclusive remedies for breach of the warranties: (i) for Services, re-perform
the relevant Services or, in Vendor’s sole discretion, refund Sourcewell or the Participating
Entity (as applicable} the pro rata portion of the fees paid to Vendor under this Agreement
allocable to the nonconforming Services; and (ii) for Product, at Vendor's discretion, repair or
replace the Product, or its non-conforming parts, within a reasonable time period, or refund of
all or part of the purchase price.

C. DEALERS, DISTRIBUTORS, AND/OR RESELLERS. Upon Contract execution, Vendor will
make available to Sourcewell a means to validate or authenticate Vendor’s authorized dealers,
distributors, and/or resellers relative to the Equipment, Products, and Services related to this
Contract. This list may be updated from time-to-time and is incorporated into this Contract by
reference. It is the Vendor's responsibility to ensure Sourcewell receives the most current
version of this list.

D. LICENSE INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY IN THE PRODUCTS. “Software” means software that is
licensed by Vendor to Sourcewell and/or Participating Entities under this Agreement, including
any related Documentation. “Documentation” means the explanatory printed or electronic
functional specification materials provided by Vendor for the Software, including but not
limited to license specifications, instructions for the use of the Software and technical
specifications. Subject to the default license in this Article 2.D and any agreement otherwise in
the Order, for Software provided under an Order, Sourcewell and/or Participating Entities
agrees to comply with any end-user license agreement (“EULA”) accompanying such Software
and attached to such Order. Vendor hereby grants to Sourcewell and/or Participating Entities a
worldwide, irrevocable, nonexclusive, perpetual, paid-up and royalty free license for software
embedded in any Products that is not subject to a separate license or EULA (including installed
applications). The license rights and restrictions, warranty, and delivery terms of the separate
license or EULA shall govern over any conflicting terms in this Agreement. The license allows
Sourcewell and/or Participating Entities only to use such software as embedded in the
applicable Product and related Documentation. Vendor hereby assigns and passes through to
Sourcewell and/or Participating Entities all of the third-party manufacturers’ and licensors’
warranties and indemnities for the Products. No other Intellectual Property rights are conveyed
in such software unless otherwise agreed in writing by Vendor. Vendor shall retain all other
Intellectual Property rights in ali Products, Software and Services not expressly licensed herein.
“Intellectual Property” or “IP” means all intellectual property rights throughout the world,
whether existing under statute or at common law or equity, now or hereafter in force or
recognized, including: (a) copyrights, trade secrets, trademarks and service marks, patents,
inventions, designs, logos and trade dress, “moral rights,” mask works, publicity rights, and
privacy rights; and (b) any application or right to apply for the rights referred to in this Section

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3. PRICING

All Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract will be priced as stated in Vendor’s
Proposal.

When providing pricing quotes to Participating Entities, all pricing quoted must reflect a
Participating Entity’s total cost of acquisition. This means that the quoted cost is for delivered
Equipment, Products, and Services that are operational for their intended purpose, and
includes all costs to the Participating Entity’s requested delivery location.

Regardless of the payment method chosen by the Participating Entity, the total cost associated
with any purchase option of the Equipment, Products, or Services must always be disclosed in
the pricing quote to the applicable Participating Entity at the time of purchase.

A. SHIPPING AND SHIPPING COSTS. All delivered Equipment and Products must be properly
packaged. Damaged Equipment and Products may be rejected. If the damage is not readily
apparent at the time of delivery, Vendor must permit the Equipment and Products to be
returned within twenty-one days of Sourcewell or the Participating Entity (as applicable) receipt
of the Equipment and/or Products.

In the event of the delivery of
nonconforming Equipment and Products, the Participating Entity will notify the Vendor as soon
as possible and the Vendor will replace nonconforming Equipment and Products with
conforming Equipment and Products.

B. SALES TAX. Each Participating Entity is responsible for supplying the Vendor with valid tax-
exemption certification(s). When ordering, a Participating Entity must indicate if it is a tax-
exempt entity.

C. HOT LIST PRICING. At any time during this Contract, Vendor may offer a specific selection
of Equipment, Products, or Services at discounts greater than those listed in the Contract.
When Vendor determines it will offer Hot List Pricing, it must be submitted electronically to
Sourcewell in a line-item format. Equipment, Products, or Services may be added or removed
from the Hot List at any time through a Sourcewell Price and Product Change Form as defined
in Article 4 below.

4. PRODUCT AND PRICING CHANGE REQUESTS

5. PARTICIPATION, CONTRACT ACCESS, AND PARTICIPATING ENTITY REQUIREMENTS

A. PARTICIPATION. Sourcewell’s cooperative contracts are available and open to public and
nonprofit entities across the United States and Canada; such as federal, state/province,
municipal, K-12 and higher education, tribal government, and other public entities.

The benefits of this Contract should be available to al} Participating Entities that can legally
access the Equipment, Products, or Services under this Contract. A Participating Entity’s
authority to access this Contract is determined through its cooperative purchasing, interlocal,
or joint powers laws. Any entity accessing benefits of this Contract will be considered a Service
Member of Sourcewell during such time of access. Vendor understands that a Participating
Entity’s use of this Contract is at the Participating Entity’s sole convenience and Participating
Entities reserve the right to obtain like Equipment, Products, or Services from any other source.

Vendor is responsible for familiarizing its sales and service forces with Sourcewell contract use
eligibility requirements and documentation and will encourage potential participating entities
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to join Sourcewell. Sourcewell reserves the right to add and remove Participating Entities to its
roster during the term of this Contract.

B. PUBLIC FACILITIES. Vendor’s employees may be required to perform work at government-
owned facilities, including schools. Vendor's employees and agents must conduct themselves in
a professional manner while on the premises, in accordance with all applicable laws, and in
accordance with Participating Entity policies and procedures that are provided to Vendor
reasonably in advance of arriving at the site, unless is determines that it cannot abide the same
in which case, it may decline the work without liability..

6. PARTICIPATING ENTITY USE AND PURCHASING

A. ORDERS AND PAYMENT. To access the contracted Equipment, Products, or Services under
this Contract, a Participating Entity must clearly indicate to Vendor that it intends to access this
Contract; however, order flow and procedure will be developed jointly between Sourcewell and
Vendor. Typically, a Participating Entity will issue an order directly to Vendor. If a Participating
Entity issues a purchase order, it may use its own forms, but the purchase order should clearly
note the applicable Sourcewell contract number. All Participating Entity orders under this
Contract must be issued prior to expiration of this Contract; however, Vendor performance,
Participating Entity payment, and any applicable warranty periods or other Vendor or
Participating Entity obligations may extend beyond the term of this Contract.

B. ADDITIONAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS/PARTICIPATING ADDENDUM. Additional terms and
conditions to a purchase order, or other required transaction documentation, may be
negotiated between a Participating Entity and Vendor, such as job or industry-specific
reguirements, legal requirements (e.g., affirmative action or immigration status requirements),
or specific local policy requirements. Some Participating Entitles may require the use of a
Participating Addendum; the terms of which will be worked out directly between the
Participating Entity and the Vendor.

Vendor will assign an Account Representative to
Sourcewell for this Contract and must provide prompt notice to Sourcewell if that person is
changed. The Account Representative will be responsible for:

* Maintenance and management of this Contract;
* Reasonably timely response to all Sourcewell and Participating Entity inquiries; and
¢ Business reviews to Sourcewell and Participating Entities, if applicable.

B. BUSINESS REVIEWS. Vendor must perform a minimum of one business review with
Sourcewell per contract year. The business review will cover sales to Participating Entities,
pricing and contract terms, administrative fees, supply issues, customer issues, and any other
necessary information.

8. REPORT ON CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY AND ADMINISTRATIVE FEE PAYMENT

A. CONTRACT SALES ACTIVITY REPORT. Each calendar quarter, Vendor must provide a contract
sales activity report (Report) to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator assigned to this
Contract. A Report must be provided regardless of the number or amount of sales during that
quarter (i.e., if there are no sales, Vendor must submit a report indicating no sales were made).

B. ADMINISTRATIVE FEE. In consideration for the support and services provided by Sourcewell,
the Vendor will pay an administrative fee to Sourcewell on all Equipment, Products, and
Services provided to Participating Entities. The Administrative Fee must be included in, and not
added to, the pricing. Vendor may not charge Participating Entities more than the contracted
price to offset the Administrative Fee. The Administrative Fee is a 2% fee to be paid by Vendor
to Sourcewell, which is 2% of the actual sales price of the total project(s) consummated under
this Agreement between Vendor and Sourceweil and Vendor and the Participating Entities.

The Vendor will submit payment to Sourcewell for the percentage of administrative fee stated
in the Proposal, which is 2% of the total sales of all Equipment, Products, and Services
purchased by Participating Entities under this Contract during each calendar quarter. Payments
should note the Vendor's name and Sourcewell-assigned contract number in the memo; and
must be mailed to the address above “Attn: Accounts Receivable” or remitted electronically to
Sourcewell’s banking institution per Sourcewell’s Finance department instructions. Payments
must be received no later than 45 calendar days after the end of each calendar quarter.

Vendor agrees to cooperate with Sourcewell in auditing transactions under this Contract to
ensure that the administrative fee is paid on all items purchased under this Contract.

In the event the Vendor is delinguent in any undisputed administrative fees, where there is no
good faith dispute of the amount of or requirement to pay such fees, Sourcewell reserves the
right to cancel this Contract and reject any proposal submitted by the Vendor in any
subsequent solicitation. In the event this Contract is cancelled by either party prior to the
Contract’s expiration date, the administrative fee payment will be due no more than 30 days
from the cancellation date.

9. AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE

Sourcewell's Authorized Representative is its Chief Procurement Officer.
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Vendor's Authorized Representative is the person named in the Vendor’s Proposal. If Vendor's
Authorized Representative changes at any time during this Contract, Vendor must promptly
notify Sourcewell in writing.

10. AUDIT, ASSIGNMENT, AMENDMENTS, WAIVER, AND CONTRACT COMPLETE

A. AUDIT. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes Section 16C.05, subdivision 5, the books, records,
documents, and accounting procedures and practices relevant to this Agreement are subject to
examination by Sourcewell or the Minnesota State Auditor for a minimum of six years from the
end of this Contract. This clause extends to Participating Entities as it relates to business
conducted by that Participating Entity under this Contract.

B. ASSIGNMENT. Neither the Vendor nor Sourcewell may assign or transfer any rights or
obligations under this Contract without the prior consent of the parties and a fully executed
assignment agreement. Such consent will not be unreasonably withheld.

C. AMENDMENTS. Any amendment to this Contract must be in writing and will not be effective
until it has been fully executed by the parties.

D. WAIVER. If either party fails to enforce any provision of this Contract, that failure does not
waive the provision or the right to enforce it.

E. CONTRACT COMPLETE. This Contract contains all negotiations and agreements between
Sourcewell and Vendor. No other understanding regarding this Contract, whether written or
oral, may be used to bind either party. For any conflict between the attached Proposal and the
terms set out in Articles 1-22, the terms of Articles 1-22 will govern.

F. RELATIONSHIP OF THE PARTIES. The relationship of the parties is one of independent
contractors, each free to exercise judgment and discretion with regard to the conduct of their
respective businesses. This Contract does not create a partnership, joint venture, or any other
relationship such as master-servant, or principal-agent.

11. LIABILITY

Vendar must indemnify, save, and hold Sourcewell and its Participating Entities (as applicable},
including their agents and employees, harmless from any third-party claims or causes of action,
including attorneys’ fees, alleging bodily injury, death or damage to a third-party’s tangible
property, caused by Vendor’s negligent acts or omissions. No part of Sourcewell and/or its
Participating Entities’ site or other property thereof is considered third-party property.
Warranty remedies are the exclusive ones for claims of property damages resulting from
alleged breaches of the required warranties hereunder. The indemnitee must provide the
Vendor with prompt written notice of any third-party claims covered by this Article.
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Vendor is not liable for any type of indirect, special, liquidated, exemplary, collateral, incidental
or consequential damages. These limitations of liability are effective even if vendor has been
advised by buyer of the possibility of such damages.

12. GOVERNMENT DATA PRACTICES

To the extent required by applicable law, Vendor and Sourcewell must comply with the
Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes Chapter 13, as it applies to all
data provided by or provided to Sourcewell under this Contract and as it applies to all data

created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by the Vendor under
this Contract.

If the Vendor receives a request to release the data referred to in this article, the Vendor must
immediately notify Sourcewell and Sourcewell will assist with how the Vendor should respond
to the request.

13, INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY, PUBLICITY, MARKETING, AND ENDORSEMENT

A. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY
1. Grant of License. During the term of this Contract:
a. Sourcewell grants to Vendor a rovyalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use theTrademark(s) provided to Vendor by Sourcewell in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing Sourcewell’s relationship with
Vendor,
b. Vendor grants to Sourcewell a rovyalty-free, worldwide, non-exclusive right and
license to use Vendor's Trademarks in advertising and promotional materials for the
purpose of marketing Vendor’s relationship with Sourcewell.
c. Such use of the Trademarks (and any sublicense granted under this Article 13) is
subject to the prior approval of the grantor of such use rights and is revocable at will
by the grantor.
2. Limited Right of Sublicense. The right and license granted herein includes a limited right
of each party to grant sublicenses to its and their respective distributors, marketing
Eepresentatives, and agents {collectively "Permitted Sublicensees”) in advertising and
promotional materials for the purpose of marketing the Parties’ relationship to Participating
Entities. Any sublicense granted will be subject to the terms and conditions of this Article.
Each party will be responsible for any breach of this Article by any of their respective
sublicensees.
3. Use; Quality Control.
a2. Sourcewell must not alter Vendor’s Trademarks from the form provided by
Vendor and must comply with Vendor’'s removal requests as to specific uses of its
trademarks or logos.
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b. Vendor must not alter Sourcewell’s Trademarks from the form provided by
Sourcewell and must comply with Sourcewell’s removal requests as to specific uses
of its trademarks or logos.
c. Each party agrees to use, and to cause its Permitted Sublicensees to use, the
other party's Trademarks only in good faith and in a dignified manner consistent
with such party’s use of the Trademarks. Upon written notice to the breaching party,
the breaching party has 30 days of the date of the written notice to cure the breach
or the license will be terminated.
4. As applicable, Vendor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless Sourcewell and its
Participating Entities against any and all suits, claims, judgments, and costs instituted or
recovered against Sourcewell or Participating Entities by any person on account of the use
of any Equipment or Products by Sourcewell or its Participating Entities supplied by Vendor
in violation of applicable patent or copyright laws. Vendor shall receive reasonable notice of
any applicable claim and reasonable assistance by the indemnified party in defending such
claims. Vendor shall have the exclusive authority to defend and resalve the claim without
adverse interference. In the case of claims for infringement, Vendor shall have the
opportunity to remedy the alleged infringement. Vendor shall not be liable for infringement
to the extent it is not responsible for the same. The remedy for infringement claims set
forth in this Section are the exclusive remedies for the same.
5. Termination. Upon the termination of this Contract for any reason, each party, including
Permitted Sublicensees, will have 30 days to remove all Trademarks from signage, websites,
and the like bearing the other party’s name or logo {excepting Sourcewell’s pre-printed
catalog of vendors which may be used until the next printing). Vendor must return all
marketing and promotional materials, including signage, provided by Sourcewell, or dispose
of it according to Sourcewell’s written directions.

B. PUBLICITY. Any publicity regarding the subject matter of this Contract must not be released
without prior written approval from the Authorized Representatives. Publicity includes notices,
informational pamphlets, press releases, research, reports, signs, and similar public notices
prepared by or for the Vendor individually or jointly with others, or any subcontractors, with
respect to the program, publications, or services provided resulting from this Contract.

C. MARKETING. Any direct advertising, marketing, or offers with Participating Entities must be
approved by Sourcewell. Materials should be sent to the Sourcewell Contract Administrator

assigned to this Contract.

D. ENDORSEMENT. The Vendor must not claim that Sourcewell endorses its Equipment,
Products, or Services.
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14. GOVERNING LAW, JURISDICTION, AND VENUE

Minnesota law governs this Contract, without regard to its conflict of law principles. Venue for
all legal proceedings out of this Contract, or its breach, must be in the appropriate state court in
Todd County or federal court in Fergus Falls, Minnesota.

15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party to this Contract will be held responsible for delay or default caused by acts of God
or other conditions that are beyond that party’'s reasonable control. A party defaulting under
this provision must provide the other party prompt written notice of the default.

16. SEVERABILITY

If any provision of this Contract is found to be illegal, unenforceable, or void then both
Sourcewell and Vendor will be relieved of all obligations arising under such provisions. If the
remainder of this Contract is capable of performance, it will not be affected by such declaration
or finding and must be fully performed.

17. PERFORMANCE, DEFAULT, AND REMEDIES

A. PERFORMANCE. During the term of this Contract, the parties will monitor performance and
address unresolved contract issues as follows:

1. Notification. The parties must promptly notify each other of any known dispute and
work in good faith to resolve such dispute within a reasonable period of time. If necessary,
Sourcewell and the Vendor will jointly develop a short briefing document that describes the
issue(s), relevant impact, and positions of both parties.

2. Escalation. If parties are unable to resolve the issue in a timely manner, as specified
above, either Sourcewell or Vendor may escalate the resolution of the issue to a higher
level of management. The Vendor will have 30 calendar days to cure an outstanding issue.
3. Performance while Dispute is Pending. Notwithstanding the existence of a dispute, the
Vendor must continue without delay to carry out all of its responsibilities under the
Contract that are not affected by the dispute. If the Vendor fails to continue without delay
to perform its responsibilities under the Contract, in the accomplishment of all undisputed
work, any additional costs incurred by Sourcewell and/or its Participating Entities as a result
of such failure to proceed will be borne by the Vendor.

B. DEFAULT AND REMEDIES. Either of the following constitutes cause to declare this Contract,
or any Participating Entity order under this Contract, in default:

In consideration of the mutual promises contained herein, the County and Contractor agree as follows:

ARTICLE I - DURATION and EXTENSION

The maximum amount available as compensation to Contractor under this Agreement shall notl exceed one
hundred fifty thousand dollars (5150,000.00) stated above without the County’s express written approval, and amendment
to this Agrecment.

Any
project that is estimated to exceed that amount, must be submitted to the SJC Board of County Commissioners for
approvel prior to the Purchase Order being issued.

The Contractor shall bill the County for services satistactorily performed, and materials satisfactorily delivered at the end
of each month. The signature of the Contractor’s authorized representative on the submitted invoice shall constitute the
Contractor’s certification to the County that:

1. The Contractor has billed the County for all services rendered by it and any of its Contractors or sub-contractors
through the date of the invoice;

As of the date of the invoice, no other outstanding amounts are due from the County to the Contractor for services
rendered;

3. The reimbursable expenses, if any, have bezn reasonably incurred; and
4. ‘Fhe amount requested is currently due and owing.

Should the Contractor fail to perform (default) under the terms of this Agreement, then the County shall provide written
notice to the Contractor, which such notice shall include a timeframe of no fewer than five (3) calendar days in which to
cure the default. Failure to cure the defaull within the timeframe provided in the notice of default (or any such amount of
time as mutually agreed 10 by the partics in writing), shall constitute cause for termination of this Agresment.

Consistent with other provisions in this Agreement, Contractor shall be paid for services authorized and satisfactorily
performed under this Contract up to the effective date of termination.

Upon receipt of a notice of termination, except as otherwise directed by the County in writing, the Contractor shall:

Stop work on the date to the extent specified.
Terminate and settle all orders and subcontracts relating to the performance of the terminated work.

Transfer all work in process, compleled work, and other material related to the terminated work to the County.
Continue and complete all paris of the work that have not been terminated.

ARTICLE 10 - PERSONNEL

The Contractor represents that it has, or shall secure at its own expense, all necessary personnel required to perfonn the

Work as provided in the Contract Documents. It is expressty understood that such personiel shall not be employees of, or
have any contractual relationship with the County.

All Work required hereunder shall be performed by the Contractor, or under its supervision. All personnel engaged in

Any changes or substitutions in the Contractor's key personnel must be made known 10 the County's representative and
written approval granted by the County before said change or subslitution can become effective.

‘The Contractor warrants that all Work shall be perfonned by skilled and competent personnel to the highest professional
standards in the field. The Contractor is responsible for the professional quality, technical accuracy, and timely

completion of all work performed hereunder, and shall comect or revise any errors or deficiencies in the Work, without
additional compensation.

ARTICLE 11 - SUBCONTRACTING

The County reserves the right 1o approve the use of any sub-contractor, or to rejeet the selection of a particular sub-
contractor. and to inspect all facilities of any sub-contractors in order to make a determination as to the capability of the
sub-contractors to perform the Work described in the Contract Documents. The Contractor is encouraged to seek minority
and women business enterprises for participation in subcontracting opportunities,

If a sub-contractor fails to satisfactorily perform in accordance with the Contract Documents, and it is necessary to replace

the sub-contractor to complete the Work in a timely fashion, the Contractor shall promptly do so, subject to approval by
the County.,

The County reserves the right to disqualify any sub-contractor, vendor, or material supplier based upon prior
unsatisiactory performance.
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ARTICLE 12 - E-VERIFY

The County’s obligations under this Agreement are comtingent upon the lawtul appropriation of sufficient funds, for that
purpose, by the S1. Johns County Board of County Commissioners. Pursuant to the requirements of Section 129.07,
Florida Statutes, pavinent made under this Agreement shall not exceed the amount appropriate in the County’s budget for
such purpose in that fiscal vear. Nothing in this Agreement shall create any obligation on the part of the Board of County
Commissioners to appropriate such funds for the payment of services provided under this Agreement during any given
County fiscal year. Moreover. il is expressly noted that the Contractor cannol demand that the County provide any such
funds in any mven County Fiscal Year.

ARTICLE 15 - INSURANCE

not relieve the Contractor of its liability and obligations under this Agreement.

Except as above, neither the County nor the Contractor shall assign, sublet,
convey or transfer its interest in this Agreement without the written consent of the other. Nothing herein shall be
construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or agent of the County, which may be a party hereto,
nor shall it be construed as giving any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone other than the County and the Contractor.

All covenants, agreements, representations and warranties made herein, or otherwise made in writing by any party
pursuant hereto, including but not limited to, any representations made herein relating to disclosure or ownership of
documents, shall survive the execution and delivery of this Agreement and the consummation of the transactions
contemplated hereby.

ARTICLE 23 - INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR RELATIONSHIP

independent Contractor, and not an employee. agent, or servant of the County. All persons engaged in any of the work or
services performed pursuant to this Agreement shall at all fimes and in all places be subject to the Contractor's sole
direction, supervision, and control.

1.2 ADDENDUM (ADDENDA). Customer may elect to purchase professional or subscription
services in addition to the Systemn and related services. Any such services will be governed by the terms
in the main body of the Agreement and an applicable Addendum containing terms specific to such
service. Such Addenda will be labeled with the name of the service being purchased.

1.3 ORDER OF PRECEDENCE. In interpreting this Agreement and resolving any ambiguities: 1) the

examination, lesting or analysis of any hardware, software or any component part thereof provided by
discloser to recipient. The nature and existence of this Agreement are considered Confidential
Information. Confidential Information that is disclosed orally must be identified as confidential at the time
of disclosure and confirmed by the discloser by submitting a written document to the recipient within thirty
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{30} days afier such disclosure. The written document must contain a summary of the Confidential
Information disclosed with enough specificity for identification purpose and must be labeled or marked as
confidential or its equivalent.

“Contract Price” means the price for the Syslem and implementation Services, excluding applicable
sales or similar taxes and freight charges.

Customer will
perform its contractual responsibilities in accordance with this Agreement.

3.2. CHANGE ORDERS. Either Party may request changes within the general scope of this
Agreement. If a requested change causes an increase or decrease in the cost or time required to
perform this Agreement, the Parties will agree to an equitable adjustment of the Contract Price or
applicable subscription fees, Performance Schedule, or both, and will reflect the adjustment in a change
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order or Addendum. Neither Party is obligated to perform requested changes unless both Parties
execute a written change order.

3.3. TERM. Unless terminated in accordance with other provisions of this Agreement or extended by
mutual agreement of the Parties, the term of this Agreement begins on the Effactive Date and continues
untii the date of Final Project Acceptance or expiration of the Warranty Period, or completion of the
Services, whichever occurs last. The term and the effective date of recurring Services will be set forth in
the applicable Addendum.

34.  ADDITIONAL EQUIPMENT OR SOFTWARE. For three (3) years after the expiration date of the
Agreement, Customer may order additional Equipment or Software, if it is then available. Each purchase
order must refer to this Agreement, the expiration date of the Agreement, and must specify the pricing
and delivery terms. The Parties agree that, notwithstanding expiration of the Agreement, the applicable
provisions of this Agreement (except for pricing, delivery, passage of title and risk of loss to Equipment,
warranly commencement, and payment terms) will govern the purchase and sale of the additional
Equipment_or Software. Additional or-contrary-terms-in-the purchase-order will-be-inapplicable, unless
signed by both parties. Title and risk of loss to additional Equipment will pass at shipment, warranty will
commence upon delivery, and payment is due within thirty (30} days after the invoice date. Motorola will
send Customer an invoice as the additional Equipment is shipped or Software is licensed. Alternatively,
Customer may register with and place orders through the Motorola Solutions Customer Portal
eCommerce Shop, and this Agreement will be the “Underlying Agreement” for those eCommerce
transactions rather than the eCommerce Shop Terms and Conditions of Sale. eCommerce Shop

3.5. MOTOROLA SOFTWARE. Any Motorola Software, including subsequent releases, is licensed to
Customer solely in accordance with the Software License Agreement. Customer hereby accepts and
agrees to abide by all of the terms and restrictions of the Software License Agreeament.

3.6. NON-MOTOROLA SOFTWARE. Any Non-Motorola Software is licensed to Customer in
accordance with the standard license, terms, and restrictions of the copyright owner on the Effective Date
untess the copyright owner has granted to Motorola the right to sublicense the Non-Motorota Software
pursuant to the Software License Agreement, in which case it applies and the copyright owner will have
all of Licensor's rights and protections under the Software License Agreement. Motorola makes no
rapresentations or warranties of any kind regarding Non-Motorola Software. Non-Motorola Software may
include Open Source Software.

37 SUBSTITUTIONS. Al no additional cost to Customer, Motorola may substitute any Equipment,
Software, or services to be provided by Motorola, if the substitute meets or exceads the Specifications
and is of equivalent or better quality to the Customer. Any substitution will be reflected in a change order.

3.8. OPTIONAL EQUIPMENT CR SOFTWARE. This paragraph applies only if a "Priced Options”
exhibit is shown in Section 1, or if the parties amend this Agreement to add a Priced Options exhibit.
During the term of the oplion as stated in the Priced Optiens exhibit (or if no term is stated, then for one
(1) year after the Effective Date), Customer has the right and option to purchase the equipment, software,
and related services that are described in the Priced Options exhibit. Customer may exercise this option
by giving written notice to Seller which must designate what equipment, software, and related services
Customer is selecling (including quantities, if applicable). To the extent they apply, the terms and
conditions of this Agreement will govern the transaction; however, the parties acknowledge that certain
provisions must be agreed upon, and they agree to negotiate those in good faith promptly after Customer
delivers the option exercise notice.

Unless already included in the Contract Price, if
Customer wishes to purchase 1) additional maintenance or software support services during the Warranty
Period; or 2) continue or expand maintenance, software support, installation, and/or SUA services after
the Warranty Period, Motorola will provide the description of and pricing for such services in a separate
proposal document. Unless otherwise agreed by the parties in writing, the terms and conditions in this
Agreement applicable to maintenance, support, installation, and/or SUA Services, will be included in the
Maintenance and Support Addendum, SUA Addendum, the applicable Statements of Work, and the
proposal, (if applicable). These collective terms will govern the provision of such Services.

To obtain any such additional Services, Customer will issue a purchase order referring to this Agreement
and the separate proposal document. Omission of reference to this Agreement in Customer's purchase
order will not affect the applicability of this Agreement.

4.86. COVENANT NOT TO EMPLOY. During the term of this Agreement and continuing for a period of
two (2} years thereafter, Customer will not hire, engage on contract, solicit the employment of, or
recommend employment to any third party of any employee of Motorola or its subcontractors without the
prior written authorization of Motorola. This provision applies only to those employees of Motorola or its
subcontractors who are responsible for rendering Services under this Agreement. If this provision is

found to be overly broad under applicable law, it will be madified as necessary to conform to applicable

Materials and the Derivative Proprietary Materials are the sole and exclusive properly of Motorola and
Motorola retains all right, title and interest in and to the Proprietary Materials and Derivative Proprietary
Materials.

411, ADDITIONAL SERVICES. Any services performed by Motorola outside the scope of this
Agreement at the direction of Customer will be considered to be additional Services which are subject to
additional charges. Any agreement to perform additional Services will be reflected in a written and
executed change order, Addendum or amendment to this Agreement.

Section § PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE

The Parties will perform their respective responsibilities in accordance with the Performance Schedule.
By executing this Agreement, Customer authorizes Motorola to proceed with contract perfarmance.

Section 6 CONTRACT PRICE, PAYMENT AND INVOICING

6.1. Customer affirms that a purchase order or notice to proceed is not required for contract performance
or for subsequent years of service, if any, and that sufficient funds have been appropriated in
accordance with applicable law. The Customer will pay all invoices as received from Molorola and any
changes in scope will be subject to the change order process as described in this Agreement. At the time
of execution of this Agreement, the Cuslomer will provide ali necessary reference information to include
on invoices for payment in accordance with this Agreement.

6.2. CONTRACT PRICE. The Contract Price in U.S. dollars is $ |
applicable, a pricing summary is included with the Payment schedule in Exhibit B. Motorola has priced
the Services, Software, and Equipment as an integrated System.

Motorola will pack and ship all Equipment in accordance with good
commercial practices.

Section 7 SITES AND SITE CONDITIONS

7.1. ACCESS TO SITES. In addition to its responsibilities described elsewhere in this Agreement,
Customer will provide a designated project manager; all necessary construction and building permits,
zoning variances, licenses, and any other approvals that are necessary to develop or use the sites and
mounting locations; and access to the worksites or vehicles identified in the Technical and
Implementation Documents as reasonably requested by Motorola so that it may perform its duties in
accordance with the Performance Schedule and Statement of Work. If the Statement of Work so
indicates, Motorola may assist Customer in the local building permit process.

7.2 SITE CONDITIONS. Customer will ensure that all work sites it provides will be safe, secure, and
in compliance with all applicable industry and OSHA standards. To the extent applicable and unless the
Statement of Work states to the contrary, Customer will ensure that these work sites have adequate:
physical space; air conditioning and other environmental conditions; adequate and appropriate electrical
power outlets, distribution, equipment and connections; and adequate telephone or other communication
lines (including modem access and adequate interfacing networking capabilities), all for the installation,
use and maintenance of the System. Before installing the Equipment or Software at a work site, Motorola
may inspect the work site and advise Customer of any apparent deficiencies or non-conformities with the
requirements of this Section. This Agreement is predicated upon normal soil conditions as defined by the

7.3. SITE ISSUES. If a Party determines that the sites identified in the Technical and Implementation
Documents are no longer available or desired, or if subsurface, structural, adverse environmental or
latent conditions at any site differ from those indicated in the Technical and Implementation Documents,
the Parties will promptly investigate the conditions and will select replacement sites or adjust the
installation plans and specifications as necessary. |f change in sites or adjustment to the installation
plans and specifications causes a change in the cost or time to perform, the Parties will equitably amend
the Contract Price, Performance Schedule, or both, by a change order.

Section 8 TRAINING

Any training lo be provided by Motorola to Customer will be described in the applicable Statement of
Work. Customer will notify Motorola immediately if a date change for a scheduled training program is
required. If Motorola incurs additional costs because Customer reschedules a training program less than
thirty (30).days before.its scheduled start date, Molorcla may recover these additional costs.

Section 9 SYSTEM ACCEPTANCE

9.1. COMMENCEMENT OF ACCEPTANCE TESTING. Motorola will provide to Customer at least ten
(10) days notice before the Acceptance Tests commence. System testing will occur only in accordance
with the Acceptance Test Plan.

9.2. SYSTEM ACCEPTANCE. System Acceptance will occur upan succsssful completion of the
Acceptance Tesls. Upon Sysiem Acceptance, the Parties will memorialize this event by promptly
executing a System Acceplance Certificate. If the Acceptance Test Plan includes separate tests for
individual Subsystems or phases of the System, acceptance of the individual Subsystem or phase will
occur upon the successful completion of the Acceptance Tests for the Subsystem or phase, and the
Parties will promptly execute an acceptance certificate for the Subsystem or phase. If Customer believes
the System has failed the completed Acceptance Tests, Customer will provide to Motorola a written notice
that includes the specific details of the failure. f Customer does not provide to Motorola a failure notice
within thirty (30) days after completion of the Acceptance Tests, System Acceptance will be deemed to
have occurred as of the completion of the Acceptance Tests. Minor omissions or variances in the System
that do not materially impair the operation of the System as a whole will not postpone System Acceplance
or Subsystem acceptance, but will be corrected according to a mutually agreed schedule.

9.3. BENEFICIAL USE. Customer acknowledges that Motorola's ability to perform its implementation
and testing responsibilities may be impeded if Cusiomer begins using the System before System
Acceptance. Therefore, Customer will not commence Beneficial Use before System Acceptance without
Motorola's prior written authorization, which wilt not be unreasonably withheld. Motorola is not responsible
for System performance deficiencies that occur during unauthorized Beneficial Use. Upon
commencement of Beneficial Use, Customer assumes responsibility for the use and operation of the
System.

94. FINAL PROJECT ACCEPTANCE. Final Project Acceptance will occur after System Acceptance
when all deliverables and other work have been completed. When Final Project Acceptance occurs, the
paries will promptly memorialize this final event by so indicating on the System Acceptance Certificate.

Section 10 REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES

10.1. SYSTEM FUNCTIONALITY. Motorola represents that the System will perform in accordance
with the Specifications in all material respects. Upon System Acceptance or Beneficial Use, whichever
occurs first, this System functionality representation is fulfilled. Motorola is not responsible for System
performance deficiencies that are caused by ancillary equipment not furnished by Motorola which is
attached lo or used in connection with tha System or for reasons or parties beyond Motorola's control,
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such as natural causes; the construction of a building that adversely affects the microwave path reliability
or radio frequency (RF) coverage; the addition of frequencies al System sites that cause RF interference
or intermodulation; or Customer changes to load usage or configuration outside the Specifications.

10.2.  EQUIPMENT WARRANTY. During the Warranty Period, Motorola warrants that the Equipment
under normal use and service will be free from material defects in materials and workmanship. If Syslem
Acceptance is delayed beyond six (6) months after shipment of the Equipment by events or causes

beyond Motorola's control, this warranty expires eighteen (18) months after the shipment of the
Equipment.

10.3. SOFTWARE WARRANTY. Except as described in the SWSP and unless otherwise stated in the
Software License Agreement, during the Warranty Period, Motorala warrants the Software in accordance
with the warranty terms set forth in the Software License Agreement and the provisions of this Section
that are applicable to the Software. If System Acceptance is delayed beyond six {68) months after
shipment of the Motorola Software by events or causes beyond Motorola's control, this warranty expires
eighteen (18) months after the shipment of the Motorola Software. Nothing in this Warranty provision
is intended to conflict or modify the Software Support Policy. In the event of an ambiguity or

conflict between the Software Warranty and Software Support Policy, the Software Support Policy
governs.

104. EXCLUSIONS TO EQUIPMENT AND SOFTWARE WARRANTIES. These warranties do not
apply to: (i) defects or damage resulting from: use of the Equipment or Software in other than its normal,
customary, and authorized manner; accident, liquids, neglect, or acts of God; testing, maintenance,
disassembly, repair, installation, alteration, modification, or adjustment not provided or authorized in
writing by Motorola; Customer’s failure to comply with all applicable industry and OSHA standards; (ii)
breakage of or damage to antennas unless caused directly by defects in material or workmanship; (iii)
Equipment that has had the serial number removed or made illegible; (iv) batteries {because they carry
their own separate limited warranty) or consumables; (v) freight costs to ship Equipment to the repair
depot; (vi) scratches or other cosmetic damage to Equipment surfaces that does not affect the operation
of the Equipment; and (vii) normal or customary wear and tear.

10.5. SERVICE WARRANTY. During the Warranty Period, Motorola warrants that the Services will be
provided in a good and workmanlike manner and will conform in all material respects to the applicable
Statement of Work. Services will be free of defects in materials and workmanship for a period of ninety
(90) days from the date the performance of the Services are completed. Customer acknowledges that
the Deliverables may conlain recommendations, suggestions or advice from Motorola to Customer
(collectively, “recommendations”). Motorola makes no warranties concerning those recommendations,
and Customer alone accepts responsibility for choosing whether and how to implement the
recommendations and the results to be realized from implementing them.

10.6. WARRANTY CLAIMS. To assert a warranty claim, Customer must notify Motorola in writing of
the claim before the expiration of the Warranty Period. Upon receipt of this notice, Motorola will
investigate the warranty claim. If this investigation confirms a valid Equipment or Software warranty
claim, Motorola will (at its option and at no additional charge to Customer) repair the defective Equipment
or Motorola Software, replace it with the same or equivalent product, or refund the price of the defective
Equipment or Motorola Software. These actions will be the full extent of Motorola's liability for the
warranty claim. In the event of a valid Services warranty claim, Customer’s sole remedy is to require
Motorola to re-perform the non-conforming Service or to refund, on a pro-rata basis, the fees paid for the
non-conforming Service. If this investigation indicates the warranty claim is not valid, then Motorola may
invoice Customer for responding to the claim on a time and materials basis using Molorola’s then current
labor rates. Repaired or replaced product is warranted for the balance of the original applicable warranty
period. All replaced products or parts will become the property of Motorola.

10.7.  ORIGINAL END USER IS COVERED. These express limited warranties are extended by
Motorola to the original user purchasing the System or Services for commercial, industrial, or
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governmental use only, and are not assignable or transferable.

10.8. DISCLAIMER OF OTHER WARRANTIES. THESE WARRANTIES ARE THE COMPLETE
WARRANTIES FOR THE EQUIPMENT AND MOTOROLA SOFTWARE PROVIDED UNDER THIS
AGREEMENT AND ARE GIVEN IN LIEU OF ALL OTHER WARRANTIES. MOTOROLA DISCLAIMS
ALL OTHER WARRANTIES OR CONDITIONS, EXPRESS CR IMPLIED, INCLUDING THE IMPLIED
WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY, NON-INFRINGEMENT, AND FITNESS FOR A PARTICULAR
FURPOSE.

Section 11 DELAYS

11.1. FORCE MAJEURE. Neither Party will be liable for its non-performance or delayed performance if
caused by a Force Majeure. A Party that becomes aware of a Force Majeure that will significantly delay
performance will notify the other Party promptly {but in no event later than fifteen days) after it discovers
the Force Majeure. If 2 Force Majeure occurs, the Parties will execute a change order to extend the
Performance Schedule or -applicable--Addenda- for-a -time period that is reasonable—under-the-
circumstances.

11.2. PERFORMANCE SCHEDULE DELAYS CAUSED BY CUSTOMER. If Customer (including its
other contractors) delays the Performance Schedule, it will make the promised payments according to the
Payment schedule as if no delay occurred; and the Parlies will execute a change order to extend the
Performance Schedule and, if requested, compensate Motorola for all reasonable charges incurred
because of the delay. Delay charges may include costs incurred by Motorola or its subcontractors for
additional freight, warehousing and handling of Equipment; extension of the warranties; travel;
suspending and re-mobilizing the work; additional engineering, project management, and standby time
calculated at then current rates; and preparing and implementing an alternative implementation plan.

Section 12 DISPUTES

The Parties will use the following procedure to address any dispute arising under this Agreement (a
"Dispute”™).

121, GOVERNING LAW. This Agreement will be governed by and conslrued in accordance with the
laws of the State in which the System is installed.

12.2. NEGOTIATION. Either Party may initiate the Dispute resolution procedures by sending a notice
of Dispute (“Notice of Dispute”). The Parties will attampt to resolve the Dispute promptly through good
faith negotiations including 1) timely escalation of the Dispute to executives who have authority to settle
the Dispute and who are at a higher level of management than the persons with direct responsibility for
the matter and 2) direct communication between the executives. If the Dispute has not been resolved
within ten (10) days from the Notice of Dispute, the Parties will proceed to mediation.

12.3. MEDIATION. The Paries will choose an independent mediator within ihirty (30} days of a notice
to mediate from either Party (“Notice of Mediation”). Neither Party may unreasonably withhold consent to
the selection of a mediator. if the Parlies are unable io agree upon a mediaior. either Party may request
that American Arbitration Association nominate a mediator. Each Party will bear its own cosls of
mediation, but the Parties will share the cost of the mediator equally. Each Party will participate in the
mediation in good faith and will be represented at the mediation by a business executive with authority to
settle the Dispute.

12.4. LITIGATION, VENUE and JURISDICTION. If a Dispute remains unresolved for sixty {(60) days
after receipt of the Notice of Mediation, either Party may then submit the Dispute to a court of competent
jurisdiction in the state in which the System is installed. Each Party irrevocably agrees to submit to the
exclusive jurisdiction of the courts in such stale over any claim or matter arising under or in connection
with this Agreement.
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12.5. CONFIDENTIALITY. All communications pursuant to subsections 12.2 and 12.3 will be treated
as compromise and setlement negotiations for purposes of applicable rules of evidence and any
additional confidentiality protections provided by applicable law. The use of these Dispute resolution

procedures will not be construed under the doctrines of laches, waiver or estoppel to affect adversely the
rights of either Party.

Section 13 DEFAULT AND TERMINATION

13.1.  DEFAULT BY A PARTY. If either Party fails to perform a material obligation under this
Agreement, the other Party may consider the non-performing Party to be in default (unless a Force
Majeure causes the failure} and may assert a default claim by giving the non-performing Party a written
and detailed notice of default. Except for a default by Customer for failing to pay any amount when due
under this Agreement which must be cured immediately, the defaulting Party will have thirty (30) days
after receipt of the notice of default to either cure the default or, if the default is not curable within thirty
(30) days, provide a written cure plan. The defaulting Party will begin implementing the cure plan
immediately after receipt of notice by the other Party that it approves the plan. If Customer is the
defaulting Party, Motorola may stop work on the project until it approves the Customer’s cure plan.

13.2.  FAILURE TO CURE. If a defaulting Party fails 1o cure the default as provided above in Section
13.1, unless otherwise agreed in writing, the non-defaulting Party may terminate any unfulfilled portion of
this Agreement. In the event of termination for default, the defaulting Party will promptly return to the non-
defaulting Party any of its Confidentia! Information. If Customer is the non-defaulting Party, terminates
this Agreement as permitted by this Section, and completes the System through a third Party, Customer
may as its exclusive remedy recover from Motorala reasonable costs incurred to complete the System to
a capability not exceeding that specified in this Agreement less the unpaid portion of the Contract Price.
Customer will mitigate damages and provide Motorola with detailed invoices substantiating the charges.
In the event Customer elects to terminate this Agreement for any reason other than default, Customer
shall pay Motarola for the conforming Equipment and/or Software delivered and all services performed.

Section 14 INDEMNIFICATION

14.1.  GENERAL INDEMNITY BY Motorola. Motorola will indemnify and hold Customer harmless from
any and all liability, expense, judgment, suit, cause of action, or demand for personal injury, death, or
direct damage to tangible property which may accrue against Customer to the extent it is caused by the
negligence of Motorola, its subconlractors, or their employees or agents, while performing their duties
under this Agreement, if Customer gives Motorola prompt, written notice of any claim or suit. Customer
will cooperate with Motorola in its defense or settlement of the claim or suit. This Section sets forth the
full extent of Motorola's general indemnification of Customer from liabilities that are in any way related to
Motorola's performance under this Agreement.

14.2.  GENERAL INDEMNITY BY CUSTOMER. Customer will indemnify and hold Motorola harmless
from any and all liability, expense, judgment, suit, cause of action, or demand for personal injury, death,
or direct damage to tangible property which may accrue against Motorola to the extent it is caused by the
negligence of Customer, its other contractors, or their employees or agents, while performing their duties
under this Agreement, if Motorola gives Customer prompt, written notice of any the claim or suit.
Motorola will cooperate with Customer in its defense or settiement of the claim or suit. This Section sets
forth the full extent of Customer's general indemnification of Motarola from liabilities that are in any way
related to Customer’s performance under this Agreement.

14.3.  PATENT AND COPYRIGHT INFRINGEMENT.

14.3.1. Motorola will defend at its expense any suit brought against Customer to the extent it is based on
a third-party claim alleging that the Equipment manufactured by Matorola or the Motorota Software
("Motorola Product”) directly infringes a United States patent or copyright (“Infringement Claim").
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Motorola's duties to defend and indemnify are conditioned upon: Customer promptly notifying Motorola in
writing of the Infringement Claim; Motorola baving sole control of the defense of the suit and all
negotiations for its settlement or compromise; and Customer providing to Motorola cooperation and, if
requested by Motorola, reasonable assistance in the defense of the Infringement Claim. In addition to
Motorola's obligation to defend, and subject to the same conditions, Motorola will pay all damages finally
awarded against Customer by a court of competent jurisdiction for an Infringemant Claim or agreed to, in
writing, by Motorola in settlement of an Infringement Claim.

14.3.2 If an Infringement Claim occurs, or in Motorola's opinion is likely to occur, Motorola may at its
option and expense: (a) procure for Customer the right to continue using the Motorola Product; (b)
replace or modify the Motorola Product so that it becomes non-infringing while providing functionally
equivalent performance; or (c) accept the return of the Motorola Product and grant Customer a credit for
the Motorola Product, less a reasonable charge for depreciation. The depreciation amount will be
calculated based upon generally accepted accounting standards.

14.3.3_Motorola_will have-no duty. to defend or indemnify for_any. Infringement Claim that is based-upon:
(a) the combination of the Motorola Product with any software, apparatus or device not furnished by
Motorola; (b) the use of ancillary equipment or software not furnished by Motorcla and that is attached to
or used in connection with the Motorola Product; (c) Motorola Product designed or manufactured in
accordance with Customer's designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions, if the alleged infringement
would not have occurred without such designs, specifications, guidelines or instructions; (d) a
maodification of the Molorala Product by a party other than Motorola; (e) use of the Motorola Preduct in a
manner for which the Motorola Product was not designed or that is inconsistent with the terms of this
Agreement; or (f) the failure by Customer to install an enhancement release to the Motorola Software that
is Intended to correct the claimed infringement. In no event will Motorola's liability resulting from its
indemnity obligation to Customer extend in any way to royalties payable on a per use basis or the
Customer's revenues, or any royalty basis other than a reasonable royalty based upon revenue derived
by Motorola from Customer from sales or license of the infringing Motorola Product.

14.3.4. This Section 14 provides Customer’s sole and exclusive remedies and Motorola's entire liability in
the event of an Infringement Claim. Customer has no right to recover and Motorola has no obligation to
provide any other or further remedies, whether under another provision of thic Agreement or any other
legal theory or principle, in connection wilh an Infringement Claim. In addition, the rights and remedies
provided in this Section 14 are subject to and limited by the restrictions set forth in Section 15.

Section 15 LIMITATION OF LIABILITY

Exceplt for personal injury or death, Motorola's total liability, whether for breach of contract, warranly,
negligence, sirict liability in tort, indemnification, or otherwise, will be limited to the direct damages
recoverable under law, but not to exceed the price of the Equipment, Software, or implementation and
other one-time Services with respect to which losses or damages are claimed. With respect to all
subscription or other ongoing Services and unless as otherwise provided under the applicable Addenda,
Motorola's total liability will be limited to the direct damages recoverable under taw, but not to exceed the
price of twelve (12) months of Services preceding the incident giving rise to the claim. ALTHOUGH THE
PARTIES ACKNOWLEDGE THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH LOSSES OR DAMAGES, THEY AGREE
THAT MOTOROLA WILL NOT BE LIABLE FOR ANY COMMERCIAL LOSS, INCONVENIENCE, LOSS
OF USE, LOSS TIME, DATA, GOODWILL, REVENUES, PROFITS OR SAVINGS, OR OTHER
SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL, INDIRECT, OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES IN ANY WAY RELATED TO OR
ARISING FROM THIS AGREEMENT, THE SALE OR USE OF THE EQUIPMENT OR SOFTWARE, OR
THE PERFORMANCE OF SERVICES BY MOTOROLA PURSUANT TO THIS AGREEMENT. This
limitation of liability provision survives the expiration or termination of the Agreement and applies
notwithstanding any contrary provision. No action for contract bresach or otherwise relating to the
transactions contemplated by this Agreement may be brought more than one (1) year after the accrual of
the cause of action, except for money due upon an open account.
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Section16  CONFIDENTIALITY AND PROPRIETARY RIGHTS
16.1. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION,

16.1.1. Each party is a disclosing party (“Discloser”) and a receiving party ("Recipient”) under this
Agreement. All Deliverables will be deemed to be Motorola's Confidential Information. During the term of
this Agreement and for a period of three (3) years from the expiration or termination of this Agreement,
Recipient will (i) not disclose Confidential Information to any third party; (i) restrict disclosure of
Confidential Information to only those employees (including, but not fimited to, employees of any wholly
owned subsidiary, a parent company, any other wholly owned subsidiaries of the same parent company),
agents or consultants who must be directly involved with the Confidential Information for the purpose and
who are bound by confidentiality terms substantially similar to those in this Agreement; (iii) not copy,
reproduce, reverse engineer, decompile, or disassemble any Confidential Information; (iv) use the same
degree of care as for its own information of like importance, but at least use reasonable care, in
safeguarding against disclosure of Confidential Information; (v) promptly notify Discloser upon discovery
of any unauthorized use or disclosure of the Confidential Information and take reasonable steps to regain
possession of the Confidential Information and prevent further unauthorized actions or other breach of
this Agreement; and (vi) only use the Confidential Information as needed to fulfill this Agreement.

16.1.2. Recipient is not obligated to maintain as confidential, Confidential Information that Recipient can
demonstrate by documentation (i) is now available or becomes available to the public without breach of
this agreement; (i) is explicitly approved for release by written authorization of Discloser; (i) is lawfully
oblained from a third party or parties without a duty of confidentiality; (iv} is known to the Recipient prior to
such disclosure; or {v) is independently developed by Recipient without the use of any of Discloser's
Confidential Information or any breach of this Agreement.

16.1.3. All Confidential Information remains the property of the Discloser and will not be copied or
reproduced without the express written permission of the Discloser, except for copies that are absolutely
necessary in order to fulfill this Agreement. Within ten (10) days of receipt of Discloser’s written request,
Recipient will return all Confidential Information to Discloser along with all copies and portions thereof, or
cerlify in writing that all such Confidential Information has been destroyed. However, Recipient may retain
one (1} archival copy of the Confidential Information that it may use only in case of a dispute concerning
this Agreement. No license, express or implied, in the Confidential Information is granted other than to
use the Confidential Information in the manner and to the extent authorized by this Agreement. The

Discloser warrants that it is authorized to disclose any Confidential Information it discloses pursuant to
this Agreement.

16.2. PRESERVATION OF MOTOROLA'S PROPRIETARY RIGHTS. Matorola, the third party
manufacturer of any Equipment, and the copyright owner of any Non-Motorola Software own and relain
all of their respeclive Proprietary Rights in the Equipment and Software, and nothing in this Agreement is
intended to restrict their Proprietary Rights. All intellectual property developed, originated, or prepared by
Motorola in connection with providing to Customer the Equipment, Software, or related services remain
vested exclusively in Motorola, and this Agreement does not grant to Customer any shared development
rights of intellectual property. Except as explicitly provided in the Software License Agreement, Motorola
does not grant to Customer, either directly or by implication, estoppel, or otherwise, any right, title or
interest in Motorola's Proprietary Rights. Customer will not maodify, disassemble, peel components,
decompile, otherwise reverse engineer or attempt lo reverse engineer, derive source code or create
derivative works from, adapt, translate, merge with other software, reproduce, distribute, sublicense, sell
or export the Software, or permit or encourage any third party to do so. The preceding sentence does not
apply to Open Source Software which is governed by the standard license of the copyright owner.

163 VOLUNTARY DISCLOSURE. Except as required to fulfill its obligations under this Agreement,
Molorola will have no obligation to provide Customer with access to its Confidential Information andfor

proprietary information. Under no circumstances will Motorola be required to provide any data related to
cost and pricing.
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16.4 DATA AND FEEDBACK.

16.4.1 To the extent permitied by law, Customer owns all right, title and interest in System Data created
solely by it or its agents (hereafter, "Customer Data"), and grants to Motorola the right to use, host, cache,
store, reproduce, copy, modify, combine, analyze, create derivatives from, communicate, transmit,
publish, display, and distribute such Customer Data.

16.4.2 Motorola owns all right, title and interest in data resulting from System Data that is or has been
transformed, altered, processed, aggregated, correlated or operated on (hereafter, “Derivative Data"}.

16.4.3 Any Feedback given by Customer is and will be entirely voluntary and, even if designated as
confidential, will not create any confidentiality obligation for Motorola. Motorola will be free to use,
reproduce, license or otherwise distribute and exploit the Feedback without any obligation to Customer.
Customer acknowledges that Motorola's receipt of the Feedback does not imply or create recognition by
Motorola--of -either the -novelty -or -originality -of- any--idea. The -parties further-agree—that--all-fixes,
modifications and improvemenis made to Molorola products or services conceived of or made by
Motorola that are based, either in whole or in part, on the Feedback are the exclusive property of
Motorola and all right, title and interest in and to such fixes, modifications or improvements to the
Motorola product or service will vest solely in Motorola.

Section 17 GENERAL

17.1.  TAXES. The Contract Price does not include any excise, sales, leass, use, property, or other
taxes, assessments or duties, all of which will be paid by Customer except as exempt by law. If Motorola
is required to pay any of these taxes, Molorola will send an invoice to Customer and Customer will pay to
Motorola the amount of the taxes (including any interest and penalties) within thirty (30) days after the
date of the invoice. Customer will be solely responsible for reporting the Equipment for personal property
tax purposes, and Motorola will be solely responsible for reporting taxes on its income or net worth.

17.2.  ASSIGNABILITY AND SUBCONTRACTING. Except as provided herein, neither Party may
assign this Agreement or any of its rights or obligations hereunder without the prior written consent of the
other Party, which consent will not be unreasonably withheld. Any atiempted assignment, delegation, or
transfer without the necessary consent will be void. Notwithstanding the foregoing, Molorola may assign
this Agreement to any of its affiliates or its right to receive payment without the prior consent of Customer.
In addition, in the event Motorola separates one or more of ils businesses (each a "Separated Business”},
whether by way of a sale, establishment of a joint venture, spin-off or otherwise (each a "Separation
Event”), Motorola may, without the prior written consent of the other Party and at no additional cost to
Motorola, assign this Agreement such that it will continue to benefil the Separated Business and its
affiliates (and Motorola and its affiliates, lo the extent applicable) following the Separation Event.
Motorola may subcontract any of the work, but subcontracting will not relieve Motorola of its duties under
this Agreement.

17.3.  WAIVER. Failure or delay by either Party to exercise a right or power under this Agreement will
not be a waiver of the right or power. For a waiver of a right or power to be effeclive, it must be in a
writing signed by the waiving Party. An effective waiver of a right or power will not be construed as either
a future or continuing waiver of that same right or power, or the waiver of any other right or power.

17.4, SEVERABILITY. If a court of competent jurisdiction renders any part of this Agreement invalid or
unenforceable, that part will be severed and the remainder of this Agreement will continue in full force and
effect.
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17.5. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTORS. Each Party will perform its duties under this Agreement as an
independent contractor. The Parties and their personnel will not be considered to be employees or
agents of the other Party. Nothing in this Agreement will be interpreted as granting either Party the right
ar authority to make commitments of any kind for the other. This Agreement will not constitute, create, or
be interpreted as a joint venture, partnership or formal business organization of any kind.

17.6. HEADINGS AND SECTION REFERENCES. The section headings in this Agreement are
inserted only for convenience and are not 10 be construed as part of this Agreement or as a limitation of
the scope of the particular seclion to which the heading refers. This Agreement will be fairly interpreted in
accordance with its terms and conditions and not for or against either Party.

17.7. NOTICES. Notices required under this Agreement to be given by one Party to the other must be
in writing and either personally delivered or sent to the address provided by the other Party by certified
mail, return receipt requested and postage prepaid (or by a recagnized courier service, such as Federal

Express, UPS, or DHL), or by facsimile with correct answerback received, and will be effective upon
receipt.

17.8. COMPLIANCE WITH APPLICABLE LAWS. Each Party will comply with all applicable federal,
state, and local laws, regulations and rules concerning the performance of this Agreement or use of the
System. Customer will obtain and comply with all Federal Communications Commission (“FCC") licenses
and authorizations required for the instalfation, operation and use of the System before the scheduled
installation of the Equipment. Although Motorola might assist Customer in the preparation of its FCC

license applications, neither Motorola nor any of its employees is an agent or representative of Customer
in FCC or other matters.

17.9 FUTURE REGULATORY REQUIREMENTS. The Parties acknowledge and agree that this is an
evolving technological area and therefore, laws and regulations regarding Services and use of Solution
may change. Changes to exisling Services or the Solution required to achieve regulatory compliance
may be available for an additional fee. Any required changes may also impact the price for Services.

17.10. AUTHORITY TO EXECUTE AGREEMENT. Each Party represents that it has obtained all
necessary approvals, consents and authorizations to enter into this Agreement and to perform its duties
under this Agreement; the person execuling this Agreement on its behalf has the authority to do so; upon
execution and delivery of this Agreement by the Parties, it is a valid and binding contract, enforceable in
accordance with its terms; and the execution, delivery, and performance of this Agreement does not
violate any bylaw, charter, regulation, law or any other gaverning authority of the Party.

17.11. ADMINISTRATOR LEVEL ACCOUNT ACCESS. If applicable to the type of System purchased by
Customer, Motorola will pravide Customer with Administrative User Credentials. Customer agrees 1o only
grant access to the Administrative User Credentials to those personnel with the training and experience to
correctly use them. Cuslomer is responsible for protecting Administrative User Credentials from
disclosure and maintaining Credential validity by, among other things, updating passwords when
required. Cuslomer may be asked to provide valid Administrative User Credentials when in contact with
Motorola System support personnel. Customer understands that changes made as the Administrative
User can significantly impact the performance of the System. Customer agrees that it will be solely
responsible for any negative impact on the System or its users by any such changes. System issues
occurring as a result of changes made using the Administrative User Credentials may impact Molorola's

ability to perform Services or other obligations under the Agreement. In such cases, a revision to the
appropriate provisions of the Agreement, including the Statement of Work, may be necessary. To the
extent Motorola provides assistance to correct any issues caused by or arising out of the use of or failure
to maintain Administrative User Credentials, Motorola will be entitled to bill Customer and Customer will
pay Motorola on a time and materials basis for resolving the issue.

17.12. SURVIVAL OF TERMS. The following provisions will survive the expiration or termination of this
Agreement for any reason: Section 3.5 (Motorola Software); Section 3.6 (Non-Motorola Software); if any
payment obligations exist, Sections 6.2 and 6.3 {Contract Price and Invoicing and Payment), Subsection
10.8 (Disclaimer of Implied Warranties); Section 12 (Disputes);, Section 15 (Limitation of Liability}; and
Section 16 (Confidentiality and Proprietary Rights); and all of the General provisions in Section 17.

17.13. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, including all Exhibits, constitutes the entire agreement
of the Parties regarding the_subjectmatter of the_Agreement and_supersedes all pravious agreements,
proposals, and understandings, whether written or oral, relating to this subject matter. This Agreement
may be executed in mulliple counterparts, and shall have the same legal force and effect as if the Parties
had executed it as a single document. The Parties may sign in writing, or by electronic signature,
including by email. An electronic signature, or a facsimile copy or computer image, such as a PDF or tiff
image, of a signature, shall be trealed as and shall have the same effect as an original signature. In
addition, an electronic signature, a true and correct facsimile copy or computer image of this Agreement
shall be treated as and shall have the same effect as an original signed copy of this document. This
Agreement may be amended or modified only by a wiitien instrument signed by authorized
representatives of both Parties. The preprinted terms and conditions found on any Cuslomer purchase or
purchase order, acknowledgment or other form will not be considered an amendment or modification of
this Agreement, even if a representative of each Party signs that document.

The Parties hereby enter into this Agreement as of the Effective Date.

MOTOROLA SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT

This Exhibit A Motorola Software License Agreement ("Agreement”) is between Molorola Solutions, Inc.,
("Motorala"), and the City of Jacksonville, Florida ("Licensee").

For good and valuable consideration, the parties agree as follows:

Section 1 DEFINITIONS

1.1 “Designated Products” means products provided by Motorola to Licensee with which or for which
the Software and Documentation is licensed for use.

1.2 “Documentation” means product and software documentation that specifies technical and
performance features and capabilities, and the user, operation and training manuals for the Software
{including all physical or electronic media upon which such information is provided).

1.3 “Open Source Software” means software with either freely obtainable source code, license for
madification, or permission for free distribution.

14 “Open Source Software License™ means the terms or conditions under which the Open Source
Software is licensed.

15 “Primary Agreement” means the agreement to which this exhibit is attached.

1.6 “Security Vulnerability" means a flaw or weakness in system security procedures, design,

implementation, or internal controls that could be exercised (accidentally triggered or intentionally
exploited) and result in a security breach such that data is compromised, manipulated or stolen or the
system damaged.

1.7 “Software" (i) means proprietary software in object code format, and adaptations, translations, de-
compilations, disassemblies, emulations, or derivative works of such software: (i) means any
madifications, enhancements, new versions and new releases of the software provided by Motorola; and
(iii) may contain one or more items of software owned by a third party supplier. The term "Software" does
not include any third party software provided under separate license or third parly software not licensable
under the terms of this Agreement.

Section 2 SCOPE

Motorola and Licensee enter into this Agreement in connection with Motorola's delivery of certain
proprietary software or products containing embedded or pre-loaded proprietary software, or both. This
Agreement contains the terms and conditions of the license Motorola is providing to Licensee, and
Licensee’s use of the proprietary software and affiliated documentation.

Section 3 GRANT OF LICENSE

3.1. Subject to the provisions of this Agreement and the payment of applicable license fees, Motorola
grants to Licensee a personal, limited, non-transferable (except as permitted in Seclion 7} and non-
exclusive license under Motorola’s copyrights and Confidential Information (as defined in the Primary
Agreement) embodied in the Software to use the Software, in object code form, and the Documentation

solely in connection with Licensee's use of the Designated Products. This Agreement does not grant any
rights to source code.
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3.2. If the Software licensed under this Agreement contains or is derived from Open Source Software,
the terms and conditions governing the use of such Open Source Software are in the Open Source
Software Licenses of the copyright owner and not this Agreement. If there is a conflict between the terms
and conditions of this Agreement and the terms and conditions of the Open Source Software Licenses
governing Licensee's use of the Open Source Software, the terms and conditions of the license grant of
the applicable Open Source Software Licenses will take precedence over the license grants in this
Agreement. If requested by Licensee, Motorola will use commercially reasonable efforts to: (i) determine
whether any Open Source Software is provided under this Agreement; and (i} identify the Open Source
Software (or specify where that license may be found}).

3.3 TO THE EXTENT, IF ANY, THAT THERE IS A SEPARATE LICENSE AGREEMENT
PACKAGED WITH, OR PROVIDED ELECTRONICALLY WITH, A PARTICULAR PRODUCT THAT
BECOMES EFFECTIVE ON AN ACT OF ACCEPTANCE BY THE END USER, THEN THAT
AGREEMENT SUPERSEDES THE SOFTWARE LICENSE AGREEMENT AS TO THE END USER OF
EACH SUCH PRODUCT.

Section 4 LIMITATIONS ON USE

4.1. Licensee may use the Software only for Licensee's internal business purposes and only in
accordance with the Documentation. Any other use of the Software is strictly prohibited. Without limiting
the general nature of these restrictions, Licensee will not make the Software available for use by third
parties on a "time sharing," "application service provider," or "service bureau" basis or for any other
similar commercial rental or sharing arrangement.

4.2 Licensee will not, and will not allow or enable any third party to: (i) reverse engineer,
disassemble, peel components, decompile, reprogram or otherwise reduce the Software or any portion to
a human perceptible form or otherwise attempt to recreate the source code; (ii) modify, adapt, create
derivative works of, or merge the Software; (iii) copy, reproduce, distribute, lend, or lease the Software or
Documentation to any third party, grant any sublicense or other rights in the Software or Documentation
to any third party, or take any action that would cause the Software or Documentation to be placed in the
public domain; (iv) remove, or in any way alter or obscure, any copyright notice or other notice of
Motorola's proprietary rights; {v) provide, copy, transmit, disclose, divulge or make the Software or
Documentation available to, or permit the use of the Software by any third party or on any machine
except as expressly authorized by this Agreement; or (vi) use, or permit the use of, the Software in a
manner that would result in the production of a copy of the Software solely by activating a machine
containing the Software. Licensee may make one copy of Software to be used solely for archival, back-
up, or disaster recovery purposes; provided that Licensee may not operate that copy of the Software al
the same time as the original Software is being operated. Licensee may make as many copies of the
Documentation as it may reasonably require for the internal use of the Software.

4.3, Unless otherwise autharized by Motorola in writing, Licensee will not, and wili not enable or aflow
any third party to: (i) install a licensed copy of the Software on more than one unit of a Designated
Product; or (i) copy onto or transfer Software installed in one unit of a Designated Product onto one other
device. Licensee may temporarily transfer Software installed on a Designated Product to another device
if the Designated Product is inoperable or malfunctioning, if Licensee provides wrilten notice to Molorola
of the temporary transfer and identifies the device on which the Software is transferred. Temporary
transfer of the Software to another device must be discontinued when the original Designated Product is
returned to operation and the Software must be removed from the other device. Licensee must provide
prompt written notice to Motorola at the time temporary transfer is discontinued.

4.4 Licensee will maintain, during the term of this Agreement and for a period of two years thereafter,
accurate records relating to this license grant to verify compliance with this Agreement. Motorola or an
independent third party (“Auditor”) may inspect Licensee's premises, books and records, upon reasonable
prior notice to Licensee, during Licensee’s normal business hours and subject to Licensee’s facility and
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security regulations. Motorola is responsible for the payment of all expenses and costs of the Auditor.
Any information obtained by Motorola and the Auditor will be kept in strict confidence by Motorola and the

Auditor and used salely for the purpose of verifying Licensee's compliance with the terms of this
Agreement.

Section 5 OWNERSHIP AND TITLE

Once the City has obtained approval of the rankings, the City shall negotiate with the
highest ranked Firm for professional design services pursuant to Section 287.055(5), F.S5,,
at compensation which the City determines is fair, competitive and reasonable for the
Project. Should the City be unable to negotiate satisfactory compensation with the
highest ranked Firm, the City will terminate negotiations with the highest ranked Firm.
The City shali then undertake negotiations with the second highest ranked Firm for
compensation which the City determines is fair, competitive and reasonable for the
Project.

Attachment B- Evaluation Criteria

General:

Upon approval of the ranking of DBF responses under each category, the City shall conduct oral
interviews for the top ranked firms in accordance with Section 287.055, F.5.. The QES will again serve as
the selection committee under the auspices of CSPEC, Separate criteria and schedules will be provided to
the top ranked firms under consideration for the interviews.

At the conclusion of the ranking process, the City intends to select the top-ranked DBF as specified within
this RFQ. The City intends to contract with the top-ranked DBF.

The City reserves its right to terminate the design build solicitation for any proposed project and
transfer it for execution through the design-bid-build delivery method.

A DBF selected to receive a DCP for a specific project shall be required to retain all employees, consultants,
sub-consultants, contractors, sub-contractors, and suppliers necessary for the proper execution of the
project as it has been listed in the DBF SOQ submitted in response to this solicitation unless otherwise
agreed between the parties and approved by the City.

1. EXPERIENCE, COMPETENCE IN, AND APPROACH TO SIMILAR DESIGN-BUILD
PROJECTS (ABILITY OF PROFESSIONAL PERSONNEL). (30 Point Value)

Provide concise information pertaining to professional qualifications, experience, and competence of the
Design Build Team or individual firms of the Design Build Team as follows:

1. Identify the lead organization and primary members of the Design Build Team. Name
the DBF with whom the City will be contracting and identify if this will be a partnership,
corporation, joint venture, etc.

2, Provide an organizational chart of the DBF team describing the role and responsibilities
of each team member. Identify all team members that are pre-qualified by the City as
a Jacksonville Small Emerging Business,

3. Provide proof of insurance and bonding capacity adequate to complete projects. (Appendix
item)

4. Provide proof of licensing including occupational license tax for all business entities
and individual professional members of the DBF team. (Appendix item)

5. The DBF team must include at a minimum the following Key Individuals in order

for the SOQ to be deemed technically responsive. Identify the Key Individuals and the
business entities (firms) by which those individuals are employed. Provide a clear
definition of the role and responsibility of each Key Individual relative to the member
firm.

a.  Project Principal - The Project Principal (Director) shall be the primary person in

' charge of and responsible for delivery of the Project in accordance with the Design
Build Contract requirements. The Project Principal must have full authority to make
the final decisions on behalf of the DBF and have responsibility for communicating
these decisions to the City of Jacksonville, Florida. The Project Principal must have at
least ten (10) years of requisite experience and provide at least five representative
projects.

b.  Lead Design Professional - The Lead Design Professional shall be in charge of and
responsible for all aspects of the design of the Project and shall be a Florida Registered
Engineer or Architect or Landscape Architect. The Lead Design Professional shall have a
minimum of ten (10} years of post-registration experience in design of similar public or
private facility projects, including five (5) years of supervisory experience. The Lead
Design Professional shall have coordination and project management responsibilities
over the Project Design Team.

¢.  Specialty Design Engineer, Architect, and Landscape Architect - The Specialty Design
Engineers such as Civil, Traffic, Drainage, Structural, Electrical, as well as any other
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necessary design professional shall comprise the Project Design Team and be responsible
for preparation of construction drawings, calculations and specifications in their
respective specialty. Each Specialty Engineer and other design professional shall be
licensed in the State of Florida with at least five (5) years of post-registration design
experience. Each design professional shall provide at least five representative projects.

d. Construction Manager -~ The Construction Manager shall report directly to the Project
Principal and shall be responsible for the overall coordination of projects at each location
including participation in the design and primary on-site responsibility for construction.
The Construction Manager shall have at least five years' experience in this role and
provide at least five representative projects while serving as a Construction Manager or
Site Superintendent.

e.  Design Quality Control Manager - The Design Quality Control Manager shall be
responsible for assuring that the design of each project is in compliance with the
requirements of the Design Build Contract. The Design Quality Control Manager shall be
a Professional Engineer, Registered Architect, or Registered Landscape Architect licensed
in the State of Florida and shall report directly to the Project Principal. The Design
Quality Control Manager shall have at Ieast 10 years of post-registration experience in
design and construction. The Design Quality Control Manager will provide at least three
(3) examples of requisite experience in this role.

f.  Construction Quality Control Manager - The Construction Quality Control Manager
shall be responsible for assuring that all workmanship and materials are in compliance
with the Design Build Contract Requirements. The Construction Quality Control
Manager shall have at least ten (10) years of experience in building construction, utility
construction, or other representative experience related to the project type offering. The
Construction Quality Control Manager will provide at least three (3) examples or
requisite experience in this role.

6. All members and personnel of the Design Build Project Team shall hold licenses required
for performing work on a specific project under the State of Fiorida or the City of
Jacksonville law and ordinances including occupational tax licenses.

7. Provide information demonstrating that the DBF personnel possess the required
minimum qualifications specified in Item 5, :

8. Design Build Firm’'s design team shall have the necessary equipment and personnel to
provide the design plans and specifications in a timely manner.
9. Provide one-page resumes of the Key Individuals and other personnel that the Design

Builder considers critical to the successful completion of the Project including all team
members discussed above in the appendix.

10.  Modification to the Design Build Firm's Team or Key Individuals and other
personnel listed above is discouraged. The City will not approve requests for
modification without justification. ~ Examples of justification include changes in
employment status, bankruptcy, inability to perform, organizational conflict of interest,
or death of a team member. Replacement team members must be submitted to the City for
approval demonstrating equivalent experience to the individual being replaced.

1. For the Project Principal, Lead Design Engineer, and Construction Manager compose
a list of projects that they managed in the past. Each list shall consist of a brief description
of the projects managed by each of them, name of the owner the work was performed
for, the owner’s representative’s telephone number, total construction cost, duration of
construction, and any unusual features.

2. Increase Maximum Indebtedness

» Call to Order: the meeting was convened at 10:03 and the attendees introduced themselves for the
record.

s Public Comments - none

OPERATIONS

1} Employee Services Briefing; Diane Moser, Director of the Department of Employee Services, addressed
the group, at the request of the City's Inspector General, about the services that the Employee Services
Department can provide to boards and commissions. The department has 3 divisions: Talent
Management, Employee and Labor Relations, and Compensation and Benefits. The department is
available to assist boards and commissions that have staff (such as the TDC) with classification and
compensation studies, employee disciplinary matters, COViD-related issues, and the like. Issues related
to discrimination, harassment, etc. should be referred to the Jacksonville Human Rights Commission, and
any ethics or conflict of interest matters should be referred to the City Ethics Office. In response to a
question from Chairman Hazouri, Ms. Moser said that the City is not actively tracking which employees
have been vaccinated for COVID, but is strongly encouraging that all City employees be vaccinated.

2) Approval of Minutes: the minutes of the January 21, 2021 regutar TDC Meeting and the March 25, 2021
UNF Track & Field announcement event were approved unanimously without amendment. Members
gave positive comments about the UNF announcement event.

3) Financial Report: Assistant Council Auditor Phillip Peterson gave the financial report. TDC bed tax
revenues were down 39.42% for the last year (12 months ending March 2021 vs. March 2020);
collections for the last 6 months were down 29.18% year over year, month of March collections were
down 19.62% year over year; but actual collections for March of $2,738,104.85 exceeded budget for the
month by $169,104.85. Mr. Peterson reviewed the budgetary balances remaining in the TDC’s various
accounts: Destination Services - $100; Marketing - $27,055.91; Convention/Group Sales - $12,979.68;
Planning and Research - $1; Event Grants - $75,001; Remaining to be Spent in Accordance with TDC
Plan - $498,510; TDC Administrative Budget - $154,509.96; Convention Grants - $263,557.77; Promotion
of Equestrian Center - $7,936.05;, Special Revenue Fund - $105,212.50; Contingency Account -
$1,163,000; Development Account - $1,371,075.63. Ms. Graning said that prior year returned funds from
Visit Jacksonville will be addressed later in the meeting, and the CVB and Equestrian Center grants are
listed in detail in the agenda attachments.

4) Market Report: TDC Executive Director Lillian Graning gave the market report. Consumer and traveler
sentiment continues to dramatically improve reflecting 88% of travelers with plans to travel within six
months, which seems to reflect an inflection point in the long recovery from the COVID pandemic. This is
an important trend even though the majority of these fall oulside the traditional overnight visitor

1





demographics (4 in 10 staying with friends or family, 1 in 10 utlizing short-term rentals, and 1 in 10
staying outdoors). Continuing the trend from 2020, road trips, day trips, in-siate travel, and outdoor
pursuits remain the top activity for travelers at their destination. STR forecasts suggest that after Labor
Day 2021, corporate travel should return in earnest, spurred by transiznt travelers and some group
demand. 2019 will remain the benchmark of recovery but given the trends pre-pandemic figures will likely
remain out of reach until at least 2023. The TDC adopted a fiscally responsible FY 20-21 budget by
decreasing revenue figures by more than 40% to $5 million. Now almost half way through FY 20-21
revenue remains 30-35% of the pre-COVID volume and revenue mark, indicating that budgeted amounts
are still on target. As people become more comfortable with the state of the pandemic recovery and the
growth of vaccinations, their changes in willingness to travel will have a large impact on the TDC's
revenues which will in turn impact on the proposed budget for next year.

Visit Jacksonville Payroll Protection Plan {PPP) Funding Authorization: Ms. Graning said Visit

Jacksonville went above and beyond their duties to apply for, and were awarded, $367,600 in federal
PPP forgivable loans. While those loan funds have been distributed to Visit Jacksonville, they will be
segregated until they are applied to a detailed budget and deliverables approved by the TDC. Given the
24 weeks to use the funds and the length of time for forgiveness post-application, it's likely these funds
will need fo be considered separately from FY21-22 budgeting. Visit Jacksonville, with the support of
TDC's Executive Director, is seeking formal authorization from TDC that any savings resulting from
inhibited operations in FY 20-21 as well as the full amount of forgiven PPP loans would be available for
Visit Jacksonville commitment at a future date to be determined based on the PPP process timeline.
Motion (Carluccif2™ Newby): authorize Visit Jacksonville to make future requests for use of budgetary
savings from FY20-21 and the PPP forgivable loan revenue received from the federal government —
approved unanimously.

FY 20-21 Budgetary Adjustment Authorization: Ms. Graning reported that pursuant to the three current
Visit Jacksonville contracts, an advance payment request is allowed at the beginning of each fiscal year
to allow operating cash for otherwise reimbursement-based functions. During the 2019-20 fiscal year,
Visit Jacksonville didn't deploy all available funds as allowable by the contracted maximum indebtedness.
They incurred such significant savings as a result of pandemic restrictions that after the full fiscal year
was reconciled and audited they were able to return all three advances in full to the City. Due to
limitations of COJ's financial system, simply adding returned funds from a previous fiscal year into the
current fiscal year isn't possible without going through a budgetary adjustment process, which requires
appropriations and City Council approval.

Motion (Carluccii2™ Newby): adjust the budgetary authorization via City Council legislation per the
attached BT accommeodating the budgetary savings from FY19-20 into the FY20-21 budget for future
distribution — approved unanimously

Grant Adjustments

UNF NCAA Grant Adjustments: UNF Athletics requests a reduction in its room night guarantee for the
NCAA Track and Field East Regional Meet from 10,000 to 6,700 for the May 2021 event due to a
reduction in the number of athletes participating as a result of the COVID pandemic. Council Member
Carlucci asked if there is historical data that might help project future attendance trends for events that
have a history of funding. Ms. Graning said she would work with Visit Jacksonville to look at a trend
projection methodology. Michael Corrigan of Visit Jacksenville said that the reduced attendance at the
NCAA East Regional meet is a result of schools pulling out of the meet. Nick Morrow of UNF Athletics
said the NCAA reduced the field from 48 down to 32 participating schools. He also noted that UNF
recently hosted a Big 10 Conference track meet on short notice that produced over 1,500 room nights.
Motion (Newby/2™ Carlucci). approve the reduction in the room night guarantee to 6,700 as requested —
approved unanimously.

Springing the Blues Grant Adjustment: Due {o event cancellation because of the COVID pandemic the
event organizer requests adjustment of the event date to 2022 for the same event. Alan Verlander of
Airstream Ventures said the event is the largest blues festival in the United States and has traditionally
produced very substantial tourism and room nigiht bookings.

Motion (Carlucci/2™ Newby): approve the shift of the funding from the cancelled 2021 event to the 2022
event — approved unanimously.

Spartan Grant Adjustments (City Sprint, DEKA, and Combat Wrestling): Ms. Graning said the Spartan

organization requests several changes to previously approved special event grants to reorganize their
schedule. Specifically, they request a reduction in the $60,000 grant awarded to the Spartan City Sprint
race scheduled for May 2021 to $50,000 and to change the event from a City Sprint to a DEKA event to
be held in June 2021. Spartan also requests an increase in the Spartan Combat special event grant
funding from $50,000 to $60,000 and to move the event from June 2021 to May 2021. The net effect is no
change in total funding for the two events, and a reversal of the event dates between May and June. Alan
Verlander said the request reflects a shift in the Spartan organization’s branding and event types, but
should produce the same, if not greater, tourism impact,

Motion (Newby/2" Carlucci) — approve the Spartan grant amount and event date adjustments as
requested — approved unanimously.

Furyk & Friends Champions Tour Grant Reconsideration; The tournament organizers are requesting an
increase in the TDC's special events grant from $75,000 to $100,000 and the addition of a marketing

grant for $50,000. With no change in the $25,000 in-kind contribution from JTA for transportation support,
the request is to increase total TDC funding for the event from $75,000 to $150,000. Chairman Hazouri
thanked the JTA for their participation in supporting the event. Craig Smith asked Ms. Graning if she is
comfortable with the requested funding increase; she indicated the funding is available. There are very
few requests left to consider for funding in this fiscal year. Adam Renfro of Constellation Furyk and
Friends thanked JTA for its generous participation and said that the request for increased funding is due
to the substantial start-up costs the event faces for its first year. In response to a question from Craig
Smith, Ms. Graning explained the room night guarantee ramifications of granting a special events grant
versus a marketing grant.

Motion (Carluccif2"™ Smith) — approve a $25,000 increase in the special event grant (to $100,000) and
add a $50,000 marketing grant for the event to be funded through the unallocated TDC operational fund—
approved unanimously.

New Grant Considerations:

2021 Street League Skateboarding World Championship (Marketing Grant) — requested amount $75,000;

anticipated room nights 4,457, anticipated tourists — 15,000; tourist guarantee — 7,500; estimated
economic impact - $3,474,566

2021 Street League Skateboarding World Championship (Special Event Grant) - requested amount
$100,000; anticipated room nights 4,457; anticipated tourists — 15,000; tourist guarantee — 7,500;
estimated economic impact - $3,474,566

Ms. Graning noted that this event will overlap slightly with the Super Girl Surf Pro surfing event which will
draw the similar demographics from out of town. Alan Verlander said that Jacksonville was chosen from 3
finalist cities (Oslo, Norway and Paris, France) to host the world championship event. A 6,000 seat
temporary arena will be erected at the former Jacksonville Landing site on the riverfront to hold the event.
In 2019 the event in Sao Paolo, Brazil drew over 50,000 attendees. Angela Phillips asked if there will be
opportunities for pre- or post-championship events around the city (perhaps at Kona Skatepark); Mr.
Verlander said he is exploring possibilities.

Motion (Grossman/2" Newby) — adopted the recommended score of 53 out of 60 and to approve both
grants as requested, to be funded from FY 20-21 unallocated operational funds. — approved
unanimously.

TaxSlayer Gator Bowl Multi-Year Contract Proposal: Ms. Graning said the TDC has supported the Gator
Bowl Sports entity in its production of the TaxSlayer Gator Bowl! for many years at varying financial

commitments ranging from $250,000 to $500,000. The commitment for the current year was not multi-
year due to the market uncertainty in May of 2020, the meeting month when budget commitments were
being determined. The Mayor and Gator Bowl Sports are currently negotiating a 5- year stadium lease
extension for the game, and the association is requesting a multi-year, gradually reducing commitment
from the TDC to the event as follows: FY21-22 - $420,000; FY22-23 - $390,000; FY23-24 - $360,000;
FY24-25 — $330,000; FY25-26 - $300,000.

Rick Catlett, recently retired President of the Gator Bowl Association, thanked the TDC for its continued
generous support of the Gator Bowl game and said he hoped that Jacksonville will be a player in the





expanded College Football Playoff in a few years. He introduced Greg McGarrity, the new President of
the Association and described his long background in college athletics at the universities of Florida and
Georgia. Ms. Graning described the history of TDC's support of the annual game at varying levels. The
association is committed to hosting the game through 2025-26 and she described the proposal for a
gradual decrease in TDC funding over the 5 year period. The funding wilt be in the form of a multi-year
contract rather than annual grants.

Mr. Carlucci asked Mr. Catlett if the proposed reduction of TDC funding over time could impede the Gator
Bowl Association's ability to react to future circumstances and pursue biggar events if opportunities arise.
Mr. Catlett said the Association's new contract with the City for the game will include some General Fund
support from the City rather than just TDC funding. The association may want to come back to the TDC in
several years when the College Football Playoff expands to bolster its efforts then to be a player in that
expansion. He noted that Jacksonville’s greatest competitive drawback, with the demolition of the
Jacksonville Landing, is the lack of a well-known entertainment venue in the city compared with other
potential competitor cities (e.g. Tampa, New Orleans). Mr. Carlucci recatled that Jacksonville created
temporary entertainment options when the city hosted the Super Bow! and suggested that something
similar might be done for big college football games, which will require some City funding. He hopes that
thought and creativity will be applied to making Jacksonville a more attractve destination when that time
comes. Mr, Catlett noted that the City's Office of Special Events has not given much support to college
football game event support in the last decade. Craig Smith said that the recent downtown concerts on
the riverfront show what can be done with portable stages and food and beverage trucks and tents
without permanent facilities that achieve the desired end result. Steve Grossman asked if it would be
appropriate for TDC to request that the City study infrastructure needs at saveral potential sites in
downtown (former Landing site, Metropolitan Park, Shipyards) to see what may be needed in the way of
utilities, drainage, etc. to facilitate this type of temporary entertainment venue when needed,

Ms. Graning noted that the concert series on the riverfront received TDC funding and has already proven
to be a fantastic success and venue with substantial capacity. She also noted that the TDC's Contingency
and Development accounts could be used for the type of infrastructure improvements for temporary
venues discussed earlier. She will speak to the DIA about identifying sites and needs. She noted that the
City Mayoral Administration is negotiating with the Gator Bowl Association on establishing a reliable
contingency fund for the Gator Bow! that will help make the game more sustainable in the long term. All
vendors and grant recipients have the option to return to request adjustments in funding if circumstances
change. Mr. Catlett said that Visit Jacksonville has been a tremendous help to college football events
over the last few years.

Motion (Carlucci/2™ Smith) — approve the multi-year contract for the TaxSlayer Gator Bowl as presented
to be allocated from the budget year in which the funding will be utilized and distributed. - approved
unanimously.

DISCUSSION ITEMS

10) Determine Revenue Base for FY 21-22 Budget: Ms. Graning asked for direction from the board about
what revenue base to use for development of next fiscal year's budget. She said she will be looking back
at least 2 years for a pre-COVID ("normal”) budget as well as the COViD-y=ar budget to consider in
developing a baseline for next year. She reported that the current year's revenues are slightly over-
performing the revised budget, so that indicates that the current model is very accurate. She is proposing
a base revenue amount of $7,225,000 which reflects a 46% increase over the current (COVID) budget
and a decrease of 15% from the last pre-COVID “normal” budget. With the board’s approval, she will
develop a detailed budget for discussion at the next meeting based on that revenue. Angela Phillips
asked about the potential impact of the U.8. Marine Corps booking the Hyatt Hotel for 6 months and
FEMA and other federal government agencies booking substantial numbers of rooms that do not produce
bed tax revenue for the TDC. Ms. Graning reflected that while the Hyatt was generating less TDT, its
occupancy increased market compression for surrounding areas that do. The fact that the Hyatt is full
doesn’t change whether other visitors will stay in Jacksonville, just the property at which they will stay.
Given the toll COVID has taken on those properties, that compression will make a big difference in the
speed of their recovery.

11) Visit Jacksonville Update: Michael Corrigan said that hotel occupancy is recovering rapidly. The Omni
Hotel has been sold to a national ownership group that plans to invest millions in an upgrade of the facility






which is open and operating until that time, He thanked Rick Catlett for his decades of operation of the
Gator Bowl Association and his continual cooperation with Visit Jacksonville. Regarding convention and
group sales, Mr. Corrigan said that the Marine Corps has extended its full booking of the Hyatt hotel
through July 11™, generating an estimated 23,000 room nights per month. The Florida High School
Athletic Association relocated its state championship track meet from Gainesville to UNF which generated
3,000 room nights and 7,000 visitors. The American Council for the Blind has booked 4900 room nights
for an event in 2024. Nine bookings have been confirmed from the Group Giveaway Promo mini-grants
accounting for over 3,000 room nights. Bookings for the future are well ahead of pace with both re-
bookings and new bookings. Marketing became very important during the COVID pandemic and the hard
work is paying off in good publicity and increased tourism planning, especially for people looking for
outdoors experiences. The Destination Experience team has recently launched a concierge service with
Visit Jax employees staffing a table in the lobby of any hotel that is hosting an event coming to serve
visitor needs. All of Visit Jax's tourism brochures are now available electronically; IPads have been
installed in all visitor centers to do trip planning electronically, facilitate purchase of tickets to events, etc.
The Seymour Jax mobile visitor center is extremely active and plans are being made to add solar
charging technology so Seymour can do more, such as phone charging stations and a photo booth, that
are not possible with the limited power now available. Visit Jax is upgrading its kiosks to the same app
platform as is available in the visitor centers. Chairman Hazouri asked about the availability of
Jacksonville historical tours; Mr. Corrigan said there are self-guided tours on the app, or several private
operators do guided tours, all of which can be accessed via Visit Jax.
